Amid violent protests this sum-
mer over police brutality and civil 
rights, Mayor Lori Lightfoot in 
the middle of the night removed 
statues of Christopher Columbus 
that had become a focal point of 
the demonstrations.

Lightfoot also formed a com-
mittee to conduct a thorough re-
view to assess if other public art 
should be removed or changed 
and promised the newly formed 
Chicago Monuments Project Ad-

Residents of three Lake Shore 
Dr. high-rises are demanding 
answers after bullets have flown 
through the windows of four 
condo units over the past three 
weeks.

Windows of three condos in 
side-by-side buildings along the 
1100 block of N. Lake Shore Dr. 
were struck by gunfire early Feb. 
11, according to CPD records. 

And another window was shat-
tered by a bullet around 3:15 a.m 
March 4. At least one more round 
struck the outside of the building 
next door, too.

Cops who were on patrol heard 
the gunfire March 4 and 911 call-
ers reported the shots, too. But 
no shooter was found. Detectives 
spent that afternoon searching for 
surveillance cameras that might 
help them identify the gunman.

“It strains plausibility to say 
there’s no connection” between 
the February and March inci-
dents, Ald. Brian Hopkins [2nd] 
said. But, so far, police have no 

evidence that ties them together.
Condos have been struck on the 

29th, 27th, 17th, and 12th floors 
of the buildings, he said. Other 
rounds became lodged in the 
buildings’ facades, according to 
residents. No injuries have been 
reported.

Some residents are concerned 
that the shots have been fired 
from another building because

The news last week that the Na-
tional Restaurant and Internation-
al Housewares associations both 
cancelled their Chicago meetings 
for 2021 was just more bad news 
for the local hotel industry that 
continues to suffer due to the eco-
nomic lockdown and lack of tour-
ists and travelers. 

Some 26 downtown hotels have 
already closed, or gone dormant. 
And while some hotel owners 
have tried to cut deals with their 
lenders, the list of those now fac-
ing foreclosure is growing.

Combined, those two shows 
were estimated to attract 126,000 
exhibitors and attendees, and gen-
erate a regional economic impact 
of almost $210 million, Cynthia 
McCafferty of McPier, the agency 
that operates McCormick Place, 
told the Tribune.

Those two shows are part of 
59 events scheduled at McCor-
mick Place this year from June 
1 through Dec. 31, including 39 
major events that could draw as 
many as 878,000 visitors and 
account for about 880,000 hotel 
room nights, according to esti-
mates from McPier. Since last 
year’s economic lockdown began, 
McPier has lost a crushing 214 
events. That loss has decimated

the travel, hotel, dining and enter-
tainment industries in Chicago.

While the biggest name to 
fall into foreclosure remains the 
Palmer House Hilton, in River 
North, the owners of the Hotel 
Felix and Holiday Inn Express 
Chicago Magnificent Mile were 
both recently hit with foreclosure 
lawsuits for defaulting on loans. 

(Last September Wells Fargo 
Bank filed a lawsuit against the 
Palmer House Hilton because the 
owner was in default on its $333.2 
million mortgage.)

The 174-room Holiday Inn Ex-
press, 640 N. Wabash Ave., (for-
merly the Hotel Cass) was hit with 
a foreclosure complaint in Dec., 
2020, on their $23.5 million loan. 

And the 225-room Hotel Felix, 
111 W. Huron St., defaulted on a 
$47 million loan after making no 
loan payments on their property 
since May, 2020.

The next one to fall may be in 
the Loop, the 403-room W Chi-
cago - City Center, 172 W. Adams 
St. They just disclosed last month 
that they’ve stopped making debt 
payments in January on a $76 
million loan tied to the prop-
erty. Meanwhile, according to 
Bloomberg Media, the 523-room 
Residence Inn/SpringHill Suites 
Hotel, 410 N. Dearborn St., in 
River North has also stopped pay-
ing on their $120 million in debt.

Officially designated as a 
city park in 1844, what today is 
known as Grant Park has long 
been considered the city’s front 
yard. The nearly 320-acre park 
was renamed Grant Park to honor 
Ulysses S. Grant, who had served 
his country as the Union com-
mander who defeated the Con-
federate army and as the 18th 
president. It is home to landmarks 
such Buckingham Fountain, Mil-
lennium Park, the Art Institute, 
and the Museum Campus. 

Therefore, the park is not sim-
ply an amenity for its adjacent 
neighborhood but is considered 
for Chicago residents and tourists. 
In 1836 it was officially deemed 
as Public Ground: A common to 
remain forever open, clear and 
free of any buildings or other ob-
struction.

The park has also long been the 
location of major festivals such as 
Lollapalooza, Jazz, Gospel and 
Blues fests, and the Taste of Chi-
cago. 

It has also long been considered 
a prominent location for some of 
the city’s most well-known stat-
ues and outdoor sculptures.

Despite the park’s prominence, 
the park’s official volunteer body, 
the Grant Park Advisory Council 
[GPAC], is using the opportunity 
presented by the ongoing pan-
demic to host a Zoom-only meet-
ing 6 to 8 p.m. March 17, during 
which it will listen to public in-
put before it makes its decisions 
regarding which statues it wants 
to support and which ones it will 
want removed.

Ordinarily, meetings of Chi-

cago Park District Advisory 
councils, (which are official gov-
ernment bodies) are open to the 
public. That means, participants 
can stand up to make comments 
and to ask questions of the par-
ticipants, and lobby other attend-
ees to switch sides. There usually 
is not a time limit for this part of 
their meetings and the process is 
considered transparent and demo-
cratic. 

Meeting via Zoom does not 
allow a similar back and forth 
exchange and does not have the 
same amount of transparency. 
This newspaper has been hearing 
many complaints about the opac-
ity of Zoom-only meetings where 
one person literally has the power 
to mute all conversation and de-
bate, or even shut a meeting down 
early, before everyone has been 
able to speak up. Local branches 
of government and civic organi-

one round lodged in a bedroom 
wall with no line-of-sight to the 
ground.

“I still am of the strong belief 
that the first [bullet] in our build-
ing was a rifle shot from height,” 
one resident told this reporter. “I 
took a string from the hole in the 
window to where the bullet hit 
over the lady’s headboard. It was 
a flat line — it was not shot from 
the ground up.”

In fact, Hopkins said, police 
think the shooter was standing on 
the ground when they fired into 
the air or at the buildings. Cops 
do not believe the shooters fired 
from vehicles, he added.

“It’s an active investigation. 
There’s more than one detective 
working on it,” Hopkins said. 
“Preliminary analysis suggests 
[the weapon] is a handgun. Pos-
sibly a nine [millimeter].”

Police “seem optimistic” that 
their search for camera footage 
will yield clues, Hopkins said, 
adding that detectives may issue a 
community alert to see if they can 
drum up clues or helpful video.

Have you found the new-
est “trail of bread crumbs” from 
the pandemic in America?

Along the lanes of Chicago’s 
wards, it’s all  around us. On the 
sidewalks, down the alleys, blow-
ing across our lawns? Found 
strewn about in our “dibs” park-
ing spots after the snow melted. 

It’s like the newest Needle 
Park. 

I feel like calling my martini 
expert, Shelley Howard, a man 
of exhaustive urbanity. Maybe he 
could explain this phenomenon, 
this crisis of new litter. You need 
someone with an  expansive vi-
sion of city life to see whatever is 
beyond peripheral measure.

I’d ask Shelley, “What are peo-
ple thinking?” He’d probably see 
the litter, as a switch, an ironic 
twist of urban “egg-iststential-
ism.” That’s the Chicago phi-
losophy that permits you to alter 
the discarding of life-shortening 
materials. 

“I don’t smoke no more,” a 
Chicagoan might admit. “No cig-
arette butts to throw away in pub-
lic. Looks like I’ll just toss away 
my COVID-19 face masks.”

Shelley could crack that Chi-
town code. As mysterious as 
Mayor Lightfinger’s uniforms. 

He might also recommend a cure. 
Shaken, not stirred. Extra cheese-
stuffed olives please. 

I thought Chicago had gotten 
better about littering. I thought 
the Millennials picked up after 
themselves? Who’s tossing away 
their pandemic face masks on the 
sidewalks? Disgruntled Boom-
ers? Naughty Gen X’ers? 

You know it can’t be a demen-
tia-ridden “greatest generation?”  

Glad Lady Bird Johnson isn’t 
seeing this. She’d be catatonic. 
She really did clean up America, 
Kleenex by Kleenex. Popsicle 
stick by popsicle stick, when she 
set out to “beautify” America she 
was a two-fisted litter foe, shak-
ing up the pig-pen folk littering 
from coast to coast. 

People would be singled out 
across the nation for the sloppy 
treatment of American landscape. 
Lady Bird was a no-nonsense lit-
ter hater. Tougher than Jackie 
Kennedy. 

I bring this up because Lady 
Bird was the author of our child-
hood indoctrination: “Keep 
America Beautiful.” She made us 
aware of our need to work to save 
our nation’s natural elegance. She 
gave great efforts to spruce up 
America’s highways. She planted 
vast reaches of flora across the 
nation’s wild reserves. Her efforts 
have been going on for 65 years. 
She made an enormous differ-
ence before anyone knew what 
the word ecology meant. 

Lady Bird was a sweetheart. I 
knew her years later while in Mar-

tha’s Vineyard. She was always 
proud of the job she had done. I 
can only roll my eyes at what that 
gracious lady would make of face 
masks cast hither and yon. 

She’d see it for the disgrace it 
is. 

As if face masks in the petunia 
beds aren’t bad enough, our news-
paper’s crime reporter tells hor-
rific stories of another late trend 
unfolding on Lake Shore Dr. 
Apparently, six times since Feb. 
15, people of ill intent have shot 
randomly into apartment upper 
floor windows. Six times this has 
occurred. Never heard a warning 
from the mayor, even though so 
much of her time is spent run-
ning police operations. No “You 
better watch out” notices posted 
anywhere on city-sites. No door 
to door conversations with local 
doormen and building supers. No 
posters in the lobbies warning 
lakeshore residents that trouble is 
out searching for them. Or hunt-
ing them down. 

That’s not the city Mayor Light-
fingers want to rule. She wants 
the one where everyone is happy 
with the level of crime, mayhem 
and murder. 

Lightfoot has become a hybrid 
of Mayors Big Bill Thompson, 
Jane Byrne and Levi Boone. Like 
Thompson, she wants to be pals 
with the perpetrators of urban 
crime. (Hello Al Capone.) Like 
Byrne, she came from nowhere to 
win office by a landslide. (Eternal 
enmity from the machine.) A nd 
she isn’t against becoming a trai-
tor to the folks who elected her. 
(Boone was a secret Confederate 
and needed Lincoln to absolve 
him of his Civil War disloyalty.) 

Chicagoans don’t know how to 
read the mayor, or understand her 
strange melancholic disposition. 
She lives in a strange, defensive 
personal environment, her staff 
has acknowledged. No one’s call-
ing her for lunch dates.

This is a strange world of litter, 
condo roulette and Soviet-style 
mayoral rule. Neither attractive, 
functional or beautiful to many. 

Maybe we’re “driving the Beat 
road.” That’s the way the Beat po-
ets would have described it 60 or 
70 years ago. The late Lawrence 
Ferlinghetti, Allen Ginsberg, 
Gregory Corso, Jack Kerouac, 
Gary Snyder and pals, the poets 
who correctly saw themselves as 
“The Coney Island of the Mind.” 
They were our nation’s post World 
War II intelligentsia. Writers who 
were often brutalized in the era of 
Eisenhower and J. Edgar Hoover.  

“If you would be a poet,” writes 
Ferlinghetti, who just died at 101, 
“create works capable of answer-

the poet like an acrobat climbs 
on rime 
to a high wire of his own making 
and balancing on eyebeams 
above a sea of faces paces his 
way 
to the other side of the day

What is significant for our 
world today is that the Beat poets 
embraced life like never before. 
The Beat was their escape route 
across the middle class conven-
tion of American life. With it they 
exploded the culture. 

Perhaps we need “the Beat,” 
once again. A welcome combat-
ive facing today’s woke culture in 
America. And litter on the streets 
of our poetic intuitions. And thugs 
crushing cultural boundaries with 
politicos too caught up in the ter-
ror of their own creation before 
we find safe passage back into the 
realm of civility and imagination. 
Where art lifts and carries us to 
larger and more expansive aware-
nesses of our humanity. And abil-
ity to crack the secret codes of 
culture with the passwords of the 
heart. A curious trail of crumbs.

Seeking safe passage back to realm of civility and imagination
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ing the challenge of apocalyp-
tic times, even if this meaning 
sounds apocalyptic.”

Ferlinghetti was a poet, but had 
a most acute and unusual politi-
cal edge, and political skills that 
most poets never see. He was part 
of the Beat writers, a fresh gen-
eration of rebellious wordsmiths 
who rejected the conventional 
expectations of American life. 
The Beat meant struggle to many. 
To others the tempo of the times. 
And to others it was a defining 
spirituality. 

For Ferlinghetti, who owned 
and operated a New York style 
used bookstore in San Francisco, 
it defined a sense of artistic and 
intellectual freedom. That’s why 
he could turn up his nose at artis-
tic and legal critics who stormed 
him when he published Alan 
Ginsberg’s “Howl.” The poem 
that was the Beat’s manifesto. 

He successfully cracked the pu-
ritan American ideal in the U.S. 
Supreme Court, rescuing “Howl” 
from the censors’ pen.

In “Howl,” Ginsberg digs deep 
into the  underworld of contem-
porary America’s marginalized 
citizens. “The best minds of my 
generation,” he notes. And then 
describes in graphic detail all the 
goings on between groups, like 
drug users and homosexuals. 

When poets and painters are 
given long years to create, they 
change the dynamic by which 
they are remembered. 

Nowhere is that truer than now 
with the death of Ferlinghetti in 
San Francisco. Decades after his 
artistic contemporaries died. 

That’s why it’s important to 
remember he was a “Beat poet,” 
tied forever to Ginsberg and Mi-
chael McClure. McClure just died 
himself in May. 

Ferlinghetti will always remain 
at the center of the Beat Movement 
because he was the artistic practi-
tioner with the political skills to 
fight the cultural limitations al-
ways endured by the arts. That’s 
why we must remember him as 
the giant of post-World War II 
American verse and culture, paint 
and printing. Bookshop and the 
verbal taboo, as well. 

Remember him. Read him. 
He’s the hero, forever saved from 
book burning by his courage and 
erudite literary authority. He re-
centered American culture. No 
easy task, and gave us much to 
celebrate. 

“Constantly Risking Absurdi-
ty,” is a great place to start:
Constantly risking absurdity and 
death 
whenever he performs 
above the heads his audience

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beach in the city. 
For $10k, permanent, illustrated 

signage -- in English and Spanish 
-- indicating the dangers of struc-
tural and other dangerous currents 
would be installed at strategic lo-
cations at 49th Ward beaches. In 
the five year span from 2014 to 
2019, 10 people drowned, includ-
ing two 13-year-old girls.  

Halle Quezada, a founder of the 
Chicago Alliance for Waterfront 
Safety, was on the beach dur-
ing one of those fateful drown-
ings, helpless as she and others 
watched the horrific scene unfold 
as 13-year-old Darihanne Torres 
lost her life. Quezada, a mother 
of two, helped pull one of two 
girls out of the water that night 
but Darihanne was unable to be 
saved and drowned roughly 20 
minutes after lifeguards had left 
for the day. 

I wholeheartedly agree with 
Quezada when she says the sig-
nage is badly needed. But again, 
it is desperately needed across the 
city at our beaches. 

“We really need structural cur-
rent signs at the structures known 
to cause deadly structural cur-
rents,” said Quezada. “(It’s) so 
wild they aren’t there already.” 

As someone who has lived 
spitting distance from the beach 
for nearly four decades, I too

For the above 
reasons I’d love to see a place for 
Fidos and Fefes in the park. I was 
thinking the $30K price tag was a 
bit hefty though, until I saw that 
also includes accessible paths, and 
that to me is exceptionally impor-
tant. I would also love to see 100 
new street and park trees ($66k) 
and a foot-wash station at Leone 
Beach would be great (although 
expensive at $35k), as those are 
also included.

But by far the most pressing and 
most important of all the issues 
in the Participatory Budgeting is 
not just a 49th Ward problem, it’s 
a citywide, lakefront concern. To

have witnessed the tragedy of 
drowning. I’ve watched mothers, 
brought to their knees, wailing 
uncontrollably when they find 
out their child has died. I’ve seen 
divers out in the water for what 
seems like hours, searching, as 
loved ones stand waiting with an-
guish clearly on their faces. I’ve 
seen the looks of the policemen 
when a body is carried out of the 
water.  

I think it’s one of those things 
that no matter how many times 
you’ve seen it happen, it still cuts 
at your heart. And even when it 
appears calm and inviting, Lake 
Michigan can be treacherous and 
deadly and very deceiving. Be 
careful. 

Please, if you live in the 49th 
Ward, vote for this extremely im-
perative addition to our lakefront. 
If you don’t live in the 49th Ward, 
talk to your alderman about it 
happening in your ward. Again, 
this issue stems the boundaries of 
our city.  

The lucky ones are rescued and 
get out of Lake Michigan alive  
but many others are not.

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The sender warned the victim 
that she would never find another 
job and the photos would “ruin her 
life,” D’Antignac said. Instead of 
giving in to the demands, the vic-
tim contacted police.

Detectives tracked the sender’s 
phone number through two differ-
ent companies before identifying 
an email account and internet ad-
dress used to establish the device’s 
account, according to D’Antignac.

While the investigation was still 
on-going, the victim received an-
other text from a different phone 
number on Jan. 1. It included a 
photo of her wearing lingerie.

Two days later, the victim’s boy-
friend and her cousin called the 
number and had a short conver-
sation with a man who answered. 
D’Antignac said the cousin got a 
phone call from a different number 
a few minutes later, and the cousin 
recognized the voice as being the 
same from the brief conversation 
he just had.

Detectives tracked that phone 
number and linked it to Henager 
and a “Nick Ramsey Photos” Gmail 
address associated with the first 
phone that sent threats to the 
woman, D’Antignac said.

After seeing a photo of Henager, 
the alleged victim recognized him 
as someone who lives in the build-
ing. She told police that he ap-
proached her at the front desk on 
several occasions while drunk and 
asked her to engage in sex acts, but 
she always declined, D’Antignac al-
leged.

Prosecutors did not say how 
Henager might have secured pri-
vate images of the woman, but the 
alleged victim said she kept the 
pictures on a personal laptop that 
she used at work, but she never 
sent the images to anyone.

Cops arrested Henager last week 
at a Gold Coast car dealership where 
he works. Prosecutors charged him 
with felony intimidation.

Police believe Henager sent simi-
lar messages to other women, too, 
D’Antignac told Judge Mary Maru-
bio during his bond hearing this 
week.

Marbuio ordered Henager to 
have no contact with the alleged 
victim and set his bail at $10,000. 
He went home by posting a $1,000 
deposit bond.

A paroled murderer raped a 14-
year-old girl in a closet at a Loop 
medical office building where he 
worked as a janitor while the vic-
tim’s parents met with a doctor, 
prosecutors alleged last week.

Charges have just been 
filed in the case.

According 
to the allega-
tions, the vic-
tim arranged 
to buy an 
iPhone 11 
from Antoine 
Gibson for 
$300 via the 
OfferUp app. 
The men allegedly met near the 
corner of Halsted and Aldine streets 
around 10 a.m. on Oct. 30 to com-
plete the deal.

According to prosecutors, the 
transaction stalled when the victim 
was unable to confirm that the de-
vice’s IMEI number was not listed 
on an internet database of stolen 
phones. Eventually, the victim al-
legedly handed $300 to Gibson, 
who remained seated in his car, and 
Gibson gave him an iPhone box in 
return.

But, prosecutors say, the box was 
empty, and the victim reached into 
the vehicle to grab his $300 back. 
That’s when Gibson, 23, allegedly 
began driving eastbound on Aldine 
with the victim hanging out of his 
driver’s window.

A CPD surveillance camera cap-
tured footage of a man hanging 
out of a car as it sped across Halsted 
Street, according to a CPD report. 
And a flurry of 911 callers reported 
seeing a man dangling from a car 
while its driver tried to shake him 
from the vehicle.

According to the allegations, the 
victim held onto the car all the way 
to Broadway, where Gibson made a 
right-hand turn that sent the victim 
flying onto the street in front of a 
Stan’s Donuts.

Police traced the car to Gibson 
via its license plate number, which a 
witness provided, prosecutors said. 
Screenshots of the OfferUp transac-
tion track back to Gibson, as do a 
phone number and email address 
that he allegedly used to contact 
the victim, according to the state.

A fugitive apprehension team 

arrested Gibson on Feb. 26. Prosecu-
tors charged him with one count of 
robbery.

Gibson’s defense attorney says he 
works and has no criminal history. 
Judge Susana Ortiz released him on 
his own recognizance.

Two men stole truckload  
of dry cleaning in Streeterville

People will steal anything if it’s not 
nailed down, the old saying goes. 
Even a truck full of dry cleaning, ap-
parently.

Two men are now facing felony 
charges for allegedly speeding away 
with a truckload of laundry after 
its driver left the vehicle running in 
Streeterville.

The driver left the truck in the drive-
way of a building in the 200 block of 
E. Pearson while he ran inside around 
10:15 a.m. Jan. 26. Unfortunately, he 
left the key fob in the vehicle. 

It didn’t take long before Nicholas 
Soto, 31, and Alejandro Aguirre, 21, 
decided to hop inside and drive it 
away, according to prosecutors. 

After hearing witnesses describe 
the suspects, cops had a pretty good 
idea of who they were. Officers met 
with Soto and Aguirre a few minutes 
before the theft about a disturbance 
in nearby Lakeshore Park, according 
to a CPD report.

The van, which was emblazoned 
with the dry cleaning company’s 
name, quickly made its way toward 
Wicker Park. Cops were able to track 
it down because it had a GPS tracker 
installed, prosecutors said.

Officers pulled the van over in the 
1900 block of N. Milwaukee about 20 
minutes after it went missing. They 
said Soto was driving and Aguirre was 
in the passenger seat.

Prosecutors said Soto admitted to 
taking the van after seeing it unat-
tended.

Both men are now charged with 
possessing a stolen motor vehicle. 
Judge Charles Beach set bail for Soto 
at $20,000 and ordered him to go 
onto electronic monitoring if he posts 
a 10% deposit bond. Beach released 
Aguirre on his own recognizance.

Carjacking team mugged woman 
in parking lot of Home Depot

A group of men who hijacked two 
cars on the Northwest Side over the 
weekend robbed a woman as she 
walked on a Home Depot parking lot, 
1230 W. North Ave., March 1, accord-
ing to Chicago police.

The 64-year-old victim said she was 
walking on the store’s lot around 12:15 
p.m. when the offenders rolled by, 
and the driver reached out to grab her 
purse. She was dragged to the ground 
by the force and suffered bruises and 
cuts, a CPD report said.

On Sunday, the same men carjacked 
two vehicles — one in Avondale and 
the other in Hermosa, police said in a 
community alert Monday.

They took a white 2018 Chevy SUV 
at gunpoint in the 3000 block of N.

Man fired gun to break-up brawl 
that left victim stabbed in Loop

A man fired a gun into the air to 
break up a large fight outside a Loop 
hotel Feb. 28 that left another man 
stabbed, prosecutors said March 1.

Police responded to calls of a fight 
and shots fired around 2:17 a.m. out-
side the LondonHouse hotel, 85 E. 
Wacker. Officers found a 36-year-old 
man with multiple stab wounds to 
his hip and leg, but nobody was shot, 
police said.

A security guard reportedly told 
officers he saw a man wearing a dis-
tinctive coat fire a gun into the air and 
then walk around the corner.

Police allegedly found Edwin So-
lis, 23, nearby wearing a jacket like 
the one the guard described. They 
detained him and then reviewed sur-

veillance video 
that shows him 
firing a gun 
into the air to 
disperse the 
fight, prosecu-
tors said.

Investigators 
found one shell 
casing outside 
the hotel. An-
other casing 

that police found in Solis’ pocket is 
the same caliber and has the same 
manufacturer as the one cops found 
on the ground, according to prosecu-
tors.

Solis has an Illinois Firearm Owner’s 
ID card, but he does not have a con-
cealed carry license, prosecutors said. 
He allegedly admitted to firing the 
gun during a conversation with po-
lice.

Prosecutors charged him with reck-
less discharge of a firearm. His private 
attorney, Lawrence X. O’Reilly, said 
Solis has no criminal record.

Judge David Navarro set bail at 
$25,000. Solis will need to post a 
$2,500 deposit bond to get out of jail. 
Navarro specifically denied O’Reilly’s 
request to have Solis released on elec-
tronic monitoring rather than requir-
ing a cash deposit. Solis is not accused 
of being involved in the stabbing.

After cops find car linked  
to looting, driver faces gun charge

A Chicago man is facing Class X 
felony charges after an incident that 
began when a CPD squad car’s license 
plate reader detected a vehicle that’s 

been associ-
ated with last 
summer’s loot-
ing.

Prosecutors 
said police 
were on patrol 
in the 4100 
block of N. 
Paulina around 

2:24 a.m. Feb. 27 when their license 
plate reader alerted them to the car. 
Investigators determined the vehicle 
was used during looting incidents, 
and it had been flagged for impound 
should police come across it, accord-
ing to the state.

As officers approached the car, its 
driver – the only occupant – got out 
and tried to enter the front door of a 
nearby home. But the door was ap-
parently locked and the man went 
through a side gate into the back 
yard.

At the same time, a resident came 
out and told police that his garage 
door’s burglar alarm had just been ac-
tivated. Cops investigated and found 
Daveion Matthews, 24, hiding under 
the back porch, prosecutors said.

Police allegedly found a loaded 
handgun in the car’s glove compart-
ment.

Prosecutors said Matthews has pri-
or convictions for aggravated battery 
causing great bodily harm in 2015 and 
unlawful use of a weapon by a felon 
in 2017. He is now charged with Class 
X armed habitual criminal, criminal 
damage to property, and criminal 
trespass to land.

Judge Susana Ortiz set Matthews’ 
bail at $5,000 and said he would be 
required to go onto electronic moni-
toring after posting a $500 deposit 
bond.

Man burglarized Walgreens,  
says he “couldn’t afford anything”

A Chicago man is charged with 
trying to burglarize a Walgreens in 
Boystown of more than $3,000 worth 
of merchandise because he couldn’t 
afford anything in the store, prosecu-
tors said.

Police responded to the store at 
3646 N. Broadway around 2:15 a.m. 
Feb. 25 after a security monitoring 
service saw someone break through 
the front door via a surveillance cam-
era feed.

When officers arrived, they saw 
Imer Resumovic, 34, breaking glass 
inside the store with a hammer, pros-
ecutors said. According to the allega-
tions, he saw the cops, dropped the 
hammer on the counter, and ran to 
the back of the store.

Police said they found him hiding 
under a sink with a book bag contain-
ing $3,169 worth of Apple products, 
liquor, and cigarettes.

According to prosecutors, Resu-
movic visited the store earlier in the 
week and “he was angry because he 
couldn’t afford anything.” Resumovic 
told police he planned to sell the mer-
chandise to make money, prosecutors 
alleged. Judge Charles Beach released 
Resumovic on his own recognizance.

Man threatened to post  
condo receptionist’s  
private pix online

A Chicago man threatened to post 
revealing photos of his condo build-
ing’s front desk receptionist online to 
ruin the woman’s reputation in a series 

of anonymous 
text messages, 
p r o s e c u t o r s 
said.

Police de-
tectives used 
a series of in-
v e s t i g a t i v e 
techniques to 
track the mes-

sages and threats to Brian Henager, 
a 28-year-old man whom the alleged 
victim recognized as a resident of 
the building where she worked who 
made drunken come-ons, according 
to Assistant State’s Attorney Franka 
D’Antignac.

The alleged threats began on 
March 29, 2020, when the woman 
received a text from an unfamiliar 
number that included an image of her 
nude breasts, D’Antignac said. While 
the woman’s face was not visible, the 
victim recognized her body and the 
photo background.

A message that arrived with the 
image threatened to post revealing 
photos of the victim online unless 
she sent the anonymous person more 
nudes within 10 hours, D’Antignac 
said. The victim refused to comply.

Then, the woman received several 
more texts from the same number on 
August 14 and 15 that said the sender 
was looking for someone to work a 
modeling job. A follow-up text includ-
ed another photo that included her 
face and the clothes she was wearing 
at the time — a bra and underwear — 
according to D’Antignac.

Once again, the sender ordered 
the victim to send explicit photos if 
she wanted to keep embarrassing im-
ages from being posted online where 
the victim’s friends, family, and col-
leagues would see them. police beat see p. 6

The bargain-rate mortgage boat 
may have hoisted anchor, leaving 
would-be home buyers and fami-
lies seeking to refinance stranded 
on the shore.

On March 4, the interest rate on 
benchmark 30-year fixed home 
loans rose to 3.02% nationwide, 
reported Freddie Mac’s Primary 
Mortgage Market Survey.

With home-
loan rates setting new record lows 
for an amazing 16 times in 2020, 
thousands of first-time home buy-
ers likely have smiles on their 
faces.

On Dec. 31, 2020, lenders na-
tionwide were charging an aver-
age of 2.17% on 15-year-fixed 
loans. At the end of Dec., 2019, 
the 30-year fixed mortgage rates 
averaged 3.72%, while 15-year 
fixed loans averaged 3.16%.

On March 4, 30-year fixed 
loans averaged 3.02% nationwide, 
up from 2.97% a week earlier. A

and CPD records. He then took the girl 
to a room where he offered her mon-
ey for sex, tried to kiss her, and gave 
her his phone number, Murphy said.

McClore saw the girl again one 
week later when she and her parents 
returned to the doctor’s office.

Once again, he took her to a room 
and offered her money to do sexual 
things, Murphy alleged. The girl ini-
tially allowed him to perform a sex 
act because she wanted money, but 
McClore then raped her while putting 
his hand around her neck and mouth, 
Murphy said.

McClore repeatedly told the girl 
that he is a sex addict during the at-
tack and said she should just let him 
do it as she tried to push him off, ac-
cording to Murphy.

The girl outcried to her parents on 
Dec. 5 and went to a counselor with 
her mother the next day. Both women 
called the number McClore allegedly 
gave to the victim and recorded their 
conversation with him.

McClore denied the sexual allega-
tions during the call. Instead, he said, 
the girl sought him out because she 
wanted to have her parents mur-
dered, and he has experience with 
such things, Murphy said.

The counselor contacted state au-
thorities and Chicago police. Officers 
arrested McClore on March 2.

He told police that he knew the girl 
from his job at the doctor’s office and 
again claimed she wanted to hire him 
to kill her parents, Murphy continued. 
Prosecutors charged him with crimi-
nal sexual assault by force and aggra-
vated criminal sexual assault abuse.

McClore’s attorney told Judge Ortiz 
that he moved from the city to Kanka-
kee this year and said he now works 
for a popcorn factory in Chicago. He 
has 12 children and 45 grandchildren, 
the attorney said.

“Why a 61-year-old man who’s a jan-
itor at a doctor’s office would provide 
a 14-year-old with a phone number is 
beyond me,” Ortiz said after hearing 
the state’s allegations.

She ordered McClore to go on 
electronic monitoring if he can post 
a $75,000 deposit bond to get out of 
jail.

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visory Committee [CMP] would begin “an 
inclusive and democratic public dialog” 
about the future of Chicago’s internation-
ally known public art collection.

But during its first six months of work, 
the committee’s deliberations were kept se-
cret. In fact, the mayor’s monuments com-
mittee was designed that way.

“What’s said here, stays here,” is a mes-
sage city officials delivered to the com-
mittee members at their Oct. 14 meeting, 
according to a slim, 24-page packet of 
committee agendas and minutes records 
City Hall released to the Better Govern-
ment Association [BGA].

The committee is tasked with identifying 
any public monuments linked to white su-
premacy and injustice that “warrant atten-
tion” and could be removed. It ultimately 
flagged 41 problematic artworks, including 
statues of Columbus as well as Presidents 
Abraham Lincoln, George Washington, 
Ulysses S. Grant and William McKinley.

But despite Lightfoot’s transparency 
pledge, there was no public notice of the 
committee’s six meetings, no record which 
30 committee members attended or any de-
tails about what they recommended during 
roughly 12 hours of online deliberations.

The public had no opportunity to observe 
or offer any input at the private meetings 
— none of which were recorded in audio or 
video form, Chicago Dept. of Cultural Af-
fairs and Special Events Communications 
Director Christine Carrino said.

“The CMP advisory committee is not 
a ‘public body’ and therefore the [Open 
Meetings] Act’s requirements do not apply 
to it,” Carrino told the BGA in a statement, 
explaining the city’s refusal to release 
committee recommendations and reports, 
attendance rosters and any recordings of its 
first six meetings.

Given the intense civic interest sur-
rounding Chicago’s public art, Lightfoot 
could have provided public access, said 
Benjamin Silver, an attorney for the Citizen 
Advocacy Center, a nonpartisan watchdog 
organization based in DuPage County.

“Even if they are not subject to the Open 
Meetings Act, there is the question of vol-
untary transparency, especially with some-
thing like this,” he said. “They have now 
flagged 41 monuments. And whether any-
one agrees or disagrees with those choices, 

I think there is a public interest in knowing 
how they reached that decision.”

“With closed meetings, it’s not possible 
to do that,” Silver added. “It’s for the city 
to answer why they would want to do this 
behind closed doors.”

Public input phase begins
Carrino said the process has now entered 

a new phase seeking public participation.
On Feb. 17, the city unveiled a web page 

at https://chicagomonuments.org/ encour-
aging visitors to “share your thoughts.” It 
asks citizens to fill out an online feedback 
form, or post on social media.

The web page also links to a “speaker 
series” of webinars by committee members 
and to a schedule of “Drop-in Conversa-
tions” at which “Chicagoans are invited 
to pre-register to participate in a one-hour 
discussion with CMP Committee Mem-
bers.”

There, the city website says, “you can 
ask questions, share your thoughts, and 
learn more about the CMP.”

“The project has now moved into the 
public engagement phase, holding online 
conversations and encouraging feedback 
from all Chicagoans on these and other 
monuments under the city’s management,” 
Carrino said in her statement. “The com-
mittee has suggested a list of monuments 
for further conversations, but no recom-
mendations have been made regarding any 
of them.”

Records provided by the city in response 
to the BGA’s request suggest the list of 41 
problematic monuments was provided by 
Lightfoot administration officials — and 
not generated by the artists and cultural 
figures on the advisory committee. “From 
a basic list of approximately 500 outdoor 
objects, we’ve identified over 40,” city ad-
ministrators told committee members at 
their second Zoom meeting on Oct. 1.

Carrino said City Hall staff “did the ini-
tial assessment to make sense of the mate-
rial.”

The staff assessment then went to the 
three committee co-chairs: cultural affairs 
commissioner Mark Kelly, Landmarks Illi-
nois CEO Bonnie McDonald and museum 
curator Jennifer Scott.

After that, the list of problematic monu-
ments went to the entire advisory commit-
tee, which was asked “to workshop” the 
examples, Carrino said.

From there, “adjustments were made and 
additional artworks were added based on 
staff and committee input before the infor-
mation was made available to the public,” 
Carrino said.

A Lightfoot press release and the com-
mittee minutes state the committee mem-
bers would make recommendations and 
produce a “Final Report” with “documen-
tation of the process and [their] recommen-
dations.”

But in its FOIA response to the BGA, 
City Hall said there was no such final re-
port or documentation of recommenda-
tions.

Lightfoot formed her public monuments 
advisory committee as she was coming un-
der fire for separate alleged violations of 
Illinois’ Open Meetings Act.

In June 2020, the BGA filed a lawsuit al-
leging the City Council violated the Open 
Meetings Act during COVID-19 telephone 
briefings with Lightfoot. The city contest-
ed the BGA claim but Lighfoot commit-
ted to no longer hold additional meetings 
outside of public view. The BGA lawsuit is 
pending.

A month before that suit was filed, the 
news organization ProPublica Illinois filed 
a complaint with the Illinois Attorney 
General’s office over Lightfoot conference 
calls with the City Council to discuss the 
pandemic. The attorney general upheld 
that complaint in September.

In both cases, Lightfoot’s administration 
denies it violated the law.

During nationwide protests over police 
use of force after George Floyd died in 
Minneapolis police custody, Lightfoot ini-
tially resisted calls to take down Chicago’s 
Columbus statues, saying they should stand 
as teaching tools.

“I think that the way we educate our 
young people, in particular, about their his-
tory is to educate them about the full his-
tory,” Lightfoot said on June 18.

But after Chicago’s Columbus statue 
demonstrations frayed into violent encoun-
ter with protesters attacking police, and 
Lightfoot’s home became a rallying site in 
July, Lightfoot ordered the middle-of-the-
night removal of Columbus statues from 
Grant and Arrigo parks, then from a third 
site on the Southeast Side.

“This step is about an effort to protect 
public safety and to preserve a safe space 
for an inclusive and democratic public dia-
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zations now utilize virtual-only meetings 
exclusively as the new version of ‘public 
notice’ community meetings, when they 
are hardly that.

Among the statues on the chopping block 
is a prominent statue of the 15th Century 
Italian-born explorer, Christopher Colum-
bus. Removed by the city last summer, 
after it was threatened for destruction by 
militant left-wing activists, the Columbus 
statue remains in storage. 

Columbus is not the only one whose stat-
ue has been threatened with removal. Also 
targeted for removal are statues of Presi-
dent Abraham Lincoln and Union Civil 
War General John Logan.

“Due to recent protests, in part concern-
ing the Christopher Columbus sculpture 
in Grant Park, the City of Chicago created 
a Chicago Monuments Project Advisory 
Committee [CMP]. This committee was 
created to “review the City’s collection of 
monuments and recommend solutions.” 
Out of a collection of over 500 public piec-
es, the CMP has identified 41 for public 
discussion. Of the 41, four are or were in 
Grant Park - the Seated Lincoln, the Gen-
eral John Logan Monument, the Indians 
(The Bowman and the Spearman) and the 
Columbus sculpture [that was] removed 
last year,” according to a statement posted 
by GPAC.

Seemingly, the advisory council has al-

fate from p. 1 ready made its decision about whether the 
statue of Christopher Columbus should be 
re-installed or permanently removed.

“The GPAC’s Committee on Art, Monu-
ments & Markers reviewed the Columbus 
sculpture last year and has now initiated a 
review of the additional three monuments 
to provide an advisory recommendation 
to the Council,” explained the GPAC in its 
written statement. 

According to GPAC officials, their re-
view process will allow the public “to 
provide an advisory recommendation spe-
cifically on these three monuments. In its 
principles for review, the committee rec-
ognizes that any discussion must include 
an historical analysis, a review of reasons 
for the initial installation of the sculpture 
and consider current ideas of equity and 
justice.”

Ordinarily, this process would include 
written recommendations and public testi-
mony. However, due to the pandemic, oral 
comments will be restricted to Zoom.

One now-retired alderman had told this 
newspaper the recent reliance on virtual 
meetings has especially hurt senior citi-
zens, a group which often is among the 
most informed and most vocal at public 
meetings. To those who have attended pub-
lic meetings on a regular basis, the terms 
described by GPAC may be a shock.

“If one wishes to make an oral presenta-
tion, after registering to attend the meeting, 
one also will need to register to present, 

prior to March 17, with Jim Wales at vpg-
pacchicago@gmail.com. Registration to 
attend as well as present will be limited 
and will be handled on a first-come, first-
served basis. Presentations are limited to 
two minutes. Groups are asked to appoint a 
spokesperson to make their oral presenta-
tion. At this time, plans are underway to 
livestream the meeting as well. Written 
comments can be submitted from  March 
4-17,  by submission to  vpgpacchicago@
gmail.com,” according to a written state-
ment from the park’s advisory council.

While no decisions have been announced, 
there are indications these decisions have 
already been made and the shortened com-
ment period will help generate a desired 
result.

“The Committee will review all com-
ments prior to making its written recom-
mendation to the GPAC by March 28. There 
may be a majority and minority recommen-
dations. The potential recommendations 
run the spectrum from allowing the monu-
ments to remain with no additional action; 
provide new or additional context; relocate 
to another Park District site or long-term 
loan to cultural organizations, museums or 
relevant historical, cultural, or educational 
settings; removal, whether temporary or 
permanent,” say GPAC officials.

GPAC officials added they will vote on 
the recommendation of its committee and 
will pass along its own recommendation to 
the Chicago Park District [CPD] and the 

logue about our city’s symbols,” Lightfoot 
said at the time.

Lightfoot then announced the CMP as “a 
formal process to assess the monuments, 
memorials, and murals across Chicago’s 
communities, and develop a framework for 
a public dialogue to determine how we el-
evate our city’s history and diversity.”

She called the committee “a vehicle to 
address the hard truths of Chicago’s racial 
history.”

Illinois’ Open Meetings Act guarantees 

citizen access to “all meetings at which any 
business of public body is discussed or act-
ed upon in any way,” except under limited 
and specific circumstances.

Under the act, a “meeting” can include 
“any gathering, whether in person or by 
video or audio conference, telephone call, 
electronic means (such as, without limita-
tion, electronic mail, electronic chat, and 
instant messaging), or other means of 
contemporaneous interactive communica-
tion.”

A 1997 Illinois Appellate Court opin-
ion known as Board of Regents v. Reynard 
ruled that committees created to advise a 
government body are considered a public 
body for purposes of the Open Meetings 
Act.

Silver and other attorneys said it can be 
challenging to prove in court that an advi-
sory committee qualifies as a public body. 
Compliance with the law hinges on how 
the members were appointed and what de-
cision-making authority they were given, 
among other questions.

Committee member Cesáreo Moreno, 
the Visual Arts Director of the National 
Museum of Mexican Art in Chicago’s 
Pilsen neighborhood, said he was glad the 
committee’s first six months of delibera-
tions were private, so that members could 
share thoughts and emotions without hav-
ing to worry about being misinterpreted.

“A lot of the topics that come up are deep, 
they’re private and they’re about your iden-
tity,” Moreno said. “These conversations 
are uncomfortable and can be painful for 
many people and certainly ignite responses 
from individuals that are emotional.”

But now the committee is on a new foot-
ing as it fields input from citizens and com-
munity leaders, he said. “We’re on the first 
step of a long journey.”

GPAC was organized under CPD rules 

to make recommendations concerning 
Grant Park. Leslie Recht is President of 
the Council. In June 2020, the Council cre-
ated its Committee on Art, Monuments & 
Markers to make recommendations to the 
Council concerning existing or proposed 
art, monuments or markers in Grant Park. 
This Committee is chaired by the Vice 
President of the Council, Jim Wales, and it 
is composed of individuals with expertise 
in the arts, history, cultural affairs and also 
members of the Council.

An advisory council is a voluntary group 
of individuals who meet on a regular basis 
to support the effective functioning of their 
local park. Councils promote ways for the 
community to better utilize the CPD’s pro-
grams and facilities; provide communica-
tion to the CPD on matters relating to their 
parks; increase community awareness of 
CPD projects; provide the community with 
a vehicle through which park information 
can be shared; and assist in locating alter-
nate funding sources to enhance park fa-
cilities.

Park Advisory Councils represent more 
than 225 parks in all 77 community areas 
across the City of City. Park district offi-
cials describe park advisory councils as 
the community voice for their neighbor-
hood park, children’s playground, beach or 
natural area.
