The 47th Ward runoff candi-
dates forum was held at the Da-
vis Theater March 9 before a live 
audience of about 250 people and 
also streamed online with over 
400 views.

The runoff is between Matt 
Martin, a civil rights attorney for 
the IL Attorney General against 
Michael Negron, who worked for 
Mayor Rahm Emanuel. Both are 
attorneys.

The 47th Ward includes parts 
of North Center, Lincoln Square, 
Lakeview and Uptown. They will 
face each other on April 2 after 
Martin earned 39% of the vote vs. 
Negron’s 21%. 

Martin, who is on the McPher-
son Local School Council, said 
he is running because the city is 
not affordable and the schools 
are under-resourced. He said it is 
important to be an independent 
alderman, but able to work with 
the mayor.

Martin wants 25% affordable 
housing mandate for new devel-
opments, while Negron said he 
would require 15% affordable 
housing because developers need 
an incentive. Negron also stated 
that a higher affordable housing

requirement would push bigger 
developments which would not 
be good for the ward.

Negron said he would increase 
by five percent Ald. Ameya 
Pawar’s current 10% on site af-
fordable housing requirement. 

Unlike the mayoral election 
runoff, these two aldermanic can-
didates were quite civil to each 
other. They focused on the issues, 
and there was no name calling.

“I think his heart is in the right 
place,” Negron said in deference 
to Martin’s affordable housing 
plan. Civil indeed!

Martin countered that his 25% 
mandate is for big developments, 
not 3- or 4- flats. He said other 
communities are already do-
ing this. But he said community 
groups need to come together and 
increase more affordable hous-
ing. He said the city should rely 
less on property tax revenues. 

Martin said it is important to 
look to revenue first to solve the 
city’s fiscal problems, such as a 
real estate transaction tax, mari-
juana legalization, and TIF re-
form which syphons $600 million 
from city budget.

Negron said he believes in pro-
gressive income tax, but not a city 
income tax. He noted NY City 

has an income tax, and the middle 
class have left the city where it is 
too expensive. 

Martin noted on the other hand 
that cities like San Antonio and 
Denver have a city income tax 
and they are doing quite well. 

Negron and Martin said they’re 
both undecided on who to support 
for mayor.

What do they think of running 
for another office like Ald. Pawar 
did where he ran for governor and 
city treasurer? 

Both said the alderman’s job is 
full-time, but the question wasn’t 
asked if they support having a 
side job. Both said they would 
focus on not running for a higher 
office. Pawar also held a full-time 
day job with Northwestern during 
his two terms.

City services such as tree trim-
ming, pot holes and garbage 
pickup are important issues that 
need to be addressed, but hous-
ing affordability is the big ques-
tion, Martin said. Negron took a 
rare shot at the current alderman 
by noting Pawar did not address 
those day to day concerns.

“Ameya Pawar, I love him, but 
I don’t think he was as involved in

have happened without her insis-
tence. She was tenacious.”  

The new library replaces the 
former one which was built in 
1962 and located at 6435 N. Cali-
fornia. The library covers 16,000 
square feet and has an open floor 
plan that curves throughout the 
spaces to represent the journey 
through all ages of learning.

While there are plenty of books, 
Emmanuel said, “This isn’t your 
mother’s library.” The library 
includes a community space, an 
adult area with computers and 
reading space, a YOUmedia cen-

ter for teens to explore technolo-
gy, music, 2D and 3D making and 
an Early Learning Play Space. 
The library also provides tutors 
called CyberNavigators for adults 
who want to learn basic computer 
skills and a Citizenship Corner 
that offers classes in English as a 
Second Language and citizenship 
workshops. 

The mayor also praised Cmsr. 
Brian Bannon, CEO of Chicago 
Public Library (CPL), for his 
leadership. Emmanuel noted that

When Helix Café opens in early 
April at 6237 N. Clark St., it will 
be for a double purpose – just as 
its name implies.

“We considered the double 
helix as a perfect representation 
of the building blocks of a com-
munity,” said Caitlin Botsios, 
co-founder and chief innovation 
officer. “On the one side are com-
munity needs, the other is youth 
in need of jobs,” she said. “The 
bridge are businesses that provide 
needed services and youth jobs 
back to the community.”

A 2017 study by the Univ. of 
Illinois Chicago Great Cities In-
stitute found that 70% of Illinois 
Youth aged 16-24 experience un-
employment. That same year the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics found 
that over 21,000 Chicago youth 
are out of school, out of work, 
and lack a high school diploma. 
Helix’s goal is to close the gap 
between education and the econ-
omy through neighborhood busi-
nesses, revenue-supported skill 
development,  and education that 
addresses these challenges. 

As its business model, Helix 
will offer jobs to 16- to 24-year-
olds from across the city for 26 
weeks, offering life and career 
skills. “These experiences are fo-
cused on transferable skills that 
can enable the students to main-
tain stable employment and iden-
tify their own pathways in the 
future,” said Sean Connolly, co-
founder and chief entrepreneurial 
officer. 

Skills development include 
resume writing, application ex-
perience and food handler cer-
tification. In addition, students 
will learn innovation and collab-
oration skills, problem solving, 
adaptability and accountability.

Staffers will receive paid shift 

Helix Café to open  
with a twist on Clark St.

Jobs as classwork experiences and paid develop-
ment on soft skills through He-
lix’s curriculum. When custom-
ers walk into Helix, there will 
be a student-employee. At the 
conclusion of the program, Helix 
will assist their students in find-
ing employment elsewhere, while 
continueing to engage with them 
through alumni programs.

Connolly said Helix is a rev-
enue-driven social enterprise 
and that some of its community 
partners receive federal and state 
funds that help provide program-
ming to their students.

The café is approximately 1,000 
square feet and will seat about 20 
people. It will be open Monday 
through Friday, 6:30 a.m. to 8 
p.m. and on weekends 7:30 a.m. 
to 4 p.m.  

The café’s menu will feature 
fresh-baked pastries, breakfast 
tacos, bagels, sandwiches, bowls 
and numerous grab-and-go op-
tions. “We plan to feature specials 
frequently and will definitely re-
spond to what our customers tell 
us they want,” Connolly said.

Botsios and Connolly are not 
newcomers to the neighborhood. 
Botsios, a former teacher and 
adult professional development 
director, earned a B.A. degree in 
sociology and communications

Only fun until somebody  
puts you out of business

Unsurprisingly, the business 
comes with its attendant stresses. 
Rendón expressed a hope that 
Lent might also curb the trend 
toward rowdy intoxication in her 
shop. The under-45 professional 
clientele that provides the base 
of her business can also wind up 
jeopardizing the operation, induc-
ing her to enforce regulations she 
said she’d rather not. “If you really 
want to support small business, be 
patient with our rules, you know? 
It’s not about me, it’s about pro-
viding jobs for other families.”  

While there is still no corkage 
fee, and mixers are always pro-
vided for hard liquor concoctions, 
Rendón has revised the policy 
to limit the amount of alcohol 
brought in. “We’re still liable for 
them,” she explained of custom-
ers who have threatened to leave 
bad reviews if she imposed re-
strictions.

Though admittedly not turning 
much profit, Rendón said she is 
fully gratified. “It’s an awesome 
success. I am very proud of my 
team,” she said. “It’s not easy, es-
pecially in Chicago where there’s 
a lot of competition. I’m very flat-
tered but also humble about it.”

Just like her shady antihero Al 
Capone, Rendón lives in Bridge-
port and steps out in swanky garb 
from the 1930s and ‘40s. She 
continues to work as a mortgage 
banker, a skill she picked up from 
a boyfriend while translating for 
his Mexican clients and noticing 
the money he was making back in 
the early aughts.  

While she said she couldn’t be-
gin to afford the vintage building 
that hosts her Lakeview business, 
Rendón’s sincerest ambition is 
just what she states on her web-
site, “supporting locally sustain-
able farmers, ranchers and pur-
veyors.”

“I fell in love with Al Capone,” 
chuckled Soraya Rendón, 43, 
owner of Chilam Balam, 3023 N. 
Broadway, recalling her long-dis-
tance crush at age seven. Intrigued 
by the nattily dressed strongman 
on TV, she vowed to move to Chi-
cago and out of the squalid sprawl 
of Mexico City. 

“I must have liked bad boys.”
Known to her family as a rebel, 

Rendón made the move on her 
own at 22, speaking only Span-
ish, and without enough cash for 
even one month’s rent. She never 
imagined that a dozen years lat-
er, she would own and manage 
a “Michelin Guide Chicago Bib 
Gourmand” restaurant in one of 
the trendiest neighborhoods in 
town.

Chilam Balam is in its ninth 
year with Michelin’s Bib Gour-
mand designation, one of 58 eat-
eries in Chicago said to deliver 
a quality two-course meal that 
includes a glass of wine or des-
sert for under $40. The restaurant 
got a jump-start within a year of 
its 2009 opening with a feature 
on the Food Network’s “Diners, 
Drive-Ins and Dives,” garnering 
recognitions also from TimeOut 
and the Chicago Tribune.  

Rather than resting on its lau-
rels, however, Chilam Balam 
continues to earn high marks on 
the way to its 10th anniversary, 
awarded “Best Farm to Table 
Restaurant” by the Lakeview East

Rendón was grateful but matter-
of-fact about her serial successes, 
attributing much to her high-ener-
gy compulsion for adventure and 
achievement. “I knew I wanted 
to explore outside my country 
and away from my family,” she 
remembered, already planning to 
eschew the cultural norm of liv-
ing at home with parents – even 
after marriage.  “They always said 
I was crazy, and never wanted to 
follow rules.”

Mexican cuisine for her subterra-
nean East Lakeview storefront, 
Rendón is an innovative tradi-
tionalist in collaboration with 
Chef Natalie Oswald, rebelling 
only against Tex-Mex iterations 
of her native cocina.

So bent on legacy is Rendón, 
she even turns out classic recipes 
such as mole de olla, contributed 
by her mother who supported her 
three children singlehandedly as a 
cashier at a neighborhood grocery 
store in a low-rent area of Mex-
ico City. Rendón’s brother, with 
whom she shared a bedroom as a 
child, also helps out at the restau-
rant.

The cash-only BYOB joint 
features menu items that belie 
its casual profile. A cocoa nib 
tamal accompanies grilled octo-
pus and peanut salsa. A starter of 
artichoke-leek soup could be fol-
lowed by grilled secreto with ha-
zelnut mole, coriander marshmal-
low, and grilled parsnips.

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Chicago animal lovers who are 
apartment hunting in the coming 
Spring market should be aware 
that the “pet process” is costly and 
filled with restrictions, especially 

if a luxury 
high-rise is 
the target-
ed destina-
tion.

At Pres-
i d e n t i a l 
Towers, a 
c o m p l e x 
of four 
high-rises 

at 555 W. Madison in the West 
Loop, renters are required to pay 
a one-time, non-refundable pet fee 
of $300 to allow a dog to reside 
in their apartment. And, the total 
monthly rent is increased by $25 
to cover Fido’s occupancy. Base 
monthly rents start at $1,390 for 
a studio, $1,640 for a 1-bedroom 
unit and $2,520 for a 2-bedroom 
layout.  

Presidential Tower’s “Chicago 
Animal Addendum” lease rider 
states: “Small birds and fish are 
welcome at no extra charge. No 
reptiles or exotic pets—see man-
agement for approval.” Cats are 
not charged a monthly rental fee 
as long as they are outfitted with 
a litter box.

A maximum of two pets are al-
lowed per apartment. However, 
21 dog breeds—including Pit 
Bull Terrier, Rottweiler, German 
Shepard, Doberman Pinscher, 
Saint Bernard and Old English 
Sheep Dogs—are considered “re-
stricted breeds” and not permitted 
at Presidential Towers because 
they are “deemed aggressive.”

“All dogs must be interviewed 
and approved by a manager prior 
to occupancy,” states the Animal 
Addendum. “A veterinary certifi-
cation form must be executed by 
a licensed veterinarian for each 
dog.”

One wonders if animals also 
are required to sign the lease with 
a paw print.

Pet weigh-in?      
At Eugenie Terrace on the Park, 

a 44-story high-rise at 1730 N. 
Clark in the Lincoln Park neigh-
borhood, the “Pet Policy” calls for 
a dog weigh-in. Dogs must meet 
a 100-pound weight limit for the 
maximum two pets allowed per 
apartment.

Like Presidential Towers, breed 
restrictions apply at Eugenie Ter-
race. All the breeds mentioned 
above also are not permitted, 
along with Great Dane, Siberian 
Husky, Alaskan Malamute, “Wolf

monthly pet rent. Base rents at 
Eugenie Terrace start at $1,755 
for a studio, $2,441 for 1-bed-
room units and $3,430 for 2-bed-
room layouts.

Animal lovers at Presiden-
tial Towers also must agree to 
and heed the “Animal Rules” as 
tersely outlined in the lease ad-
dendum:

• The animal must not disturb 
the neighbors or other residents, 
regardless of whether the animal 
is inside or outside the dwelling. 

• Dogs, cats and support ani-
mals must be house broken. All 
other animals must be caged at all 
times.

• Renters must not let an animal 
other than support animals into 
swimming-pool areas, laundry 
rooms, offices, clubrooms, other 
recreational facilities, or other 
dwelling units.

• Residents are liable for the 
entire amount of all damages 
caused by the animal, including 
“all cleaning, defleaing and de-
odorizing of carpets, doors, walls, 

hybrids,” and any mixtures of 
these breeds.

The non-refundable pet move-
in fee at Eugenie Terrace is $500, 
plus $25 monthly dog rent. Cats 
also must meet the 100-pound 
weight limit for a maximum two 
cats. Felines are not charged

Chicago’s Downtown St. Pat-
rick’s Day Parade will be held 
noon Saturday, March 16. The 
dyeing of the Chicago River is 
scheduled for 9 a.m.

As always, it’s not hard to find 
some group to march with, for 
those so inclined. All marchers 
must be lined up by 11:15 a.m.

The procession travels north 
on  Columbus Dr., beginning at 
Balbo Dr. and ending at Monroe 
Dr. Don your best green outfit — 

St. Patrick’s Day parade, dyeing of the river
or a kilt if you dare — and grab 
a good spot before the parade 
starts if you’re not marching. The 
parade typically lasts about three-
hours.

This year’s guest of honor will 
be Fr. Michael Caruson of St. Ig-
natius College Prep High School. 
are delighted to be the Guest of 
Honor at  the 2019 St. Patrick’s 
Day Parade. With great anticipa-
tion of the 150th Sesquicenten-
nial Anniversary, this is a special 

moment for St. Ignatius. Never, 
in the history of the Chicago St. 
Patrick’s Day Parade has a school 
received the distinction of Guest 
of Honor. Many of the first stu-
dents at St. Ignatius were the sons 
and grandsons of potato farm-
ers who  escaped the famine in 
Ireland, and came to Chicago to 
build lives for their families.

This year’s parade theme is 
“The Music of Ireland.” It is sig-
nificant to note that St. Ignatius 
student, Rogers O’Neill (1904) 
and his father, Police Chief Fran-
cis O’Neill, were instrumental in 
preserving Irish traditional music 
in Chicago. Chief O’Neill col-
lected and published thousands 

of tunes from Ireland that nearly 
vanished after the potato famine 
of 1848.

The dyeing of the river can best 
be viewed from the east side of 
Michigan Ave., the west side of 
Columbus Dr., or upper and lower 
Wacker drives between Michigan 
and Columbus. 

For over 40 years, the Chicago 
Journeymen Plumbers turn the 
Chicago River green for the St. 
Patrick’s Day Parade celebration. 
The effort is both significant and 
breathtaking because the color 
green is identical to the greens of 
Ireland from where it got its name 
The Emerald Isle.

The tradition was born in 1961 

when the late Stephen Bailey was 
approached by a plumber who was 
wearing some white coveralls, he 
knew this only because they could 
see some of the original color. 
These coveralls had been mostly 
stained or dyed a perfect shade 
of green, an Irish green to better 
describe it. Bailey then asked the 
plumber how the coveralls got 
this way and discovered that the 
dye the plumbers used to detect 
leaks into the river turned green, 
not just any color green, but the 
perfect color green. The tradition 
of dyeing the river green grew out 
of that chance encounter and has 
been done every year since that 
fateful meeting.

This year’s St. Patrick’s Day parade theme is “The Music of Ireland.” The parade starts at noon but good viewing spots fill up early.

Since the 1960s North Sider Dick Simp-
son has been a professor of political sci-
ence at the Univ. of Illinois at Chicago, but 
he’s also a “dean”—the dean of political 
commentary in Chicago. When the media 
wants a cogent comment about what is 
happening in current politics, Simpson is 
often the person to whom they turn. 

Dick Simpson continues ‘The Good Fight’ in latest political book
He has written many books on politics 

including Inside Urban Politics, Lessons 
from a Chicago Progressive, Winning 
Elections in the 21st Century, and others.

Unlike many of the talking heads on ra-
dio and TV who pontificate about politics 
but who have never been in the trenches, 
Simpson has not only achieved elective 
office as a Chicago alderman, but was 
re-elected as well. In both of those races, 
he was strongly opposed by the power-
ful Mayor Richard J. Daley and his Cook 
County Democratic machine, but won 
anyway. Simpson’s latest book, The Good 
Fight, is not only another entry in his col-
lection of books that offer political advice, 
but it is unique in that it is a memoir as 
well, detailing how politics has affected his 
personal life, including the negative impact 
on his marriages.

“Writing a memoir is entirely different 
from any books I have written before, and 
the biggest challenge was finding an ap-
propriate style,” said Simpson. “I drew on 
my experiences writing op-eds for news-
papers for over a decade. Those are 550 to 
750 words, begin with a grabber sentence, 
and end with a conclusion or zinger.”

“My memoir vignettes are about 1,500 
words but preceded by 250 words of fac-
tual background for the reader so as not to 
interrupt the story and are summed up in 
slogans like ‘politics ain’t beanbag,’” he 
said.

Simpson grew up in Texas. He and his 
fellow liberals (yes, there were Texas liber-
als back then) cut their political teeth there 
on the fight to integrate movie theatres, 
restaurants, universities, and plays, which 
still were segregated as late as the early 
1960s.

After graduating from the Univ. of Tex-
as, he moved on to Indiana Univ. for gradu-
ate studies in politics and African studies 
and met Mary Scott, who would become 
his first wife. 

The two moved to Africa to study its lo-
cal political structures for his doctoral dis-
sertation, and the result was that he learned 
a political system that was surprisingly 
similar to Chicago’s—chieftains who con-
trolled local politics by dispensing favors, 
much like Chicago aldermen and mayors. 

Once he earned his doctorate, he searched 
for a teaching job, and found one at the 
Univ. of Illinois at Chicago—a city he had 
rarely even visited before. He would end

up being a Chicago icon. 
The book goes on to describe is work 

on the 1968 presidential campaign of Sen. 
Eugene McCarthy. McCarthy did not win, 
but his campaign sunk the chances of in-
cumbent President Lyndon B. Johnson for 
re-election. Simpson learned an important 
lesson: you cannot change politics from the 
top down starting with the presidency; you 
have to do it from the bottom up—in pre-
cincts, neighborhoods, wards, and commu-
nities. Simpson has been a community ac-
tivist both in and out of office ever since.

He worked on creating independent po-
litical organizations that both fought the 
entrenched powers that be and gave peo-
ple more of a voice in their communities. 
He was elected to the City Council twice, 
where he was one of the few “Lakefront 
liberal” aldermen who was such a thorn 
in the first Mayor Daley’s side that Daley 
would sometimes cut off Simpson’s micro-
phone in the council chambers.

The book shows how Simpson and his 
colleagues could effect change despite the 
opposition of the entrenched powers. Re-
forms such as equal pay for female and 
male City janitors, cutting unnecessary pa-
tronage employees, and providing freedom 
of information did not pass when Simpson 
and his colleagues first introduced them, 
but they introduced them into the public

Does Democrat Party have hiring ’black list?’
Former staffer for Madigan  
says she’s been black-balled

The ongoing saga of the allegation that 
Illinois House Speaker Mike Madigan did 
little to nothing about sexual harassment 
complaints took another twist after former 
political aide Alaina Hampton claimed that 
she was blacklisted from working on sev-
eral campaigns after she spoke out about 
getting harassed by a top Madigan aide.

Hampton filed a lawsuit last week that 
details the accusations.

Several Madigan employees resigned or 
were fired for sexual harassment, intimida-
tion or bullying over the past year, while 
the powerful speaker has so far not been 
touched.

The #MeToo has hit state politics here, 
but hasn’t snared any top dogs, so far.

Hampton is a Democrat campaign work-
er who accused Madigan of not address-
ing unwanted text messages from his aide 
Kevin Quinn. Quinn, the brother of Ald. 
Marty Quinn, was fired as the allegations 

went public and a lawsuit was filed, al-
though he denies wrongdoing. 

A former Madigan chief of staff left the 
speaker last year after a house clerk ac-
cused him of making inappropriate com-
ments, joking about sexual harassment 
training and dismissing a complaint of sex 
harassment, WBEZ reported.

The new allegations in Hampton’s law-
suit reveal retaliation for her allegations 
against Madigan, including not being able 
to get a job in politics after she raised her 
complaint in Feb. 2017.

She claimed she had talks with the Chi-
cago Teachers Union (CTU) about working 
on a campaign for state rep, and thought 
CTU would offer her the position. How-
ever, a week later Hampton was asked by a 
CTU lobbyist if she was “on the outs” with 
Ald. Marty Quinn, and then she didn’t hear 
back from the CTU after that conversation, 
the lawsuit states. 

(Full disclosure: this reporter is a CTU 
member).

“We’re frankly baffled we’d even be 
mentioned here,” CTU spokeswoman 
Chris Geovanis told WBEZ. “We take or-

ders for any hiring decisions from no one. 
We are quite capable of making our own 
hiring decisions.”

Geovanis also said Hampton worked for 
an opposing campaign in that race.

Hampton was also rejected to work on 
a campaign for State Rep Kristen Crowell. 
Hampton said she didn’t get the job be-
cause she learned the candidate “had been 
told not to work” with Hampton.

She also claims in her lawsuit that she 
wanted to do campaign work with alder-
men Deb Mell [33rd], Scott Waguespack 
[32nd], and John Arena [45th], and 46th 
Ward challenger Erika Wozniak. 

Wozniak told this newspaper that what 
was earlier reported was wrong, and 
pointed to the WBEZ report in which her 
spokesperson, with whom she and some of 
the aldermen share with Hampton, denied 
the accusation of being told by Madigan’s 

people to not hire her.
“As set forth in documents attached to 

a recent court filing, and as, in fact, is the 
case, Alaina Hampton’s non-employment 
by the campaigns of Ald. Waguespack, Ald. 
Arena and Ms. Wozniak was unrelated to 
the events described in her lawsuit against 
Michael Madigan and others.”

Sexual harassment lawsuits are very 
tricky for women in the corporate world. 
One female executive told me if you file 
one you should go for a lot of money be-
cause you will be placed on a blacklist 
as the corporate community is tight and 
doesn’t want “trouble makers.”

In addition to firing several workers in 
regards to sexual harassment, Madigan 
also hired women for top jobs in his politi-
cal and government operations.

The Lincoln Square area hos-
pital was one of just eight organi-
zations nationwide to receive the 
grant. 

The grant will allow the hos-
pital to continue supporting sur-
vivors via the training of about 
1,000 clinicians in trauma-in-
formed medical, dental and men-
tal health care for survivors of 
these types of violence. It will 
also allow the hospital the abil-
ity to expand an on-call pool of 
sexual assault nurse examiners 
and specially trained registered

nurses to provide comprehensive 
care to sexual assault victims, as 
well as equipment to strengthen 
evidence collection techniques.

The hospital plans to partner 
with local organizations to help 
them connect survivors with sup-
port services before they leave 
the hospital and to assist with 
their physical, emotional and fi-
nancial recovery. Those partners 
include Apna Ghar, Between 
Friends, KAN-WIN, Salvation 
Army STOP-IT, Lutheran Social 
Services of Illinois, Chicago Met-
ropolitan Battered Women’s Net-
work, Resilience and the Lincoln 
(20th) Police District.

Meanwhile the Illinois House 
representatives are now working 
to pass a bill to establish an elec-
tronic rape kit tracking system to 
tackle a processing backlog, but 
Sexual Assault Evidence Track-
ing and Reporting commission 
members say there is still more to 
be done.

“Murder [kits] always go first, 
so if you’re the victim of sexual 
assault who was not also mur-
dered, you have to wait,” said Rep. 
Margo McDermed. “Victims want 

to make sure their kits are not lost 
in the system. Justice delayed can 
be justice denied. You don’t want 
to wait two to three years.”

In Aug. 2017, former Gov. 
Bruce Rauner signed a state bill 
to create the Sexual Assault Evi-
dence Tracking and Reporting 
Commission with the goal of cre-
ating an electronic tracking sys-
tem for rape kits.

In January, McDermed, chair 
of Rauner’s commission, pro-
posed House Bill 1440 that would 
institute the commission’s recom-
mended electronic kit tracking 
system. The bill is expected to be 
passed by May 31 and in effect by 
Jan. 1, 2020, McDermed said. The 
bill includes no funding because 
it is not expected to be expensive 
and will be funded from existing 
revenue sources. Its anticipated 
cost is a couple hundred thousand 
dollars at most, she said. 

The bill does not include a 
mandated turnaround time limit 
for the kits. 

Ideally, physical evidence from

City Colleges 
consider  

tuition hike
City Colleges of Chicago, 

which has a taxpayer-funded 
annual budget of more than 
$523 million, is considering 
a two percent annual tu-
ition increase over the next 
four years despite tumbling 
enrollment and questions 
surrounding its graduation 
numbers. 

Tuition at the seven-
school community college 
already has gone up nine 
percent over the last four 
years, climbing from $4,970 
in the 2014-15 academic 
year to $5,406 in 2017-
18. All the while, enrollment 
has plummeted 32% since 
2010, and some critics claim 
the community college has 
been inflating graduation 
numbers.

Of the 47,454 students 
who enrolled at City Colleg-
es of Chicago as freshmen in 
2014-2015, the U.S. Dept. of 
Education said only seven 
percent graduated within 
two years. 

That equates to an annual 
taxpayer subsidy of $319,476 
per graduate, according to 
an analysis of data from the 
Illinois State Comptroller 
Warehouse.

The Ukulele Orchestra of Great 
Britain [UOGB], which more 
than 30 years ago helped spark a 
worldwide revival of the ukulele, 
is returning to Chicago March 20 
to perform at 8 p.m. at the Chi-
cago Symphony Center, 220 S. 
Michigan Ave. 

Performing on stage as an 
eight-member musical group in 
evening attire, the group has a 
simple philosophy: “All genres 
of music are available for rein-
terpretation, as long as they are 
played on the ukulele.”

The group’s selections include 
expertly played covers of well-
known songs, from Bach to Lady 
Gaga, and anything in between.

“In our show, we may throw 
in some light classical favorites 
among the punk classics. Ancient 
TV themes which were staples of 
UK entertainment are another rich 
vein for us to mine. Bewitched, I 
Love Lucy, My Favorite Martian, 
The Beverly Hillbillies were all 
well known in the UK and are 
part of our shared culture. And 
of course, we have played quite a 
few classic U.S. rock songs over 
the years, including “Dust My 
Broom” by [Old Town School of 
Folk Music co-founder] Elmore 
James,” said George Hinchliffe, 
who co-founded the group in 
1985 with the late Kitty Lux.

“We saw it as a sort of ‘out-
sider’ instrument, not quite re-
spectable, but capable of playing 
all the notes and all the kinds of 
music. Most bands seemed to 
consist of guitars and drums, or 
synths, and we thought we should 
try something different. It seemed 
important to have only ukuleles. 
We regarded the instrument as a 
sort of “pocket calculator” of mu-

sic; small, personal, yet sophisti-
cated,” Hinchliffe said.

Early on, outside of its use 
in Hawaiian music, the ukulele 
was not considered a serious in-
strument. Many still associated 
it with Tiny Tim, an eccentric 
novelty performer who achieved 
notoriety in the 1960s. When the 
UOGB first performed in Chi-
cago in 1987, reviewers did not 
seem to know how to categorize 
its music.

“The reviews revealed our 
ukulele shopping-trolley-dash 
through rock, classical and left-
field music seemed unusual,” 
Hinchliffe said.

Since its founding, the UOGB 
has maintained a busy touring 
schedule. Its mix of music and 
humor has been embraced by au-
diences around the world. 

Interestingly, by 1993, the in-
strument regained mainstream 
respectability after a medley of 

“Somewhere Over the Rainbow/
What a Wonderful World” per-
formed by Hawaiian music leg-
end Israel Kamakawiwo`ole was 
used in numerous television show 
soundtracks. Shortly afterwards, 
rockers such as Eddie Vedder of 
Pearl Jam and Jack Johnson were 
using the instrument in their con-
cert performances.

“Some blame us for the ukulele 
renaissance, whereas others say 
we should take no credit for it. 
Certainly, though we did not seek 
to be neologists, we have been 
unable to find any references to 
an “ukulele orchestra” prior to our 
use of the name. All those years 
ago, it seemed like an oxymoron, 
an impossibility, like “the Sahara 
Desert Sub-Aqua Club” but now, 
it seems like a normal name for 
a bunch of ukulele players hav-
ing fun together for 34 years. If 
we paved the way for people to 
take their own musical journey, 

or to have fun making music in a 
group, or to listen to each other 
and work together (which is what 
music requires), then we will 
all have done something worth-
while,” Hinchliffe said.

Despite having a reputation for 
putting on a fun show, Hinchliffe 
said his orchestra remains serious 
about their music.

“We have always been serious 
about the music and consider that 
it needs to be brought before the 
public convincingly. The jazz has 
to swing, and the rock has to roll. 
We thought that the sound of the 
ukulele could become repetitive 
and so we tried to introduce as 
many variables as possible, ex-
cept for the line of instruments. 
We changed keys, tempi, genres, 
styles of playing, orchestrations 
between the instruments, voices 
and volume. And we added some 
whistling,” Hinchliffe said.

While humor may seem to be a 
natural part of their performanc-
es, it was a mix-up in sheet music 
that caused the orchestra’s trade-
mark stage banter to emerge.

“At the very first gig, we had 
sheet music in various forms. 
It seems that some of the chord 
sheets became mixed up and we 
ended up with a polytonal version 
of a Dolly Parton song in three 
keys at once. While we sorted 
out the paperwork, we spoke to 
the audience with deprecating 
humor. This was the start of the 
humor and the talking to the au-
dience between pieces of music. 
We had to improvise, and the 
humor seemed to emerge. That 
set the template for the style of 
the orchestra’s presentations,” 
Hinchliffe said.

Show tickets range in price 
from $9 to $80.

Police 
Beat
Seven years for parolee  
who attacked cops  
inside youth shelter

A 25-year-old man has been sen-
tenced to seven years in prison for 
battering a police officer who re-
sponded to a call of a man with a 
gun inside The Crib youth shelter, 
835 W. Addison St., two years ago.

Darrien Lampkin was on parole 
for robbery and aggravated bat-
tery of a peace officer when he took 
up residence at The Crib on Feb. 7, 
2017.

Shortly after 10 p.m. that night, a 
Crib volunteer called 911 to report 
that a man had a gun inside the shel-
ter, which operates out of the base-
ment of Lakeview Lutheran Church. 
The volunteer told police that she 
saw Lampkin waving a black object 
that she believed was a gun while 
he shouted: “I want my sh*t or I’m 
gonna hurt you m*ther f*ck*rs.”

When police arrived, Lampkin 
attacked a sergeant and punched 
another officer in the temple, pros-
ecutors said. Lampkin then grabbed 
a gun from his waistband and threw 
it to the floor, police said.

A third officer pepper-sprayed 
Lampkin and took Lampkin to the 
ground using an emergency ma-
neuver. Lampkin was arrested and 
police discovered that the gun was 
a non-functioning replica.

Lampkin reached a plea deal with 
prosecutors in which he pleaded 
guilty to one count of aggravated 
battery of a police officer. In ex-
change, prosecutors recommended 
a seven-year sentence and agreed 
to drop two additional felony counts 
of aggravated battery of a police of-
ficer and resisting arrest. With 741 
days credit for time served awaiting 
trial, Lampkin is scheduled to be pa-
roled on Aug. 6, 2020.

At the time of The Crib incident, 
Lampkin was on parole for beating 
and robbing a man about a block 
from the shelter and then batter-
ing a police officer who tried to stop 
him nearby on Aug. 17, 2013.

Lampkin was handed two five-
year sentences to be served concur-
rently and was paroled after serving 
just 2-1/2 years on Sept. 16, 2016.

Boy calls for help after dad’s shot 
in Loop apartment

A child called 911 after his father 
was shot in self-defense by a wom-
an in their Loop high-rise apartment 
on Sunday morning, according to 
Chicago police.

The boy, whose age is not known, 
called 911 at 10:53 a.m. and report-
ed that his father had been shot. 
Minutes later, the boy called 911 
again and told a dispatcher that he 
was pulling a prank, then he hung 
up.

Police continued to the scene and 
soon discovered the boy’s father 
shot in the leg on the 26th floor of 
an apartment building in the 1000 
block of S. Clark St. Also on the scene 
was a 29-year-old woman who told 
police that she shot the man in self-
defense after he attacked her dur-
ing an argument.

The father, whose age was not 
released, was transported to North-
western Memorial Hospital in se-
rious condition. The woman was 
transported to Stroger Hospital to 
be treated for a broken hand, bruis-
es and lacerations.

Police said the incident appears 
to be domestic in nature, but au-
thorities did not specify what kind 
of relationship the two adults have. 

The man remains in police custody.

Shooting threat found on wall  
at Lakeview High School

Increased police presence is ex-
pected at Lakeview High School this 
week after a threatening message was 
found written on a bathroom wall at 
the school, 4015 N. Ashland, over the 
weekend.

The school’s assistant principal 
summoned police around 10:30 a.m. 
March 9 after finding the threat, which 
included Monday’s date, “3/11/2019,” 
according to a police report.

In a letter to the school community, 
CPS said, “we take all threats very seri-
ously and we immediately contacted 
Chicago Police Det. and CPS Office of 
Safety and Security and an investiga-
tion is underway.”

Heightened security measures that 
will be in place include the scanning of 
all students through metal detectors 
upon arrival; x-ray review of bags and 
personal items; and increased police 
and CPS security before, during, and 
after the school day, the letter said.

A similar threat was found written 
on a bathroom stall at Lincoln Park 
High School in December.

Prosecutors say Michigan man 
forced woman from club,  
sexually assaulted her

A Michigan man has been extradit-
ed to Chicago to face allegations that 
he sexually assaulted a woman after 
forcing her out of Berlin nightclub in 
January.

The 23-year-old victim told police 
that she saw Sahir Arbo, 29, looking at 
her while she was with friends at Big 
City Tap, 1010 W. Belmont. The group 

then went to 
Berlin, 945 W. 
Belmont, to 
continue their 
evening.

At some 
point, Arbo 
grabbed the 
woman’s arm 
and forced her 
out of the bar 
and into a car 

where a group of men was waiting, ac-
cording to prosecutors.

The woman texted her friends 
because she thought the men were 
going to rape her, prosecutors said. 
The friends then called the woman’s 
phone and spoke with Arbo who said 
he would take her home.

Instead, the woman was taken to a 
hotel and sexually assaulted by Arbo, 
according to prosecutors. Arbo and 
the other men then drove the wom-
an to her dorm at Columbia College 
where the crime was reported, accord-
ing to court records.

An arrest warrant was issued for 
Arbo after DNA testing of evidence 
collected from the victim identified 
him as the man who had sex with her 
during the alleged assault, prosecu-
tors said.

Arbo has been charged with aggra-
vated criminal sexual assault. Judge 
Michael Clancy ordered him held in 
lieu of $100,000 bail. Arbo’s attorney 
said the victim went with Arbo volun-
tarily and had consensual sex.

On bail for gun charge,  
man now accused  
of possessing stolen car

A West Ridge man who is awaiting 
trial for allegedly carrying a handgun 
near the scene of an Uptown “shots 
fired” incident last Summer is now 
charged with possessing a stolen mo-
tor vehicle in Edgewater.

Police said a patrol unit randomly 
checked the license plate of a Ford Fu-
sion as it traveled in the 5700 block of 
N. Sheridan around 2:30 p.m. March 
4. The car was listed as stolen by the 
police database, so officers pulled the 
vehicle over and spoke with the driver, 
Justin Spraggins, 23.

Spraggins had no valid driver’s li-
cense, police said, and he voluntarily 
stated that the car belonged to his 
grandmother, officers reported. After 
being taken into custody and read his 
rights, Spraggins said the vehicle ac-
tually belonged to his “Uncle Ronny,” 
but that “Uncle Ronny” didn’t know 
that he had it, police said.

As it turns out, the car belonged to 
a 34-year-old woman.

Spraggins was charged with receiv-
ing-possessing a stolen motor vehicle. 
Judge Mary Marubio set bail in the 
stolen car matter at $5,000. Marubio 
also revoked 
Spraggins’ bail 
in the Uptown 
gun case.

In that mat-
ter, police who 
responded to 
calls of shots 
being fired 
near the 4400 
block of N. Ra-
cine in August, 2018, saw a man run 
from the scene and get into a black 
car that sped away with its hazard 
lights on.

Cops stopped a vehicle matching 
that description in the 4400 block of 
N. Sheridan after it ran stop signs, ac-
cording to a police report.

Prosecutors said Spraggins was in 
the passenger seat of the vehicle and 
a fully-loaded handgun was in his pos-
session during a pat-down search.

Spraggins was charged with felony 
aggravated unlawful use of a weapon. 
Judge David Navarro set bail at $5,000, 
which allowed him to go free by post-
ing a $500 bond. That bond has now 
been revoked, and Spraggins is being 
held without bail at least until his next 
court hearing.

Man accused of attacking  
cop near Wrigley Field

A Kalamazoo, MI, man is facing felo-
ny charges after he randomly attacked 
a police officer near Wrigley Field last 
weekend, according to allegations in 
court records.

The officer was sitting in his pa-
trol car across from the stadium in 
the 1000 block of Addison around 
4:15 p.m. when Justice Smith, 23, 
approached him while saying, “I’m 
gonna beat your ass,” the officer re-
ported. Smith continued to approach 
the car aggressively, again threatened 
to batter the cop, and then repeatedly 
slammed the officer’s car door shut as 

the patrolman tried to get out to ad-
dress the issue, according to the alle-
gations.

After the of-
ficer managed 
to get out of 
the patrol car, 
Smith ran into a 
nearby 7-Eleven 
store where he 
flailed his arms 
and pushed the 
officer’s head 
down with his hands and arms as he 
tried to escape, police said.

Back-up officers arrived and took 
Smith into custody, but not before he 
damaged $157 worth of the store’s 
merchandise, according to charges. 
The original officer reported suffering 
a cut to the side of his face and behind 
his ear.

Prosecutors charged Smith with 
felony aggravated battery of a police 
officer and misdemeanor charges of 
reckless conduct, criminal damage to 
property, assault, and resisting police. 
Judge Michael Clancy released him on 
a recognizance bond.

Arson charges filed after lit torch  
is left burning apartment door

A Boystown man is in custody, 
charged with intentionally leaving 
an ignited blowtorch lying against an 
occupied apartment’s door early on 
March 4. One police officer suffered 
minor injuries from smoke inhalation 
in the incident, a CPD spokesperson 
said.

Jeremy Cole, 32, of the 600 block of 
W. Aldine is charged with felony aggra-
vated arson with the knowledge that a 
person was present; felony violation of 
an order of protection; misdemeanor 
harassment-threat to person; and 
misdemeanor violation of an order of 
protection.

Police and fire personnel were 
called to an apartment building in the 
500 block of W. Melrose at 12:42 a.m. 
Monday after a 39-year-old man and 
21-year-old woman reported that a 
known acquaintance was trying to 
burn their apartment door down with 
a blow torch. The woman is Cole’s ex-
boyfriend and the other victim is her 
current boyfriend, according to police.

The male victim told police that he 
had recently received a message from 
the offender stating that the offender 
had obtained a “flame thrower,” police 
said.

When officers arrived on the apart-

ment building’s third floor, they 
found the blow torch propped 
against the door with an open flame 
burning. The suspect was no longer 
on the scene. Cole is currently on 
two separate probations:

On July 10, 2018, a man identified 
as Cole’s then-boyfriend told police 
that Cole grabbed him by the shirt 
and pulled him backward at the 
Wrigleyville Taco Bell, 1111 W. Addi-
son. Cole, who was listed as “home-
less” at the time, was arrested and 
charged with domestic battery.

Police reported finding “three 
glass pipes 
c o m m o n l y 
used for 
s m o k i n g 
narcotics” in 
Cole’s book-
bag along 
with a plas-
tic container 
that was 

used to cut narcotics and a syringe 
containing an unknown liquid, ac-
cording to court records.

During a second search, Cole 
yelled that he was HIV positive and 
began swinging his arms and trying 
to bite two police officers, according 
to a supplemental arrest report.

He was charged with domestic 
battery, possessing drug parapher-
nalia, and two counts of aggra-
vated assault of a police officer. He 
pleaded guilty to one of the assault 
charges and was sentenced to one 
year of probation by Judge Anthony 
Calabrese on July 23, 2018.

Then, on Dec. 12, Cole was arrest-
ed after he allegedly threatened his 
live-in boyfriend with a knife in their 
Boystown home. He pleaded guilty 
to one count of aggravated assault 
with a deadly weapon and was giv-
en 18-months probation by Judge 
Diana Kenworthy.

Cole has been ordered held with-
out bail.

Cops issue warning after eight 
robberies reported near Mag Mile

A robbery and theft crew is  
approaching victims from behind 
to steal purses and phones near 
the Magnificent Mile, according to  
a community alert from Chicago  
police. The team struck multiple 
times from March 1 to 9 and used a 
gun to threaten one of their victims,

Lincoln Park SWAT stand-off, three detained, guns seized, stolen cars found
Chicago police recovered two assault rifles and seven 

handguns along with ammunition following a six-hour 
SWAT standoff in Lincoln Park on Sunday afternoon, ac-
cording to police. The guns have been turned over to the 
crime lab for testing.

Three persons were taken into custody, including 
one man who was wanted for questioning—but not for 
arrest—in connection with a homicide, police said. No 
charges have yet been filed.

CPD would not immediately confirm information from 
a police source that the two assault rifles were AK-47 mod-
els found after a six-hour-long SWAT standoff at an Airbnb 
rental party in the Lincoln Park. The standoff ended safely, 
according to police and a witness who spoke with this 
newspaper. Three people are in custody for questioning, 
police said. A stolen vehicles was also recovered from the 
scene.

Police responded to a six-unit home in the 2400 block 
of N. Clybourn at 8:09 a.m. after two women reported 
that they had locked themselves in a bathroom because 

people had guns at a party in the building. Moments later, 
another 911 caller reported that a woman had been pis-
tol-whipped by a man at the party, police said.

Occupants of the home refused to answer the door 
when officers arrived, so a Cook County State’s Attorney 
was summoned to navigate legal issues while a SWAT 
team mobilized nearby.

Other officers on the scene began running license 
plates of vehicles in the home’s parking lot, and two sto-
len cars were located. Both cars were recovered for their 
owners.

By 10 a.m., SWAT took over the scene and began issuing 
verbal commands to persons inside the building. Family 
members of persons inside the home also approached 
police check-points to report that their relatives wanted 
to surrender.

An officer on the scene said that “upwards of a half-doz-
en guns” were believed to be in the apartment.

Clybourn Ave. re-opened to traffic shortly after 3 p.m. 
following a nearly seven-hour closure.

The Board of Directors of 
ShawChicago Theater Co. has de-
cided to close on June 30, at the 
conclusion of its 25th season.

Multiple factors related to the 
company’s revenue and over-
all resources made this decision 
unavoidable. The company has 
faced a general downturn in ticket 
sales, subscriptions, and individu-
al contributions over the past few 
years. Productions were staged at 
the Ruth Page Theater, 1016 N. 
Dearborn St.

In a released statement they 
said that the Oct. 2018 death of 
24-year Artistic Director Rob-
ert Scogin and the retirement of 
their longtime managing director 

ShawChicago  
to cease operations June 30

in June, 2018, “have created ad-
ditional challenges that could not 
be fully addressed with the lim-
ited resources of our small non-
profit.”

Since it was created as a pro-
gram of the Chicago Cultural 
Center in 1994, ShawChicago 
has presented over 100 produc-
tions of the works of George 
Bernard Shaw and his contem-
poraries. Their final production is 
The Doctor’s Dilemma, directed 
by Gary Alexander, running from 
March 23 to April 15. “It is fitting 
that we will end our years of suc-
cess with The Doctor’s Dilemma, 
the first show that ShawChicago 
ever produced in 1994.”

Joseph A. Kopacz, the 54-year-
old home improvement contractor 
and serial sex offender who fled a 
Chicago courthouse just as a jury 
prepared to convict him of fresh 
home invasion and sexual assault 
charges in November, has been a 
very busy man.

This week we learned that Ko-
pacz has been evading authorities 
in two states; is now charged with 
federal flight to avoid prosecu-
tion, and has rolled some of his 
assets into a Delaware corpora-
tion. Now, that corporation is as-
signing ownership of assets and 
is attempting to find tenants for 
Kopacz’s old rental property in 
Logan Square.

Yet, somehow, authorities have 
not been able to find him.

Kopacz left a trail of male 
sexual abuse victims across Wis-
consin before he was convicted of 
entering a Lakeview apartment in 
2016 to sexually assault and take 
photos of a sleeping 23-year-old 
man.

Despite the serious allegations, 
Uptown resident Mark Graham 
posted a $50,000 deposit bond 
that allowed Kopacz to leave jail 
while awaiting the outcome of the 
case. But, as the jury went into 
deliberations, Kopacz slipped 
out of the Cook County criminal 
courthouse at 26th and Califor-
nia. He hasn’t been seen since. 
And Graham was made personal-
ly responsible for paying the rest 
of Kopacz’s $450,000 bail.

This week we learned that Ko-
pacz may have been planning his 
escape from justice since his trial 
began last autumn.

Delaware state records show 
an entity named “Kopy Holdings, 
LLC” was created on Oct. 31 last 
year—about a week before Ko-
pacz went on the run.

On Jan. 11, Kopacz made a 
couple of real estate maneuvers, 
according to county records.

First, he transferred ownership 
of his Uptown condo on the 4000

block of N. Clarendon from his 
name to “Kopy Holdings LLC 
Series A.” And, he assigned pow-
er of attorney for the property to 
Graham. The value of the condo 
in 2013 was $251,900, records 
show.

That same day, Kopacz trans-
ferred ownership of a home in the 
2600 block of W. Homer from his 
name to “Kopy Holdings LLC Se-
ries B.” The address of record for 
Kopy Holdings LLC Series B is a 
wood flooring store in San Jose, 
CA, owned by Paul Kopacz.

As recently as Tuesday, a list-
ing by “Paul Kopacz” was seek-
ing renters for “Joe’s Apartment” 
in the W. Homer building. That 
ad has been removed. However, 
you may now rent the exact same 
apartment from “Kopy Holdings” 
on two other rental sites: HotPads 
and RadPad.

Meanwhile, Joseph Kopacz’s 
Chicago-based home improve-
ment company, JAK Built, is 
getting mixed reviews lately—
including one from a man who 
claims that “Joe [stole] money 

from the business and was not 
reachable.”

Also this week, we learned that 
federal charges of flight to avoid 
prosecution were filed against Jo-
seph Kopacz under seal in Chica-
go on Dec. 6, about a month after 
he slipped out of court.

An FBI agent told the court that 
Graham—the man who posted 
Kopacz’s bond—heard Kopacz 
had escaped to Palm Springs, CA, 
according to recently-unsealed 
paperwork. FBI agents went to 
Palm Springs and spoke with a 
bartender who identified Joseph 
Kopacz and confirmed that he had 
been staying in a local hotel. But 
Kopacz was gone.

There’s no word on where 
Joseph Kopacz is now and the 
FBI is offering a reward of up to 
$5,000 for information leading 
directly to Kopacz’s arrest. Any-
one with information regarding 
his whereabouts may contact the 
FBI’s field office in Los Angeles 
at 310-477-6565 or Chicago at 
312-421-6700.

The Edgewater Historical As-
soc.

A social media dust-up has 
a Rogers Park gay bar playing  
defense over an apparent fight  
between customers early on 
March 3.

Jackhammer, 6406 N. Clark 
St., had to fend off online com-
plaints that their staff and patrons 
were anti-trans and racist during 
the incident while other patrons 
have rushed to the club’s defense 
saying that people who acted vio-
lently needed to be removed re-
gardless of their gender identities 
or any other factors.

This newspaper reached out to 
three individuals, including one 
of the DJ’s who was working at 
the club on Sunday night to learn 
what they saw that led them to 
believe that individuals were un-
fairly treated by the club due to

are called, and a doorman can 
be heard turning away new cus-
tomers: “We’re done. Absolutely 
done.” Exiting patrons are told to 
use a secondary door to avoid the 
fight.

Police arrived and Itsi Mayra 
Tovar, 22, a transgender woman, 
was taken into custody after a 50-
year-old patron of the bar signed a 
complaint that she “struck him on 
the top of the head with a closed 
fist, causing pain and a small 
bump,” according to police.

While Tovar was being taken 
into custody, Shelby Lynn Morris, 
21, who later identified herself to 
police as transgender, interfered 
with the arrest and grabbed a 
police sergeant’s arm, the CPD 
spokesperson said. Morris was 

arrested and charged with bat-
tery and resisting or obstructing 
police.

A police unit remained outside 
of Jackhammer to maintain the 
peace until the bar was emptied 
out at its usual 5 a.m. closing time, 
according to dispatch records.

Within hours, allegations of 
anti-trans and racist behavior by 
club personnel began making the 
rounds online:

Ariel Zetina was billed as one 
of the DJs working the club that 
night. Zetina tweeted:

“Wish I wasn’t still so shook by 
what happened at Jackhammer; 
also thing I haven’t said; so wild 
they made me stop my set; purely 
racist and transphobic and assum-
ing I’m some ringleader to bring 
jackhammer down.”

“A fights a fight - like if it were 

brawl from p. 11 two white dudes fighting would 
this have blown up? Just cos [sic] 
black and brown queer and trans 
people were a part means that all 
must be taken down in the club; 
no worries cos my friends and I 
will never set foot in jackhammer 
again.”

On Sunday, Zetina solicited for 
donations to her Venmo, PayPal, 
and Cash App “for my two friends 
who were arrested. I know I per-
sonally would absolutely need a 
recovery period after having to be 
processed through the system and 
they both deserve some freedom 
from financial stress.”

By the evening of March 4, Zet-
ina wrote that she raised enough 
money “to donate a recovery fund 
to both people, and also a bit to 
the queer people who were in-
volved in the very long process-
ing at the precinct.”

Chicago Police records show 
that Morris was released from 
custody at 9:15 a.m. March 3, less 
than five hours after being taken 
into custody. Tovar was released 
an hour later.

This reporter contacted Zetina 
via social media to get a first-
hand account of what transpired 
inside the bar and to discuss her 
fundraising. She blocked us im-
mediately and then posted, “Fully 
done talking to anyone about what 
happened - I’ve said everything 
I’ve needed to say - I am only in-
terested in moving forward.”

The most significant reaction 
on Twitter was to a post late on 
March 3 by @pogform:

“Incredibly upset to hear that 
two trans people of color were 
arrested at the jackhammer last 
night. Chicago’s gay community 
needs to get their [act] together 

and stop calling the police on 
trans people and people of color.”

We contacted @pogform to see 
if they witnessed what happened 
at the bar or if they could put us 
in touch with anyone who did. 
As of deadline there still is no re-
sponse.

But Teri Yaki, the drag queen 
who filmed the fight video, has 
had no reservations about tell-
ing people what she says she saw 
first-hand.

“I saw it from start to finish,” 
she said in an online post. “Un-
fortunately we didn’t start film-
ing till they finally got removed. 
Those people who are screaming 
“racist” were hitting the staff and 
threatening customers screaming 
and causing [an] all-out melee.”

“The staff at Jackhammer han-
dled the situation with as much 
professionalism as they could 
considering the violence being 
directed at them. None of them 
disrespected any of the members 
of that group. They were simply 
looking out for the safety of the 
rest of the patrons once fighting 
broke out. The group was asked to 
leave and when they didn’t more

violence began... and not from the 
staff.”

“The fact that they were re-
moved had absolutely nothing to 
do with what gender they identi-
fied with or the color of their skin. 
My partner’s thumb is broken 
from being thrown to the floor 
and as I was trying to break up a 
fight was punched in the head. It’s 
easy to jump on some bandwagon 
of “justice” when you don’t know 
the facts. Beware of individuals 
who trigger you with words like 
“racist” or “transphobic” in order 
to excuse their horrible behav-
ior.”

Sunday evening, Jackhammer 
ownership addressed the previous 
night’s issues via a released state-
ment:

We are steadfast in our desire 
to make sure Jackhammer is ab-
solutely an inclusive safe space 
for all. We know much work needs 
to be done to do so. We are com-
mitted to doing what needs to be 
done so that incidents like last 
night do not happen, and when 
issues arise within the bar they 
are de-escalated as rapidly and 
respectfully as possible.

We are still gathering infor-
mation about all that happened 
[March 3]. We do want to make 
clear that at no point did Jack-
hammer ask the police to press 
charges against anyone, nor did 
we ever consider that. We are not 
aware of who made any allega-
tions against the individuals who 
were arrested or what the reason 
was for the arrests. Other than to 
take photos of our business licens-
es, which is standard protocol, the 
police did not enter the bar or in-
terview any of our staff.

consciousness and fought for them until 
they became policy and law.

During his time in City Council, Simp-
son also was instrumental in ending the 
Chicago Police Red Squad, which spied on 
Chicagoans for their political activities.

Leaving office after two terms in city 
council, Simpson offered a plan for reform 
of City government to Jane Byrne after she 
was elected mayor in 1979, but she ignored 
it. Simpson’s involvement in the Harold 
Washington movement was more fruitful, 
as Washington enacted some Simpson re-
forms.

But time spent in politics cost Simpson 
his first marriage. He married again, to Be-
atrice Biggs, but time spent in politics cost 
him that marriage, too in the late 1980s. 
It was around this time that Simpson be-
came a minister with the United Church 
of Christ—a vocation that opponents 
ridiculed in Simpson’s later unsuccessful 
campaigns for Congress, proving that poli-
ticians will try to twist anything good and 
to make it seem bad if it will help them get 
elected. Simpson’s church was of course 
involved in politics, becoming a sanctuary 
church for foreign refugees—a precursor 
of today’s sanctuary cities movement.

His political activities have made him 
a special type of political science teach-
er. Simpson focuses less on the science 
and more on the politics, and his classes 
at UIC are known less for textbooks and 
more for innovative activities such as ana-
lyzing government as if students were on 
a political transition team, internships, ex-
periential learning, and civic and political 
engagement.

The memoir aspect of the book comes 
into play again when Simpson writes about 
his third marriage, to Sarajane Avidon, who 
passed away from cancer.

A happier part of the book is Simpson’s 
explanation of his work with the success-
ful Obama president campaign. Through 
example and advice, the book shows how 
progressive ideals and politics can win— 
not immediately, not completely, and not 
easily, but that “the good fight” can ulti-
mately change the way we all live, and for 
the better. 

Simpson’s career-long fights against the 
Daley administration, the Chicago Demo-
cratic machine, and Republican presidents 
are a blueprint for progressive political 
activists in an era of conservative Federal, 
State and City governments. 

Concerning the recent race for gover-
nor between Republican incumbent Bruce 
Rauner and the Democrat who defeated 
him, JB Pritzker, Simpson commented 
that both would have “personally gained 
by reading my book, as neither seem very 
reflective.”

“Campaigns and governing are bruising 
and difficult and teach hard lessons to the 
candidates and their supporters,” Simpson 
said. “It is better to be prepared for the 
highs and lows in advance, and also know 
how to take advantage of the changes and 
opportunities which will open up in the 
campaign.”

For the emotional support animal to be 
legal, tenants need to provide the landlord 
with documentation from a licensed medi-
cal professional stating that the animal is 
being used to manage a health condition, 
such as post-traumatic stress disorder. 

Emotional-support animals are different 
from service animals, which are governed 
by additional laws and defined under the 
Americans with Disabilities Act as dogs 
trained to perform tasks for a person with a 
disability, according to Zillow Group, Inc.

People with disabilities can request rea-
sonable accommodation  for emotional-
support animals under the federal Fair 
Housing Act and the federal Rehabilitation 
Act.

Even if a landlord has a no-pets policy, 
the property manager cannot deny a rea-
sonable accommodation request for a ser-
vice animal. According to  federal guide-
lines, a landlord can ask for documentation 
of the disability if it is not readily apparent 
or known.  

Because an emotional-support animal is 
not considered a pet, according to federal 
guidelines, a landlord cannot ask for or col-

tures rare moments and vast panoramas, 
Mangelsen’s extensive portfolio includes 
millions of images of wild animals and 
landscapes, from polar bears in the Arctic 
to tigers in India.

The exhibit showcases 40 of Mangels-
en’s signature, award-winning photographs 
of wildlife and landscapes on all seven 
continents.

lect an additional pet deposit or extra rent. 
Also, weight, breed or size restrictions can-
not be imposed on the animal, according to 
Zillow Group.

However, a landlord can charge resi-
dents a fee if the emotional-support animal 
causes damage to the rental property pro-
vided the language is outlined in the lease.

rape kits by healthcare providers and is 
then sent to a local police department 
where investigators send the evidence to 
a laboratory for testing and, further down 
the line, possible use in the prosecution of 
an assailant.

That is not always the case though, accord-
ing to Ilse Knecht, director of policy and ad-
vocacy at the Joyful Heart Foundation.

The Joyful Heart Foundation advocates 
for sexual assault and domestic violence 
survivors and houses End The Backlog, 
which  conducts research and works to 
identify solutions to eliminate rape kit test-
ing backlog.

Knecht said kits often get stuck at law 
enforcement agencies due to officers’ bias 
or inexperience on the job, allowing un-
tested kits to pile up. 

“It comes down to a combination of a 
lack of understanding about sexual assault 
victims and DNA, coupled with the lack 
of resources,” Knecht said. “The criminal 
justice system has not prioritized sexual 
assault.”

Of the 3,580 kits obtained by the Chi-
cago Police Department, 3,224 have been 
tested and 356 have not, according to a Jan. 
25 Freedom of Information Actrequest re-
sponse by the CPD to The Chronicle.

Polly Poskin, the  executive director 
of the Illinois Coalition Against Sexual 
Assault, said the tracking system is not 
enough.

A top priority following the tracking sys-
tem implementation should be improved 
resources and employment for the testing 
of rape kits and, most importantly, reduc-
ing the testing turnaround time to a maxi-
mum of 90 days, Poskin said.

“Minimizing the significance of the rape 
kit ... is over,” Poskin said. “Nobody can 
ignore any longer how important it is, how 
many people have been so adversely af-
fected and how the priorities of our nation 
need to shift to value the lives of women, 
to value the lives of victims ... and to see to 
it that justice is done.”

more than $300 million has been invested 
into Chicago’s public libraries to improve 
facilities and add programming. 

In her remarks Silverstein thanked the 
mayor, the Chicago Housing Author-
ity CEO Eugene Jones, Bannon and 50th 
Ward residents for their support. “Getting 
a beautiful new library for the 50th Ward 
has been one of my chief priorities as al-
derman. It is humbling to finally be able to 
open it to the public,” she said.

The library is open 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. on 
Mondays and Wednesday, noon to 8 p.m. 
on Tuesdays and Thursdays and 9 a.m. to 5 
p.m. on Fridays and Saturdays. There will 
be Family Day Celebration with crafts, 
games and performances on March 23.

But there’s more to this story. The North-
town Library is one of three developments 

in Chicago that combines a library with 
mixed-income apartments. Located above 
the library are 44 senior housing units; 30 
are CHA one-bedroom housing units and 
14 are affordable apartments. “This is the 
first of its kind in the United States -- bring-
ing a library and senior housing together,” 
said Emmanuel.

“Strong, healthy neighborhoods require 
community anchors like libraries, and 
CHA is proud to be a partner in this de-
velopment,” said Jones. “It will provide 
library services not only for residents of 
the apartments above the new branch but 
across the West Ridge community.”

The other two combined affordable 
housing and library projects opened with-
in the last month. One is the Roosevelt 
Square Branch, a seven-story development 
with 73 mixed-income apartments, located 
at 1340 W. Taylor in the Little City neigh-
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the day to day city services,” Negron said.
What city legislation would they propose 

once in office?
Negron said he would encourage the 

mayor to pass a citywide ethics reform that 
would expand the job of the city inspector 
general, put limits on aldermanic privilege, 
and said the independent budget office 
should be more independent. 

“The culture needs to be changed at City 
Hall,” Negron said.

Martin said there are two, including the 
ethics reform, and public safety, including 
a police oversight board, so the city doesn’t 
need to spend the millions on police bru-
tality lawsuits. This is an issue Martin has 
worked on in the Attorney General’s of-
fice.

What to do to support local business?
Negron said while he worked in City Hall 

in the Emanuel administration he worked 
on lowering the number of business li-
censes and fees and said the ward should 
look at business real estate development. 
Martin noted that property taxes have hurt 
local businesses so progressive sources of 
revenue are necessary, and work more with 
the chamber of commerce to make sure the 
business is sustainable. 

What percent of their campaign came 
from local businesses and ward residents?

Martin said zero percent from local busi-
nesses, but many residents support his 
campaign, though he can’t put a number 
on it. Negron said a significant number of 
donations came from in the ward, as well 
as a few local businesses.

The follow up question should have 
been how many donated outside the ward. 
Negron got a $45,000 check from Mayor 
Rahm Emanuel and several unions who 
represent construction workers who would

Negron raised four times the amount of 

money Martin raised.
Negron said he would like to see more 

state investment in mass transit, while Mar-
tin said environmental concerns should co-
exist with mass transit. Martin noted that 
the Brown Line “L” stop at Western is the 
second busiest in the city, and he said a 
charger station for electric cars would also 
benefit the ward.

While it looks now like the point may be 
mute, Martin said he would vote against 
the $900 million Lincoln Yards TIF, and 
said the program is problematic. He said 
TIFs should be used for education and in-
frastructure.

Negron said TIFs are a great vehicle for 
the city. It’s a good tool that’s been mis-
used, including by the current mayor who 
was his former boss. He said the Lincoln 
Yards TIF should be delayed, and trust re-

stored in the program. He also said TIFs 
should only be used for infrastructure.

[The Lincoln Yards deal appears to be 
a done deal before the new administration 
will take office.]

What is the most important environmen-
tal issue in Chicago?

Negron said the city should prepare for 
climate change and addressed with infra-
structure, and Martin said he mostly agreed. 
He also said recyclable waste should be in-
creased.

The last question - What sets you apart 
from your opponent?

Martin said it’s up to the voters to decide, 
and that he’s empowered many people who 
have problems paying their property taxes. 
Negron said he was raised in the city and 
grew up in an immigrant family. 

“I’m inspired by this race, and win or 
lose, I hope the community has been better 
served,” Negron said.
