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New Goose Island development
emerges as another is abandoned

The Onni Group has released
its plans for a new development
on N. Halsted St. on Goose Is-
land, according to a multiple me-
dia reports, including from Lukas
Kugler for Chicago YIMBY.

The project will feature traffic
and infrastructure improvements,
including widening N. Halsted
St., enhancing bike lanes and pe-
destrian crossings, and upgrading
traffic signals.

The Planned Development ap-
plication for the development has
yet to be filed, Kugler wrote, and
the project will need to go before
the Chicago Plan Commission,
zoning committee, and Chicago
City Council.

Phase 1 of the project is expect-

ed to commence after demolition
of the Greyhound Bus facility,
which is anticipated in early 2022.

The Halsted Point development
will be located at the southern
tip of Goose Island, bound by N.
Halsted St. to the west, W. Hooker
St. to the north, and the Chicago
River to the south and east.

Split into four phases, the pro-
posal will produce up to 2,650
residential units, office space,
retail space, and a hotel. Almost
1,500 parking spaces will be
located on site, mostly under-
ground, and 20% of the units will
be designated as affordable and
be located onsite, interspersed be-
tween buildings and unit types.

Phase 1, located on the north-
west corner of the site, will include
a 46-story mixed-use tower with

ground-floor retail space as well
as 508 residential units, including
102 designated as affordable.

Commercial space on the lower
floors will include approximately
17,200 square feet of space for
an expected grocery store, with
a remaining 7,100 square feet of
undesignated retail.

Expected to commence con-
struction in the first quarter of
2022, the approximately $5.9
million building will take 24-30
months to complete.

Retail will face N. Halsted St.
and south into the site.

The tower is being designed
and planned for condos, but rent-
als are being considered.

Phase 2 will be located on the

Community meeting on development proposals
at Plymouth Court and Van Buren St.

A virtual town hall meeting
will be held 5-7:30 p.m. Monday
to review four development pro-
posals for the northeast corner of
Plymouth Court and Van Buren
St. in The Loop.

The 16,000-square-foot site
was subject to a Department of
Planning and Development re-
quest for proposals issued in 2020
through the C40 Reinventing Cit-
ies competition. Four teams are
actively bidding to redevelop the
property with a mix of uses: As-
semble Chicago, Common Good
Collaborative, ecoVIBE, and In-
spiration Exchange.

The winner is expected to cre-

ate Chicago’s first net-zero car-
bon high-rise, a highly efficient
building that operates on carbon-
free renewable energy.

Due to the site’s nearby pub-
lic transportation options, each
project is proposing zero parking.
Each is also maximizing its prox-
imity to adjacent Pritzker Park
through coordinated site planning
and funding for physical improve-
ments.

The winning proposal is ex-
pected to be selected this spring.
A formal review and approval
process will follow, including
public hearings for potential zon-
ing changes and the sale terms for

the property.

The public meeting to review
the four proposals will be held
via Zoom.

North Side market on fire
due to inventory shortage

Chicago’s North Side resale
housing market is on fire this
spring because of a shortage of
single-family home inventory and
near record low mortgage rates.

“Buyers are lining up for open-
house showings, and brokers are
seeing multiple offers above ask-
ing prices,” noted Realtor Sara
E. Benson, president of Chicago-
based Benson Stanley Realty.

A recent West Town single-
family home open house attracted
more than 20 potential purchas-
ers. Benson noted that one seri-
ous buyer bid up the sale price to
$990,000 from $949,000 for the
contemporary-style 5-bedroom,
3.5-bath home.

“Two trends dominated the
North-Side market during the first
quarter of 2021,” said Mary Jo

Edgewater Square.

Nathan, who compiles the quar-
terly Chicago North Side Market
Report for the Charese Team at
Compass Roscoe Village. “De-
mand for homes was exception-
ally strong in almost every cat-
egory, so multiple offers became
the norm. Single-family homes
are in extremely short supply.”
First-quarter North Side home

sales reached their highest level
since 2007, with 2,315 transac-
tions closed in a highly competi-
tive market, she said.

Combined sales of detached
and attached homes on the North
Side were up 32.4% compared
with the first quarter of last year.
The median sales price gained
3.4%, rising to $377,500.

The North Side Market Report
tracks home sales in nine neigh-
borhoods: Edgewater, Lake View,
Lincoln Park, Lincoln Square,
Near North Side, North Center,
Rogers Park, Uptown and West
Ridge.

“The inventory picture for
single-family homes is reason-
able in three areas: Near North,
Lincoln Park and Lake View, but
elsewhere properties are scarce,’
Nathan said.
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The city began the first of
its annual spring sailboat runs
last week, with the raising of 27
bridges from S. Ashland Ave. to
Lake Shore Dr. The annual boat
runs allow recreational sailboats
to move from boat storage yards
to harbors in Lake Michigan.
Chicago’s harbors will open of-
ficially on May 1.

The Chicago Dept. of Transpor-
tation has completed testing each
bridge and will lift the movable
bridges over the south and main
branches of the Chicago River, al-
lowing boats to safely and easily
move into summer docking loca-
tions up and down the shoreline.

It typically takes about four
hours for the boats to reach the
lake and lift the 27 bridges.

During boat runs, the bridges
are raised sequentially, typically
one at a time. Each bridge lift
takes an average of eight to 12

minutes. Because of construction
work on the Lake Shore Drive
Bridge, the lift could take up to
45 minutes.

Expanded outdoor dining
coming back to the Gold Coast

Beginning Saturday, May 1, the
Rush/Bellevue corridor will be
reconfigured to allow expanded
outdoor dining for neighboring
restaurants.

Bellevue Plc. will have no ob-
structions and will be completely
open to vehicular traffic. Rush St.
will be closed to vehicular traf-
fic between Oak and Bellevue,
and between Bellevue and Cedar
(with the intersection of Rush and

Bellevue being unobstructed), to
allow additional seating areas.

Last year, various locations
around the city in key commercial
corridors were converted into ex-
panded outdoor dining programs,
providing much-needed relief to
restaurants of all sizes, due to the
hardships they suffered under the
government-imposed economic
lockdowns.

Navy Pier to reopen April 30

Navy Pier has announced plans
to partially reopen on Friday.

The lakefront spot will allow
visitors into some of its outdoor
spaces and attractions, including
Pier Park, where people will be
able to ride the Ferris wheel. It
will also host several fireworks
shows to mark the reopening.

The pier has been closed since
last fall, when the city and state
enforced an economic lockdown
due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
The closure financially stressed
the vendors located on the Pier.
It was the longest closure in Navy
Pier’s history.

Navy Pier will host 10-minute
fireworks shows 9 p.m. Saturdays

in May until Memorial Day week-
end. The first fireworks show will
be on May 1.

Reopen on April 30 will be
Navy Pier’s parking garages, East
End Plaza, Polk Bros Park, the
Peoples Energy Welcome Pavil-
ion, North and South docks with
their tour boats and cruises, Pier
Park, including the Centennial
Wheel and some other rides and
attractions, the Sable hotel and
select restaurants and bars.

For now the Pier will be open
10 a.m.-8 p.m. Sunday-Thursday
and 10 a.m.-10 p.m. Friday-Sat-
urday. The rest of Navy Pier will
reopen later in May.

On May 1, DePaul Univ. soph-
omore Kiara Pauli will begin a
31-day, 40-mile fundraising walk
for the American Cancer Soci-
ety (ACS) as part of its Cancer
Research Month 40 Mile Walk
Challenge.

Pauli will be steppin’ out
around town in honor of her
grandmothers, Carolyn Pauli, an
82-year-old, two-time breast can-
cer survivor, and, Mary Jane Da-
vis, who passed away from blood
cancer.

“It’s very important,” said Pau-
li.

Presently there is a prohibition
against night games at Wrigley
Field on Fridays. Moving the start
time would get the team six more

hours to prepare for the game.

Ald. Tunney also supported
a Friday night game in 2017, to
give the Cubs more rest before a
game against the rival Milwaukee
Brewers following a Thursday
night game in Pittsburgh. The
Cubs are currently allowed up to
43 night games annually, but have
to get City Council approval for
any Friday night games.

Cops warn Uptown residents
about carjacking pattern

Police issued a community alert
for the Uptown neighborhood April
20 after investigators linked two
recent carjackings to the same of-
fenders. A third incident is also be-
lieved to be related to the crimes,
but the victim in that case did not
file a police report.

In the first carjacking, two hijack-
ers pushed and battered a food
delivery driver in the 5000 block of
N. Kenmore around 5:30 p.m. April
15, according to a CPD report. The
offenders took the man’s keys and
drove away with his silver Toyota
Corolla.

Then, at 2:14 a.m. April 18, two
men beat and carjacked a victim in
the 4900 block of N. Broadway, the
alert said. The offenders fled with
the man’s brown Toyota Scion.

About ten minutes later, another
man called 911 after two suspected
carjackers displayed a handgun
and tried to open the doors of his
car near Ainslie and Kenmore. The
offenders could not get the doors
open and then sped away in the
car that was taken minutes earlier
on Broadway, according to CPD re-
cords. However, police did not file
a report for the carjacking attempt
because the victim left the area.

A city license plate reader detect-
ed both cars traveling southbound
on Lake Shore Dr. at Chicago after
each carjacking, records show. Ac-
cording to the alert, the suspects
are two Black males between 18-
and 20-years-old who stand 5’-6" to
5'-8” tall and weigh 140 to 160 lbs.
They were wearing black and red
hoodies.

17-time convicted felon
sentenced to 3 years for
stealing blind musician’s guitar

A man who'’s amassed more than
80 criminal cases in Cook County
under at least 20 different aliases
has been sentenced to three years
in prison for stealing a blind man’s
guitar at the Jackson Blue Line CTA
platform.

Maurice Williams was out of
prison for just 16 days when he al-
legedly stole the visually impaired
musician’s guitar and hopped on a
train around 3:30 p.m. on March 7,
2020.

The guitarist, Juan Hernandez,
frequently plays for money on CTA
platforms downtown. He told the
Chicago Tribune, “Jackson Blue Line
hasbecomeincreasinglydangerous.
When I'm playing, the same people
are asking around for money, spare
change and just hanging around, so
| don't feel safe in that spot.”

Police accessed CTA's sprawling
surveillance camera system and
tracked Williams to a train on the

Near West Side. They arrested him
and returned the guitar to the victim.

Williams allegedly stole Hernan-
dez’s livelihood just days after being
released from prison where he served
half of four concurrent sentences for
theft, records show.

He was accused of stealing iPads,
cell phones, and credit cards from
restaurants in Uptown in those cases.
With time served before trial and Illi-
nois’ standard 50% “good behavior”
sentence reduction, Williams walked
out of prison on Feb. 20, 2020. He
went almost 16 whole days without
being charged with another felony.

Package room burglar sought
in Lakeview East

Police are looking for a man who's
forced his way into a pair of Lakeview
apartment buildings over the past
week to steal packages and other
items. The break-ins occurred on the
400 and 500 blocks of W. Oakdale dur-
ing overnight hours, according to the
alert.

Police said the man used a screw-
driver to force his way through the
buildings’ front doors and then en-
tered storage rooms where packages
and other items were kept.

The burglar struck on the 400 block
of W. Oakdale at 3:48 a.m. Friday, April
16, and on the 500 block of W. Oakdale
around 4:15 a.m. on Sunday, April 18,
police said.

According to the alert, he’s a Black
male between 30- and 40-years-old
who stands 510" to 6’ tall and weighs
about 180 Ibs. He wore a yellow vest
with white stripes, a face mask, and
gloves, police said.

Man gets 7-year sentence
for Boystown carjacking
caught on video

A Chicago man has been sentenced
to seven years in prison for throwing a
61-year-old woman from her vehicle
during a carjacking in the Boystown
neighborhood in May 2019.

Gary Johnson, 30, pleaded guilty to
one count of aggravated vehicular hi-
jacking of a senior citizen in an agree-
ment with prosecutors. The state
dropped charges of unlawful restraint
and two counts of aggravated battery
in the deal. Judge Peggy Chiampas
oversaw the case and said Johnson
would receive credit for the 693 days
he spent in jail before pleading.

Prosecutors said Johnson pulled
the woman from her car as she waited
for a family member outside of Char-
lie’s Chicago, a nightclub at 3726 N.
Broadway around 2:30 a.m. on May
12,2019. Johnson sped from the scene
and crashed the woman’s 2005 Pon-
tiac Grand Prix a short time later as
cops tried to pull him over in the 3000
block of N. Clark St., police said.

Surveillance video provided to this
reporter shows the victim sitting in
her car at a bus stop located in a CTA
turn-around at 3724 N. Broadway. A
man is seen stepping out of the bus
stop and walking around the back of
the woman'’s car. He opens the wom-
an’s driver’s door, pulls her from her
seat, and throws her from the vehicle,
causing her to fall to the pavement as
a witness looks on.
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State records showed that Johnson
was wanted by the lllinois Dept. of
Corrections at the time of the carjack-
ing for failing to abide by the terms
of his parole in a gun case. Johnson's
new parole date has not been set.

Woman carjacked in Loop
as CPD says
hijackings are down 70%

A woman was carjacked outside
her workplace in the Loop April 21,
according to a CPD report. The hijack-
ing came just four hours after Chicago
Police Supt. David Brown tweeted
that monthly carjackings “are down
70% in Chicago since Jan. 1.”

Wednesday’s victim, age 34, was
sitting in her parked car on the 200
block of E. Lower Randolph when
a man tapped on her window with
a handgun and ordered her out of
the vehicle, CPD spokesperson Sally
Bown said.

The woman, who was not injured,
got out and ran away while the of-
fender drove off with her red 2012
Honda Civic, according to Bown. Po-
lice said the suspect is a Black male in
his 20’s who stands about 5-11” tall.
He was wearing a gray hoodie.

Earlier on Wednesday evening,
Brown claimed the city’s carjacking
reports are down 70% since Janu-
ary “while total arrests have nearly
tripled.”

CPD data shows the department
logged 45 hijackings during the first
thirteen days of April, the most recent
dates for which information is avail-
able. By comparison, the first 13 days
of March logged 39 cases, while Feb-
ruary saw 67 and January racked up
96, according to the data.

Nonetheless, carjackings are still
being reported at a faster pace than
last year. Through April 13, reports are
up 36% for the month compared to
the same period last year. There were
84 hijackings last month compared to
57 in March 2020.

Chicago police have announced
dozens of arrests in carjacking cases
this year. The vast majority of arrests
involve juveniles. Brown praised “our
partners at the county, state and fed-
eral levels, along with our community
partners” for the surge in arrests.

Rogers Park offender arrested
in Dec. 2019 carjacking

Geraldo Reza, 30, of Rogers Park,
has been arrested and charged with
one felony count - Vehicular Hijack-
ing - Aggravated Firearm, and one
felony count - Robbery — Armed with
Firearm.

Reza was arrested 10:50 a.m. April
21, in the 1700 block of W. Juneway
Terrace by the CPD Vehicular Hijack-
ing Taskforce and the Cook County
Fugitive Apprehension Team. Reza
was identified as one of the offenders
who, at 11:50 p.m. Dec. 2, 2019, in the
4400 block of S. Mozart St., pointed
a gun at a 42-year-old male victim,
forced him from his vehicle, then stole
the victim'’s vehicle and personal be-
longings.

Reza was placed into custody with-
out incident and charged accord-

ingly.

Car thief steals pizza driver’s
SUV, and her daughters,
in Lakeview

Car thieves stole a pizza delivery
driver’s car with two of the victim'’s
children inside April 22 in Lakeview,
according to a CPD report. When the
offender realized he stole a couple of
kids in addition to the car, he let them
out a couple of blocks down the road.
No injuries were reported.

Police said the driver, a 33-year-old
woman, left her car running with her
two daughters inside while she made
adelivery on the 1300 block of W. Wol-
fram around 8:10 p.m. While she was
out of the car, a green minivan pulled
up, and a man got out. He climbed

into her Honda CR-V and drove away
— with the woman’s 11-month-old
and 12-year-old daughters inside.

The thief pulled over on the 1500
block of W. Wolfram so the kids could
get out of the car, according to police.
He then sped away northbound on
Ashland, the CPD report said. Cops
reportedly found the stolen Honda
crashed and abandoned near 47th
Street and Dearborn in the Grand
Crossing neighborhood around 8:30
p.m. CPD did not release descriptions
of the suspects. Area Three detectives
are investigating.

Gunman shoots victim
after knocking on their apt. door
in Rogers Park, police say

A man was shot April 24 when he
answered a knock on the door of his
girlfriend’s apartment in Rogers Park.
Police officers at the scene said they
found a cash counter and ammuni-
tion magazines for rifles inside the
apartment. Police say no arrests have
been made.

The victim, 35, told police a gun-
man began shooting at him when he
opened the apartment door on the
fifth floor of a building in the 1500
block of W. Howard around 10:49 p.m.
Bullets struck the man in his thigh,
arm, and buttocks, a CPD report said.
An ambulance took him to St. Francis
Hospital in serious condition.

Officers who responded to 911
calls of shots fired reported hearing
gunfire inside the apartment building
as they arrived. But surveillance video
reportedly shows the apparent gun-
man leaving the building and escap-
ing eastbound in a maroon Hyundai
Tucson moments before CPD showed
up.

Investigators found several shell
casings on the fifth floor. There was a
bullet hole in the apartment door, and
one round flew through a window
that faces Howard Street, an officer
said. Another bullet hole was report-
edly found in a nearby stairwell.

The gunman was described as a
heavyset Black male who wore a black
hoodie, blue gloves, and a face mask.
Police said the victim does not have
a history of contact with CPD. Area
Three detectives are investigating.

Prosecutors on Thursday ap-

proved attempted murder and oth-

er charges against a Far South Side

man in connection with the April

6 shooting that left 22-month-old

Kayden Swann critically wounded

during a road rage incident on Lake

Shore Dr., police said.

Deandre
Binion, 25,
is charged
with three
counts  of
attempted
first-degree
murder and

battery by
discharge of a firearm, accord-
ing to a CPD media release. He is
scheduled to appear in bond court
Friday.

Police arrested Binion this week
after he was identified as the per-
son who fired shots into the car
Kayden was riding in shortly after
11 a.m. on April 6, the media state-
ment said.

One of the rounds struck Kay-
den in the right temple, resulting
in a brain injury that left the boy
intubated and medically sedated.
Kayden this week moved out of the
pediatric intensive care unit at Lu-
rie Children’s Hospital and is said to
be on a “positive trajectory.”

Kayden’s grandmother was in
the front seat of their car, driven by
Jushawn Brown, 43, her then-boy-
friend, when the road rage incident
unfolded on northbound Lake
Shore Dr. near Soldier Field.

Cops say they found a gun in
Brown's pants pocket after he
arrived at Northwestern Memo-
rial Hospital with Kayden and the
grandmother following the shoot-
ing. Prosecutors charged him with
unlawful use of a weapon on April
8.

According to prosecutors, Brown
exchanged words with another
driver in a dispute over a lane
change, and the other driver point-
ed a gun at Brown. At that point,
Brown took out his own gun and
placed it on his lap while driving, an
assistant state’s attorney said.

As Brown sped away, the other
driver fired shots at his car. One of
the bullets went through its back
window and struck Kayden. Brown
crashed into another car at Monroe
St., and a passing motorist took
Kayden, Brown, and the grand-
mother to Northwestern.

While police were speaking
with the grandmother at the hos-
pital, she told officers that Brown
was carrying a firearm. When cops
asked Brown if he had anything he
shouldn’t have, he allegedly admit-
ted to having his “protection.” A
loaded 9-mm handgun was found
in his pants pocket, according to
prosecutors. He is not charged with
firing any shots during the alterca-
tion.

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Armed robbers hit stores in Lakeview, Old Town

Police are investigating the
weekend armed robberies of a
Lakeview smoke shop and a Wal-
greens in Old Town.

The offender
demanded unspecified items
from the 20-year-old cashier and
fled, according to Officer Antho-
ny Spicuzza.

CPD surveillance video shows
the gunman running across North
Ave. and into an alley after the

hold-up. There, he changed cloth-
ing behind a construction site and
fled southbound on LaSalle St.,
according to police records.

He is described as a thin Black
male who stands about 6’-3” tall.
Footage shows him initially wear-
ing an olive green jacket with the
word KANIN written on the front
and a blue Chicago Bulls hat. He
discarded those items in the alley
and was then seen wearing a light
gray sweatshirt, a black t-shirt,
and a black knit cap.

Late Saturday night, a man
robbed the American Vapor

Shop, 917 W. Belmont, according
to police. The offender robbed the
store and its employee before es-
caping on a train from the nearby
Belmont CTA station just before
midnight, officers said.
Investigators believe the man
was part of a group that took part
in a series of otherwise minor
incidents in Lakeview and down-
town on Saturday night. He is de-
scribed as a 6’-3”-tall Black male
who wore a camouflage puffy
coat, white Nike gym shoes, and
faded jeans.

Ruben Roman freed from jail,
State’s Attorney’s Office:
‘No Comment’

With the one month anniversa-
ry of Adam Toledo’s tragic death
approaching, the sole proximate
cause of the 13-year-old’s death
has been released from Cook
County Jail. Roman Ruben, 21, a
convicted felon already on proba-
tion, was released after a $40,000
bond was paid by a community
organization, the Cook County
Sheriff’s Dept. disclosed on Mon-
day, April 19. Roman’s alleged
connection to Toledo’s death was
reported in the last edition of this
newspaper.

Roman, from the Edgewater
Glen area, attended Helen Peirce
Elementary School on W. Bryn
Mawr Ave. according to a CPS
source. His area addresses include
the 1400 block of W. Elmdale
Ave. according to records main-
tained by the Clerk of the Circuit
Court’s Office, and on the 5900
block of N. Paulina St., according
to the Evanston Police Dept. after
his 2019 weapon arrest in Rogers
Park.

Roman was being held on a
$150,000 bail for charges re-
lated to events leading up to To-
ledo’s death on March 29, and a
$250,000 bail from a probation
violation stemming from his
April 2019 arrest in Rogers Park
by Evanston police in which a
9-mm handgun was recovered.

As previously reported, Toledo
accompanied Roman as Roman
opened fire on a passing vehicle
in the Little Village neighborhood
on March 29. Responding police
observed the two resulting in Ro-
man being captured and Toledo
being fatally wounded. A 9mm
handgun was recovered. Roman
denied knowing Toledo, although
he did furnish a fictitious name
for the boy. Police bodycam video
later showed Roman reclined and
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asleep in the rear seat of a police
vehicle.

Roman was placed on electron-
ic monitoring after his release
was facilitated by the Chicago
Community Bond Fund, a group
that pays a bond amount for ar-
restees that are unable to pay their
own. Kesia Reynolds, Transition-
al Executive Director, told CBS
Chicago.

“We often prioritize cases
that are connected to social jus-
tice movements -- especially the
movement to end police violence.
We made the decision to post bond
for Mr. Roman because we are
aware that the city will continue to
use him as a scapegoat for the kill-
ing of Adam Toledo, which was
committed by the [CPD].”

The decision to release Roman
was the subject of a critical edito-
rial in the Chicago Sun-Times on
April 22, titled, “Adult who ap-
parently led Adam Toledo astray
belongs behind bars pending his
trial,” finding that Roman, “...ap-
pears to be a clear and genuine
threat to the community. Roman
is not charged with any crime,
such as murder or aggravated sex
assault, that clearly would have
allowed [Judge Susana] Ortiz to
deny him bail.”

Roman is not charged with fel-
ony murder which is allowed un-
der Illinois law which holds that a
person may be charged with first
degree murder even if they did not
actually kill the victim or commit
the murder. Asked for a clarifica-
tion on a possible upgrading of
charges against Roman, the Cook
County State’s Attorney’s Office
responded, “We are unable to
comment on a pending investiga-
tion.” Regarding Roman’s release
from custody, they continued, “...
the judge makes the final deter-
mination on what happens to the
defendant, including whether that

individual is a threat to public
safety or can be released from
custody with bail conditions. As
it relates to an offender who is on
probation or in violation of bond
for an arrest on a new case, we
will file a petition to violate that
probation or bail and the judge
decides to set bail or detain.”

Already this year, 18 Cook
County Jail felony detainees have
been charged with firearm cases
such as shooting at someone or
murder/attempted murder af-
ter being released from custody
while charged in another pending
felony case.

The extended repercussions
from Toledo’s death are begin-
ning to be felt as Roman has
largely escaped personal respon-
sibility. The Chicago City Coun-
cil has now taken under consid-
eration a resolution honoring the
life of Toledo. A call by Latino
lawyers and community leaders
will ask the U.S. Dept. of Justice
to investigate Toledo’s shooting
death, as detailed by the Chicago
Tribune. The officer who fatally
shot Toledo was interviewed by
Cook County prosecutors, ac-
cording to the Chicago Tribune.
Assistant State’s Attorney James
Murphy was put on leave after he
“failed to fully present the facts”
in Toledo’s shooting, the Office
stated.

Chicago Mayor Lori Lightfoot
is considering requiring officers
to get approval from a supervisor
before initiating a foot pursuit of a
criminal suspect. “No one should
die as a result of a foot chase,’
Lightfoot said. Ald. Brian Hop-
kins [2nd] observed, “Of course
that raises obvious problems. In
the time it would take to do that,
the person you’re supposed to be
chasing is actually long gone. The
point would be moot by then.”
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Waguespack proposes
reinstating cap on third-party
restaurant delivery fees

Ald. Scott Waguespack [32nd]
wants to reinstate the cap on
third-party restaurant delivery
fees that the Chicago City Coun-
cil approved during the COVOID-
19 pandemic.

The 15% cap on third parties
like DoorDash recently expired,
but Waguespack has introduced a
proposal to bring it back “in order
to help our local restaurants and
workers, as well as consumers.”

“Third party delivery fees were
gouging consumers and damag-
ing the reputation and bottom line
of local restaurants as well, add-
ing upwards of 30% fees to every
bill,” Waguespack said. “The cap
of 15% helped.”

According to Fran Spiel-
man with the Sun-Times,
Waguespack’s reinstated third-
party fee cap would be identical
to the one the council approved
last fall, prohibiting food delivery
companies from charging restau-
rants “any combination of fees,
commissions or costs ... greater
than 15% of the food dispensing
establishment’s monthly net sales

processed through” the service.
Waguespack did not include an
expiration date on his proposed
ordinance but said he would like
it to remain in place through the
fall, Spielman wrote.
“Restaurants are still suffering
through a lot of different issues,”
Waguespack said. “Even the ones
that are starting to reopen are hav-
ing a very hard time even finding
staff. There’s basically a drought
of restaurant workers right now.
And I’ve had a couple more just
close. We’re just trying to find
different ways to help them out.”
He also is considering a propos-
al to waive some annual license
fees for restaurants, Spielman
wrote, though Waguespack said
the council hasn’t had “lengthy
discussions” about that topic.
Illinois Restaurant Associa-
tion President Sam Toia said he is
speaking with the city about ways
to “streamline” permitting for
another expanded outdoor dining
season that includes streets, side-
walks and adjacent parking lots,
Spielman’s article notes.

Red, Brown and Blue beats

Every ‘L line should be a po-
lice beat. Two plainclothes po-
lice should be on a train on every
line at all times each line is run-
ning. They shouldn’t just sit for
the whole ride looking like “us.”
They should spend a lot of the
time walking through the entire
length of the train, enforcing the
normal rules of the CTA and the
pandemic masking rule, as well
as dealing with violent crime.
They shouldn’t stop with jawbon-
ing violators, but make arrests as
needed. Though changing cars

is now illegal except in an emer-
gency, this is recent; many Chi-
cagoans remember when in their
youth they did this as a “rite of
passage.” Many rule-breakers on
the ‘L’ now change cars as part of
their modus operandi.

There are surveillance cameras
in all ‘L’ cars and stations. These
should be monitored when they’re
operating, by people who can and
will dispatch police promptly to
the scene of law-breaking.

Jean SmilingCoyote, West Ridge
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displayed those cherished traditions in the
expansive service he gave to the nation. His
roots in the egalitarian soil of Minnesota
gave him a luster and shine that was attrac-
tive to the people of the state. He served
as Minnesota attorney general, a task that
is low on ceremony and high on expecta-
tions for civil order and constructive gov-
ernment.

That political laboratory has long since
evolved into a new understanding. But
its role in American Democracy was en-
hanced by men like Mondale.

Mondale engaged the voters beyond
Minnesota. Complex national history and
international conflicts laid heavy burdens
on each man. I believe it cost each the
presidency. Though Mondale’s added role
in diplomacy was an elegant lesson in in-
ternational trust and friendship for the
nation. The kind that can only come with
the personal touch.

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Waste Management ousted
from Chicago’s recycling program

The company lost the city’s
Blue Cart contract after inves-
tigation revealed how the com-
pany charged the city twice for
processing materials in recycling
bins.

Chicago is throwing its largest
recycling contractor to the curb as
it works to overhaul a failed pro-
gram long criticized for having
one of the lowest recycling rates
in the nation.

Waste Management, Inc. [WM]
— the largest garbage hauling
company in North America —
lost its bid to keep the contract af-
ter the city’s Dept. of Streets and
Sanitation this week announced a
competitor will take over the pro-
gram.

The move follows a 2018 Bet-
ter Government Assoc. [BGA]
investigation that found massive
problems with the city’s recycling
program for single-family homes
and small apartment buildings.

The BGA detailed that the
city’s recycling rate routinely
hovered below 10% and that WM,
the top firm handling residential
recycling, labeled Blue Carts as

contaminated more than 20 times
as often as the city’s other collec-
tion crews. As a result, the city of-
ten paid WM twice for processing
the same materials — once to la-
bel the bins as contaminated and
again when it sent the contents of
those recycling bins to its garbage
dumps.

WM was the only recycling
hauler in the city’s Blue Cart pro-
gram that also held a city contract
to dispose of waste at landfills it
owns.

A WM spokeswoman on Tues-
day did not return calls for com-
ment prior to publication. In 2018,
in response to the BGA investiga-
tion, the spokeswoman said fi-
nancial incentives played no role
in the company’s contamination
tagging.

“Recycling contamination is an
undeniable trend across the coun-
try. It is no different here in Chi-
cago,” company spokeswoman
Lisa Disbrow said at the time.

Following the BGA investiga-
tion, Streets and Sanitation Com-
missioner John Tully said in an
interview that the city would re-
work the contract to address the
contamination problem and other
issues.

“There’s enough blame to go

around on the way even the city
was handling it,” Tully said in
2018.

Since then, the city renewed
WM’s contract on a year-to-year
basis but last year put the contract
up for bid. And on April 5, Tully
announced it had reached a $79.6
million contract with Lakeshore
Recycling that includes oversight
on the issue of tagging recycling
bins as contaminated.

The BGA detailed that
the city’s recycling rate
routinely hovered below

10% and that WM, the top
firm handling residential
recycling, labeled Blue

Carts as contaminated

more than 20 times
as often as the city’s
other collection crews.

“The Dept. of Streets and Sani-
tation remains committed to sup-
porting waste diversion efforts,”
he said in a news release. “The
contract allows for penalties for
missed collection and has a great-
er clarification around contami-
nation. We believe these will help
improve recycling rates.”

The new, three-year contract
begins in June. Under the deal,
Lakeshore will take over four of
the six recycling zones in Chi-
cago on the Northwest and South
sides. The other two zones, on the
North and Southwest sides, will
continue to be handled by city
Streets and Sanitation haulers.

Lakeshore for years has been
handling recycling in one Chi-
cago zone, on the South Side, as
part of a “managed competition”
of public and private recycling
services, a process that started
under then-Mayor Rahm Emanu-
el. The BGA investigation found
Lakeshore’s contamination rates
were not nearly as high as WM’s.

Under the new contract, Lake-
shore — now known as LRS — is
required to collect all Blue Carts
in its zones with less than 50%
contamination. The company will
also face penalties for missed col-
lections, according to the city’s
news release.

The city also said it expects the
results of a comprehensive waste
and recycling study, conducted by
the Delta Institute, by the end of
June. The findings will be used
to determine any next steps to
improve recycling in Chicago, ac-
cording to the city news release.

northeastern corner along the Chicago
River. Split into two structures, this phase
will produce a 30-story mixed-use building
and a 56-story mixed-use tower rising 299’
and 584’ respectively. The phase involves
1,035 dwellings, with 207 earmarked as af-
fordable.

Commercial space will include a poten-
tial daycare spanning approximately 5,400
square feet, with 3,000 square feet of retail
remaining.

The project also will result in 350 linear
feet of riverwalk for the development.

Cost is approximately $11 million, and
the phase is expected to last 24-30 months,
with a start date yet to be determined.

Phase 3 will produce the majority of the
development’s open space and a 55-story,
mixed-use tower rising 584°. The building
will hold 640 residential units, including
128 designated as affordable.

Retail space on the ground floor will en-
compass 18,800 square feet.

The third phase includes 853 linear feet
of riverwalk and 109,400 square feet of
open area for the planned market plaza.

The $7.3 million phase is expected to
take 24-30 months for construction, with a
start date undetermined.

The final phase will be located along N.
Halsted St., on the southwestern corner of
the overall site. Expected to hold the final
building, the new construction will consist
of a 28-story mixed-use tower that will rise
303’. The structure will hold 2,150 square
feet of ground-floor retail, 107,500 square
feet of office space, and a 247-key hotel.

Open space in this phase will include
the final 132 linear feet of riverwalk and a
community dog run.

The $3.6 million final project will com-
plete the development.

The developers will pay approximately
$28 million in fees including payments
to the Neighborhood Opportunity Fund,
Adopt-A-Landmark, Local Impact Fund,
and Industrial Corridor Conversion Fee,
according to Kugler’s report, and no tax
increment financing will be requested or
used.

Project abandoned

While Onni makes progress, Ryan Ori
with the Chicago Tribune reported that
another developer — jointly Nexstar Media
Group and Riverside Investment and De-
velopment — is abandoning plans to build
1.2 million square feet of offices and a
310-unit apartment tower nearby at 700 W.
Chicago Ave.

Instead, brokers are looking for tenants
to lease the 120,000-square-foot former
Chicago Tribune distribution building on
the seven-acre site, Riverside CEO John
O’Donnell told Ori. But the COVID-19
pandemic has left a record level of vacant
office space in downtown Chicago: Ori
wrote that the downtown area ended 2020
with a record 15.5% vacancy, or 21.4 mil-
lion square feet of offices that aren’t leased,
according to commercial real estate bro-
kerage CBRE, which estimates the vacan-
cy rate could climb as high as 20% or more
by the end of 2022 due to COVID-19.

O’Donnell said he expects the warehouse
space to be leased, likely to a company
seeking last-mile distribution space near a
large number of households just north of
downtown.

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Overall, single-family home sales during
the quarter totaled 208 units, an increase of
14.9% over the first quarter of 2020. The
median sales price for those homes was
$1,047,500, an increase of 6.9%. Average
market time fell 54 days to 103 days.

Nathan reported that the inventory of
existing single-family homes for sale on
the North Side at the end of the quarter fell
32.1% compared with the same time last
year.

Sales of single-family properties were
especially strong in Lincoln Park, where
49 sales represented a 63.3% increase. The
median sales price rose 35% to $1,785,000.
Lincoln Square and North Center also
posted solid sales increases.

In four of the nine North Side communi-
ties there were less than 10 single-family

Strong demand for condos

Demand for attached homes, which are
primarily condominiums but also include
townhomes and co-ops, was also strong.
Unit sales of attached homes were up
34.5% for the quarter to 2,107 units, with a
median sales price of $345,000, which was
a 1.5% increase.

“It was good to see attached home sales
increase on the Near North Side, where the
market slowed when some buyers seemed
hesitant to purchase high-rise units during
the early months of the pandemic,” said
Nathan. “After three consecutive quarters
of falling sales, the Near North Side at-
tached market registered a 3.5% increase
in the first quarter of this year.”

Attached-unit sales were up in all nine
North Side areas, led by gains of 60.2%
in Edgewater, 57.7% in Lincoln Park and
53.1% in Uptown.

Pricing delivered more uneven results,
with the median price falling slightly in
Uptown, Lincoln Square, North Center,
Lake View and Near North. Median prices
rose 35.9% in Rogers Park, 17.8% in West
Ridge, 14.5% in Edgewater and 7.1% in
Lincoln Park.

Mortgage rates at 2.97%

On April 22 benchmark 30-year fixed
home-loan rates slipped to 2.97% from
3.04% nationwide, reported Freddie Mac’s
Primary Mortgage Market Survey. A year
ago, the 30-year fixed loan averaged 3.33%.
Lenders are charging an average of 2.29%
on 15-year fixed loans. A year ago, the 15-
year fixed mortgage average was 2.86%.
