It has taken at least four years, 
but a memorial to submariners 
will be dedicated around the time 
the Chicago Riverwalk officially 
opens for the season on May 13, 
the city’s Dept. of Cultural Af-
fairs and Special Events has an-
nounced.

“This has taken us a while to-
wards completing our mission, 
but we are happy to finally see 
our challenge coming to an end,” 
said Frank Voznak, Jr., the proj-
ect’s manager.

Submarines used to pass

During World 
War II, submarines built in Mani-
towoc, WI, would travel 170 
miles south on Lake Michigan to 
Chicago, enter the main branch 
of the Chicago River, turn onto 
the south branch, and take the 
Chicago Sanitary & Ship Canal 
to Lockport. From there, it was 
off to the Mississippi River, New 
Orleans, Gulf of Mexico, Panama 
Canal, and ultimately the war ef-
fort in the Pacific.

After a year of negotiations be-

finds itself in the position of beg-
ging institutions like Northwest-
ern to help pick up the slack. 

On the North Side, other insti-
tutions have also been drawn in to 
providing local policing, includ-
ing the Chicago Cubs, Univ. of 

Chicago, DePaul and Loyola Uni-
versities, and several chambers of 
commerce and Special Service 
Area taxing districts.

Indeed law enforcement of-
ficials across the country say 
they’re struggling to fill vacan-
cies, largely due to retirements 
and moves to the private sector. A 
national survey by the Center for 
State and Local Government Ex-
cellence found last year that gov-
ernments are having more trouble 
hiring police than any other cat-

egory of personnel. Agencies are 
scrambling to attract and retain 
talent, often by boosting compen-
sation packages or ramping up 
recruitment.

Decades ago, police depart-
ments were often flooded with 
several hundred or even a thou-
sand applicants for relatively 
few openings. Now, police chiefs 
report, applicant pools can be a 
quarter of what they once were. 
Here in Chicago, where previ-
ously one recruitment cycle used 
to be enough to draw in new offi-
cers each year, the city now holds 
three recruitment drives annually. 
In Chicago, some veteran law 
enforcement officials also blame 
negative public perceptions of 
CPD for part of their recruiting 
woes. 

As part of the agreement, NUP

After completion of the Phase 1 
section of the Navy Pier Flyover 
late last year, the Chicago Dept. 
of Transportation will begin con-
struction on Phases 2 and 3. Work 
on the remaining portions of the 
Flyover project is continuing 
through 2019. 

Under construction since early 
2014, the project has lasted over 
five years now… which is longer 
than it took to rebuild the entire 
downtown area after the Great 
Fire of 1871.

It is now hoped that the entire 
$60 million project is expected to 
be completed sometime this year.

The second phase of the project 
is now underway with construc-
tion of a segment over Ogden 
Slip and DuSable Park that will 
connect to Lower Lake Shore Dr. 
[LSD].

Work on Phase 3 will double 
the width of the sidewalk on the 
east side of the lower level of the 
LSD movable bridge to 16’; the 
northbound side of the new path 
will tunnel through the existing

bridge houses in order to achieve 
this additional width. The 1,750’-
long steel-and-concrete bridge 
will take the trail over the river, 
Grand Ave. and Illinois St.

The Chicago River Bridge seg-
ment will retrofit the existing 
bridge with a cantilever structure 
off the east side of the bridge. This 
project will also involve needed 
structural and mechanical repairs 
to the movable bascule bridge.

The Lakefront Trail portion of 
the project is expected to be com-
plete by the end of 2019, though 
structural and mechanical work 
will continue on the LSD Bridge 
into 2020. 

Beginning today, construction 
and weather permitting, crews 
will begin Stage 1 of Phase 3 of 
the project. Traffic will be im-
pacted through July 2019.

This stage of the project will 
close two southbound traffic 
lanes in the west bay on Lower 
LSD over the Chicago River.

Though Lower LSD will be 
reduced to two southbound traf-

fic lanes in the construction zone, 
motorists will maintain access to 
southbound LSD as well as west-
bound Lower Wacker Dr. at this 
location during this stage of con-
struction.

Daily lane closures on Lower 
LSD will be used to prepare for 
this work.

On April 15, the Southbound 
Lower LSD ramp to Westbound 
Lower Wacker Dr. was reduced to 
one lane of traffic.

There will be no impact to 
pedestrians or bicyclists on the 
Lakefront Trail during this stage 
of construction; however, the 
west sidewalk over the river will 
be closed to pedestrians and bicy-
clists during this work.

Once completed, the flyover 
is intended to eliminate a crash-
prone bottleneck at the center 
of the busy 18.5-mile Lakefront 
Trail. Bikes and pedestrians cur-
rently crowd together on dark, 
narrow sidewalks on Lower LSD 
with cars and trucks.

Brian Connolly’s lawsuit

unit owner plaintiff,” said Diane 
Silverberg, a principal of Kovitz 
Shifrin Nesbit.

Former Lerner Newspaper 
reporter Andy Pierce has been 
working for at least 20 years to 
save the Uptown Theater. And by 
now he’s rounded up a lot of com-
pany including former Ald. Mary 
Ann Smith [48th] and Ald. James 
Cappleman [46th], as well as city 
historian Tim Samuelson.

Some 100 like-minded souls 
recently convened at the Cliff 
Dwellers Club, 200 S. Michigan 
Ave., to celebrate the 94-year-old 
landmark at 4816 N. Broadway 
and discuss past glories and fu-
ture prospects under current own-
er Jerry Mickelson, who hopes to 
resume movies and live shows 
sometime in 2021.

Pierce helped found Friends of 
the Uptown in 1998 and has been 
integral to its website and com-
munications ever since. He has 
two historic photograph exhibits 
on permanent display: “Selec-
tions from the Hedrich Blessing 
Collection,” a donation to Public 
Art on the 5th and 9th floors of 
City Hall, and “Chicago: Three 
Centuries of Theatres,” on dis-
play at the Chicago Theatre.

Built in 1924-25 for $4 million 
($58 million in 2019’s money) 
by the once-dominant Balaban & 
Katz theater chain, and construct-
ed by the Paschen Bros., who are 
still in business after nearly a cen-
tury, the Uptown Theater opened 
on Aug. 18, screening the “Lady 
Who Lied.”

Working that night were 131 
employees. Music was provided 
on the “Mighty Wurlitzer” by 
“Poet of the Organ” Jesse Craw-
ford, as the young James Petrillo, 
leader of the newly-formed musi-
cians’ union, played trumpet in 
the orchestra.

That grand opening, howev-
er, almost didn’t happen, when 
Petrillo started blasting an Army 
band participating in the festivi-
ties for not being unionized. Only 
a last-minute truce kept the sol-
diers from leaving as anxious 
crowds lined up around the block, 
waiting for the festivities to start.

For years, “You didn’t just get 
a movie at a Balaban & Katz the-
ater, you got a stage show, live 
orchestra and an organ recital,” 
Pierce said. “That’s what they did 
differently (from other theaters of 
the time).”

But in the beginning, at least, 
you didn’t get a concession stand,

said Pierce, adding the Uptown 
considered itself so tony it didn’t 
allow such “unseemly” amenities. 
“You would buy your candy or 
popcorn or whatever at a nearby 
shop and take it inside with you.”

That eventually changed when 
the management looked at what 
was happening at other nearby 
theaters where concession stands 
had become an important revenue 
source, Pierce said.

But such changes apparently 
didn’t come easy, he said, point-
ing to tales of the Uptown’s first 
vending machine being kicked to 
the street by the purists.

Since indoor photos were also 
verboten, Pierce added, there’s 

been a shortage of early interior 
pictures of the Uptown – prompt-
ing an appeal to anyone who has 
such bootleg shots to share them 
with the restoration committee.

He added he’s hopeful at least 
a few shots of some of the early 
performers will finally surface.

For at about the same time the 
Uptown was still banning conces-
sion stands, the already legendary 
palace was giving a start to stars-
in-the-making like Judy Garland, 
who signed with MGM a year af-
ter her stay at the Uptown, Pierce 
said.

He added that stage shows were 
gradually phased out as movies 
became longer, often featuring 
their own musical numbers.

And as late as 1963, the wildly 
popular “Queen for a Day” TV 
show was broadcast once a year at 
the Uptown, Pierce said. In later 
days, live rock concerts featured 
luminaries like Bruce Spring-
steen, the Charlie Daniels Band, 
Elvis Costello, the Grateful Dead, 
Bob Marley, Prince, Santana, Rod 
Stewart and Frank Zappa.

But by the early 1980s, the Plitt 
theater chain took over and shut-
tered the Uptown, waiting to see 
what to do next, as storm drains 
broke, making the building vir-
tually unusable without major 
restorations, said Pierce, who 
by then had joined efforts to get 

the building declared an official 
Chicago Landmark and listed by 
Landmarks Illinois among the 
“Most Endangered Historic Plac-
es in Illinois.”

After falling into the clutches 
of tax sale buyers and real es-
tate speculators, the vacant the-
ater finally got $1 million in TIF 
funds in 2005 to stabilize parts of 
the walls and replace the storm 
drains under oversight by a court-
appointed receiver.

The building was eventually 
taken over by JAM productions 
and later bought by Mickelson, 
who hopes to complete renova-
tion with $75 million in new 

money from a variety of sources, 
including $13 million in local TIF 
funds. 

Ironically, one of the things that 
make the Uptown worth saving is 
that it was never subjected to the 
series of changes so many other 
movie palaces of that era under-
went, Pierce said.

“It’s still much as it was in 
1925,” he added.

“The planned restoration of 
the Uptown Theater is certainly 
one of the greatest comeback sto-
ries for historic preservation in  
Chicago and perhaps the world,”

There is an iconic scene in the movie Dr. 
Zhivago where rich and privileged Mus-
covites are dining in glittering splendor 
while outside the windows, below on the 
streets the proletariat march by and end up 
in battle with police and other government 
authorities. 

Such was the scene for this reporter and 
his date on a visit to the London House 
Hotel and Ocean Prime Restaurant on 
April 17, the day 500 youths from the 
South and West Sides decided to descend 
on the Loop to create havoc during a mini 
riot along Michigan Ave., State St. and in 
Millennium Park.

I waited for the moment when a protago-
nist might burst into the dining room to an-
nounce that “there will be no more peace-
ful protests after tonight.”

It was not to be, most everyone but for 40 
or so youths who were arrested got home 
safely that night, but it was indeed an odd 
evening out for the tourists and locals alike 
who visited downtown on a lovely Spring 
night just before Easter.

We took the occasion of the recent open-
ing of Ocean Prime to finally visit the re-
cently remade London House Hotel and 
their now-famous rooftop bar. As expect-
ed, the property is spectacular, a recovered 
gem. The views looking north along the 
main branch of the Chicago River are stun-
ning. People milled everywhere - before, 
during and after the melee. This is a true 
place to splurge.

Ocean Prime, 87 E. Wacker Dr., is a mod-
ern American restaurant and lounge from 
renowned restaurateur Cameron Mitchell. 
It opened in early April at the corner of N. 
Michigan Ave. and Wacker Dr. The second 
floor restaurant offers 12,350 square feet 
of sophistication. There is a chic feel to it 
with familiar and spectacular views out all 
of their windows.

One family’s story…
Sylvia’s youngest grandchild, John, was 

home from his first semester of college and 
excited to meet his grandma at their favor-
ite local restaurant.

They called her up at home – no answer.

that do not make up who you are today.

Man charged with beating, rob-
bing woman while awaiting trial  
for raping two women

A Near South Side man is accused 
of beating and robbing a woman 
while he was free on bail awaiting 
trial on two separate charges of sex-
ually assaulting women in the Street-
erville and 
River North 
n e i g h b o r -
hoods.

P r o s -
ecutors say a 
woman iden-
tified Renee 
Chandler, 30, 
in a photo 
line-up as 
the man who struck her in the head 
then took her phone and $640 cash 
as they shared an Uber in Hyde Park 
on Feb. 12.

Prosecutors last August charged 
Chandler with sexually assaulting 
two women in separate attacks 
downtown. Both victims allegedly 
met Chandler online and were at-
tacked after meeting with him in 
person at high-rise condos.

In one case, Chandler is accused 
of texting a 26-year-old woman and 
inviting her to meet him in a condo 
in the 800 block of N. La Salle on Aug. 
18, 2018. When the woman arrived, 
Chandler began touching the victim 
inappropriately and threw her down 
on a couch and sexually assaulted 
her, according to charges. The victim 
said she was able to get away when 
Chandler got off of her.

When the victim awoke the next 
day, she reportedly felt pain in her 
body and she talked with a leasing 
agent at the building about what 
happened. Police were called and 
they arrested Chandler based on her 
allegations.

Police learned during the arrest 
process that Chandler—also known 
as Nayron Gonzalez—was a person 
of interest in another sexual assault 
case that was reported in Streeter-
ville on April 22, 2018.

In that incident, a 22-year-old Villa 
Park woman flagged down police 
near the 400 block of E. Ohio and 
told officers that she met a man 
named “Nayron” on social media 
and came downtown to attend a 
party with him on the 20th floor of 
a nearby high-rise.

Chandler allegedly tried to have 
sex with the woman and struck her 
with his hands and feet when she 
declined. The victim was thrown 
against a wall and Chandler sexually 
assaulted her before following her 
out of the apartment and into the 
street where he struck her again, ac-
cording to prosecutors.

Prosecutors charged Chandler 
with one count of Class X felony 
criminal sexual assault causing 
bodily harm and one count of felo-
ny criminal sexual assault-consent. 
Judge Sophia Atcherson ordered 
Chandler held in lieu of $100,000 
bail on each charge.

Court records show that he went 
home with an electronic monitoring 
bracelet after posting a $20,000 de-
posit bond on Sept 20, 2018.

Now, Chandler is charged with an

Charges filed in carjacking

A 19-year-old has been charged 
in connection to a carjacking of a 
delivery driver in the Uptown neigh-
borhood. Dylan T. Sanders was ar-
rested two days after the carjacking 
as he drove the stolen Honda Fit in

Three North Side burglars  
get sentenced
Sentences have been handed down 
for three burglars we reported on 
earlier:

It’s back to prison for  Theodore 
McGill, 54, a career felon who has 
pleaded guilty to committing three 
burglaries in the Lincoln Park neigh-
borhood this winter. Judge William 
O’Brien sentenced him to serve 
three concurrent six-year terms. 
McGill’s parole date is set for Feb. 2, 
2025.

Officers responding to a call of 
a burglary in progress in early Feb-
ruary saw McGill in the area with 
$1,200 bike and a power saw. Police 
soon learned that the bike and saw 
belonged to the 911 caller who had 
summoned them to the 2400 block 
of N. Southport just after 3 a.m.

Further investigation revealed 
that McGill also stole a tent and 
inflatable mattress from another 
garage on the same block and prop-
erty from another residence on the 
2400 block of N. Janssen, according 
to court records. Police also reported 
seeing McGill try to pry open a gate 
and fence as they arrived on-scene.

State and court records show that 
McGill was sentenced to two con-
current nine-year prison sentence 

for burglaries committed in 2012. 
Yet he managed to be released from 
prison in March 2017 after serving less 
than five years.

Prior to that sentence, McGill was 
sentenced to eight years for burglary 
in 2007; three years for theft in 2005; 
six years for burglary in 2001; two years 
for theft in 2000; six years for burglary 
in 1997; six years for armed robbery in 
1994; three years for burglary in 1991; 
and two concurrent three year terms 
for robbery and aggravated battery in 
1989. McGill was released early each 
time.

A man who posed as a city worker 
to burglarize a home in the Irving 
Park neighborhood has received a 
four-year sentence. Andy Bimbo, 29, 
pleaded guilty to one count of bur-
glary in exchange for the deal from 
Judge James Obbish who also levied 
a $609 fine.

Prosecutors said Bimbo and career 
burglary Sandy Miller schemed their 
way into a home in January. One of 
the men distracted the homeowner 
while the other allegedly collected 
valuables.

Miller is due back in court on May 
9.

An Englewood man has received 
four years of TASC probation—
also known as “substance abuse 
probation”—for burglarizing a home 
near Wrigleyville last summer.

Two roommates came home to 
their apartment on the 3300 block 
of N. Clark in late July just in time to 
see Esene Henderson, 23, walking 
out their back door, prosecutors said. 
Police arrested Henderson nearby. 
Officers said they found two iPhone 
dongles, headphones, and a battery 
pack belonging to the victims in Hen-
derson’s possession. And prosecutors 
said the incident was captured on a 
home security camera.

Judge William O’Brien approved 
the plea deal which called for prosecu-
tors to drop a second burglary charge 
and requires Henderson to pay a $755 
fine.

No Smollett deal, inventor  
of the Wrigleyville rooftop  
suddenly has a criminal record — 
for filing a false police report

It’s been quite a ride for Robert 
Racky. Armed only with a few lawn 
chairs, the now 77-year-old business-
man literally invented the Wrigleyville 
rooftop business that lets Cubs fans 
watch home games from the rooftops 
of homes along Waveland and Shef-
field avenues.

Born 11 days after the Japanese 
bombed Pearl Harbor, Racky has a 
squeaky clean criminal record, too. 

Well, he did 
until Monday. 
That’s when he 
finally decided 
to plead guilty 
after fighting 
a charge of 
felony disor-
derly conduct-
false report for 
eight months. 

A judge sentenced him to two days in 
jail that he had already served.

So—unlike TV star Jussie Smollett, 
who was charged with exactly the 
same felony as the rooftop king—
Racky will be wrapping up his life with 
a criminal record in Chicago.

Racky called 911 around 8:15 a.m. 
on Aug. 10, 2018, and told an operator 
that he had been carjacked, his wallet 
had been taken, and that he was lying 
on the ground in the 1000 block of 

W. Byron, according to court records. 
When officers arrived, Racky was lying 
on the hood of a 2005 Chevy Cobalt 
that had a Chicago Dept. of Revenue 
boot on the front driver’s side tire, po-
lice said. The car was registered to his 
company.

Racky immediately admitted that 
he had not been carjacked, explain-
ing, “That’s what I told [911] to get you 
guys over here.” Racky was immediate-
ly arrested. When police impounded 
Racky’s car, they allegedly found a rifle 
and a shotgun in the trunk.

On Monday, prosecutors dropped 
the weapons charges completely and 
reduced the false report charge to 
Class C disorderly conduct. That’s the 
lowest-level misdemeanor charge in 
the state. But, prosecutors insisted 
that Racky had to plead guilty.

There were some clear differences 
between Smollett’s allegedly fake hate 
crime claim and Racky’s case. Racky 
immediately admitted to police that 
his report was false. To this day, Smol-
lett has not admitted that he made up 
the story about being attacked by two 
men who tied a noose around his neck, 
poured bleach on him, and shouted 
anti-gay, anti-black slurs while calling 
Streeterville “MAGA country.”

The police investigation of Racky’s 
claim lasted less than 10 minutes. The 
Smollett investigation took weeks and 
cost the city over $130,000 in police 
overtime alone.

Smollett had a criminal history of 
providing false information to police 
in California, while Racky had never 
been convicted of any crime despite 
being twice Smollett’s age.

Since then, Cook County State’s 
Attorney Kim Foxx and her top assis-
tants have said the “don’t plead guilty 
to anything” deal they gave to Smol-
lett was “available to all defendants” in 
similar circumstances. Despite hours 
of research, this reporter has yet to 
find a single case that supports the 
prosecutors’ claims.

In 1993, Racky told the Broward 
County, FL, Sun-Sentinel about how 
he decided to establish rooftop view-
ing of Cubs game as a business: My 
13-year-old son looked at [a graystone 
in the 3600 block of N. Sheffield] and 
said, “Dad, why don’t you buy the 
place and make it a club to watch 
games? ... I thought that was a great 
idea. I bought the place, and on the 
first night game in August of ’88 there 
were three members watching the 
three innings before it was rained out 
-- me and my two sons.”

In 1988, Racky established the 
Lakeview Baseball Club, Wrigleyville’s 
first rooftop business, at 3633 N. Shef-
field Ave. Under his ownership, the 
club created the now-famous “Eamus 
Catuli” sign that counted up the num-
ber of years that had passed since the 
once-terrible Cubs last won various 
post-season championships.

Attacker body-slammed  
senior citizen

Felony charges have been filed 
against a man who allegedly body-
slammed a senior citizen in a Montrose 
Beach parking lot this winter.

Prosecutors said Noel Chavez, 34, 
picked up a 64-year-old man and 
slammed him onto the ground during 
an altercation near the local skate park 
around 5:30 
p.m. Feb. 27. 
The offender 
was gone when 
police arrived, 
but witnesses 
gave officers 
a description 
of the alleged 
attacker along 
with his ve-
hicle’s make, 
model, and license plate number.

The victim suffered a thoracic spine 
fracture and broken ribs, according to 
court records.

After a police investigation, Chavez 
turned himself in at Area North Police 
Headquarters with the assistance of 
an attorney on March 27.

Prosecutors charged Chavez with 
felony aggravated battery of a victim 
over the age of 60 and felony aggra-
vated battery causing great bodily 
harm. Judge Sophia Atcherson set 
bail at $40,000. Chavez went free to 
await trial by posting a $4,000 deposit 
bond.

Victim and witnesses  
chase down mugger in the Loop

A tenacious victim and several 
Good Samaritans teamed up to catch 
a would-be robber in the Loop, police 
say.

The 27-year-old victim, who lives in 
Wrigleyville, told police that she was 
outside of Macy’s near State and Ran-
dolph around 
10 a.m. April 
5 when a man 
shoved her and 
wrestled away 
her purse. 
When the of-
fender took off 
running, the 
woman gave 
chase along 
with up to a half-dozen witnesses.

Police said the chase wound 
through the Loop streets and eventu-
ally reached Harold Washington Col-
lege where surveillance cameras cap-
tured images of Vincent Zuniga, 28, 
ditching the woman’s purse in a plant-
er at 202 N. Wabash.

Prosecutors charged 
him with felony aggravated cruelty to 
animals and misdemeanor domestic 
battery. Judge Sophia Atcherson set 
bail at $5,000. Neudenback went free 
to await trial by posting a $500 de-
posit bond.

On April 25th, benchmark 30-
year-fixed home loans averaged 
4.2% nationwide, reported Fred-
die Mac’s Primary Mortgage 
Market Survey. A year ago, the 
30-year-fixed mortgage average 
was 4.58%.  

“After dropping dramatically in 
late March, mortgage rates have 
modestly increased since then,” 
noted Sam Khader, Freddie Mac’s 
chief economist. “While this 

week marks the fourth consecu-
tive week of rises, purchase ac-
tivity nationwide reached a nine-
year high—indicative of a strong 
spring home buying season.”

Many buyers in the afford-
able segment of the market are 
first-time purchasers seeking the 
long-term stability offered by ho-
meownership, Nathan observed.

“On the other hand, more ex-
pensive residences are typically 
purchased by buyers who already 
own but want something better 

suited to their current situation,” 
she said.

“However, a wide range of fac-
tors, from rising property taxes to 
the uncertainty surrounding the 
recent city elections, could en-
courage a delay in their buying 
decision,” Nathan said.

Sentences handed down 
 in North Side robbery cases

Several robbery cases we told you 
about have wrapped up in court. 

A 26-year-old Michigan man has 
been sentenced to four years in prison 
for committing a series of robber-
ies and thefts in River North. Jodeci 
Sherels pleaded guilty to one count of 
robbery and two counts of robbery of 
a victim over age 60. He received three 
concurrent four-year prison terms 
with 208 days credit for time served in 
the deal that was approved by Judge 
James Obbish.

Sherels was arrested in September 
after a man flagged down a police 
patrol car in the 700 block of N. State 
to report that a man with orange hair 
had just stolen his cellular phone.

Two other victims reported that 
Sherels had robbed them at around 
the same time: One in front of a hotel 
near La Salle and Grand, the other in 
a parking garage near Dearborn and 
Chicago.

An off-duty police officer began 
chasing Sherels after the garage rob-
bery and detained him for cops near 
Washington Square Park.

Daniel Espejo, who told cops that 
his 17-year-old female robbery victim 
was “lucky” they came because he 
was ready to rape her, has received a 
three-year prison sentence with 215 
days credit for time served. He will be 
released early from prison on Feb. 28.

Prosecutors said Espejo, 36, ap-
proached the girl and asked for the 
time shortly before 10 p.m. on Oct. 2, 
2018, in the 1400 block of W. Foster. He 
then grabbed the girl’s purse, and the 
two wrestled for control of the bag for 
nearly a minute before a pedestrian 
intervened and told the girl to take 
shelter inside a nearby business, po-
lice said.

Responding police officers arrested 
Espejo nearby based on a description 

provided by the victim.
At the police station, Espejo told of-

ficers, “the b*tch is lucky you pigs came 
because I would’ve raped that little 
b*tch,” according to court records. He 
is a self-admitted member of the Latin 
Kings street gang, according to police.

Judge William O’Brien approved the 
plea deal.

One of Wrigleyville and Boystown’s 
biggest menaces is finally going to 
prison—but not for long.

Marcell Townsend, 26, who was 
accused of taking a suburban man’s 
phone and transferring money into 
his own Venmo account without per-
mission, pleaded guilty to one count 
of theft by deception in a plea deal. 
Judge William O’Brien sentenced him 
to two years in prison with credit for 
39 days time served. Townsend will 
be paroled on Feb. 28, 2020. Charges 
of robbery, theft, computer fraud and 
wire fraud were dropped in the deal.

Early on Nov. 4, 2018, police were 
flagged down in Wrigleyville by a man 
who said Townsend took his phone 
without permission and then accessed 
the man’s Venmo account. Accord-
ing to the victim, Townsend trans-
ferred $950 from the victim’s bank to 
Townsend’s own account. Townsend 
then gave the man his phone back and 
left, the victim said.

Townsend and his brothers have 
been repeatedly arrested in Lakeview 
for narcotics, battery, and theft since 
2014. While Marcell has regularly seen 
charges dropped by the state, his 
brothers Zikee and  Morgan have not 
been as fortunate.

Troubles in River North
Charges have been filed in a River 

North nightclub bleach attack against 
a woman who police say poured 
bleach on another woman’s face dur-
ing a fight inside a River North club’s 
ladies room.

Kamisha Martin, 24, of the West 
Ridge neighborhood is charged with 
one felony count of aggravated bat-
tery with a flammable substance. Bail 
was set at $5,000 by Judge Susan Or-
tiz.

Police were called to Joy District, 

112 W. Hubbard, around 1:15 a.m. 
April 25 after witnesses reported that 
a woman had been beaten up and had 
bleach poured on her face during a 
disturbance in a restroom.

The 24-year-old victim was taken 
to Northwestern Memorial Hospital 
where she was listed in serious condi-
tion.

Cubs pitcher has car stolen  
in Streeterville

Cubs pitcher Pedro Strop told re-
porters that his car was stolen in Chi-
cago April 24—and he was still dealing 
with the matter as the team started 
playing the Dodgers at Wrigley Field.

“I was still giving them my informa-
tion in the fourth inning,” Strop said. “I 
told them, ‘I have to go. I might have 
to pitch.’”

Chicago police confirmed that a 
“33-year-old man” reported his 2018 
Hyundai Genesis stolen around 6:30 
a.m. April 24 in the 300 block of E. 
Ohio—a high-rise neighborhood near 
Navy Pier. 

Strop told police that surveillance 
footage showed an unknown man tak-
ing the vehicle.

Hours later, police found Strop’s car 
in the 7100 block of S. State and tried 
to pull it over for a traffic violation. 
Instead, the unknown driver sped off. 
Cops later found the car unoccupied 
and crashed into a parked vehicle in 
the 7100 block of S. Vincennes around 
2:40 p.m., police said.

It all ended well though as Strop 
closed that night’s 7-6 Cubs win, get-
ting his third save of the season.

Teen mob beats man on Red Line
A 29-year-old told police that he 

was beaten and robbed April 25 by a 
group of 20 teenagers on the Jackson 
Red Line CTA platform around 2 a.m. 
The victim said one member of the 
mob had a gun and took his phone, 
wallet, cash, and credit cards.

Police said CTA workers on the Red 
and Blue Lines reported seeing no 
large groups of teens in the area all 
night.

Despite taking the wrong end of a 
20-person beating, the victim refused 

police beat from p. 12 medical attention and sustained only a 
“minor injury to his mouth,” according 
to police.

The man told police the offenders 
were young black male teenagers. The 
one who reportedly had the gun was 
described as light-skinned with a short 
afro haircut.

No one is in custody. Police said the 
man had been drinking.

Four homes burglarized  
on same Lakeview block

Four homes have been burglarized 
on a single Lakeview block since April 
21, police said. And a fifth home has 
been targeted on the next street over. 
That’s according to a community alert 
issued by Area North detectives April 
23.

Investigators said the burglar en-
tered homes in the 3800 block of 
N. Janssen and the 3700 block of N. 
Greenview through unlocked front or 
rear doors.

The offender was spotted in one 
incident. A witness described him as 
a 30- to 40-year-old black man wear-
ing a gray hooded jacket, according to 
police.

Old Town shooting  
leaves man in critical condition

A chaotic shootout in the Old Town 
neighborhood has left a 21-year-old 
man in critical condition at Northwest-

ern Memorial Hospital.
Police said the victim was standing 

on the sidewalk in the 400 block of W. 
Goethe when two offenders walked 
up and began shooting at 9:28 p.m. 
April 23. The man suffered severe 
blood loss from a gunshot wound to 
his left thigh. Police officers were on 
the scene almost immediately and at-
tempted to slow the man’s blood loss 
with a tourniquet.

Emotions ran high as residents from 
nearby apartment buildings spilled 
onto the streets.

Windows were shot out in at least a 
half-dozen apartments across a block-
square area. Every apartment with bul-
let-damaged windows was searched 
by officers to ensure that no residents 
had been struck by errant gunfire.

A significant number of shell cas-
ings, unspent ammunition, and even 
an abandoned handgun were found 
spread across three streets, leading 
police to conclude that more than one 
person was firing shots during the in-
cident.

Officers who reviewed surveillance 
images said they believed a white Nis-
san Altima with tinted windows was 
used by the shooter. Area Central de-
tectives are investigating.

This publication constitutes official notice of the changes in assessment
to all owners of real property in Rogers Park Township. The 2019 as-
sessment changes as published herein are those determined by the As-
sessor of Cook County.

It is the duty of the Assessor to appraise all taxable real property in Cook
County at its fair cash value as of January 1, 2019. Fair cash value is de-
scribed as what the property would bring at a voluntary sale in the nor-
mal course of business or trade. The Assessor is required by law to
assess said property in a fair and just manner.

The Assessor does not determine property taxes. Property taxes are
determined by the spending needs and requests of municipalities, school
boards, park districts and other local government agencies which provide
public services to property owners. The Assessor’s sole responsibility is
to estimate the value of real estate property.

In Cook County, real property is classified according to its use.The clas-
sification system is used to determine the percentage of the fair cash
value at which the real property is assessed for purposes of taxation.
Accordingly, real property is assessed at only a fraction of its fair cash
value, depending on its use and classification.

Changes in assessment for land and improvements are listed separately.
The dimensions of the land are also listed:

A - Acres

B - Back Lot

N - Irregular Lot

S - Square Feet

Cook County uses a Permanent Index Number (P.I.N) system as a
means to identify individual real estate parcels. The PIN consists of a 14-
digit number. The first two digits identify the area or survey township;
the second two digits identify the sub-area or section; the next three dig-
its identify blocks.

Note:

Blocks are defined as follows:

Blocks 100 to 199 are located in the N.W. Quarter

Blocks 200 to 299 are located in the N.E. Quarter

Blocks 300 to 399 are located in the S.W. Quarter

Blocks 400 to 499 are located in the S.E. Quarter

The next three digits in the series identify the specific parcel or lot. The
last four, (where applicable), identify individual condominium units, non-
operating railroad parcels or leasehold’s of exempt parcels.

Whenever possible, the assessment list will be listed by the street name
and the street or house number of the parcel. However, the Cook County
Assessor’s Office official records rely on permanent Property Index Num-
bers (P.I.N.) only. No assessment of real property shall be considered in-
valid due to an incorrect listing.

Elevating Youth Voices Fair will feature 100 youth 
leaders discussing homelessness, mental health, vio-
lence prevention and other issues affecting adoles-
cents at Columbia College noon to 3 p.m. June 1.

Young people will perform DJ sets, record live 
podcasts and act out plays.

“We think everyone who comes to this event will 
be amazed and inspired by the work that so many 
young people are doing to make their community a 
better place,” says Iris Krieg, executive director of 
Bright Promises Foundation. “We hope this fair helps 
raise the profile of these organizations and inspires 
more members of the community to help them ac-
complish their missions.”

The event is free and there will be free food for the 
young people. Bright Promises will award $10,000 
to five organizations to help young people at Bright 
Promises 150th Anniversary Awards celebration on 
Oct. 15.

They say the grants go to the best videos address-
ing solutions to violence and other problems.

One group made a project called Code Red where 
they make care packages for homeless women that 
contain feminine hygiene products, deodorant, soap, 
and other personal care items; while another organi-
zation, Storycatchers Theatre, engages young people 
who have been involved with the justice system who 
use theater to tell their stories and heal from traumat-
ic experiences, the group said.

“As an organization, we have been working to im-
prove children’s lives for 150 years, and we think this 
is the perfect opportunity to do even more to help 
our youth become the leaders of tomorrow, today,” 
Krieg says.

Bright Promises Foundation is one of the oldest so-
cial service agencies in Illinois. Originally named the 
Illinois Humane Society, the organization was found-
ed in 1869 with a mission of improving the lives of 
both children and animals in Chicago.

Today, Bright Promises offers grants and guid-
ance to a wide array of nonprofit organizations. The 
organization consults experts across various fields 
relating to children throughout to determine which 
issues are most underfunded and under-recognized. 
In the last decade, the organization has funded issues 
including early childhood education, childhood obe-
sity, childhood trauma, social-emotional learning and 
more.

“We are proud of the legacy we have created over 
the last 150 years,” Krieg says. “We hope that by 
continuing to support these important initiatives, we 
will create a brighter future for all children.”

approximately five Officers and two patrol 
cars dispatched throughout NUP’s patrol 
boundaries 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. 

Sadly, many local residents and criminals 
today no longer respect, nor fear the CPD. 
In late March two officers were making a 
drug arrest when they were surrounded by 
an angry mob. The group of riled-up locals 
yelled and threatened the officers, who 
were overwhelmingly outnumbered. Body 
cam footage showed some of the bystand-
ers saying they were going to pull out their 
own weapons to hurt and even kill the of-
ficers. The police were left no choice but to 
let the suspect go and retreat.

A radio transmission recorded the sever-
ity of the situation. “Ten people surrounded 
me indicating they had firearms, then one 
person away from me … holding his waist 
… indicating he’d use the firearm against 
me,” said the officer.

raise $250,000 to build a memorial to this 
connection to history and place it on the 
Chicago Riverwalk.

“It’s about the history of this area that 
has become lost,” said Voznak in July 
2014. “There are just not a lot of people 
aware that submarines passed through the 
City of Chicago on their way to war. And 
some of them were lost in combat with all 
hands.”

Of 28 submarines built in Manitowoc, 
four were lost in combat.

Since the original planning, the memori-
al has moved slightly east along the Chica-
go River and will be directly north of Vista 
Tower. Work on the foundation has started 
and the memorial, says Voznak, should be 
in place in early May.

haste to address religious discrimination 
and rights to be free from it under the First 
Amendment, the legislature seems un-
intentionally to have created ‘new’ First 
Amendment ‘rights’ to include protections 
which neither the U.S. nor State Consti-
tutionals guarantee when non-state actors 
like condominiums or their board members 
are involved,” said Silverberg.

Connolly’s attorney, Norman Lerum, 
says, however, that while you do not need 
to prove condo boards are an extension 
of the government, it might be fair to call 
them state actors.

“Board members [are] not in charge of a 
private country club,” says Lerum. “They 
only act because a state statute gives them 
authority to act. Somebody who sits in that 
chair and... has the authority to receive as-
sessments, make budgets, spend money... 
hire and fire management companies... 
get into people’s condominium units as a 
matter of right when they want to invade 
their privacy and do a whole host of things, 
can only do those things because they’re 
cloaked with state authority.”

Connolly filed his lawsuit in Cook Coun-
ty Circuit Court in 2013 against the presi-
dent of his condo board, Anthony Milazzo, 
and six directors after Connolly was fined 
$1,000 for what the board said was “erratic 
and intimidating behavior.”

Alleged incidents included telling resi-
dents that food was not allowed in the pool 
area, telling a young resident he could not 
bring his bicycle into a passenger elevator, 
confronting a resident who walked her dog 
through the building’s main entrance, and 
disconnecting a resident’s iPod when they 

did not turn down the music volume.
Connolly said the fines, however, were 

retaliation by his condo board for his criti-
cism of how it is managed. In reversing dis-
missal of the complaint, the appellate court 
said Connolly did “sufficiently plead” vio-
lations by the association of the ICPA.

Silverberg says the appellate order also 
keeps alive the possibility of sanctions 
against Connolly and Lerum. Saying some 
filings in the lawsuit were frivolous, the 
lower court had imposed $42,000 in sanc-
tions against Lerum, which he paid, but 
that has since been refunded, pending a 
hearing to examine evidence.

Silverberg points to a recent decision 
by Cook County Circuit Judge Margaret 
Brennan to award more than $1 million in 
attorney fees to a condominium associa-
tion in Wilmette. Marshall Spiegel and his 
attorney, John Xydakis, have been ordered 
to pay $1,061,672.97 by May 1 after Bren-
nan found they had filed “frivolous” and 
“harassing” lawsuits against the associa-
tion located at 1618 Sheridan Rd.

“We have confidence that the tide is turn-
ing against those who cause the dissipation 
of association assets, disrupt the condo-
minium community, and tie up the courts 
in needless and expensive litigation,” said 
Silverberg.

Due to the rash of youth violence and 
vandalism downtown and on N. Michigan 
Ave. the last few years, aldermen Hopkins 
and Reilly need the additional police re-
sources to supplement the understaffed 
CPD, who on a number of occasions have 
found themselves overwhelmed by large 
numbers of troublemakers who have cho-
sen to make the downtown area the target 
of their youthful angst and vitriol. In April 
there were four separate incidents where 
youth mobs descended on the downtown 
area to create general disturbances, cre-
ate violence and vandalism, and shoplift. 
In some instances this has now become a 
numbers game between local police and 
the troublemakers. If those intent on break-
ing the law know that they can gang up on 
a small group of officers and get them to 
back down, then they stand their ground 
and create havoc. The aldermen hope that 
NUP’s enhanced role will increase pedes-
trian, traffic and overall safety downtown. 
Time will tell.

The memorial will represent a subma-
rine bulkhead and be coated with the same 
marine-grade paint used on submarines. 
It will include a watertight door salvaged 
from the USS Trout, which was launched 
in 1951.

The memorial, along with teak benches 
and a flagpole, will rest on a circular base 
33 feet wide, representing the diameter of 
subs built in Manitowoc.

An inscription will read, “Dedicated to 
all U.S. Navy Submariners, past, present 
and future, who defend our nation in peace 
and in war.”

The date and time of the dedication cer-
emony for the memorial has not yet been 
announced.

A week of activities, from May 13 to 19, 
are planned for the season kickoff of the 
Chicago Riverwalk.
