Some 80 pieces of Banksy art 
worth $35 million are coming to 
Chicago.

Banksy, whose actual identity 
remains a mystery, is considered 
one of the world’s top political 
artists. Over the years, Banksy 
has carried out a considerable 
number of ‘pranks.’

Starvox Exhibits, the same 
people behind the Immersion Van 
Gogh in Old Town, recently began 
promoting the Chicago-based dis-
play of an exhibition called “The 
Art of Banksy.” There’s no indi-
cation of exactly when or where 
the show will debut in Chicago.

This globally acclaimed show-
case features original and authen-
ticated works associated with, 
what may be the most intriguing 
artist of modern history. On dis-
play are prints, canvasses, screen-
prints, sculptures, unique works 
and limited-edition pieces.

Banksy is most infamous for his 
outdoor art which can be found 
in streets all around the world. 
Banksy’s indoor pieces - origi-
nal and unique works on canvas, 
wood and paper - have been less 
exposed and are also on display at 
this exhibition.

Exhibition to bring  
Banksy art to Chicago

Banksy has been called a van-
dal, a genius, a political activist 
and a businessman. He creates art 
around the world, usually with a 
political bent, and sometimes in 
unexpected places. Overnight, his 
work could appear on a garage 
like it did in Wales before it was 
moved to a gallery a couple of 
years ago. In Venice, during the 
Biennale, he painted a young mi-
grant girl wearing a life jacket on 
a wall at the edge of a canal. His 
work always delivers a message.

There is no word yet if a piece 
might be planned for the Chicago 
event.

In 2018, in one of his biggest 
pranks, a $1.4 million painting 
of “Girl with Balloon” was auc-
tioned off at Sotheby’s and when 
the gavel went down, the artwork 
mysteriously “shredded itself” 
before the horrified eyes of those 
assembled. Critics have noted that 
the piece is worth more now fol-
lowing the incident. The artwork, 
first created by Banksy as a sten-
cil street art piece in 2002, sym-
bolized political protests.

Two adults managed to get ar-
rested as police wrangled large 
groups of teens in the Loop on 
Saturday and Sunday night, ac-
cording to court records. At least 
six juveniles were also arrested 
for minor infractions like battery, 
but no information is available 
about them because of their ages.

Both evenings, police and wit-
nesses reported seeing groups 
of over 100 teens running in the 
streets and fighting along Wa-
bash, State, Washington, and oth-
er nearby streets. Some reports 
indicated that members of the 
groups were battering passers-by 
and each other.

Prosecutors filed the most seri-
ous charge against 18-year-old Ja-
son King, who’s facing one count 
of aggravated unlawful use of a 
weapon.

Similar incidents were reported 

Two adults among those arrested 
as large groups of teens  

overran the Loop
in the same area beginning around 
8 p.m. Saturday. Witnesses and 
police reported widespread inci-
dents of teens throwing objects at 
passers-by and restaurant patrons, 
lighting fireworks, and running in 
the streets. At other times, cops 
reported the teens were throwing 
bottles at them.

Five juveniles are known to 
have been detained Saturday.

Yet another wave of teens over-
ran parts of the Loop on April 27. 
Officers reported some members 
of that group, estimated to be 150 
to 200-people strong, threw bot-
tles at their squad car and fought 
on the streets and inside some 
businesses.

Police officers reported hearing 
shots fired near State and Madi-
son around 9:15 p.m. Saturday. 
Several witnesses directed re-
sponding officers to a nearby car 
where King was sitting in the back 
seat, prosecutors said. Noting that

A nondescript two-story park-
ing garage in the Loop is generat-
ing a lot of work for police and 
prosecutors lately. Since April 1, 
cops have made three arrests, re-
covered two guns, and seized a lot 
of pot and other drugs at the easy-
to-miss garage at 801 S. Wabash, 
according to prosecutors. It’s the 
same garage where a 16-year-old 
boy was fatally shot in Novem-
ber.

On top of all of that, police last 
month included the garage on a 
list of downtown parking facili-
ties that were being targeted in a 
wave of auto break-ins across the 
Loop. Perhaps because of those 
burglaries, cops have been pay-
ing more attention to the garage 
lately.

During one swing through the 
garage on April 2, police inter-
rupted an apparent drug deal in 
progress, prosecutors said. A big 
one, allegedly. When it was all 
over, cops said they seized over 
$10,000 cash, garbage bags full 
of THC pens, and various forms 
of cannabis and synthetic canna-
bis —  including a bag of “green 
leafy substance” labeled “Geor-
gia Pie.”

King was wearing a heavy winter 
coat on an unseasonably warm 
night, officers patted him down 
and found a loaded handgun in 
his jacket, according to prosecu-
tors. King has no criminal con-
victions in his background.

Judge Arthur Willis released 
King on his own recognizance 
Sunday afternoon.

Charges are pending against a 
man who allegedly slashed anoth-
er man’s face with a knife during a 
fight on the Riverwalk downtown 
Sunday evening, police said.

The men began arguing around 
7:30 p.m. on a plaza near the Viet-
nam Veterans Fountain, 35 E. 
Wacker, and one of them pulled 
out a knife, according to police 
and witnesses. He then cut the 
other man, police said. CPD sur-
veillance cameras recorded the 
entire altercation, an officer said.

Tiny Loop parking garage generates  
3 arrests in a month — 2 guns, plenty of pot

After prosecutors presented 
allegations of Class X manufac-
ture-delivery of cannabis and 
other felonies against a man po-
lice arrested at the scene, 
19-year-old Naser Hasan, 
Judge David Navarro 
marveled at the amount 
of product he was ac-
cused of having.

“You’ve got a Class 
X amount of cannabis,” 
Navarro said. “You don’t 
really ever see Class X 
cannabis charges — or I 
don’t ever see. I don’t know about 
you. That’s 6- to 30 on that one, 
mandatory.”

Last week, police made two ar-
rests on two different nights at the 
same garage. They allegedly re-
covered a gun and felony amounts 
of cannabis both times.

Around 8:45 p.m. April 27, 
cops patrolled through the garage 
and found four people sitting in a 
car with open alcohol, Assistant 
State’s Attorney Brian Burkhardt 
said during a bond court appear-
ance for one of the men who were 
allegedly in the car, Juan Razo.

Police ordered Razo, who had 
a fanny pack sitting at his feet, 
and the others out of the car, Bur-
khardt said. Cops found a loaded 

handgun in Razo’s pants, he said. 
The fanny pack contained about 5 
ounces of pot and 98 hits of LSD 
with a combined street value of 

$2,370, according to Burkhardt.
Prosecutors charged Razo, 20, 

with armed violence, resisting po-
lice, and two controlled substance 
counts. Burkhardt told Judge John 
Lyke that Razo is on probation in 
Lake County for a gun case and 
has two juvenile convictions.

Lyke recounted Razo’s back-
ground: “As a juvenile in 2015, 
a reckless discharge [of a fire-
arm] case. That judge sent him to 
jail. 2018 another gun case. That 
judge sent him to jail. And now, 
the police say, ‘You know what, 
Mr. Razo? We’re gonna charge 
you with armed violence.”

How do you take a city’s tem-
perature and read its vital signs? 

What are the symptoms of 
health that you should look for? 
Is there a formula for good ur-
ban hygiene and municipal well-
being?

In the past century contentment 
was often seen as the true mea-
sure of a city’s health and happi-
ness. You know, the smiling mugs 
of the general population. The up-
lifting spirit of a vast municipal 
grid. Like when the Sox and the 
Cubs are both winning or a new 
skyscraper zooms upwards to the 
heavens. 

When things in the city are 
ripe with success, no one has to 
announce it, such things tell on 
themselves. These emotions and 
feelings are easy to see.  

I guess that’s why Chicagoans 
always seemed to have a smile on 
their face. It marks public approv-
al for everything that holds our 
commonly shared lives together 
on the shoreline of Lake Michi-
gan. And that happened best dur-
ing the period in which most Chi-
cago residents struggled to learn 
the English language. To learn 
a new set of highly functioning 
urban skills as well as commit-
ting to their hearts the everyday 
fresh sacrifices and expectations 
of your own neighborhood to sur-
vive and to thrive.

For many you didn’t have to 
look very far to understand that 
the city was booming and the Re-
public was alive.

That much was clear on every 
street sign that pointed the way. 
In every traffic light that spelled 
out as simply as possible “Go. 
Stop. Wait.” 

It was alive in every bus and 
trolly route timetable, every ar-
rival of an “L” train or rising 
bridge on the river to signal a tall 
ship. Nearby as every clean glass 
of crisp Lake Michigan water.

When you’re building rail-
roads, a stockyard, a mercantile 
exchange, new neighborhoods, 
schools, churches, and a political 
infrastructure for government the 
brush strokes are wide. Huge. All 
over the place. 

But life and governance get 
more complicated after decades 
of trial and error. Failures and 
successes. As life becomes more 
settled, the equations of gover-
nance and intelligent rule become 
more labored, nuanced and com-
plicated. Less flexible and less 
independent than in the days of 
pioneers and cowpokes.

Let the dogs run wild. But re-
member each dog needs a license. 
Each dog pays a tax. The wild 
ones run free. But you pay for the 
luxury. 

Control is always a mark of 
command. If you are in charge of 
the city you can nuance the rule, 
or change the language by which 
you rule. 

You can name who’s respon-
sible. Who’s in charge. Who con-
trols the bottom line. Who lets 
the doors and windows stay open. 
Who says what time the meeting 
starts. And when it ends.

You’re witnessing the collision 
of such worlds right now in Chi-
cago. 

Following long decades of po-
litical rule of one particular party 
and one particular family. 

The time arrives when those 
less informed, less in charge, less 
reasoned and less expansive in 
their thoughts find they have the 
chair at the top of the table. 

We’ve just witnessed how de-
structive this can be on the na-
tional level with the shameful 
disaster of the Trump presidency. 
The unleashing of capitalism at 
its worst. The unbound greed of 
the unschooled, the unwise, shal-
low, self-serving apparatchiks. 
Proponents of the survive or 

election day. Businesses crumble. 
Corporate leadership looks for 
ways to evacuate the city, to leave 
the madness and the mayhem of 
unsafe streets and crime ridden 
neighborhoods. Churches close 
and line up for demolition and 
effective but irritating long-time 
politicos are tossed on the trash 
heap by a mayor with an authority 
problem. That’s really a problem 
about the successful leadership of 
others. That stands out more each 
day as a gender bias of political 
chromosomes.

Many of Chicago’s citizens feel 
this sad cycle of political psycho-
sis. They see it in every untidy, 
refuse-littered sidewalk. Every 

garbage-lined bou-
levard. Every Star-
bucks paper-cup-
lined street from 
Hegewish to Rogers 
Park (which is - of 
course - actually an 
aldermanic issue). 

They should in-
sure the neighbor-
hoods upkeep. But 
letting the walk-
ways deteriorate is 
the perfect way to 
demonstrate their 
disrespect for May-

or “Lightfingers.”
The good news is that Chicago 

is not Detroit. 
But the bad news is that it’s not 

Paris either. 
The “City of Lights” has it all 

over us. Lots of doggy poop on 
the streets, but they’ve got the 
Eiffel Tower. And the food. The 
wine. The bread and cheese.

As a real Chicagoan you feel the 
sadness and shame of our pres-
ent political mess. The disgrace-
ful urban fracas of the moment. 
Don’t give up. Plant a garden. 
Buy some good red wine. And 
cheese. But get upset at the pro-

perish manifesto. Adherents of 
age-old tactics that doom the hu-
man person, the environment, 
the oceans, the stars as well as 
the voice of humanity to object 
to such destruction. When this 
bankrupted national movement 
spills its banks, it finds an urban 
terrain that is unwelcoming and 
bereft of sympathy.

Chicago, too, is the perfect ex-
ample of that with an untried, bel-
ligerent mayor skeptical of police 
and fire leadership and personnel.

Twenty-seven miles of breath-
taking urban seashore. From Ev-
anston to Indiana. Not an inch of 
industry mars our seacoast. Like 
nowhere else in America. 

There is a cruel and unneeded 
broken spirit that now looms over 
Chicago. Sadly, it has since the last

The White House is eyeing a 
big tax bite on wealthy real estate 
investors in Chicago and across 
the nation, experts say.  

Investors are worried about 
the potential financial impact of 
the Biden Administration’s plan 
to change the Internal Revenue 
Code to help pay for rebuilding 
America’s infrastructure, im-
proved child care and healthcare 
for seniors.  

The White House is develop-
ing a proposal to raise the capital 
gains tax on real estate to 39.6% 
from 20% for individuals making 
more than $1 million a year. Joe 
Biden also said he wanted to end 
another sacred cow—the 1031 
exchange—a tax break which al-
lows investors to defer capital 
gains taxes for decades. 

An increase in capital gains for 
the wealthiest individuals doesn’t 
mean an end to real estate invest-
ment. However, it could result in 
significantly different strategies, 
and create an investment slow 
down with less turnover, experts 
say.

However, the biggest losers 
might not only be the fat-cat in-
vestors. “The majority of invest-
ment transactions are relatively 
small residential real estate,” at-
torney Scott A. Johnson, of East-
man & Smith’s real estate practice 
group, told GlobeSt.com.

“If a property is cash flow-
ing, and has positive equity, an 
investor will be likely to hold in 
hopes that the capital-gains rate 
is reduced in the future,” Johnson 
predicted.

1031 exchanges explained
The Biden Administration’s 

plan to eliminate the 1031 ex-
change would wipe out an esti-
mated $50 billion in tax breaks 
for investors with a net worth of 
more than $400,000.

However, an end to the 1031 ex-
change could likely reinforce an 
economic slowdown, experts say. 
Repealing 1031 exchanges could 
shrink the economy by more than 
$13 billion, discourage investment 
and lower tax revenue, reports an 
Ernst & Young study.

Under Section 1031 of the IRS 
tax code, sellers of investment 
property may defer capital gains 
taxes on the sale by purchasing 
“like-kind” properties.

Investors utilizing the 1031, or 
“Starker” exchange have 45 days 
to identify new investment prop-
erties. After the investor closes on 
the sale of the old property, he or 
she has 180 days to buy and close

on the newly identified proper-
ty. You could sell an apartment 
building, then buy raw land, or 
swap your ranch for a strip mall 
and pay capital gains taxes down 
the road.

Those “1031 Exchanges aren’t 
just paper transactions involving 
a single investor looking to defer 
tax payments,” noted Inland Real 
Estate Investment Corp. “Instead, 
the investor is able to use the 
funds that otherwise would have 
been earmarked for taxes to make 
upgrades on the property, diver-
sify holdings, and improve their 
community.”

Tax loophole: step-up basis 
Another threat to real estate in-

vestment is the Biden plan to end 
the long-established “step-up” 
basis. A step-up in basis is the re-
adjustment of the value of an ap-
preciated real estate asset for tax 
purposes upon inheritance.

The step-up in basis tax provi-
sion has often been criticized as a 
tax loophole for the ultra-rich and 
wealthy, who take advantage of it 
to eliminate or reduce their tax 
burden on their heirs.

When real estate is passed on to 
a beneficiary, its value is typically 
more than what it was when the 
original owner acquired it. The 
asset receives a step-up in basis 
so that the beneficiary’s capital 
gains tax is minimized. A step-up 
in basis is applied to the cost basis 
of property transferred at death.

Tax basis is the amount of a 
taxpayer’s investment in property 
for tax purposes, typically used 
to calculate figure depreciation, 
amortization, and other property 
dispositions.

For example, let’s suppose an 
investor bought a loft condo in 
2000 for $300,000. When the in-
vestor’s son inherited the loft af-
ter his father’s death, the loft had 
a market value of $500,000.

When the son sold the loft 
for $600,000, his tax basis was 
$500,000. So, he only paid taxes 
on the $100,000 difference be-
tween the selling price and his 
stepped-up basis of $500,000.

If step-up in basis didn’t exist, 
then the son would have had to 
pay taxes on the difference be-
tween the $600,000 selling price 
and the initial buying price of 
$300,000.

An increase in capital gains taxes for the wealthiest individuals doesn’t 
mean an end to real estate investment. 

The step-up in basis tax 
provision has often been 
criticized as a tax loop-
hole for the ultra-rich 
and wealthy, who take 

advantage of it to elimi-
nate or reduce their tax 
burden on their heirs.

Celebrating Mom with balloons and more 

Old Town resident Elaine Frei 
wants to help you celebrate your 
mom in a bright, cheery and joy-
ful way. 

I’m talking about balloons here. 
Big, shiny, beautiful balloons. 
Lot’s of them.

As owner of Luft Balloons, 
345 W. Armitage Ave., Frei says 
her No. 1 mission is to bring joy 
through the art of the balloon. 
And that she has done -- and will 
continue to do -- in a number of 
imaginative ways. 

Not only will she have huge bal-
loons for moms on Mother’s Day, 
but throughout the pandemic, Frei 
has spread happiness throughout 
the city. 

Her thriving business was 
‘gone overnight” when COVID 
forced economic shutdown hit, 
so Frei “put in a call” to her Ins-
tagram community seeking help. 
Like everyone else, she had to get 
creative. 

She put together a Bag of Fun, 
which was a bag full of various-
sized balloons, and, a Crappy 
Happy Bouquet with poop-emoji 
and rainbow balloons, which sig-
nified that through the COVID 
storm and all the poop, there’s 
still a rainbow. 

A month later, Frei designed 
a smiley-face balloon and put it 
outside of her house. It brought 
her “so much joy,” that she fig-
ured maybe other people could 
use some happiness too and that 
people can “connect distantly 
from our houses.” 

So, she took more than 2,000 
balloons and spread them through-

out the community. She mapped 
their locations so that folks out on 
a walk or a drive could go and, 
“find these balloons all over and 
mentally escape.” 

“That was our pivot,” said Frei, 
who opened Luft in 2016. “It pro-
pelled us into balloonosphere.” 

But Frei’s ingenuity and gener-
osity doesn’t end there. She has 
also taken a total of 3,000 bal-
loons with sayings like “You’re 
the best,” on them to six area hos-
pitals. 

“The idea was to give back to 
frontline workers,” said Frei, who 
recently did an installation at 
Rush Hospital commemorating 
its 100,000th COVID vaccine. 
“They’ve gotten so much food, 
but not balloons. That helps our 
grow-and-give mission. We are 
designed to give.” 

She has passed out Black Lives 
Matter balloons and “Increase the 
Peace” balloons after 22-year-old 
Anthony Alvarez was killed. 

“No one can hate balloons,” 
said Frei. “It’s a great way to con-
nect us.” 

During my conversation with 
Frei, I realized that we take bal-
loons for granted. It’s true, they 
do have the ability to turn a frown 
into a smile, instantly. I now have 
a whole new respect for the power 
of the balloon. 

“They tug at that nostalgic child-
hood memory… that first celebra-
tion,” said Frei, a mom of three 
who attended the Rhode Island 
School of Design. “You can be 
any age to enjoy balloons. There’s 
not one person who doesn’t smile. 
Balloons make you celebrate the 
present and the moment. They’re 
not meant to last forever. They’re 
for a time and a moment. They’ve 
always been there.” 

Now Frei has a new initiative 
she was excited to discuss. 

Spread some joy to your favorite 
small business with her “Balloon 
Bomb a Business’’ program.

“Business is really good right 
now and it’s important for me to 
do something,” said Frei. “There 
are so many people hurting. I’m 
trying to figure out how to give 
back. It has been a tumultuous 
time for small businesses and we 
believe it is important they know 
their hard work has been recog-
nized by the community.” 

Frei was eight-years-old when 
she saw a party-scape on the pag-
es of a magazine. She said she has 
been bringing people together in 
celebration ever since. 

“I always loved design and get-
ting people around the table and 
connected,” she said. “I just love 
connecting people.” 

Throughout June, Luft Bal-
loons will have an immersive and 
interactive, large balloon exhibit 
called Love is Love to “make sure 
people keep pushing love.” Frei 
has done a few of these installa-
tions, but this will be her biggest 
yet and she has teamed up with a 
set designer to create it. 

“Balloons are a simple decora-
tion,” Frei says. “Balloons make 
people happy. And the world 
needs a little more of the simple 
and a lot more of the happy.”

Change Lake Shore Dr… huh? 
Change the name of Lake Shore 
Dr. to DuSable Dr.? Nooooo! I’m 
all for honoring Chicago’s found-
er, Jean Baptiste Point DuSable, 
many things in town already bear 
his name, such as DuSable Mu-
seum and DuSable Park.

Proceeds will be used towards 
matching funds to LINK card us-
ers and helping provide neighbors 
in need with healthy food from 
the Glenwood Sunday Market.

Property tax  
assessment time approaching

Like the Swallows returning to Capistra-
no, the Buzzards returning to Hinkley, and 
the Snowbirds returning to Florida, every 
three years the Cook County Assessor’s of-
fice returns to see what the world has done 
to the value of your real estate holdings.

For Chicago’s North Side, that process 
will be getting underway later this month.

Cook County’s property tax system is 
interconnected, and what happens to com-
mercial properties in Franklin Park or 
Chicago Heights, a mansion in Barrington 
Hills or an affordable housing project in  
Rogers Park will impact how we all par-
ticipate in filling the pot needed to fund 
local government.

If one property’s assessed value is too 
low, while others are accurate reflections 
of the market, then that property owner can 
pay less than their fair share of property 
taxes – forcing their neighbors to pick up 
the tab. Distortions like this can hurt the 
average home or business owner. 

In some places, these distortions could 
cost the average homeowner more than 
$1,000 a year in additional property taxes. 
Not only can this destroy wealth by dimin-
ishing the market value of property, but if 
it’s widespread then such a practice could 
lead to unfair taxes, which take millions 
or even tens of millions of dollars out of 
neighborhoods, increasing depopulation 
and vacancy in our communities.

The goal of Cook County Assessor Fritz 
Kaegi and his staff is to eliminate these 
distortions through staff development, bet-
ter property data and assessment model-

ing, improved technology, and legislation 
that helps to divide the cost of government 
services among property owners in every 
community. 

One common misunderstanding is that if 
a property’s assessed value increases, this 
causes the tax bill to increase in a corre-
sponding manner. That is not always the 
case. Your tax bill is generally determined 
by how much your individual taxing bod-
ies spend and the state’s equalizer rate.

At this time, another crucial point de-
serves special emphasis: the restoration of 
fairness in property taxes. 

For decades Chicago Democrats in 
Springfield, led by Mike Madigan and his 
law firm, rigged the system to favor the 
wealthy to the detriment of the middle and 
lower class. A joint investigation released 
in 2017 by the Chicago Tribune and Pro-
Publica Illinois reveals the extent to which 
Madigan & Getzendanner, a law firm 
Madigan founded in 1972, dominates the 
property tax appeals business.

They were not the only law firm benefit-
ing from Springfield’s rigged tax laws, but 
you can bet all the other firms bought tick-

ets to most of Madigan’s fundraisers over 
the decades. (Also high on the list is Klafter 
& Burke, the property tax appeals law firm 
founded by Ald. Ed Burke [14th].)

That domination comes within a Cook 
County property tax system found to dis-
proportionately harm lower-income resi-
dents, due in part to the appeals process.

From 2011 to 2016, Madigan’s firm ap-
pealed property taxes for more than 4,200 
parcels totaling more than $8.6 billion 
in assessed value. No other firm handled 
more value in commercial and industrial 
properties over that time. On those parcels, 
Madigan & Getzendanner won $1.7 billion 
in assessed value reductions from the Cook 
County assessor, a 20% reduction overall. 
Those who were not clients of Madigan’s 
law firm had to make up the difference.

Depending solely on appeals to repair 
our system has the aggregate effect of in-
creasing distortions. A minority of people 
in Cook County use the appeals process, 
and this minority tends to have the most 
wealth, knowledge of the system’s quirks 
and weaknesses, and resources to navigate 
avenues to appeal. The aggregate effect of 
appeals from this minority is to reduce its 
share of the base, thus shifting more of the 
responsibility for property taxes to every-
one else. 

Getting initial assessments right and en-
suring the integrity of the appeals process 
are the keys to making sure the assessment 
system is fair.

Organizers hope to hold the camp 
in person this year but note that, “af-
ter the successful reimagined camp-
at-home in 2020, we know without a 
doubt that new and returning camp-
ers will be acting, singing, dancing, 
and healing again in summer 2021 – 
no matter the form we take.”

Theatre representatives will con-
tact 2021 camp families as logistical 
decisions are made.

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Bold thief caught on tape  
sawing-off catalytic converter  
in Lakeview

Thirteen seconds. Start to finish, 
that’s how long it took a wily thief 
to saw the catalytic converter off 
of a car while lying in the traffic 
lanes of Broadway near Boystown 
April 30. And the whole thing was 
caught on video.

The sun is rising and other driv-
ers are just a half-block away as the 
nimble klepto shimmies under a 
car on the 3100 block of N. Broad-
way around 5:50 a.m. After he’s 
done, he climbs back into the SUV 
that served as his cover and slithers 
away westbound on Briar.

A witness called 911 as it hap-
pened, but cops didn’t have time 
to get there. The same crew sawed 
the catalytic converter off another 
car near Barry and Lake Shore Dr. 
minutes earlier.

As it turns out, the temporary li-
cense plate on the thieves’ Jeep is 
stolen. The Jeep probably is, too, 
cops told the videographer.

Police have repeatedly warned 
residents across the city about 
catalytic converter theft crews in 
recent years. One such warning 
went out just days ago for residents 
of Lincoln Park and Old Town. But 
the crimes unfold quickly. Offend-
ers are rarely caught.

Cops did get lucky on the North-
west Side in early April, though. 
Two alleged catalytic converter 
thieves were arrested and charged. 
Officers seized a gun and two sto-
len converters from the suspects, 
police said.

Catalytic converter thefts are on 
the rise across the country as the 
value of precious metals they con-
tain skyrocket. Thieves use saws to 
remove catalytic converters from 
under vehicles and then sell the de-
vices at scrapyards or on the black 
market for $100 to $200 each. The 
converters, which reduce harm-
ful emissions, are especially valu-
able because they contain small 
amounts of expensive metals.

Uptown man shot  
near Argyle and Kenmore

Argyle St. was bustling in Up-
town when a gunman emerged 
from a car and opened fire shortly 
after noon May 1. One bullet struck 
a 28-year-old man in the shoulder, 
police said. No arrests have been 
made. The victim was near a side-
walk on Kenmore Ave. just north of 
Argyle when he heard gunfire and 
realized he had been shot.

Witnesses said the shooter 
emerged from a dark-colored se-
dan with Arizona plates before he 
began firing. After shooting, he 
returned to the car, which sped 
away northbound, according to 
witnesses.

The victim ran to a nearby dry 
cleaning business for help. He was 
taken to Advocate Illinois Masonic 
Medical Center in good condition.

Saturday’s victim is the second 
person shot in Uptown this week. 
On April 27, a 40-year-old man was 
shot in the arm behind the Uptown 
Theatre around 3:57 a.m., accord-
ing to police. That victim did not 
initially cooperate with investiga-
tors.

So far this year, three people 
have been shot in the Uptown 
community area. That compares to 
seven victims year-to-date in 2020 
and four victims year-to-date in 
2019.

Six-time, 70-year-old burglar 
charged with trying to break into 
Boystown apartment complex

Two men face burglary charges 
after a Boystown resident allegedly 
saw them trying to break into an 
apartment building.

A woman called 911 around 5 
p.m. April 25 because she saw a man 
standing near her car while another 
man tried to pry open the front 
door of the apartment complex on 
the 600 block of W. Buckingham, 
prosecutors said.

Calvin Lomax, 70, repeatedly tried 
to force the door open while Mi-
chael Kidd, 64, maintained lookout, 

according to 
prosecutors. 
Lomax was 
unable to 
get into the 
building, so 
he and Kidd 
walked away 
—  but not 
before the 
witness took 

pictures of them with her phone, 
prosecutors said.

Cops located the men about a 
block away. Lomax had a pry bar in 
one pocket, another pry bar in his 
groin area, and two stolen pack-
ages in a bag he was carrying, ac-
cording to a CPD report. Kidd had a 
3’ bolt cutter in a bag, too, prosecu-
tors said. Police allegedly found pry 
marks on the apartment building’s 
door frame.

According to state records, Lo-
max has been sentenced to a com-
bined 70 years in prison since 1982 
for various felonies, including rob-
beries and multiple burglaries. In 
fact, he is currently on parole for 
burglary, prosecutors said.

Prosecutors charged both men 
with attempted burglary and pos-
session of burglary tools. Lomax is 
also charged with theft.

Judge David Navarro gave both 
men recognizance bonds in the 
case. But Lomax will be held with-
out bail while the state considers 
revoking his parole. He’ll have to go 
onto electronic monitoring if he be-
comes eligible for release, Navarro 
said.

CTA train system  
has more robberies this year 
than many pre-COVID years

CTA train passengers are be-
ing robbed this year at a rate far 
higher than many recent years — 
and that’s even though ridership 
is down sharply during the COVID 
pandemic. But better collabora-
tion between police and the transit 
agency is leading to more arrests, 
too.

Through April 20, Chicago police 
logged 94 robberies on CTA trains, 
platforms, and stations citywide, ac-
cording to city data. That’s equal to 
or more than the number of cases 
recorded during many recent years 
with normal ridership levels. There 
were 125 incidents during the pe-
riod last year, 119 in 2019, and 105 
in 2013.

Most recently, a 35-year-old 
man was punched in the head and 
robbed by an offender who ap-
proached him on a CTA train near 
the Clark-Lake station in the Loop 
around 7:05 p.m. April 29, a CPD 
spokesperson said.

Earlier in the week, a 23-year-old 
man was stabbed and robbed on a 
Purple Line train at Adams-Wabash. 

And a 29-year-old woman was robbed 
at knifepoint by the same offender 
on a Brown Line train near Merchan-
dise Mart the next day. Police have 
charged a 15-year-old boy in those 
Thursday night attacks.

Police this year have made a signifi-
cant number of arrests in connection 
with violent crimes on the train sys-
tem after improving its collaboration 
with CTA on investigations and in-
progress crimes.

On April 12, prosecutors charged a 
five-time convicted robber with vio-
lently attacking two women in sepa-
rate robberies on the Blue Line.

The next day, a 29-year-old man 
was charged with robbing two 
women as they sat on a bench at the 
Roosevelt Red Line station April 25. 
Prosecutors say Darrell Wyatt pointed 
a gun at one victim’s chest while three 
juveniles, including a 13-year-old boy, 
helped him rob the women.

During one week this month, po-
lice arrested three people who are 
accused of committing separate rob-
beries on the train lines downtown.

And yet another CTA robbery sus-
pect was arrested at the Jackson Red 
Line CTA platform April 28 after police 
surveillance camera operators recog-
nized him from an earlier attack.

Man robs woman at River North 
gas station — then runs  
right into the arms of cops

Who needs a foot chase when there 
are crooks as dumb as this guy?

It all started in Old Town around 
3:45 p.m. April 29 when a 22-year-old 
Amazon driver left the keys in his de-
livery van while dropping off a pack-
age in the 200 block of W. Goethe. As 
you’ve probably already concluded, 
someone jumped into the unattend-
ed van and drove away with it.

Cops tracked the truck’s GPS sig-
nals and found it abandoned on the 
100 block of W. Superior about an 
hour later.

Around the same time, less than 
a block away, a 59-year-old woman 
walked out of a gas station while 
counting money in her hands on the 
700 block of N. Wells, Officer Ronald 
Westbrooks said. As you’ve probably 
already concluded, a man grabbed 
her money, fought her for control of 
it, and then ran down a nearby alley, 
according to Westbrooks.

Guess what was happened at the 
other end of that alley? Once again, 
you’re right! He essentially ran into 
the arms of cops who were inspecting 
the stolen Amazon truck. They took 
him into custody and recovered the 
woman’s money, Westbrooks said.

Charges are pending against the 
robber, but police are still looking for 
the guy who stole the Amazon truck. 
CPD did not release a description of 
him.

Woman jumped, robbed  
inside her Lakeview  
apartment building

A woman was jumped and robbed 
inside her apartment building near 
Boystown April 29, police said. Detec-
tives are looking for the offender.

The 27-year-old woman was in a 
common area of her apartment com-
plex in the 600 block of W. Grace when 
the man grabbed her from behind 
around 11:40 a.m., CPD spokesperson 
Kellie Bartoli said.

He covered the woman’s mouth 
with his hand, took her property, and 
ran from the building, Bartoli contin-
ued. The woman declined medical 
attention. She rode around the area 
with police as they searched for the 
suspect, but they did not find him.

Bartoli said the offender is a White 
male between 20- and 40-years-old. 
Officers at the scene said he stood 
about 5’-11” tall and wore a black coat 
and mask.

Area Three detectives are investi-
gating.

CTA knife attacker  
in custody, and he’s 15

A 15-year-old boy is in custody, ac-
cused of attacking a CTA passenger 
with a knife during a robbery aboard 
the Purple Line downtown last week. 
The same teen is also charged with 
robbing a woman on another “L” train 
downtown the next day — and using 
a knife to threaten a CTA employee 
who tried to intervene.

Police said the suspect was arrest-
ed when he entered the Wentworth 
District police station in Fuller Park 
around 4:16 p.m. April 29.

On April 26, the teen brandished a 
knife and robbed a 23-year-old man of 
his phone as they rode a Purple Line 
train near Adams-Wabash around 7:18 
p.m., according to police. After the 
victim complied, the robber demand-
ed the phone’s passcode and stabbed 
the victim, police said.

“All I can think about is him scream-
ing for my password and me trying 
not to get stabbed while also figuring 
out what he was saying,” the victim 
wrote in a Reddit post. “I didn’t know 
what the ‘password’ was… until I real-
ized he meant my phone. The wounds 
were minor, but I’m still in shock.”

Around 10:45 a.m. April 27, the 
teen again brandished a knife to rob 
a 29-year-old woman as they rode a 
southbound Brown Line train from 
the Merchandise Mart, according to a 
CPD report. He allegedly threatened a 
51-year-old CTA worker with the knife 
and ordered him not to interfere with 
the robbery.

According to witnesses, the offend-
er got off at Washington and Wells, 
then dumped his distinctive jacket, 
a knife, and other property in a West 
Loop building and fled into Union 
Station. Just hours later, CPD released 
images of the suspect in a public bul-
letin about Monday’s robbery.

Prosecutors charged the teenager 
with two felony counts of armed 
robbery with a dangerous weapon, 
felony aggravated battery to a transit 
employee and misdemeanor assault 
to a transit employee.

Man shot behind Uptown Theatre
A 40-year-old man flagged down 

a fire department ambulance after 
someone shot him in Uptown April 
27, police said. No arrests have been 
made.

The victim caught the attention of 
the passing ambulance crew as he ran 
south on Broadway from Lawrence 
around 3:57 a.m., according to CPD 
spokesperson Karie James. They took 
him to Advocate Illinois Masonic Med-
ical Center for treatment of a gunshot 
wound to his left forearm, James said.

Investigators followed a blood trail 
and found an apparent crime scene 
behind the Uptown Theatre on the 
4800 block of N. Magnolia, not far 
from where the victim lives. Cops who 
spoke with the victim said he was un-
cooperative. Area Three detectives 
are investigating.

CPD arrest records show the man 
has been arrested five times in the 
past six months and eight times in the 
past year for charges including bat-
tery, domestic battery, assault, and 
aggravated assault. He is the second 
person to be shot in Uptown so far 
this year, which is far fewer than the 
neighborhood has seen at this point 
in any recent year.

Lyft driver carjacked in the Loop
Three teenagers carjacked a Lyft 

driver as he waited for a passenger in 
the Loop May 2, police said. No arrests 
have been made.

The 35-year-old victim was waiting 
in his car on the 300 block of S. Dear-
born when three young males walked 
up to the car around 4:35 a.m., CPD 
spokesperson Sally Bown said. One 
of the offenders opened the driver’s 
door, took the keys from the ignition, 
and ordered the driver out of the car, 
according to Bown. The driver com-
plied.

At that point, all three of the teens 
reportedly got into the man’s black 
2015 Chevy Cruze and drove away.

The victim said the carjackers are 
three Black males who are about 16-
years-old, Each of them wore masks.

Area Three detectives are investi-
gating.

Bungling burglars busted  
after cops see them walking  
out of house with crowbar

Two bungling burglars face a fresh 
round of felony charges after cops 
allegedly saw them walking out of 
a Lincoln Park home with a crowbar 
April 29.

According to prosecutors, an offi-
cer who saw Anthony Miller and Gino 
Wanko walk out of the house on the 
2200 block of N. Lakewood trailed 
them in his car while backup units de-
scended on the area.

Miller approached a man who was 
sitting in a car and asked the driver for 
a ride while reaching through the ve-
hicle’s driver’s side window, prosecu-
tors said. The driver had other ideas. 
Believing that Miller, 23, was about to 
carjack him, the man slammed his car 
into reverse, sending Miller flying to 
the pavement, according to prosecu-
tors. A cop took the opportunity to 
arrest Miller.

Meanwhile, other officers allegedly 
saw Wanko, 22, hopping fences in the 
area. They arrested him after a brief 
foot chase.

Surveillance video from a home in 
the area shows Miller and Wanko get-
ting out of a car and entering the vic-
tim’s home, prosecutors said. The car 
left while they were inside, according 
to the allegations. Another surveil-
lance camera allegedly captured im-
ages of Miller changing clothes in a 
gangway after the incident.

Prosecutors said nothing appeared 
to be taken from the home, but the 
front door was damaged, and some 
desks and drawers were rifled inside. 
In fact, one of the burglars apparently 
lost money on the project by leaving 
a pair of sunglasses inside the home, 
according to a CPD report.

Miller is charged with unlawful ve-
hicular invasion and residential bur-
glary. He has a pending aggravated 
battery case in DuPage County and 
a pending theft case in Cook County, 
prosecutors said. Judge John Lyke or-
dered him held without bail for violat-
ing the terms of bail in the theft case 
and set bail at $50,000 in the Lincoln 
Park case. Miller will have to go on 
electronic monitoring if he manages 
to get released, Lyke said.

Wanko, who has another residen-
tial burglary case pending, was held 
in lieu of $5,000 bail for the new case. 
He’ll need to go onto electronic mon-
itoring if he can post a $500 deposit 
bond. But he won’t be able to do that 
right away. Lyke ordered him held 
without bail for violating the terms of 
bail in the earlier burglary case. News tips?

Prosecutors have charged a 
third man in connection with 
the May 30, 2020, carjacking of 
a driver in Lincoln Park. Leon-
ard Johnson, 22, is charged with 
vehicular hijacking and robbery. 
Judge Mary Marubio ordered him 
held without bail.

According to the allegations, 
a 27-year-old man was sitting in 
his car on the 900 block of W. Ar-
mitage when Johnson and Isaiah 
McMiller, 21, pulled him from his 
car and robbed him along with 
21-year-old Joseph Perry.

The three men then drove away 
with the victim’s car and used his 
credit card about an hour later at a 
gas station near Aurora, prosecu-
tors said. CPD detectives alleged-
ly recognized Johnson, McMiller, 
and Perry in the service station’s 
surveillance footage. Prosecutors 
said the victim also identified the 
men in photo line-ups.

Johnson previously received 
a three-year prison sentence for 
robbing a man at the Grand Red 
Line CTA station in the summer 
of 2018. Prosecutors said he was 
on parole at the time of the car-
jacking.

In that case, Johnson was iden-
tified as the “primary aggressor” 
in a group that surrounded the 
victim on the subway platform, 
demanded his wallet, and then 
tried to withdraw money from an 
ATM in the station, according to 
prosecutors.

McMiller and Perry also have 
criminal backgrounds. In fact, 
they were charged with robbing 

a man together in West Ridge in 
2018. That victim, age 54, told 
police Perry and McMiller were 
two members of a group that 
mugged him on the 2000 block 
of W. Devon. CPD bodycams re-
corded McMiller telling cops that 
“Joseph” had the victim’s stolen 
phone.

Perry is also seen on bodycam 
footage telling cops, “I did not 
take the phone, but I was there… 
Isaiah [McMiller] took it and gave 
it to me afterward.” Perry had the 
victim’s phone, police said.

Less than a month later, Judge 
Marvin Luckman accepted a 
guilty plea to reduced charges of 
theft from Perry and McMiller 
in exchange for sentences of 18-
months court supervision and six 

days of community service, ac-
cording to court records.

At the time of the carjack-
ing, Perry had just been released 
from Cook County jail due to 
concerns of rapidly spreading 
COVID cases among inmates. He 
had been jailed since May 2019 
while awaiting trial on allega-
tions of battering a convenience 
store clerk during a robbery on 
the 5700 block of N. Broadway.

McMiller, who was charged 
with the carjacking last Septem-
ber, subsequently posted $5,000 
to get out of jail. He then landed a 
job as a security guard at a retail 
store and shot a co-worker a few 
weeks ago, prosecutors said.

He is currently being held with-
out bail on that charge.

Third man charged  
with Lincoln Park carjacking

The decision to accept or reject 
donated lights to illuminate the 
athletic fields at Lincoln Square’s 
16-acre Gideon Welles Park, 
2333 W. Sunnyside Ave., was 
postponed after proponents and 
opponents discussed the matter, 
sometimes contentiously, at an 
April 26 meeting of the Welles 
Park Advisory Council [WPAC], 
the park’s officially-sanctioned 
volunteer group. 

At the close of the meeting, the 
president of the park’s advisory 
said the WPAC would not make a 
decision, that they decided to table 
the matter. A “tabled” meeting of 
an official Chicago Park District 
[CPD] body seemed to indicate 
the discussion would only be 
picked up again at the next pub-
lic meeting. Afterwards, however, 
some members of WPAC’s offi-
cers, the CPD and officials from 
the office of Ald. Matt Martin 
[47th] continued the discussion 
with the possibility that a com-
promise could be presented to the 
public.

The next regularly scheduled 
meeting of the park’s advisory 
council will take place virtually, 
7 p.m. Monday, May 11. No agen-
da has yet been posted, so it’s not 
known if the lights will again be 
a topic of discussion.

Aaron Durnbaugh, the presi-
dent of the park’s volunteer advi-
sory executive council, confirmed 
that these discussions did take 
place, suggesting a different word 

Decision on Welles Park lights postponed
should have been used when they 
did not take a vote.

“The vote to support, oppose 
or have no position was tabled. 
Maybe “postponed” would have 
been a better word, but that was 
the motion that was offered,” (by 
executive council member Sherry 
Skalko) said Durnbaugh. “We 
did agree to provide the survey 
results and a set of concerns that 
the members of the WPAC agreed 
upon with the CPD, the Alder-
man, and Welles Park Parents’ 
Association [WPPA]. This was 
discussed at the meeting as a way 
to convey the results of the survey 
and public meeting process.”

The CPD confirmed it was 
aware of the ongoing discussions 
that have been taking place.

“The community process is 
ongoing with Ald. Martin, the 
WPPA, the WPAC and the com-
munity on plans to install the 
lights. Based on a survey of more 
than 1,000 [people], support for 
the project is divided,” said Mi-
chele Lemons, the CPD’s director 
of communications.

During the Zoom meeting, 
advocates for the installation of 
the lights (funded by the WPPA) 
have said the lights will allow the 
WPPA to grow and will enable 
more children to have the oppor-
tunity to play in the WPPA’s base-
ball and softball leagues. Those 
opposing the installation of the 
lights believe they will dramati-
cally alter an already difficult 
parking situation in the surround-
ing area if games continue well 

into the evening. 
Opponents say the move is pre-

mature because the overall impact 
of the lights remains unknown. 
While the lights the WPPA has 
proposed are being described as 
more “friendly” because the light 
is cast directly down onto the ath-
letic fields, still no parks within 
the CPD presently use this type 
of lighting. Lemons stressed CPD 
officials have not made any deci-
sion about the lights.

“The WPPA has proposed a 
plan to install lights on two of the 
park’s five ballfields. It is impor-
tant to note, no final decision has 
been approved. The CPD will be 
working with the WPPA on this 
proposal and will continue to 
engage the community to ensure 
that all interests are heard and 
considered before moving for-
ward,” Lemon said.

The lights have been pitched as 
necessary to ensure the contin-
ued health of the WPPA’s popu-
lar youth baseball and softball 
leagues. Once installed, however, 
the lights will become a CPD 
amenity and will be available to 
all users, including adult softball 
leagues and concerts.

Residents surrounding Welles 
Park who have contacted this 
newspaper say they continue to 
be concerned about being able 
to park on their own block when 
more cars will start appearing 
in the evening, especially since 
a city’s parking lots nearby may 
soon be lost.

you’re looking at 15 years in prison with no 
probation,” Lyke continued. “So, basically, 
they’re saying they’re tired of you, sir.”

The judge set bail for Razo at $75,000 
and ordered him to go onto electronic 
monitoring if he can post a 10% deposit.

Two nights later, around 9:10 p.m. April 
29, cops wandered through the parking 
garage again and found a minivan run-
ning with no front license plate, prosecu-
tors said. When officers looked inside the 
van, they allegedly saw a scale, 44 grams 
of cannabis, and small plastic baggies.

Jacob Smith, 32, was in the driver’s 
seat and the butt of a loaded handgun was 
sticking out of the back of a passenger seat, 
prosecutors said.

Both the victim, age 29, and the alleged 
offender were treated at Northwestern Me-
morial Hospital, but police did not elabo-
rate on the suspect’s injuries.

On Sunday night, police also arrested 
a homeless man who allegedly interfered 
in CPD efforts to manage another wave of 
teen antics.

Prosecutors said officers who were 
watching large groups of rambunctious 
teens saw several of them enter a 7-Eleven 
store near Lake and Wabash. An officer 
went inside and advised the clerk to clear 
out the store and lock the doors for a little 
while until the situation calmed down.

That’s when Donnell Taylor, 34, alleg-
edly approached the cops and told them 
to leave the kids alone. Taylor allegedly 
refused to leave police alone and ignored 

their orders to step away. He then balled up 
his hand and cocked his arm while threat-
ening to “f*ck up” the police officers, ac-
cording to prosecutors. The cops arrested 
Taylor and charged him with misdemeanor 
assault.

“I was really protecting and telling the 
kids good advice,” Taylor insisted during 
a bond court hearing Monday. He has four 
other misdemeanor cases pending, includ-
ing two for battery and two for criminal 
trespass to state-supported land. Taylor told 
Judge Charles Beach that he picked up the 
trespassing charges because he’s homeless 
and sometimes sleeps in a Metra station.

Beach expressed sympathy for Taylor’s 
situation but ordered him held in lieu of 
$5,000 on each of three violation of bail 
bond petitions and another $5,000 on the 
new case. A different judge will review 
Taylor’s bond on May 5, Beach said.

Smith is charged with aggravated unlaw-
ful use of a weapon, manufacture-delivery 
of cannabis, and a motor vehicle title viola-
tion.
