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Deadline set for Lake Point Tower
penthouse bankruptcy sale

5,200-square-foot,
70th floor space
currently home to Cité

Two months ago this newspa-
per ran an unusual foreclosure
notice, that listed multiple Prop-
erty Identification Numbers, for
one of the most unique properties
on the North Side.

They were for the 70th floor
penthouse at Lake Point Tower.

Now, a bidding deadline of
Aug. 1 has been set for the bank-
ruptcy sale of the circular unit at
the top of the signature lakefront
tower.

Hilco Real Estate was hired to
sell the 5,200-square-foot space,
which is currently home to Cité,
a 142-seat restaurant. The broker
previously planned to market the
property to restaurant operators,
but is also willing to sell it to a
buyer to convert to a condomin-
ium, since the building is zoned
residential.

“I can, without exaggeration,
say there is truly no other space
in the entire City of Chicago that
compares to the 70th floor of Lake
Point Tower,” Steve Madura, se-
nior vice president at Hilco Real

Estate, said in a release. “From
the penthouse, it feels like the
building is in the center of Lake
Michigan. While it may continue
operating as a restaurant offer-
ing guests a spectacular dining
experience, [ believe there will
be significant interest in convert-
ing the space into a one-of-a-kind
personal residence...a veritable
castle in the sky.”

Hilco has not publicly posted a
price for the space, but a Compass
listing marketing the property for
residential purposes lists it at $4

million.

Real estate investor and for-
mer first lady of New York State
Evangeline Gouletas owns the
restaurant. A bankruptcy trustee
hired the broker to sell the strug-
gling eatery, ending a long battle
between Gouletas and her lend-
ers.

The Gouletas venture that owns
Cité owes almost $6.1 million to
its creditors, including Republic
Bank of Chicago, which filed to

Pristine LLC hopes to construct
a new three-story, 15,000 square
foot addition to Millennium Park
Plaza at the corner of N. Michigan
Ave. and E. Randolph St. where
the former La Strada restaurant
stood.

includes a 1,000 square foot
outdoor terrace along its west
side.

‘Casino regulatory-approval process untrustworthy’

As critics continue to shoot
it down, dark clouds hang over
Mayor Lori Lightfoot’s much-bal-
lyhooed  “casino-for-dummies”
choice.

“The mayor and her allies
are outright lying about the two
claimed important benefits of the
casino: that it provides a solution
to the city’s worsening pension
crisis, and that it will enable the

Not very ur-
bane. Not very civilized.

It didn’t take long for the ri-
diculous behaviors of our fellow
lunchers to become the talk of
our tables. But there was only
so much you could say.

The t-shirts and baseball caps
on many male diners was another
blow for civilized living. People

As fate would have it, a man’s life may
have been saved Monday by a life ring
after he fell into Lake Michigan at North
Avenue beach.

Just before 6 a.m., the man fell into the
lake and was able to get out, because of the
life ring being tossed his way. It’s as if it
were a sign from God!

Thanks to the life ring that was recent-
ly installed there, the man is expected to
recover. This is something water safety
advocates - and this reporter - have been
fighting for for years, proving beyond a
doubt that 19-year-old Miguel Cisneros did
not die in vain.

Prompted by the intense public outcry
following his drowning death last August
off the pier at Pratt Ave. in Rogers Park,
on June 2, Gov. JB Pritzker signed HB4165
into law, marking the creation of the Lake
Michigan Rescue Equipment Act.

The act, introduced by North Side Rep.
Kelly Cassidy [14th], requires both private
and government-owned piers and drop-off
points to be outfitted with easily-accessi-
ble, public rescue equipment such as flota-
tion devices. It also requires local govern-
ments to post warnings in high-incident
areas and standardizes reporting of drown-
ing incidents to the Illinois Dept. of Public
Health.

“The stories of recent drownings on Lake
Michigan are both tragic and preventable,”
Gov. Pritzker said in a statement. “This
law will protect countless families from
experiencing those same terrible losses
and ensure a safer Lake Michigan for the
thousands of Illinoisans who enjoy it every
year.”

Knowing that this is the law gives me
some sense of comfort. I see the life rings
on the beach and I'm grateful to know that
now, if someone like Miguel is drowning,
there will at least be a chance to try and
save them.

And you may not know this, but this
newspaper led the way in reporting about
Miguel and the need for life safety equip-

ment at the lakefront. Other media -- the
big boys --came along weeks later, flexing
their muscle.

But there were many people in on this
effort, which made me think of what
anthropologist Margaret Mead once said:
“Never doubt that a small group of thought-
ful, committed citizens can change the
world. Indeed it’s the only thing that ever
has.” This is a shining example of Mead’s
concept.

Miguel’s family and the Rogers Park
community advocated for increased
water safety measures after Miguel’s
tragic accident and several other inci-
dents in the neighborhood in recent years.
That includes the 2018 drowning death of
13-year-old Darihanne Torres. That
sad July day, West Ridge resident Halle
Quezada was on the beach with her kids,
frantically searching for something that
could float, “while helplessly watching
a child fatally submerge and witnessing
several would-be-rescuers turn into
victims needing rescuing themselves.”

In response, Quezada co-founded the
Chicago Alliance for Waterfront Safety.
She also helped Rep. Cassidy draft the new
law.

“This weekend, I stood in front of a life
ring at that same spot and whispered to the
13-year-old girl we lost, ‘This is for you,”
said Quezada. “Of course, it is too late
for her and I will never stop wishing this
could bring her back, but her legacy will
live in this law, ensuring that when the un-
thinkable unfolds, we will have a fighting
chance at survival.”

Swimming season is upon us, SO remem-
ber, drownings often happen quickly and

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with little noise. Public safety officials
recommend using wearable flotation de-
vices, closely monitoring children at play,
and assessing weather conditions careful-
ly before swimming. Please do all of the
above.

Congratulations to everyone who made
this happen, including Miguel’s mom,
Maria Diaz, who lost a big chunk of her
heart that day but still managed, through
unimaginable and intense grief, to fight for
something that might have saved her be-
loved son’s life had it already been in place
-- a simple safety ring.

“Im grateful to all the advocates,
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especially the Cisneros family, who turned
their grief into action and brought us to
this day,” said Rep. Cassidy.

The passage of this law is an example
of how democracy should work, said Ald.
Maria Hadden [49th].

“Thank you to the community leaders
who implored us to do more to prevent
further tragedies at our lakefront,” Hadden
said. “Having this new standard for safety
is the right thing to do to save lives.”

Amen to that.

* A reporter investigating Rhon’s
alleged drug use was assassi-
nated, and employees of Rhon’s
dog-racing track were conV1cted
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and ties to drug trafficking
for the Mexican cartels as accept-
able, it demonstrates even further
why the citizens of Chicago can’t
trust the Lightfoot administra-
tion,” said Zach Savella Stallard,
of Stop Predatory Gambling II-
linois.

Lightfoot’s claim that the “ca-
sino regulatory-approval process
will protect our communities” is
untrustworthy, Stallard said.

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Connors Park to be restored

One of the most beloved
people-watching spaces
on Near North Side

The pandemic was not good for
people and parks, and one of the
Near North Side’s beloved pocket
parks got hit hard.

Connors Park, 861 N. Wabash
Ave. / 41 E. Chestnut, is set for a
rehab and return to its former glo-
ry as a premier people-watching
space.

The park is formed on a triangle
of land bounded by Rush, Wabash
and Chestnut streets. Connors
Park is a small 0.34 acre pocket
plaza surrounded by wealth, clout
and people... lots of people. Yes,
sometimes things in Chicago ac-
tually do work. Even in the Gold
Coast.

Nothing says that louder than
the planned renaissance of Con-
nors Park. The time is just ripe
to reinvent an important piece of
neighborhood greenery. And for
an important partnership between
nearby commercial enterprises
and local government.

Recently Truluck Restaurant
opened across the street from
Connors Park. General man-
ager John Damas has sought to
develop a lasting plan for the
park’s restoration. He’s had beau-
ty on his mind.

Truluck has led the way with
an aggressive campaign to recruit
support - and funds - for sprucing
up the environment at their end of
Rush St.

The work started with the
make-over of their own grand
outdoor patio space. Second on
his list was the restoration of the
surrounding Connors Park across
the street.

A new commercial enterprise,
Jeni’s Ice Cream, a high-end ice
cream establishment will soon
open on the park’s commercial
space. They too have concerns
about the park and have displayed
lots of goodwill to reshape the
grandeur of the park.

Jeni’s new location is perfect
for summer city strolls, through
some of the busiest people-watch-
ing streets in the city. The project
recently received the permits nec-
essary to move forward.

“Ald. Brendan Reilly [42nd]
has also been remarkable in lend-
ing a hand and voice from the
start,” said Damas. “He has been
enormously cooperative, provid-
ing significant leadership. So too
has the Chicago Park District
[CPD].”

Now each has secured the funds
necessary to complete a restora-
tion of the park. The alderman
has secured a working budget
contribution of some $60,000
from the city. And the CPD
has guaranteed $45,000 for the
restoration. The bids are in and
the plan has begun.

No one would be more happy
about this than the man after
whom it is named, former long-
time Illinois State Sen. William
J.Connors (1892 -1961), affection-
ately known as “Bacci” Connors.
Connors rose from deputy munic-
ipal court bailiff to state senator,
serving seven terms and acting as

senate minority leader.

You might not be familiar with
this powerful Illinois political
powerhouse from Chicago’s past,
but you might have been familiar
with his daughter, Chicago Sun-
Times columnist Dorsey Con-
ners. An early star of Chicago
television.

The senator was an important
leader in all Gold Coast affairs.
His political partner was former
42nd Ward Ald. Dorsey Crowe.
Together they managed the com-
ings and goings of local life to
build a sturdy, healthy neighbor-
hood of elegance and refinement.

Connors Park is nearly as old as
the city itself. The City of Chicago
acquired the tiny triangle of land
from an early subdivider in 1848.
The city retained jurisdiction until
1959, when it transferred the park
to the CPD. Over its long history,
the property was known as both

AIDS Garden Chicago debuts along North Side lakefront

Nearly 20 years after Ald. Tom Tunney
[44th] began talking about creating a me-
morial to the lives lost during the AIDS
epidemic, the longtime Lakeview busi-
nessman stood with other luminaries on a
stretch of lakefront just south of Belmont
Harbor on June 2.

Tunney was there for the grand opening
of AIDS Garden Chicago, a new 2.5-acre
park anchored by artist Keith Haring’s 30-
foot sculpture, “Self-Portrait.”

“Many of the people here have been in

the trenches for, God bless, 40 years,” Tun-
ney remembered. “40 years plus actually.”

“This is what this garden is about,” he
continued. “Education, resilience and mak-
ing sure that this type of pandemic or crisis
never happens again with government in-
difference for the first 10 years.”

Haring’s towering sculpture was installed
in late 2019, but progress on the memorial
slowed when the COVID-19 pandemic ar-
rived months later.

The garden is located on a stretch of land

where the gay community gathered for de-
cades on the “Belmont Rocks,” limestone
boulders that protected the shoreline from
Lake Michigan’s waves. The Army Corps
of Engineers replaced the rocks with the
current cement revetment shortly after
Tunney became alderman in 2003.

“This is a memorial to those guys and the
thousands of folks who died from AIDS,”
State Rep. Greg Harris [13th] said at the
grand opening. Harris was diagnosed with
HIV in 1988.

Mayor Lori Lightfoot remembered vis-
iting the Belmont Rocks as a law school
student.

“This spot really means a lot to me
personally. I came here after my first Pride
Parade and I was amazed to see what felt
like a sea of beautiful, diverse human-
ity, hanging out, dancing, playing music,
barbecuing. I’d never seen or experienced
anything like that before,” Lightfoot
recalled.

Plan Commission virtually approves
destruction of historic church building

Architect’s work linked
to 1893 World'’s Fair design

In a virtual meeting held on May 26, the
eight-member Chicago Plan Commission
[CPC] approved a developer’s plans which
will allow the demolition of a 120-year-
old Lincoln Park church building which
incorporates design features from a build-
ing its architect had designed for the 1893
World’s Columbian Exposition.

Located at 2700-2717 N. Pine Grove
Ave., development company Ogden Part-
ners will incorporate the south, east and
west facades of the existing building of the
2nd Church of Christ [Christian Science]
congregation into what will become a six-
story residential building with 22 residen-
tial units

Among those who had been advocating
for the preservation of the historic build-
ing had been the members of Preservation
Chicago, a non-profit architectural preser-
vation advocacy group which had sought
re-use of the building.

“While it’s notable that the fagcades of
architect Solon S. Beman’s Christian Sci-
ence Church will remain standing, it is
unfortunate that the entire orange rated
building could not be preserved. The work
of Beman is honored and revered on the
South Side for what today is our Pullman
National Monument Park, but obviously
discounted in Lincoln Park, where only
the exterior shell will be preserved and
the larger building demolished. This is
extremely unfortunate,” said Ward Miller,
the group’s executive director.

The property will also include worship
space in the existing foyer for the dwin-
dling congregation of the Christian Sci-
ence Church. The new building will elimi-
nate a surface parking lot but will add 31
underground parking spaces. These spaces
will be accessed through an alley entrance,
not through a curb cut.

“One would assume that the congrega-
tion would [have wanted] to preserve what
many would consider as part of a national
treasure in Chicago. However, it appears
that monetizing the site may have been a
priority, even over a community cultural
center, which could have been the ultimate

gift by this religious congregation to the
Lincoln Park Community. So, it’s a missed
opportunity. We had found a major philan-
thropic Chicago-based foundation that was
willing to sponsor this proposed Lincoln
Park community center,” said Miller.

Principal of Ogden Partners is Mark
Ordower, who happens to serve as a board
member on the Near South Planning Board
[NSPB], a delegate agency of the city’s
neighborhood business development pro-
gram which serves the city’s South Loop
neighborhood, and which has a stated pur-
pose of attracting and retaining neighbor-
hood businesses.

The agency includes some of the city’s
most prominent developers and architects,
including Ernest Wong, chair of the city’s
Commission on Landmarks. The CPC and
the Commission on Chicago Landmarks
both are within the Dept. of Planning and
Development [DPD].

The CPC is responsible for the review of
proposals that involve the Lakefront Pro-
tection Ordinance and the historic church
property’s proximity to the lakefront trig-
gered the review process.

Miller said his group is disheartened Or-
dower’s plan will cause the destruction of
a building which echoes Beman’s award-
winning Merchant’s Tailor Building from
the 1893 World’s Columbian Exposition,
which had also been built in an architec-
tural style known as Classical Revival.

For decades afterward, Christian Sci-
ence congregations around the country fol-
lowed Beman’s lead as they built their own
church buildings in the same style.

“This plan could have been another major
institution in Lincoln Park, but will now be
a new residential building, springing from
the shell of a former Landmark-quality
temple, which should have been a Desig-
nated Chicago Landmark,” said Miller.

Houses of worship are exempted from
Chicago Landmark Status ostensibly to
not cause an undue financial burden.
Miller said too many of Chicago’s historic
churches have been lost and Preservation
Chicago is urging the Chicago City Coun-
cil to reconsider the city’s religious build-
ings ordinance.

“Looking to the future, we need to re-
peal the 1987 Religious Buildings Ordi-
nance, which exempts houses of worship
from being given Chicago Landmark Sta-

tus, without the consent of the owner. No
other building type must conform to this
special provision of the landmarks ordi-
nance, except these houses of worship,
which are also tax exempt to our city’s tax
base,” said Miller.

For many, houses of worship provide a
sense of permanence to their neighborhood
and for generations, Miller added, they have
been actual landmarks for residents.

Chicago police seized 11 illegal
guns at North Ave. Beach over the
Memorial Day holiday weekend,
CPD Supt. David Brown said
May 31. At least 13 adults, all
men, were charged with felony
gun possession at the beach on
May 30. They appeared in felony
bond court May 31 before, coinci-
dentally, Judge Charles Beach.

It was another social media
mob gathering of young people,
promoted on social media as a
“2000s themed cookout beach
takeover.” On May 11, another
mob party was called at North
Ave. Beach, which was broken
up by the police, only to see the
youths spill into the Gold Coast
and Old Town areas, with bad be-
havior going on for hours.

While Brown credited his de-
partment’s “enhanced security
protocols” for the gun seizures,
all but two of the individuals
charged were caught when they
allegedly tried to bring firearms
through checkpoints at the beach
entrances — or ran away from the
checkpoints when cops asked to
look inside their bags.

Police established the check-
points to prevent alcohol from
being brought onto the beach,
according to prosecutors. A
sign posted near one checkpoint

warned beachgoers that bags were
subject to search and cited a city
ordinance against having alcohol-
ic beverages on park property.

Officers began making gun ar-
rests shortly after the checkpoints
were set up, and were then pelted
by glass bottles thrown by rowdy
partygoers.

Several of the men arrested on
May 30 had state-issued Firearm
Owners ID [FOID] cards that al-
low people to own firearms, but
lacked concealed carry licenses
[CCL].

Only two of the nine people
who appeared in bond court Tues-
day were not arrested as a result
of CPD checkpoint searches.

Jevon Stephenson, 21, of Calu-
met City, is one of these men.
Cops patrolling the beach saw
Stephenson reach into a backpack
and pull out a gun that he pointed
at an “unknown individual,” As-
sistant State’s Attorney Sean Kel-
ly said. Stephenson complied with
a police order to drop the weapon,
Kelly said.

The firearm was allegedly re-
ported stolen from Michigan in
September.

Stephenson reportedly has an
FOID but no CCL. Beach said
he could go home after posting
a $500 bail deposit, but he must
stay in the house from 9 p.m. to
7 a.m.

Charles Owens, 23, allegedly
carried a gun that was discovered
by a security guard during a bag
check at Castaways, the restaurant
and bar atop the beach’s land-
mark boat-shaped service build-
ing. Prosecutors said the guard
seized the loaded handgun and an
additional ammunition magazine

from Owens, then summoned po-
lice while he apparently enjoyed
the venue. Owens has a FOID but
not a CCL, Kelly said.

“Mr. Owens comes before
the court ... He has no criminal
background whatsoever. He’s
gainfully employed. He’s college
educated. Yet, for some reason,
unlicensed, he carries a weapon
to the beach,” summarized Judge
Beach.

“If youre doing it because
you’re worried you gotta defend
yourself, then perhaps you just
don’t go to the beach,” the judge
continued. “Just don’t go if you
think it’s going to be dangerous.”

Owens paid a $500 bail deposit
bond to go home and await trial.

Beach handed down similar
bail amounts to four other men
who were allegedly caught with
firearms at CPD checkpoints.

But the judge tripled the re-
quired bail deposit for Mehkyi
Bridges, 20, of Joliet. Prosecutors
said Bridges ran from the police
checkpoint, had $320 worth of
pot in his bag, and carried a load-
ed “ghost gun.” He was also adju-
dicated delinquent for aggravated
robbery as a juvenile in 2019,
prosecutors said. Beach cited all
of those factors as reasons for
Bridges’ higher bail amount..

Another man, whose full name

was not stated in court, alleg-
edly backed away from the CPD
checkpoint, refused to show his
fanny pack, then bolted into the
traffic lanes of Lake Shore Drive
as he tried to escape from police.
Prosecutors said he was caught
trying to climb over a fence into
the park on the other side of the
drive. Cops allegedly found a
loaded handgun in his fanny
pack. Beach said the 23-year-old
O’Hare employee would need
$1,000 to get out of jail because
he allegedly ran from cops and
headed into a park where people
were enjoying the holiday.

Two other men who allegedly
ran from the checkpoints with
guns in fanny packs will also
need $1,000 to go home: Gio-
vanni Mercado, 20, and Juan Car-
rasquillo, 25. Beach also ordered
Mercado to go onto electronic
monitoring.

Beach ordered three men who
were allegedly arrested at check-
points to pay $500 deposits to go
home: Kaleb Harris, a 20-year-
old security guard who has never
been arrested before. Beach also
ordered him to stay in the house
from 9 p.m. to 7 a.m.; Bryan
Frost, 21, of Lake County, who
has no criminal background, and
Damian Avila, 27, who has no
background and holds an FOID
card. Beach also ordered him to
go onto electronic monitoring.

Beachgoer stabbed and robbed
as he walked home
from Montrose Beach

On May 31 prosecutors charged
a woman with robbing a beach-
goer as he walked home from
Montrose Beach over the holiday
weekend. But her boyfriend, who
allegedly stabbed the victim dur-
ing the robbery, remains on the
loose.

It happened under the Law-
rence Ave. bridge as the victim
and a friend headed home around
9 p.m. May 28.

Prosecutors said a woman
asked the victim’s friend for mon-
ey or the bags they were carrying,
but the situation escalated and
became physical. The soon-to-be
robbery victim tried to break it
up, but the woman punched him
in the face six times, Assistant
State’s Attorney Sean Kelly said.

She also ordered the victim to
hand over all of his property. He
refused.

That’s when a man intervened.

“Are you messing with my
woman?” he asked before punch-
ing the victim three times and
stabbing him in the chest, accord-
ing to Kelly. The man and woman
then took the victim’s bags.

The victim ran to nearby Weiss
Hospital for treatment, but they
transferred him to Advocate Illi-
nois Masonic Medical Center, which
has a trauma unit, Kelly said.

Police arrested Jennifer Dlouhy,
43, in the area. The victim and his
friend both identified her as one
of the assailants, according to
Kelly. The man is still at large.

Assistant Public Defender Su-
zin Farber said Dlouhy has no
criminal background and may
have mental health concerns.

Judge Charles Beach set
Dlouhy’s bail at $25,000. She
must post 10% of that to go home
on electronic monitoring.

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Did City block FBI invite to stalled Clewer case?

2004 murder
remains unsolved
as CPD seeks new tips

On May 24, Chicago Police
announced they are seeking new
information about the unsolved
murder of Kevin Clewer, and in
particular, about a long-sought
person of interest named “Fer-
nando.”

Clewer’s lifeless body was dis-
covered on March 24,2004 in his
third floor apartment at 3444 N.
Elaine Plc., by his father during a
welfare check after Clewer failed
to arrive at work that morning.

Over the ensuing 18 years,
Clewers’ brother, Ronald, has
worked tirelessly in keeping his
beloved brother’s case in the

He was ordered suspended from
the police department for 30 days
— a penalty that was suspended in
Aug. 2007 by his personal friend,
then-CPD Supt. Phil Cline, who
was a member of Esposito’s wed-
ding party as the Chicago Sun-
Times reported in 2014.

Esposito was also involved in a
separate Internal Affairs investi-
gation involving missing files in
the death of Jason Strangeland ac-
cording to a Sun-Times report by
Tim Novak and Chris Fusco.

Strangeland, 30, died in 2010
from injuries suffered in an alter-
cation at a Rush St. bar in 2008,
according to the report.

Of interest, Clewers murder in-
vestigation coincided with the in-
famous April 25, 2004, murder of
David Koschman. Koschman was
fatally punched while on a late

public eye through
frequent media in-
terviews and public
outreach.
Unbeknownst
to Ronald and the
Clewer family, two
key factors likely
played determining
roles in not bringing
the stalled investi-
gation to fruition.
First,  Clewer’s
homicide investiga-
tion was assigned
to CPD Area 3 De-

tective Frank Esposito who was
possibly distracted at the time in
salvaging his besieged Express
Valet Company from numerous
court cases as was reported at
the time by Lisa Parker of NBC5
News. Cook County Circuit Court
records reveal that Esposito or
Express Valet were named in 17
cases brought by the City of Chi-
cago between 2002 and 2007.
Detective Esposito’s Express
Valet operated with invalid insur-
ance at all nine restaurants and
Rush St. nightspots he serviced.
Chicago Consumer Services
spokesperson Connie Buscemi
told NBCS5 at the time that they
charged Express Valet with 33
counts of licensing violations in-
cluding deceptive practice, con-
sumer fraud, no insurance and no
valet parking license. CPD Inter-
nal Affairs was also investigating
Esposito, according to NBCS5.
Esposito was subsequently fined
$252,373 for the infractions, an
order that was eventually upheld
by the Illinois Appellate Court.

In the controversial investiga-
tion that followed Vanecko’s case,
the ensuing 2004 and 2011 police
probes of Vanecko’s involvement
in the homicide likely distracted
top police bosses from Area 3
and CPD headquarters from ob-
jectively overseeing the high-
publicity Clewer investigation. It
also may have contributed to top
aides to Mayor Daley to quash a
subsequent city agency request to
then-CPD Supt. Jody Weis to in-
vite the FBI to join in and assist
the stalled Clewer investigation.

The extensive police investiga-
tions in 2004 and 2011 of Van-
ecko’s role in Koschman’s death
was revealed by special prosecu-
tor Dan K. Webb and was heavily
reported by local media.

A U.S. federal lawsuit filed by
Koschman’s mother against the
city and Cook County prosecu-
tors similarly detailed the partici-
pation of numerous sworn police
officers and prosecutors in the
conspiracy. It’s unknown how
many people from the mayor’s of-

fice were involved.

In 2015, the City of Chicago
authorized a $250,000 payment to
Nanci Koschman to settle a law-
suit accusing police and prosecu-
tors of a cover-up in the death of
her son who got into a fight with
the nephew of Mayor Daley, as
was broadly reported at the time.
Five months later,

Clewer was subsequently discov-
ered stabbed over three dozen
times in his bedroom the follow-
ing afternoon by his father. Clew-
er’s roommate reported hearing
nothing suspicious but told po-
lice he may have heard Clewer
admit someone into the apart-
ment around 4 a.m., according to

Three juveniles questioned
in connection with wave

of North Side robberies
are back on the streets

We previously reported that Chi-
cago police were questioning two
men in connection with a series of
North Side armed robberies that
unfolded over the Memorial Day
weekend. Evidence is growing that
the crew responsible for the week-
end’s wave of hold-ups is part of
the group that committed dozens
of robberies earlier in the month,
including the shooting of Dakotah
Earley in Lincoln Park.

It turns out police actually ar-
rested a third person, too. All are
juveniles.

And the bad news is, they have all
been returned to the streets, accord-
ing to a source.

Cops arrested the suspects May
30 after they ran from a Honda Civic
that was stolen during a robbery
spree on the North Side on May 29.
The car was used in more robberies
that Sunday night and early Monday
across Lakeview and Rogers Park.

On May 30, as CPD tracked the Civ-
ic from the air and ground, one teen
bailed out of its driver’s seat and ran
into a house on the 1500 block of S.
Drake. That home is about 50 feet
from where cops located the stolen
BMW used by the robbery crew that
shot Dakotah Earley in May, accord-
ing to a CPD analytical report pro-
vided to this reporter.

The Civic's other two occupants
continued driving the car and cops
arrested them after they jumped out
of the vehicle near the Harrison 11th
District police station. Prosecutors
charged one of them with unlawful
use of a weapon after cops saw him
running from the stolen car with a
gun in his hand.

The second teen who ran from
the car is charged with theft of lost
or mislaid property. That's a charge
commonly used when someone has
stolen property like robbery or bur-
glary proceeds.

The third suspect was released
without being charged with any-
thing, the source said. Police arrest-
ed him for unlawful use of a weapon
in April.

A source with knowledge of the
investigation said they were “baf-
fled” by the decision to release the
trio.

Two sets of robberies over the
holiday weekend, one in Rogers Park
and West Ridge, the other in Lakev-
iew and Rogers Park, have been
linked to the stolen Honda Civic.

In our story, a law enforcement
source pointed to parallels between
the weekend robbery sprees and
a similar wave of perhaps 30 rob-
beries across the North Side that
unfolded in May. Those similarities
included the robbers’ willingness to
fire a handgun at victims, commis-
sion of several crimes in one night,
an orange face mask, and the gen-
eral tactic of confronting individuals
and small groups of people who are
walking during the late night and
early evening hours. Now, the 1500
block of S. Drake seems to be an-
other parallel.

In another notable case, Chicago
police arrested a 17-year-old boy on
the 1500 block of S. Drake in Febru-
ary after linking him to the carjack-
ing of a 77-year-old woman near
Wrigleyville last year.

This month’s robberies bear many
similarities to another violent rob-

bery surge that hit the North Side
late last year. After two people were
shot in separate armed robberies two
hours apart in Boystown on Dec. 28
and 29, the hold-up crew moved its
activities north to Edgewater, where
armed robbers shot a witness during
a hold-up on Jan. 13.

A 17-year-old boy is charged with
the Edgewater shooting and several
of the robberies that occurred in the
wintertime spree.

Man flashed gun, gang signs
at cops while waiting for red light
to change in Edgewater

A five-time felon is in hot water
again after he allegedly flashed gang
signs at two cops and displayed a
handgun while waiting for a red light
to change in Edgewater on May 30.

The officers,
traveling in an
unmarked  car
but wearing full
police uniforms,
were waiting for
the light at 6100
N. Sheridan
when another
—— car pulled up
alongside them around 1:02 a.m.

When a cop looked over at the car,
its front seat passenger threw up a
gang sign and flashed a handgun
through the window, Assistant State’s
Attorney Sean Kelly said.

The officers pulled the car over, re-
covered a loaded handgun from the
floorboard in front of the passenger,
and arrested him, according to Kelly.

Buster Lacour, 37, is charged with
unlawful use of a weapon by a felon.

Kelly said Lacour was convicted of
possessing a stolen motor vehicle in
2002, identity theft and aggravated
battery in 2007, violating an order of
protection in 2016, and aggravated
battery in 2017. He also has six misde-
meanor convictions since 2012, Kelly
noted.

Lacour’s public defender said he is
married, has four kids, lives with his
father, and served three years in the
army.

Judge Charles Beach set bail at
$35,000. That means Lacour must
post a deposit of $3,500 to go home
before trial.

Charges filed
in Lakeview carjacking

Prosecutors have filed carjacking
and gun charges against a man in
connection with a vehicular hijacking
in Lakeview in May.

Around 1 p.m. May 28, a man was
repairing a scooter behind his home
on the 1400 block of W. Cuyler when
two masked men walked up and one
put a gun to his head.

The men
demanded
the victim’s
car keys and
one of them
reached into
his pockets to
get them, As-
sistant State’s
Attorney Chris-
topher Cromy-
— das said. Then
they climbed into his Lexus SUV and
drove away, followed by an accom-
plice who was driving a silver Jeep.

Cromydas said the Jeep had been
carjacked from a woman in Cicero a
few days earlier.

About 30 minutes later, cops spot-
ted the stolen Lexus and the Jeep
traveling together and tried to pull
them over. The Lexus got away, but
the Jeep crashed outside the North-
west Armory, next to Humboldt Park.

The Jeep's driver, Dentrell Curtis, 19,
admitted to taking part in the Lakev-
iew carjacking and he even identified
the victim in photographs, Cromydas
said. Police also found a loaded and
stolen handgun in the Jeep, Cromy-

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das added. Curtis allegedly told cops
he carried the gun for protection.

Prosecutors charged Curtis with
armed violence, aggravated vehicular
hijacking with a firearm, aggravated
unlawful use of a weapon, possess-
ing a stolen motor vehicle, fleeing
and eluding, and leaving the scene of
an accident. He also received several
traffic citations. Judge Charles Beach
ordered him held without bail at the
state’s request.

Loop bank robber strikes
for the 4th time in a month

The Loop's serial bank robber
struck again on Friday afternoon, ac-
cording to new information from the
FBI, marking the fourth time he has
robbed a bank in the neighborhood
since May 2.

He picked the US Bank at 71 S.
Wacker for his latest heist, which un-
folded at 3:16 p.m. on May 27, the FBI
said.

The robber wore a Led Zepplin
hoodie with the band’s “Swan Song”
logo emblazoned across the front. It
remains to be seen if the May 27 rob-
bery will, in fact, be his swan song.

According to the FBI, the same man
robbed Huntington National Bank, 20
N. Clark, around 3:57p.m. on May 23;
Chase Bank, 2 N. LaSalle at 4:14 p.m.
on May 9; and US Bank, 25 E. Washing-
ton, at 11:23 a.m. on May 2.

He has presented written notes
demanding money during each hold-
up.

The FBI said he is in his 50s or 60s
and stands 5-5" to 5’-8" tall.

So far, the agency has not upped
its $1,000 reward offer for informa-
tion that leads directly to the robber’s
arrest and conviction. Tips can be

Police looking for hit-and-run
driver who injured motorcyclist
in Roscoe Village

Chicago police are asking for help
as they try to track down a hit-and-run
driver who struck a 70-year-old mo-
torcyclist in Roscoe Village on June 3.

According to a police report, the
motorcyclist was traveling behind the
Prius and tried to pass the car on the
right by driving in the bicycle lane.
The vehicles collided as he tried to
pass, causing the motorcyclist to lose
control and slide across Roscoe St.,
the report said.

The driver of the car, a silver-col-
ored Toyota Prius C, continued east-
bound, according to police. CPD said
the motorcyclist, who lives in Logan
Square, was seriously injured.

Gunman robs Verizon store
in Lakeview; at least five other
phone stores robbed since May 11

An armed man robbed a Verizon
store near the Paulina Brown Line CTA
Station on June 5. It appears to be re-
lated to a string of similar cellular store
robberies that have been reported
since May 11 in Lakeview, North Cen-
ter, Bucktown, and West Town.

The man entered the store at 1654
W. Roscoe around 5 p.m. and loaded
a bag with phones, an employee’s
watch, and other items, according to
initial information. He then escaped
via the alley.

The robber was described as a Black
male who stands about 6-feet tall. He
wore a white baseball hat, black mask,
black hoodie, white gloves, and car-

ried a bag that said “cookies” on the
side, according to an officer who saw
surveillance video.

On May 27, a man wearing a ski
mask entered the AT&T store at 4000
N. Lincoln and displayed a handgun
while announcing a robbery around
8 p.m. He collected boxes of phones
from the storage room, then exited
through the back door while telling
an accomplice to pull around with
their getaway car, according to CPD
records. He was described as Black,
6'-3" tall, wearing a black hoodie.

On May 24, an armed man robbed
the Verizon store at 1652 N. Milwau-
kee in Bucktown around 7:50 p.m. He
forced the store employee into the
back of the store and loaded a black
bag with phones. The man ordered
the store worker to wait five minutes
before calling 911 and then fled the
scene.

Police who responded to the scene
described the robber as a possibly
Hispanic man wearing a mask, a blue
hoodie, and black shoes.

And on May 18, an armed man
robbed the AT&T store at 2006 W.
Chicago in West Town. He collected
boxes of phones and ran out the back
door around 7 p.m. That robber was
described as a Black male who stands
about 6-3” tall. He wore red sweats, a
black hoodie, and white shoes. Wit-
nesses said he fled in a newer Toyota
Camry that waited for him in a nearby
parking lot.

A week before that, on May 11, an
armed man robbed the Verizon store
at 3019 N. Clark in Lakeview. He con-
fronted an employee with a handgun
around 7:50 p.m. and forced the vic-
tim to the back of the store. He filled
a bag with phones and fled through
the rear entrance, according to police.
He was described as Black, 6-2" tall,
wearing a mask and a black hoodie.

Three more women,
including 77-year-old,
mugged in Lincoln Park
as robbery pattern grows

Three more women have been
mugged in a small section of Lincoln
Park, bring the total number of vic-
tims in a days-old robbery pattern to
at least nine. And, we have learned,
the robbers responsible for the crimes
also stole an Amazon delivery driver’s
car in the same area on June 3. There
was a gun inside it.

The latest robbery occurred at
12:30 p.m. June 4 on the 400 block of
W. Arlington Place. A CPD spokesper-
son said two offenders grabbed “per-
sonal belongings” from two women
then fled in a stolen blue Kia.

That blue car is the Amazon driver’s
Kia Sportage, which was taken when
he left it running unattended on the
500 block of W. Wrightwood around
8:15 p.m. June 3. He told police he had
aguninthe car.

Earlier Friday, two muggers
knocked a 77-year-old woman to the
ground and took her purse by force
on the 400 block of W. Deming, police
said. She refused medical attention.
The robbers escaped in a dark blue
Nissan Rogue with Florida plates that
had been stolen from the 2300 block
of N. Lincoln, according to a police re-
port.

The first robbery in the pattern
occurred around 2:20 p.m. June 1 on
the 2700 block of N. Pine Grove. The
victims in that mugging were a 65-
year-old woman and her 40-year-old
daughter.

Similar robberies of women were
reported June 1 on the 600 block of
W. Addison around 8:50 p.m. and on
the 2500 block of N. Lakeview around
9:40 p.m.

Then, on June 2, a 31-year-old
woman was robbed by two men who
pulled away her purse and phone in
an alley behind the 2600 block of N.
Hampden. A resident recorded the
robbers’ getaway car as they left the

scene. All of the incidents took place
in the Town Hall (19th) Police Dis-
trict, where officers have recorded
122 robberies so far this year, up 33%
from this point last year. CPD’s latest
CompStat statistics report shows
robberies in the district are up 39%
compared to 2020, 42% compared
to 2019, and 3% compared to 2018.

FBI offers reward
for Boystown bank robber

The FBIis offering a $1,000 reward
for information that leads to the ar-
rest and conviction of the man who
robbed a Boystown bank on June 3.
According to the agency, the man
seen in these surveillance images
robbed Fifth Third Bank, 3601 N.
Broadway, at 12:05 p.m.

He implied he had a gun, then
fled north on Broadway after get-
ting less than $1,000, a CPD report
said.

The robber stands about 5'-8" tall
and is in his 40s or 50s, according to
the FBI.

Man and 14-year-old boy shot
in Old Town

Two people, including a 14-year-
old boy, were injured when some-
one fired shots in a group of people
on an Old Town street on June 4.

A crowd was gathered on the
1300 block of N. Hudson when two
people began arguing around 2:27
a.m. Police said one of them pulled
out a gun during the altercation
and began shooting, striking a 23-
year-old man and the boy who were
standing nearby.

Both victims went to Northwest-
ern Memorial Hospital in a car be-
fore police arrived. The man was
shot in the chest and the boy was
shot in the abdomen and leg. Police
said they were in fair condition.

Investigators did not find any
shell casings at the scene and cops
said they received little help from
the crowd.

The victims are the 31st and 32nd
persons shot on the Near North Side
this year, according to records main-
tained by this reporter. Six of those
victims died.

At this time last year, the Near
North Side had recorded nine shoot-
ing victims, all of whom survived.
There were seven victims, including
two fatalities as of June 4, 2020.

Lincoln Park mugging caught
on video as neighbors vow
to track down

Video has surfaced of two men
robbing a 65-year-old woman and
her daughter in Lincoln Park on
June 1.

A DUI driver who slammed head-on
into a popular drag performer’s car on
Boystown’s Halsted St. nightlife strip in
July 2019 has been sentenced to six years
in prison.

Gerrick Birt, 32, pleaded guilty to aggra-
vated DUI causing death in exchange for
the sentence, which was handed down by
Judge Michael Hood. Prosecutors dropped
three other felonies, including reckless ho-
micide, in their plea deal.

Prosecutors said Birt’s blood alcohol
level was .253, more than three times the
legal limit, when he swerved into oncom-
ing traffic on the 3500 block of N. Halsted
and slammed head-on into a northbound
vehicle at 2:14 a.m. on July 11, 2019.

CPD claims cops aren’t working 11 days straight
as cops finish working 11 days straight

As Chicago Police Supt. David Brown
fields questions from reporters during his
regular press conferences, he draws oc-
casional sips from a coffee mug. We don’t
know what Brown drinks from his mug,
but it’s definitely not truth serum.

Brown’s post-weekend press confer-
ences from May 23 and 30 were chock full
of moving targets, cherry-picked statistics,
and some statements that show a stunning
lack of knowledge about his department’s
operation.

Brown delivered one of his biggest
whoppers on May 31 after a reporter asked
him about the continual cancellations of
days off for the city’s cops. The reporter
said some officers had worked 11 days
straight.

“I don’t know where you get the 11 days
in arow,” Brown replied. “So let’s just slow
it down a little bit.”

Well, one place to get the 11 days in a
row is by looking at the CPD’s 2022 Oper-
ations Calendar, an eyeball-bending chart
that is used department-wide to keep track
of days off, court dates, and other informa-
tion.

CPD assigns Chicago cops to one of
many rotating “days off groups” so the
department can maintain 24/7 operations.
As Brown spoke, cops in group #66 were
enjoying their first day off after working
— 11 days straight.

They were supposed to be off last May
25 and 26, but the department cancelled
those.

Cops in group 61 had just finished work-
ing 10 days straight as Brown spoke.

Group 62 will work 11 days straight later
this month because Brown personally can-
celled days off for cops between June 14
and June 20 in a May 30 email. Others will
once again slog through 10 days straight.

But that’s not all. When another set of
cancelled days is factored in, some mem-
bers of Group 65 are working 17 days in
a row. They were last off on May 18 and
they were not scheduled to be off again un-
til June 5. Those cops will have a total of
three days off between May 19 and June
21.

Chicagoans who watched Brown’s press
conference last week may have suffered
whiplash May 31 when he talked about
Memorial Day weekend, which saw the
most shootings for the holiday weekend
since 2016.

On May 23, Brown raved about the just-
concluded weekend as he compared it to
the same weekend in 2021.

“This weekend Chicago saw decreases in
shootings, shooting victims and homicides
compared to the same weekend in 2021.
Compared to that same weekend, shootings
were down 44%, shooting victims were
down 39% and homicides were down 89%.
That’s this same weekend compared to the
previous weekend in 2021,” he bragged.

High temperatures on May 21 and 22
were 63° and 65° in Chicago compared to
87° and 82° the same weekend last year.

Yesterday, fresh off the worst Memorial
Day weekend in five years, a reporter asked
Brown what happened.

Suddenly Brown didn’t want to compare
the Memorial day weekend to last year’s
Memorial Day weekend.

“So, just to put it in context,” Brown said,
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“we look at the last decade of Memorial
Day weekends ... we were about the same
level of violent crime that we’ve seen over
the last decade.”

“You really need to look at 10 years and
this one was somewhere not at the top or
bottom.”

Last week, Brown told reporters that the
department “added 130 officers to CTA
since March.” He went on to claim that,
compared to 2019, CTA crime was down
46%.

In fact, total crime across all CTA trains,
buses, platforms, stations, and other prop-
erty, is down compared to 2019, according
to city records. Of course, ridership is also
down sharply thanks to COVID.

But the kinds of crime that are down may
not be the ones riders are most concerned
about.

Through May 15, there were 1,029 few-
er crimes on the entire CTA system this
year compared to the same period in pre-
COVID 2019, city records show. About half
of the reduction is because of a decline in
thefts and pick-pocketing, which makes
sense since there are far fewer passengers
to pickpocket and steal from.

The other half of the reduction is due to a
63% drop in criminal damage cases (think
graffiti), 56 fewer trespassing cases, 194
fewer cases of turnstile jumping and fraud
at Ventra machines, and 35 fewer narcotics
arrests. Those reductions may result from
relaxed enforcement rather than decreased
crime.

Meanwhile, murders on CTA increased

from zero in 2019 to one as of May 15. An-
other CTA passenger was stabbed to death
on a Blue Line train hours after Brown’s
press conference.

In other crimes of concern: non-fatal
shootings were up from three to seven
through May 15. Criminal sexual assaults
were up from two in 2019 to ten this year.
Robberies were up from 194 to 204. Stab-
bings through May 15 were up from 23 to
30. And, again, those increases came with
fewer riders.

And the statistics don’t include crimes
that, technically, didn’t occur on CTA prop-
erty. Like the mass shooting last month in
which a gunman fired from the top of the
Chicago Red Line CTA station’s escala-
tor into a passing group of people. Or the
16-year-old ambushed as he stepped onto
the sidewalk from a CTA escalator at the
Grand Red Line CTA station.

On May 31, Brown made another claim:
“On our CTA, since we added more re-
sources in the past 27 days, CTA crime is
down 10% these last 27 days since we’ve
added additional resources.”

In fact, Brown, Mayor Lori Lightfoot
and CTA President Dorval Carter an-
nounced their revamped CTA security plan
on March 9, not 27 days ago.

We wanted to know what period of time
Brown used to make his claim about a 10%
reduction in CTA crime.

“Keep in mind that these houses
of worship were often constructed
by members of our families and
communities to stand as beautiful
places of solitude and worship in
perpetuity.

Zuley and his partner, Detective
Rita O’Leary and backup officers
arrested Fernando and his close
companion, BT, in early April as
they exited a friend’s residence on
the 7000 block of N. Damen Ave.

wrestles the daughter’s purse away.
The second robber then grabs the
mother’s sweater from behind and
hurls her to the ground as he runs
away with his accomplice.

Similar robberies of women were
reported on the 600 block of W. Ad-
dison around 8:50 p.m. June 1 and on
the 2500 block of N. Lakeview around
9:40 p.m.

Then, on June 2, a 31-year-old
woman was robbed by two men who
pulled away her purse and phone in
an alley behind the 2600 block of N.
Hampden. A resident recorded the
robbers’ getaway car as they left the
scene.

On June 3, three men stole an
Amazon delivery driver’s gray Kia
Sportage as he dropped off packages
on the 500 block of W. Wrightwood,

just steps from where Thursday’s rob-
bery occurred.

While police have not publicly
linked the crimes, the people who
committed the robberies on June
1 also tried to steal a car that they
thought had been left running on the
2900 block of N. Halsted.

Man confronted by gunman
while walking his dog
in Lakeview
Police are investigating after a gun-
man confronted a man as he walked
his dog in Lakeview on June 3. The
offender then jumped into a car that
was seen driving recklessly and stop-
ping as its occupants tried to steal
other vehicles throughout the neigh-
borhood and nearby Lincoln Park.
The first sign of trouble was near

Wellington and Sheridan around 6:45
p.m. A passerby reported seeing two
or three teenage boys checking car
doors there, one wearing a ski mask.
They were accompanied by a beat up
Honda Civic with dark window tints, a
witness reported.

About five minutes later, a 25-year-
old man was walking his dog on the
300 block of W. Briar when a heavily
damaged silver car pulled up. A male
exited from the rear passenger side
and pointed a gun at the victim, ac-
cording to Officer Jessica Rocco, a
CPD spokesperson.

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Judge to rule on attempt to block record-breaking condo deconversion

Yitzy Klor’s Strategic Properties of North America nears closing of $190M deal for 467-unit River North tower

The last stand is coming up for
two Chicago condo owners seek-
ing to block a record $190 million
deal led by Yitzy Klor’s Strategic
Properties of North America, one
of the state’s most aggressive con-
do deconversion buyers.

A federal judge is set to rule on
a suit filed by Julius Cherry and
Gerald Glazer, California resi-
dents who own condos in the 467-
unit structure at 10 E. Ontario St.
in River North. Unit owners col-
lectively holding at least 85% of
the building’s value have already
voted in favor of a sale, meeting a
legal threshold in order to close.

At stake is the biggest condo
deconversion deal in Chicago
history as multifamily values ex-
ceed those of condo properties,
prodding investors to buy out ho-
meowners and transform build-
ings owned by individuals into
apartments owned by a single

company that can cash in on ris-
ing rents. Unless the judge agrees
with Cherry and Glazer, the deal
would forcibly turn their homes
into apartments.

The suit says the condo associ-
ation’s board improperly handled
offers from Strategic Properties
and illegally extended a voting
period to obtain approval after a
previous attempt failed. It alleges
the board broke its fiduciary duty,
including by paying its law firm
Levenfeld Pearlstein to work on
the offer, even before a vote had
been held on whether to consider
such a sale.

“The board chose to negoti-
ate in complete secrecy with the
prospective purchaser,” the com-
plaint said. “This resulted in unit
allocations which greatly favored
the prospective purchaser SPNA
and the individual board mem-
bers at the expensive of plaintiffs
and others.”

It also claimed the sale breach-
es a 2019 amendment to the

Strategic Properties’ Dov Grinblatt, former Sacramento fire chief Julius

Cherry and 10 E. Ontario St.

condo community’s bylaws that
precludes any sale or transfer that
would give one person or entity
more than five-percent of total
ownership in the building. The
suit is asking the judge to block
the sale and remove the board
members and bar them from ever

again holding seats.

Board members refute the
claims. They cite the fact that
many other condo boards have
negotiated deconversions without
first seeking a vote of approval,
seeking a final vote on a full con-
tract instead. The defendants have

legal momentum on their side and
aim to have the case resolved in
time for Strategic Properties to
close the week of July 11.

Cherry and Glazer filed the
federal complaint in California
court, making almost identical
allegations to one they filed in
Illinois state court. That suit was
dismissed with prejudice by a
judge who sided with the condo
board. An appellate court reject-
ed Glazer and Cherry’s appeal
in February, and the Illinois Su-
preme Court declined to take up
the case.

That leaves the California case
as the only chance they have to
unwind the deal.

“Plaintiffs lost at every pro-
cedural and substantive turn be-
cause their claims were without
merit,” said attorney Howard Da-
koff of Levenfeld Pearlstein.

Lawyers for the plaintiffs de-
clined to comment. Attempts to
reach Cherry and Glazer weren’t
successful.

foreclose on the property in Oct.

“The bankruptcy process clears
the way for the property to free
itself from some of its past finan-
cial problems and ensures a direct
path to new ownership,” Robert
Handler, bankruptcy trustee for
Cité, said in a release.
