
ing, a property like this would have had to provide 
one parking spot for each new residential unit.

Upon completion, if approved, the current building 
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One of Chicago’s most authen-
tic community events takes place 
every summer on the beach at 
Loyola Park in Rogers Park. 

Artists of the Wall will take 
place on Saturday, June 15 and 
Sunday, June 16. This is the 31st 
Annual Artists of the Wall Festi-
val.

The Artists of the Wall Festival 
got its start in 1993, when a group 
of Rogers Park neighbors came 
up with a unique idea to deal with 
gang tagging on the lakefront. 

Gangs had been continually 
tagging graffiti on the 600-foot 
sea wall to the point where the 
Chicago Park District couldn’t 
keep up maintenance. The group 
thought if the wall was painted 
by the community with art, that 
it would be respected and could 
be enjoyed by all throughout the 
year. And having the event on Fa-
ther’s Day weekend would make 
it a family-oriented event that 
would bring the whole Rogers 
Park community out.

Well that seems to have worked, 
and now the wall features 160 in-
dividual “artist spaces” of various 
sizes and shapes and runs along 
the lakefront between Farwell 
and Morse avenues. 

Each year’s art remains on dis-

play until May, when the wall is 
again whitewashed and prepared 
for the next year’s newly themed 
art works. And so, began a tradi-
tion which has grown into an an-
nual celebration and features live 
music with free performances by 
international artists against the 
backdrop of Lake Michigan.

The event is still seeking vol-
unteers for shifts on Saturday 
and Sunday, and they particularly 
need clean up volunteers on Sun-
day afternoon.

This years fest will also feature 
music, a kids’ tent, a dancing per-
formance by Synapse Arts, and 
lots of fun and socializing with 
neighbors.

All walk up spac-
es must be prepared to paint on 
the same day the spot is received 
and should substantially complete 
the spot on the day the space is 
received.

Rogers Park’s new co-op grocery opens today
taxpayers in the city of Chicago, 
as well as a $100,000 contribu-
tion from taxpayers in Illinois’ 
2023 state budget. The store will 
serve communities in Rogers 
Park, Edgewater, and West Ridge 
in Chicago as well as suburban 
areas like Skokie and Evanston.

Wild Onion Market will launch 
its operations when doors open at 
noon and from there on, the store 
will be open from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m., 
seven days a week. 

General Manager Teresa Meza 
says she has a strong staff, made 
up of people with lots of different 
experiences. “We’ll be ready to 
start out strong with lots to offer 
right out of the gate. But we are 
a brand new operation,” she said.

Two weeks after the closure of the 108-year-old 
Our Lady of Lourdes Shrine and Grotto, 1601 W.  
Leland Ave., its future remains uncertain, especially 
after the Archdiocese of Chicago has already sold 
its parking lot, 4641 N. Ashland Ave.

That parking lot, located on the east side of Ash-
land, was a critical component for the church opera-
tions, as Our Lady of Lourdes was a congregation 
that drew followers from the greater Chicagoland 
region.

The developer, Honore Properties, filed plans on 
May 29 with Ald. Matt Martin [47th] - in whose ward 
the church is located - to build a 76,349 square foot 
addition to the former school building. Honore has 
already redeveloped the former school into apart-
ments. This addition will be categorized as a Tran-
sit-Oriented Development [TOD] so it can add 96 
apartment units but provide only 35 off-street park-
ing spaces (including handicapped spaces). That’s 
about .36 parking spots per unit. Prior to TOD zon-

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A touch of Ireland at the corner of State and Rush.
A place to see and be seen.

During a quick rideshare over 
to Piccolo Sogno for lunch the 
driver and I passed Grand and 
Paulina, just west of Ashland 
Ave. I realized we were passing 
the former home of St. Columb-
kille Church. A great and influ-
ential Irish parish whose heyday 
in the latter part of the 19th cen-
tury felt the turbulence of popula-
tion shifts long ago. In the days of 
working class Irish laboring, be-
fore politics and commerce lifted 
the Irish immigrants to fresh 
perceptions of being hyphenated 
Americans.

This was a neighborhood of 
robust employment of the Irish 
immigrant in the patchwork 
neighborhoods of industry and 
manufacturing that put bread on 
the tables of countless families 
who were living far better lives 
than any of their Irish dreams had 
foretold.

East of Ashland Ave. there was 
a muscular neighborhood of cohe-
sive Italians. There are still a few 
reminders of their legacy in the 
strings of good Italian restaurant 
and bread shops, like D’Amato’s, 
that still knead spectacular dough 
and brag about its crunch.

Their fingerprints are still rich-
ly preserved along Grand Ave., 
now thick with decorator shops 
and cozy cocktail spots. But the 

Sentimental thoughts on the way to lunch
ghosts of St. Columbkille, which 
I richly remember, still permeate 
the neighborhood air, although no 
physical remnant remains. 

That church resembled the Irish 
dream of a church. Not the tiny 
peasant chapel remembered from 
their village back in humble 19th 
century Ireland. But a substantial 
piece of ecclesiastical architec-
ture, European cathedral size. 
Fancy brickwork, a huge dome, 
bells chiming in a call to worship 
ringing through the entire neigh-
borhood. 

A liturgical center of spacious 
aisles and pews to accommodate 
the Irish who never miss a Mass. 
All paid for with the nickels 
and dimes of humble workers, a 
cleaning lady’s mite, like a Gos-
pel parable. A holy shrine to the 
surviving of classic Irish faith 
helping more folk thrive in their 
new American home.

Local clergy were intelligent 
and well-educated in American 
Catholic seminaries which boost-
ed everyone’s quick wits and mor-
al probity. Irish Catholics thrived 
in this parochial environment. 

St. Columbkille Parish, like so 
many others across Chicago, was 
part of a network, not only of re-
ligious doctrine, but also social 
and political cohesion. It pumped 
a unique brand of American pa-
triotism into homes and the paro-
chial school system. Remarkably, 
it didn’t take long for parishes 
of non-English speaking immi-
grants to learn the new Ameri-
can lingo. Further weaving a new 
component to organize the vast 
American terrain. No place more 
so than Chicago.

Neighborhood’s like St. 
Columbkille’s began to experi-
ence social change and geograph-
ical movements after World War 
II. Old neighborhoods evolved, 
outer urban regions reconfigured, 
changing the face of Chicago. 
The advent of Richard J. Daley 
as Chicago’s powerful, dynamic 
mayor in 1955 helped to reinforce 
the reinvention of Chicago as the 
capital of the American heart-
land.

Urban change reconfigured 
Chicago’s population in the post-
war era. Old city communities 
aged, like St. Columbkille’s. It 

was difficult to maintain the old 
network that so enriched the past 
decades. Soon the magnificent 
parish church became a financial 
burden, an urban catastrophe un-
able to economically reinvent it-
self. That would have to wait for 
the new Millennium when Chi-
cago’s older, central neighbor-
hoods were rediscovered to 
be good investments. And 
Chicago began repopulating 
its neighborhoods.

In the unfolding of needs 
and necessities, St. Columb-
kille’s magnificent edifice 
went the way of the wreck-
ing ball.

But the seeds of St. 
Columbkille’s past are alive 
in the recycling of a Chicago 
neighborhood. Still alive in 
the spirit that such Chicago 
living unleashed. 

We need to remember that as we 
face fresh catastrophe in Chicago 
today. Wearing away at the city’s 
soul. Disfigured by its leadership. 
Shamed by its lack of humanity 
and compassion. Incredulous at 
the low levels of critical intelli-
gence when we need it the most. 
And poorly crafted political solu-
tions that offer no way out. 

These sentimental thoughts 
come during a car ride along Chi-
cago’s past.

RANT: Just read Fran  
Spielman’s Sun-Times article 
about how Ald. Leni Manaa-
Hoppenworth  [48th] has made 
a conscious decision to stop send-
ing automatic crime alerts to her 
residents. The rookie Alderman 
said the move was 
part of “her com-
mitment to empow-
erment, anti-racism 
and community” and 
that “over-report-
ing of crime leads 
to an inaccurate 
public perception 
about crime rates.” 
WHAT? Too bad the 
Alderman doesn’t 
channel some of her 
energy to fix the tent 
problem rapidly growing along 
the North Lakefront in her fief-
dom. But frankly, who seeks out 
an Alderman these days to get 
honest crime reporting anyhow? 
Residents in the 48th Ward can 
just pick up this newspaper.

Chicago 
should be doing better.”

Illinois leaders keep hoping for 
big wins from casinos and other 
gambling, but the newest casino 
in Chicago shows expectations 
are too high again.

When Bally’s Casino opened 
Sept. 2023 in River North, expec-
tations from owners, lawmakers 
and Illinoisans were high – nearly 
$3 million per month was expect-
ed to flow into Chicago’s coffers.

But Bally’s is not coming close 
to meeting the original expecta-

tions.
In 2023, former Chicago Mayor 

Lori Lightfoot projected Bally’s 
temporary location in the Medi-
nah Temple would generate near-
ly $12.8 million in four months in 
tax revenue for the city’s police 
and firefighter pensions. Bally’s 
came about $9.6 million short, 
earning only $3.1 million of the 
expected $12.8 million.

It’s been the same in 2024. At 
the start of the year, it was ex-
pected Bally’s would generate 
$2.92 million a month in local tax 
revenue. March 2024 was Bally’s 

Bally’s River North casino continues to underperform
best month of the year, but local 
tax revenue was only $1.13 mil-
lion.

Local taxes are not the only 
measure for which Bally’s is fall-
ing short. When comparing their 
average revenue per person ad-
mitted, they fall severely behind 
competitor Rivers Casino in Des 
Plaines.

On average, Rivers’ revenue 
per person admitted is $173.30 
so far this year while Bally’s lags 
at $96.19. While this may mean 
more money stays in the pockets 
of Bally’s visitors, it also means 

less tax revenue going to the pen-
sions of Chicago police and fire-
fighters as well as less state and 
local tax revenue.

Since 2019, six new casinos 
have opened in Illinois. Bally’s 
in Chicago was supposed to be a

sure bet, but state and local lead-
ers regularly expand gaming with 
a gambler’s optimism only to find 
day-after regrets – casino revenue 
was down $200 million between 
2012 and 2022 as gambling ex-
panded.

Students in black leotards flock 
to the windows of the Sarah Gabel 
Studio in Mundelein, mesmerized 
by the coordination of cranes, 
trucks, and workers, seemingly 
mirroring the choreography they 
execute in their Intro to Modern 
Dance course. In between exer-
cises, opinions are shared about 
the Piper and Coffey Hall storm-
water management project out-
side, the goal of which is to build 
new drainage, pumps, and storm 
traps under the plaza. 

Due to the destructive nature 
of stormwater management, in-
stallation required existing flora, 

hardscape walkways, and a sce-
nic fountain to be removed from 
the space, providing Loyola with 
an opportunity to reimagine the 
space however they pleased. 

Unfortunately, The class unani-
mously agreed that the new de-
sign choice is an eyesore. 

Sophomore Lucie Pitt said, 
“It’s a more modern construc-
tion that they’re doing, but all 
the buildings around it are in the 
style of the 1920s. I don’t really 
understand why we got rid of the 
old thing.” The plaza’s modern 
architecture clashes with the sur-
rounding buildings, whose easily 
identifiable style represents the 
history of the Rogers Park neigh-
borhood. 

Regardless of differences in 
aesthetic preferences, the daily 
experiences of students and fac-
ulty at Loyola have been impact-
ed by increased construction and 
beautification efforts on campus. 
What’s more, the immediate and 
predicted environmental impacts

associated with construction 
projects raise major concerns for 
many. 

The Piper and Coffey Hall 
stormwater management project 
is one of many that the University 
continues to undertake each year 
to make the campus more resil-
ient to climate change.

However, with a $3.5 million 
budget, a construction timeline 
spanning a year, and immense 
waste of existing resources, one 
begins to wonder if an alternative, 
sustainable solution could have 
been reached using insights from 
the knowledgeable Loyola faculty 
and students.  

Senior lecturer, Rev. Stephen 
Mitten, S.J., who specializes in 
conservation biology and orni-
thology, holds that the construc-
tion efforts have had substantial 
environmental impacts on Lake-
shore campus. Students of Father 
Mitten can testify to his impas-
sioned speeches in class about 
Loyola’s current groundskeeping 
practices and the impacts they 
have on our local ecosystem. 

“Much pavement and cement 
has been put in the last year. That, 
plus the removal of and pruning 
of a lot of trees has a potential to 
turn the campus into an Urban 
Heat Island,” said Mitten. 

The Urban Heat Island Effect 
[UHI] occurs when an area re-
places natural land, which reflects 
incoming solar energy, with high 
concentrations of buildings, as-
phalt, and other impermeable sur-
faces that absorb the sun’s energy. 
The potential consequences of in-
advertently transforming campus 
to an UHI would prove disastrous 
for native wildlife, as well as sig-
nificantly decrease environmen-
tal quality for residents. 

As of this writing, detailed 
plans for the project are currently 
unavailable to the public, so the 
drains, pipes, and storm traps used 
cannot be individually evaluated 
for their sustainability. While the 
aim is to decrease runoff and its 

impacts on campus buildings, its 
construction is counterproductive 
to that goal. The addition of more 
paved surfaces in the plaza will 
decrease capacity for green space, 
resulting in low permeability, in-
creased temperatures, and ironi-
cally more rain.

Construction is just one exam-
ple of the campus’s ever changing 
environment. Day to day ground-
skeeping practices employed by 
Loyola Facilities heavily impact 
both human and animal environ-
ments. 

Mitten, who has been tracking 
birds on campus for the last 10 
years, said, “The current land-
scaping regime has reduced the 
number of individual birds as well 
as bird species on campus by 50-
75%. What once was a bird haven 

has become a bird desert.”
Students are noticing this dra-

matic decrease in biodiversity 
alongside the loss of their favorite 
hideaways on campus. 

Sophomore nursing major,  
Isabella Bournoy, laments over 
the loss of a lush oasis among 
the built environment of Chi-
cago. “One of my favorite study/
decompression spots on campus 
has been torn down for something 
new…I thought it was beautiful 
before,” said Bournoy. 

Green spaces are important on 
college campuses, with one study 
finding a positive correlation be-
tween well-planned green spaces 
with students mental health and 
academic achievements. 

Having a ‘third place’ to go 
apart from a building on campus, 
a dorm, or apartment, is essential 
for students’ wellness routines. 

Bournoy called the plaza her 
fairy garden due to the abundance 
of flowers and a grand fountain 
central to the now fenced-in lot. 
Upon her return to campus in the 
fall of 2023, she discovered her 
sanctuary had been demolished, 
in its place was concrete pave-
ment and benches entrapped by 
concrete retaining walls. 

Landscape management on 
campus falls within the jurisdic-

FREE  VACUUMING tion of the grounds department, 
who reach out to Director of Sus-
tainability, Aaron N. Durnbaugh 
for insight on suitable plants 
with high wildlife value. Durn-
baugh previously established a 
landscape committee made up 
of Loyola faculty and student 
representatives from the School 
of Environmental Sustainability, 
who aim to increase biodiversity, 
minimize inputs, enhance local 
ecosystems, and reduce waste 
through landscaping. 

According to Mitten, progress 
on a wildlife and people friendly 
campus was made under the past 
director of landscaping, who lis-
tened to and cared about input 
from the committee. This rela-
tionship resulted in the creation 
of a comprehensive list of accept-
able trees that provide both eco-
logical and aesthetic value. 

“How much they have incor-
porated these plantings into the 
landscape at Loyola is debatable,” 
said Mitten. 

Unfortunately, under the direc-
tion of a new landscape depart-
ment head, those efforts were 

supposedly scrapped, and the  
faculty student cohort ignored. 
Practices like tree removal, exces-
sive pruning and mowing, struc-
ture-less plantings, and removal 
of all leaf litter lead to a decrease 
in the environmental quality of 
the campus. 

There is insufficient emphasis 
on utilizing plant species native 
to Illinois for landscape design. 
Native species are incredibly im-
portant, but often understated in 
landscape design, many opting 
for hybrid or non-native species 
because they appear more mani-
cured and picturesque. 

Non-native flora do not pro-
vide the same level of habitat 
suitability for regional wildlife 
when compared to native species, 
which require minimal attention 
and inputs once established. 

“Little focus is on reducing 
landscape maintenance efforts 
and cost,” said Mitten. 

Prioritizing native species is 
both financially and environmen-
tally smart since they are specifi-
cally suited for the climate and 
soil of its region. The resulting 
landscape design provides ad-
equate habitats for native fauna, 
and prevents water runoff that 
construction efforts seek to fix.

The SES website provides in-
formation on planting best prac-
tices: “The roots of native plants 
reduce erosion and help absorb 
rainwater.” Adding that, “The 
plants also provide a habitat for 
birds, butterflies, and other fau-
na.”

Soil erosion decreases when 
native plants, which send their 
roots deep underground, are uti-
lized. The roots prevent runoff 
from reaching impermeable sur-
faces to begin with, storing ex-
cess water internally for later use. 
While Loyola has recognized the 
capability of native plants in pre-
venting floods and soil erosion, 
evidenced by the Sullivan Rain 
Garden, these efforts are sparse 
in comparison to complete recon-
struction. 

Campus wide adoption and 
advancement of permeable pav-
ers, rain gardens, and green roofs 
would have lessened the effects of 
the severe flooding Loyola faced 
in 2022, when 34 buildings on 

Lake Shore Campus sustained 
water damage from flooding.  

In reference to this phenom-
enon, Mitten said that Loyola’s, 
“Drainage landscaping is a disas-
ter with mulch and dirt flowing 
right into the drainage sewers, 
and then they wonder why the 
building basements flood.” 

While improved underground 
drainage infrastructure may be 
needed depending on the age and 
efficiency of existing systems, the 
current landscaping practices fur-
ther exacerbate the probability of 
flooding. Despite this, the project 
descriptions for Piper/Coffey Hall 
and Cudahy Library insinuate 
that climate change is the main 
reason for the floods and conse-
quent construction. 

While climate change may in-
fluence the severity of weather 
events and can cause increased 
flooding in certain regions, it is 
counterproductive to default to 
it being the explanation for any 
weather related disaster. The 
current approach of demolish-
ing existing structures, discard-
ing established trees and plants, 
and spending millions on new 
construction, actually increases 
Loyola’s contribution to anthro-
pogenic climate change.  

Effective stormwater manage-
ment, that doesn’t have as sub-
stantial of an impact on climate, 
can be achieved through non- 
invasive means. 

“The amount of pruning of 
existing tree limbs reduces the 
amount of water held in the tree 
itself, that water goes into the 
drains,” said Mitten. 

The increased probability of 
flooding arises when whole trees 
or branches are removed from 

campus landscapes, resulting in 
the water they would have stored 
internally instead accumulating 
on the ground. 

He explained that some mature 
trees can store more than 100  
Liters of water within their bark, 
trunk, limbs, and leaves, the same 
amount as one would use in a 10 
minute shower. 

Runoff from rainfall is wors-
ened by the inability of concrete, 
asphalt, roofs, and other common 
impermeable pavements to absorb 
the large quantities. 

Instead, the water, along with 
eroded soil, fertilizer, and pollut-
ants, pools onto the surface and 
enter storm drains, weakening 
the systems capacity and flooding 
campus facilities. 

Alternatively, that water could 
make its way into Lake Michigan 
along with the pollutants it picks 
up along the way, impacting both 
terrestrial and aquatic ecosys-
tems. 

The University’s construction 
of underground stormwater man-
agement is an anthropocentric 
adaptation strategy, one that pri-
oritizes the humans impacted by 
flooding while understating the 
intrinsic value of native wildlife 
and their habitats within campus. 
All the while, proven mitigation 
strategies, which aim to decrease 
the need for construction in the 
first place, can be, and have been, 
implemented successfully. 

No matter how multifaceted 
the issue, solutions that benefit 
all who are impacted by con-
struction efforts are necessary. 
By facilitating relationships be-
tween groundskeeping and those 
dedicated to conservation efforts 
on campus, sustainable solutions 
can be found so that current and 
future residents enjoy the same 
quality of environment. 

In order for Loyola to maintain 
its commitment to sustainability 
through construction and ground-
skeeping endeavors, Father Mit-
ten’s advice is to “Make the cam-
pus more accessible for student 
biodiversity research.”

effects of diabetes on mental and 
physical quality of life and overall 
longevity.

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NASCAR and music fests  
again kick softball out of Grant Park

For the second year in a row, NASCAR, 
America’s redneck racing sport, is eject-
ing Chicago’s beloved game, 16-inch slow 
pitch softball—out of Grant Park.

Once the biggest 16-inch slow-pitch 
league in the Windy City, the game is ef-
fectively dead at Grant Park, cast into the 
wind as a forgotten memory, softball devo-
tees say.

The NASCAR Chicago Street Race is 
scheduled to return in July, and the city 
began closing down streets for race setup 
on June 10, nearly a month before the race 
weekend of July 6 and 7.

Closures eventually will include major 
roads like Lake Shore Dr., Michigan Ave., 
Roosevelt Rd., and Columbus Dr.—form-
ing a loop around Grant Park. After the 
race weekend, streets will remain closed 
until Monday, July 8 as the course and 
stands are taken down.

The “Bad Apples,” a coed team that has 
played in Grant Park since 1980, received a 
phone call from the Chicago Park District 
a couple of weeks ago to announce their 
season will be compressed into four weeks 
in June.

“What is worse, Bad Apples and eight 
other teams in the Chicago Advertising 
Coed Softball League [CACSL], will be 
forced to play doubleheader games at 6 p.m. 
and 7 p.m. each week in June to squeeze 
our season into a total of one Thursday 
and four Tuesday nights in June,” said Juan 
Correa, commissioner of the league.

Then, after a month off for NASCAR 
and before Lollapalooza, the teams will be 
required to come back on July 16 to finish 
league play on the four diamonds booked 
for the league. 

The CACSL’s playoffs would move to 
Waveland Park on Saturday, July 20, for a 
one-day championship tournament, Correa 
said.

In addition to the Bad Apples, the league 
includes the following teams: Energy 
BBDO, Fleishman Hillard, Publicis Group, 
KSM, Cramer-Krasselt, Foot Cone & Beld-
ing. OMD, and Clune Construction.

The Chicago Sports & Social Club 16-
inch softball league at Grant Park was hit 
with the same mandatory doubleheader 
schedule on the two diamonds it booked on 
Tuesday nights. The social club league was 
forced to give up two games on May 21 and 
28 to make way for Suenos events. Teams 
pay $1,170 each plus a 5% processing fee 
for a five-game season plus one playoff 
game. The club also provides team T-shirts 
and equipment.   

Grant Park coed league game times will 
be restricted to a one-hour limit, and a one-

and-one ball-strike rule will be enforced. 
For the second game of the doubleheader, 
action will continue until sunset. Each 
home team must provide bases, and an $18 
Clincher softball.

“Before COVID-19, our coed league at-
tracted 32 teams to Grant Park,” Correa 
noted. “Last season, with NASCAR and 
music events taking over the park, we had 
only nine teams play in the league. This 
season, three more teams dropped out be-
cause of fears about political demonstra-
tions during the Democratic National Con-
vention in August.”

CACSL teams will pay a hefty entry fee 
of $1,500, up from $800 in 2023, because 
of a new legal-waiver rule to insure against 
coed player injuries.

For decades, up to 350 corporate, indus-
trial and saloon teams competed in leagues 

at Grant Park, generally known as the hub 
of Windy City softball. However, down-
town softball at Grant Park took a turn for 
the worse after the tragedy of 9/11.

Metered parking along Columbus Dr. 
near the fields was removed for security 
reasons. Players were forced to park five 
blocks away and walk to the fields, or take 
a cab.

Twenty years ago, festivals trashed the 
valley between Columbus and the Outer 
drives. Now, NASCAR sponsors are rev-
ving their engines to burn out the down-
town game forever, critics say.

Special events continue to dominate 
Grant Park all summer with Suenos, NA-
SCAR and Lollapalooza tying up the green 
space for 73 days setting up, tearing down

Leni Manaa-Hop-
penworth opposing liquor store rezoning

We represent the three 48th Ward Block 
Clubs in closest proximity to the old Gran-
ville Frame Shop Building – the ENN-
NEON Block Club in which this building 
is located; North Edgewater Beach Asso-
ciation located to the east; and Edgewater 
Glen Association to the south.

And through all these channels the 
Community has overwhelmingly rejected 
the proposal to change the current zoning 
for the large and historic Granville Frame 
Shop Building to allow a liquor store.

So we were disappointed to learn that 
the Alderwoman’s Zoning Advisory Com-
mittee in a closed-door meeting voted 6 
to 3 to advise the Alderwoman to over-
turn long-standing zoning and 48th Ward 
public policy in favor of a mediocre liquor 
store represented by a big downtown law 
firm that is simply seeking to make money 
in our Community.

Through their comments and actions 
these six Zoning Advisory Committee 

Joint statement of Block Clubs opposing liquor store rezoning
members have shown the Community they 
neither understand good zoning policy nor 
respect the public feedback process.

• They don’t care about the residents that 
will have to live next to this liquor store.

• They don’t care about the history of 
crime and liquor stores on Granville or 
the experiences of the people who lived 
through it.

• They don’t care that this liquor store 
re-zoning will fill no need in the Commu-
nity where we already have 14 liquor stores 
within 1 mile.

• They don’t care that there are at least 
two other highly regarded local businesses 
that don’t pose these concerns which are 
clamoring to lease this prominent corner 
storefront space.

We call on Ald. Manaa-Hoppenworth to 
respect the feedback from her constituents 
and their Block Clubs and quickly and de-
cisively disapprove this unpopular “spot 
zoning” proposal.

According to a recent count by 
the city of Chicago, homeless-
ness in Chicago is increasing. 
The City’s annual Point-in-Time 
Count [PITC] of homeless peo-
ple is now estimated at 18,836 
people, including those living in 
shelters or unsheltered locations. 
That count showed that homeless-
ness has tripled from the last year, 
when the homeless count was at 
6,139.

The current state of homeless-
ness comes in the recently re-
leased 2024 Annual Report on 
Homelessness.

The report shows that the vast 
majority of this increase is due to 
the large number of illegal aliens 
and migrants who arrived in Chi-
cago after crossing over the unse-
cured, southwestern U.S. border. 
Most of the new homeless have 
arrived in Chicago since Aug. 
2022 in need of shelter and basic 
needs. 

However, as the problems lin-
ger on and pandemic-era federal 
bailout spending has ended - spe-
cifically Coronavirus Aid, Relief, 
and Economic Security Act and 
American Rescue Plan funding 
- the city, county and state must 
now tap local taxpayer dollars to 
try to deal with housing and car-
ing for the homeless.

Based on the city’s recent PITC, 
homelessness in Chicago shows 
significant racial disparities. Not 
including the new illegal alien 
and migrant population, Black 
and African American individu-

als and families have higher rates 
of homelessness in comparison 
to other racial and ethnic groups. 
The 2024 PITC shows that 72% 
of the total non-alien homeless 
population in Chicago identified 
as Black or African-American. 
According to the last U.S. Census, 
less than 30% of residents in Chi-
cago identify as Black or African 
American.

But the biggest part of the prob-
lem today clearly is the continued 
arrival of illegal aliens, and mi-
grant asylum seekers. Since Aug. 
2022, Chicago has taken in over 
41,000 people who crossed the 
southwest border. In total, 13,891 
alien migrants were counted 
as part of the 2024 PITC. Over 
22,680 migrants have been re-
settled or reunited with sponsors 
since Aug. 2022, and there are 
currently about 8,695 migrants 
staying in Chicago shelters as of 
April 2024.

At the time of last year’s PITC 
report (July 2023), Chicago had 

received only 11,500 of the mi-
grants.

As more homeless arrive from 
the southern border, existing Chi-
cago residents are forced to com-
pete against the newly arriving 
homeless migrants for available 
housing. The city’s report says 
that growing demand is helping 
to drive up rents. The report says 
that high housing and rental costs, 
paired with the declining supply 
of affordable rental units, likely 
led to increases in homelessness 
this past year.

Gaps in affordability and in-
creasing rental costs have driven 
up rents by 6% in 2023, the report 
claims, exacerbating homeless-
ness.

Chicago has experienced an 
overall loss of affordable rental 
units city wide, which leads to 
more homelessness. Despite the 
city’s claims to have been work-
ing on eradicating homelessness 
over the last decade, recent data 
shows the city now has the larg-
est gap in affordable housing in a 
decade, reaching 119,435 units in 
2021. 

Now, the city and state claim 
they are partnering on the One 
System Initiative to support the 
homeless in Chicago. They hope 
to approach the homeless - re-
gardless of their immigration 
status - with workgroups of repre-
sentatives from the current home-
less services system and migrant 
shelter system. Consultants are 
reportedly meeting weekly with 
city and state bureaucrats to de-
velop recommendations by the 
end of this Summer, with imple-
mentation no earlier than Jan. 
2025.

Chicago Public Schools are 
currently preparing for its sum-
mer programming, which runs 
from June 26 through Aug. 4.

Gunmen fired shots  
at motorist during possible 
robbery in Uptown, two more 
robberies reported nearby

A gunman fired shots at a man as 
he parked his car at a North Side park 
on June 4, possibly during a robbery 
attempt, according to Chicago po-
lice and a source. At least two other 
robberies were reported on the 
city’s North Side within hours.

In Uptown, a 50-year-old man was 
parking his car at Margate Park in the 
4900 block of N. Marine Dr. around 
12:15 a.m. when four men started 
tapping on his driver’s window, a 
CPD spokesperson said.

Fearing that he was about to be 
robbed or carjacked, the man drove 
away. He told police he heard gun-
shots as he fled, and police found 
three bullet holes in his car. The po-
lice spokesperson said he was not 
injured.

An officer at the scene said the 
suspects were four Black males 
wearing masks and hoodies.

The incident occurred in the 48th 
Ward, where Ald. Leni Manaa-Hop-
penworth recently announced that 
she would not share information 
about incidents like this with her 
constituents unless they “opt-in” to 
a special mailing list.

Two successful robberies were re-
ported minutes apart on the North 
Side, too.

Three armed men confronted a 
62-year-old in the 900 block of W. 
Sunnyside at 2:12 a.m., according to 
police. The crew displayed guns and 
demanded his property. After he 
complied, they pushed him to the 
ground and ran east on Sunnyside, 
according to the police spokesper-
son.

The victim was treated at the 
scene for minor cuts to his knees 
and elbows.

About six minutes later, a 41-
year-old man was robbed in the 
1300 block of W. Winona. He told 
police he was walking when three 
men walked up, and two displayed 
guns, a CPD spokesperson said. The 
unarmed robber took the victim’s 
property, and the crew fled in a 
white SUV.

The suspects in both robberies 
were described as Black males wear-
ing black clothing and masks.

Eleven-year-old boy robbed  
62-year-old aboard a CTA train, 
his accomplice was 14

Chicago police have charged an 
11-year-old boy with robbing a man 
nearly six times his age on a CTA 
train. He worked with a 14-year-old 
girl to commit the crime, police said.

The pair robbed the 62-year-old 
inside a Red Line CTA train car at 
State-Lake around 7:30 p.m. May 24, 
according to police.

CPD said the girl also robbed a 41-
year-old man at the Clark-Division 
station about 40 minutes later. This 
victim was also on a Red Line train.

Both juveniles are charged with 
robbery of a victim over the age 
of 60. The girl faces an additional 
charge of robbery.

No additional information is avail-

of hate crimes could be “weaponized” 
and might result in more “surveil-
lance” by police, a negative in her 
book, as they try to find the people 
responsible for the crimes.

Last week, a gunman fired shots at 
a man as he parked his car in the 48th 
ward, according to CPD. He told police 
four men started tapping on his driv-
er’s window, and he sped away, fear-
ing that he was about to be robbed or 
carjacked.

Year-to-date shooting incidents in 
the 48th ward are at the highest level 
since 2015, according to the city’s data 
portal. As of May 13, 41 robberies had 
been reported this year in the 48th 
ward. That’s up 78% compared to the 
same time last year, and it’s the high-
est number of year-to-date robberies 
since 2012.

Also at the highest level in her ward 
since at least 2012 are criminal sexual 
assaults. There have been 14 reported 
so far this year, up from six at this 
point last year.

Woman charged with stabbing 
patron at Uptown club

A Cook County judge has detained 
a woman after prosecutors accused 
her of stabbing and seriously injuring 

another woman at 
an Uptown bar.

The stabbing 
occurred at 4713 
N. Broadway, the 
address of The Ba-
ton Show Lounge, 
shortly after 10 
p.m. May 20, ac-
cording to court 

and Chicago police records.
Prosecutors said a 33-year-old 

woman went to the club with four 
friends, and they encountered Man-
uel Macon, a 47-year-old that one of 
the victim’s friends knew.

During the evening, Macon made 
“several comments” toward the vic-
tim, her friend, and others in the 
group, prosecutors said during a de-
tention petition. Ultimately, the group 
decided to leave.

As they were walking out, Macon 
got into a “scuffle” with the person 
she knew, and the victim tried to in-
tervene, the petition said. At that 
point, Macon pulled a knife out of her 
bag and stabbed the victim once in 
her breast area, according to the peti-
tion.

She suffered “massive bleeding” 
and received multiple blood transfu-
sions, prosecutors said.

Macon is charged with two counts 
of aggravated battery. Judge William 
Fahy granted the state’s detention pe-
tition, citing Macon’s previous violent 
crime convictions as one reason for 
the decision.

Cook County court records show 
Macon was convicted of robbery in 
2021 and 1999. She received five years 
for the most recent case and 90 days 
for the earlier matter.

Five weeks after ankle monitor  
removed, he was part  
of the robbery team  
that left an Uber driver dead

Barely a month after a judge re-
moved the ankle monitor Kameron 
Freeman wore while awaiting trial for 
possessing a stolen SUV, the 29-year-
old participated in the robbery and 
murder of an Uber driver, prosecu-
tors say. Freeman is also accused of 
being part of an armed robbery crew 
that robbed a woman in Bucktown in 
March.

Freeman is the 37th person 

with her, officials said during his bail 
hearing. Around 6:30 p.m., the men 
agreed to give the girl a ride home, 
and they climbed into the second 
man’s car.

Prosecutors said the driver, who 
is licensed to own firearms, had a 
pistol inside a case in the back seat. 
As the car neared the 2700 block 
of N. Lake Shore Dr., the girl heard 
the clicking sound of Ocampo put-
ting an ammunition magazine into 
the weapon and then heard a loud 
bang, according to prosecutors.

She immediately felt a horrible 
pain in her back and realized she 
was bleeding profusely. Chicago 
police would later find a bullet hole 
in the back of the passenger seat. 
Officials said the driver looked back 
and saw Ocampo holding his fire-
arm in one hand and the ammuni-
tion magazine in the other.

According to prosecutors, Oca-
mpo apologized repeatedly and 
tried to comfort the girl as the driver 
headed to St. Joseph Hospital. Upon 
arriving at the hospital, Ocampo ran 
inside, grabbed a wheelchair, and 
helped the girl get into the facility.

Meanwhile, the driver drove to 
the Town Hall 19th District police 
station, 850 W. Addison. There, he 
told officers about what happened 
and directed them to the firearm, 
which was still inside his vehicle.

The girl was transferred to Advo-
cate Illinois Masonic Medical Center 
for treatment. She suffered a broken 
pelvis and intestinal damage, prose-
cutors said. She underwent surgery 
and spent time in the intensive care 
unit.

Prosecutors said Ocampo ini-
tially denied shooting the girl but 
later admitted that he accidentally 
pulled the trigger.

In Nov. 2022, Ocampo was 
charged with a suburban robbery 
and went home the same day on 
a recognizance bond. He was on 
bond at the time of the shooting.

His parole date has not been set, 
but both sentences will be reduced 
by 50% for good behavior, and he 
will receive credit for time spent in 
custody since his arrest.

Ocampo also had a pending mis-
demeanor case for resisting arrest 
at the time of the shooting. Judge 
Nicole Castillo found him not guilty 
last October.

Men robbed, forcibly kissed 
woman at CTA station

Police are trying to identify two 
men who were part of a large group 
that targeted a woman at the North-
Clybourn Red Line CTA station last 
month.

CPD’s Mass Transit unit released 
surveillance images on June 5 of 
two men that detectives want to 
speak to about the incident, which 
occurred around 2:13 p.m. May 1.

The man on the left, wearing a 
“Nirvana” hoodie, took the woman’s 
phone by force and tried to get her 
to unlock the device and change its 
language to English, police said.

Moments later, a large group 
surrounded the woman and one of 
them, seen on the right, kissed the 
woman without consent, according 
to CPD.

Man charged  
with shooting gun on Addison

A federal grand jury has charged a 
man with illegally possessing a loaded 
handgun in Lakeview last month.

The indictment returned June 4 in 
U.S. District Court in Chicago charges 
Raphael Hammond, 37, with illegal 
possession of a firearm.  The indict-
ment alleges that Hammond illegally 
possessed the loaded .380-caliber 
handgun on May 5.   Shortly after 1 
a.m., Hammond fired the gun several 
times while standing on a sidewalk in 
the 1000 block of W. Addison St., ac-
cording to a criminal complaint previ-
ously filed in the case.  

At the time of the shooting, Ham-
mond was on court-supervised re-
lease from a prior federal firearm 
conviction that prohibited him from 
legally possessing a firearm.

The charge in the indictment is pun-
ishable by a maximum sentence of 15 
years in federal prison.   Arraignment 
is set for 11 a.m. June 18, before U.S. 
Magistrate Judge Jeffrey T. Gilbert.

The investigation was conducted in 
coordination with ATF’s Crime Gun In-
telligence Center of Chicago. The cen-
ter is a centralized law enforcement 
hub that focuses exclusively on inves-
tigating and preventing gun violence 
throughout northern Illinois.  It is an 
interagency collaboration that brings 
together - under one roof - federal, 
state, and local law enforcement offi-
cers, prosecutors, and intelligence an-
alysts to move quickly to investigate 
and prosecute violent crimes.

Woman shot in Edgewater,  
same address where three others 
have been shot since May 22

A woman shot in Edgewater on 
June 6 was shot at the exact same ad-
dress where three other people have 
been shot in two separate incidents 
since May 22, according to Chicago 
police reports.

The shooting occurred in the 48th 
ward, where Ald. Leni Manaa-Hop-
penworth announced last week that 
she would no longer disseminate in-
formation about crime in the ward to 
her constituents unless they “opted 
in” to a special email list.

After the first shooting occurred 
outside 6002 N. Kenmore on May 22, 
before she swore off her responsibil-
ity to inform voters about activities 
in her ward, Manaa-Hoppenworth 
assured the public that the shooting 
was “isolated.”

Yet, three days later, another man 
was shot outside at the same address.

And, now, a woman has been shot 
outside the building, too.

At about 9:19 p.m., the 23-year-old 
victim was sitting in front when a dark 
sedan pulled up and someone fired 
shots toward her, according to a Chi-
cago police media statement. A bullet 
struck the woman’s abdomen. CPD 
said she was in good condition at St. 
Francis Hospital.

Officers at the scene said they 
found about 15 shell casings at the 
scene. No arrests have been made.

Eleven people have been shot in 
Edgewater so far this year, a number 
120% higher than all of last year, with 
four of this year’s victims being shot 
outside 6002 N. Kenmore. There were 
11 people shot in the neighborhood 
during all of 2021.

Residents of the 6000 block of N. 
Kenmore might want to know what 
in the world is going on. But one per-
son they probably shouldn’t ask is 
the person they elected to represent 
them in the City Council. She thinks 
informing people about crime is racist 
and leads to a perception of increased 
crime. Having four people shot on 
your block in less than three weeks 
can also affect one’s perception, too.

After this reporter broke the news 
about Manaa-Hoppenworth’s deci-
sion, she spoke with the Sun-Times, 
offering an explanation that seemed 
to suggest she believed the reporting 

charged with murdering or trying to 
shoot or kill someone in Chicago last 
year while on felony pretrial release. 
The crimes involved 53 victims, 19 of 
whom died.

Police arrested Freeman on May 
18, 2023, after he bolted from a sto-
len Jeep in the 1300 block of N. Lock-
wood. Judge Susana Ortiz put him on 
electronic monitoring. But Judge Mi-
chael Hood removed the ankle brace-
let on Oct. 26, court records show.

Five weeks later, on Dec. 3, Uber 
driver Mohammed Al Hijoj picked up 
Freeman, 18-year-old Zayin Kelly, and 
two other people and drove them to 
the 1700 block of N. Lotus, prosecu-
tors said.

A witness seated in another car saw 
Al Hijoj’s Cadillac Escalade pull over 
and observed someone climb from 
the back seat to the front seat of Al Hi-
joj’s vehicle. According to prosecutors, 
Al Hijoj raised his hands, and another 
occupant of the car patted him down 
from the back seat. As the witness ran 
into his home to call 911, he heard a 
gunshot from outside.

The 39-year-old limo driver, shot 
in the chest, arm, and leg, died. He 
moved to America from Jordan 15 
years ago and was working toward his 
doctorate while owning a small lim-
ousine company.

As the passengers bailed out of 
Al Hijoj’s SUV, Kelly accidentally shot 
himself in the right thigh and dropped 
the murder weapon outside the limo 
as he ran away, prosecutors said.

Eight days later, while detectives 
continued to work on the murder 
case, Freeman pleaded guilty to the 
pending stolen vehicle charge. Judge 
Hood sentenced him to probation 
and ordered him to get a GED.

But prosecutors say Freeman un-
dertook another activity while on 
probation, too: armed robbery.

He was one of the people who 
robbed a 26-year-old woman at gun-
point in the 2100 block of W. North 
Ave. around 6:05 a.m. March 13, police 
said. Detectives linked that robbery 
to a crew that committed at least 10 
holdups across the area. CPD also re-
leased these surveillance images of 
the robbers, with the man in the mid-
dle resembling Freeman.

Judge Shauna Boliker detained 
Freeman on charges of murder during 
the commission of a forcible felony 
and armed robbery.

Kelly was also charged with Al Hi-
joj’s murder in February. He was on 
juvenile probation for robbery at the 
time of the crime and served time in 
the juvenile justice center for carjack-
ing in 2021, officials said.

Another man accused of being part 
of the Bucktown robbery crew was 
charged last month.

Carlos Ocampo was free on a re-
cognizance bond for a pending rob-

bery charge last 
May when he de-
cided to play with 
a handgun in the 
back seat of a car 
as he rode up Lake 
Shore Dr. near Di-
versey.

The gun fired, 
sending a bullet into the back of a 
17-year-old girl in the front seat, offi-
cials said. Ocampo became the ninth 
person accused of shooting, killing, 
or trying to shoot or kill someone in 
Chicago last year while awaiting trial 
for a felony. That number has now bal-
looned to 37.  

One June 7, Ocampo, 22, pleaded 
guilty to robbery and reckless dis-
charge of a firearm. Judge Margaret 
Ogarek sentenced him to six years, 
three for the robbery and three more 
for the shooting, to be served con-
secutively.

He and a friend were at North Av-
enue Beach on May 21, 2023, when 
they struck up a conversation with a 
17-year-old girl and then smoked pot police beat see p. 14

A Chicago man is fuming after 
five graduation cards containing 
small cash gifts arrived at their 
destinations ripped open, with 
money missing from inside.

The retiree said he intentionally 
went inside the Uptown Post Of-
fice, 4850 N. Broadway, to mail 
the cards because he doesn’t trust 
the big blue mailboxes on the 
street. He dropped all five cards 
into a mail slot inside the building 
on May 24. Each contained a $20 
gift for his graduating relatives.

Days later, the cards arrived at 
their destinations—one in subur-
ban Dallas and four in a town out-
side Charlotte, NC. They were all 
torn open, and the cash was miss-
ing, the man said on May 31.

“We have sent mail before (not 
with money) and dropped it in the 
blue mailboxes on the street that 
have either never arrived or ar-
rived over a month late,” the man 
explained, “so we always go in-
side to mail now.”

The man said he filed a com-
plaint at the Uptown branch, and 
the employee was “serious and 
nice and did not blow us off.” 

She “accepted when I asserted 
that the common factor was THIS 
post office,” he said. “She said 
she would pass it on to the post-
master.”

A postal official who spoke 
with this reporter stated the thefts 
were likely committed internally 
in Chicagoland before the enve-
lopes went their separate ways to 
Texas and North Carolina.

They pointed out that cash and 
gift cards are often tucked away 
inside cards that, thanks to their 
brightly colored envelopes and 
recognizable dimensions, are 
easy to spot among the piles of 
mail processed each day.

The whole thing is a real an-
noyance for the adoring grandfa-
ther and granduncle, whose cash 
went missing.

“I know this isn’t a major theft 
or anything,” he said, “but for 
chrissakes, Americans have trust-
ed the US Mail back to the Pony 
Express days.”

A class action lawsuit seeks to 
put an end to the widespread and 
growing use by police in Illinois 
of automated license plate reader 
systems to combat crime, as plain-
tiffs say such systems amount to 
unconstitutional warrantless sur-
veillance on the movements of 
people throughout the state.

Automated license plate read-
ers in Chicago log and estimated 
200 million license plates a year, 
giving police a detailed pattern 
about the daily habits of all mo-
torists along with offering real-
time alerts about cars wanted in 
crimes.

On May 30, attorneys with the 
Liberty Justice Center, of Chi-
cago, filed suit in Chicago federal 
court seeking court orders block-
ing police throughout the state 
from using the alleged crime-
fighting systems.

Police, the lawsuit says, “are 
operating a system of dragnet sur-
veillance, recording the where-
abouts of every resident of Cook 
County who drives a car or truck - 
and are expanding this mass sur-
veillance across the entire state.

“Defendants (police) are track-
ing anyone who drives to work in 
Cook County - or to school, or a 
grocery store, or a doctor’s office, 
or a pharmacy, or a political rally, 
or a romantic encounter, or family 
gathering - every day, without any 
reason to suspect anyone of any-
thing, and are holding onto those 
whereabouts just in case they 
decide in the future that some 
citizen might be an appropriate 
target of law enforcement,” the 
lawsuit says.

The lawsuit was filed against 
a group of defendants including 
the Illinois State Police, Gov. JB 
Pritzker and Attorney General 
Kwame Raoul, who they say are 
the state’s chief law enforcement 
officials.

The lawsuit was filed on behalf 
of named plaintiffs Stephanie 
Scholl and Frank Bednarz, identi-
fied as residents of Cook County 
who drive their vehicles on “ex-
pressways in Cook County” while 
commuting to work and engaging 
in other day-to-day activities.

The lawsuit takes aim at the 
networks of automated license 
plate readers installed first in 
Chicago and Cook County, and 

now cropping up in other com-
munities throughout Illinois.

The license plate reader sys-
tems work through a network of 
cameras installed along roads and 
at intersections, where they record 
the license plates of vehicles pass-
ing by, uploading the information 
into searchable databases avail-
able to law enforcement.

The systems ostensibly allow 
police to better track the move-
ments and whereabouts of crimi-

nal suspects, to reduce crime.
The license plate readers were 

first authorized in Illinois un-
der the 2019 state law known as 
the Tamera Clayton Expressway 
Camera Act. That law was enact-
ed in response to a 2019 shooting 
of postal worker Tamera Clayton 
on I-57.

Under the initial rollout, about 
300 plate readers were installed 
along Cook County’s major ex-
pressway interstate highways 
leading into and out the city of 
Chicago.

However, in more recent 
months, the systems have spread 
to other communities throughout 
the state, as police seek to utilize 
the new technology to moni-
tor their streets and fight crime, 
which had spiked in Chicago and 
elsewhere in the years since 2020, 
when a large number of state and

city officials endorsed criminal 
justice reforms and policies that 
critics have said were soft on 
crime and anti-police.

For instance, after state law-
makers and Pritzker authorized 
the expansion of the use of plate 
readers in 2022, Illinois State 
Police worked with the Illinois 
Tollway Authority to install plate 
readers elsewhere in Cook, Kane, 
Lake, Will, DuPage, DeKalb, 
Winnebago and Lee counties.

In all, as of May 2024, ISP had 
purchased 649 plate reader cam-
eras. Cameras have since been 
installed by the Illinois Depart-
ment of Transportation in Cook 
County, St. Clair County, Morgan 
County and Champaign County.

According to ISP data, the 
cameras have in all recorded 
nearly 4.7 million “hits” - mean-
ing when the system records a 
license plate number flagged by 
law enforcement for policing pur-
poses - and more than 141 million 
“detections,” defined as “the cap-
ture of digital images or license 
plates and vehicles with associ-
ated metadata,” such as GPS co-
ordinates, date and time stamps.

The current vendor for the Il-
linois State Police’s plate reader 
system is Vetted Security Solu-
tions, under a contract begun in 
Jan. 2023.

In the new lawsuit, the plain-
tiffs say the implementation of the 
license plate reader systems as a 
less intrusive mode of police sur-
veillance amounts to an unconsti-
tutional “dragnet ... recording the 
whereabouts of (everyone) who 
drives a car or truck,” whether or 
not they are accused or suspected 
of any criminal or suspicious ac-
tivity.

The lawsuit asserts this sys-
tem violates the Fourth Amend-
ment rights against warrantless 
searches of everyone using Illi-
nois roads. Plaintiffs claim it also 
violates their Fourteenth Amend-
ment rights.

“... ISP does not even have un-
reasonable suspicion: they have 
no suspicion at all,” the lawsuit 
said. “Rather, they collect all the 
public movements of every car 
they can in Illinois - and every car 
they can around the country.

“ISP is tracking the movements 
of millions of citizens, includ-
ing Plaintiffs, and just holding 
onto that mass surveillance data 
in case one day some police offi-
cer decides to target Plaintiffs for 
specific investigation - warranted 
or unwarranted.”

Plaintiffs are seeking a court 
order blocking police from op-
erating the current network of 
license plate reader cameras and 
from installing new plate readers 
in the state.

In statements provided in a 
release announcing the lawsuit, 
Scholl, one of the plaintiffs said: 

“This system has brought Big 
Brother to Illinois. Automatically 
tracking and indefinitely storing 
information on everyone who 
drives into the state completely 
crosses the line. That isn’t a rea-
sonable security measure - it’s a 
dystopia playing out in real time, 
in our backyards.”

Her co-plaintiff Bednarz, who 
is a lawyer, added: “If law en-
forcement agencies can conduct 
constant, warrantless mass sur-
veillance and store that informa-
tion to access at any time, then 
ordinary people effectively have 
no protection against abuses of 
police power. 

“The Fourth Amendment is 
meant to protect us from unrea-
sonable search and seizure, but 
how can that right be upheld when 
the state is perpetually searching 
every citizen?” Bednarz said.

“NASCAR, public entertain-

ment events, and the Chicago 
Park District have killed 16-inch 
softball in Grant Park,” said Ron 
Roenigk, publisher of Inside Pub-
lications, and retired player-man-
ager of the “Inside Dirt” coed 
team which participated in the 
Media Softball League at Grant 
Park, Lincoln Park, and Wave-
land Park.

“There are so many profit-
making ‘close-off-the-park-to-
non-payer’ events in Grant Park 
now that tax-paying Chicagoans 
have basically lost their recre-
ational front yard for the better 
part of the summer. It really is a 
scandal,” said Roenigk.

“Most Chicagoans don’t have 
any concept of how much public-
park real estate the Park District 
has leased out to private compa-
nies involved in profit-making 
ventures,” Roenigk said.

“The social clubs lock-up dia-
mond permits early in the sea-
son, and that action just reduces 
the days and times available for 
traditional Park District softball 
leagues which are rapidly disap-
pearing,” he said. “In this case, 
money talks, and if you pay 
enough money, you get preferen-
tial treatment.”

“The game of softball was in-
vented here in Chicago in 1887, 
and the first indoor game was 
played at the Farragut Boat Club 
at Lake Park Ave. and 31st St., 
only a couple of miles from Grant 
Park,” noted softball historian 
and umpire Larry Comstock, who 
played on the historic Chicago 
Sun-Times Hall of Fame team, 
inducted in 2008.

“Softball was invented in Chi-
cago, and we’re killing it for 
NASCAR—something invented 
in North Carolina,” Roenigk said. 
“We’ve rejected our own child.”

“With the Michigan Ave. 
high-rise cityscape to the west 

and Lake Michigan to the east, 
playing softball at Grant Park—
Chicago’s beautiful ‘front yard’—
always was an awesome experi-
ence,” recalled Robert Egan, a 
Chicago Sun-Times player and 
manager whose team was a five-
time champion at the park in the 
elite Mike Royko Softball Tour-
nament between 2001 and 2009.

“Chicago’s game once was 
played in every park and gravel 
school yard across the city,” Egan 
recalled. At the neighborhood 

level, serious and skilled blue-
collar saloon teams flocked to 
corner taverns after the game for 
camaraderie—the life blood of 
softball, he noted.

“Softball was good for neigh-
borhood businesses, pumping 
tens of thousands of tax dollars 
into the city. Now, virtually all 
of the very competitive neighbor-
hood leagues are dead and the 
bars are closing. It’s a very sad 
turn of events,” Egan lamented.

“Softball and baseball are 

traditional, beloved American 
sports—good for both sexes and 
all races” Roenigk said. “How-
ever, our current leadership at 
City Hall doesn’t seem to respect 
that.”

Today, many of the elite 16-inch 
softball teams play in the suburbs 
at Forest Park and Westchester, 
noted Paul Rowan, president of 
the 16-inch Chicago Softball Hall 
of Fame.

Fifteen years for man  
who duct-taped employee to chair 
during Walgreens robbery

The man who duct-taped a Wal-
greens employee to a chair during a 
robbery in Lincoln Square two years 
ago has been given a 15-year prison 
sentence.

Marquise Causey, 28, pleaded 
guilty to one count of armed rob-
bery and received the sentence from 
Judge Pamela Stratigakis, according 
to court records.

The robbery happened around 7 
a.m. on July 18, 2022, at the 4801 N. 
Lincoln location. A female store em-

ployee had arrived for work and was 
unlocking the front door when Caus-
ey walked up. Mistaking Causey for 
a customer, the woman told him the 
store had not yet opened.

He told her that he knew it was 
closed and then pulled out a gun and 
forced her into the store’s office, pros-
ecutors said. He held the woman at 
gunpoint while she opened the safe, 
then taped her mouth closed and 
wrapped duct tape around her arms 
and torso as she sat in an office chair.

Causey filled a distinctive blue 
backpack with cash, then took the 
woman’s lunch bag and stuffed more 
money into it before escaping in a car, 
officials said. The entire incident was 
captured on video, but because the 

police beat from p. 10
robber was wearing a mask, the store 
employee was unable to identify him.

Police caught a break when they 
discovered a nearby doorbell cam-
era captured footage of the getaway 
car’s license plate. They learned that 
Causey’s girlfriend, who worked at 
the Walgreens, was the car’s regis-
tered owner.

About a week after the robbery, 
Walgreens employees noticed the get-
away car outside the store and called 
the police. Officers pulled the vehicle 
over as it pulled out of the parking lot 
and detained Causey. Inside the car, 
officials allegedly discovered duct 
tape, a loaded handgun, and a blue 
backpack similar to the robber’s.

Causey’s sentence will be reduced 

to 7½ years for good behavior. Strati-
gakis gave him credit for 674 days 
spent in jail plus another 324 days of 
credit “at the discretion of” the Illinois 
Dept. of Corrections, according to 
court files.

Jonathan Hernandez, 29, after a wom-
an saw him near the 3200 block of N. 
Paulina and realized he was the guy 
seen on wanted posters posted in her 
alley, a CPD report said.

Surveillance videos showed Her-
nandez forcing his way into three ga-
rages to steal bikes in April, according 
to the report. He’s charged with tak-
ing an electric bike from a garage in 
the 3300 block of N. Leavitt on April 
23, another bike from a garage in the 
1700 block of W. Melrose on April 28, 
and two bikes from a garage in the 
3200 block of N. Hoyne on April 29.

Judge Charles Beach released him

on three counts of burglary.
In Dec. 2020, Hernandez received 

18 months of probation for a burglary 
in Lincoln Park, even though he was 
already on probation for two burglar-
ies at the time of the break-in. 

Prosecutors reduced the charge 
from burglary to felony theft in a plea 
deal. In Dec. 2022, his probation was 
terminated unsatisfactorily, accord-
ing to court records.

Hernandez was arrested in the 800 
block of W. Belmont in Sept. 2019 by 
cops who noticed his distinctive shoes 
looked a lot like the shoes they saw in 
surveillance images of a burglar who 

stole a bike from a garage on the 2500 
block of N. Wayne a couple of weeks 
earlier. According to CPD records, one 
of the officers who spotted Hernan-
dez’s fancy shoes also recognized him 
from a previous burglary arrest.

One year before that arrest, Her-
nandez was charged with threaten-
ing to shoot an off-duty police officer 
who confronted him as he allegedly 
burglarized the cop’s garage on the 
3600 block of N. Bell.

“I have a gun. I know where you 
live,” Hernandez allegedly told the of-
ficer. “Where do you work?”

Hernandez found out where the 
officer worked, and he later pleaded 
guilty to the break-in and another 

in Lincoln Square. In Feb. 2019, just 
seven months before he’d be arrest-
ed for burglary again, Judge Cath-
erine Haberkorn sentenced him to 
18 months of probation on a reduced 
charge of theft.

Shortly before his encounter with 
the off-duty cop, Hernandez unsatis-
factorily completed two years of pro-
bation that he received for stealing a 
bike from a garage in the 2600 block 
of N. Mildred in April 2016, according 
to court records.

with its proposed addition would consist of 
138 dwelling units and 113,874 square feet. 
Once completed, the parking shortage and 
location on Ashland will likely create con-
siderable new congestion problems in the 
area with various rideshare and delivery 
service vehicles double parking on Ash-
land to service the building.

At the moment, the developer’s pro-
posal does not conform to the property’s 
current zoning. The developers are asking 
Ald. Martin to support changing the zon-
ing of the property from its current RT-4 
to B2-3. That change would enable the de-
veloper to build the proposed addition. To 
move forward, they will need the approval 
of the Alderman, the Chicago Plan Com-
mission, the Committee on Zoning, and 
City Council. However, with more than 60 
dwelling units, the property would also be-
come a city of Chicago Planned Develop-
ment, which means the city of Chicago has 
greater oversight.

According to the 47th ward’s website, 
the alderman has not yet made a decision 
and is still waiting for his ward-office’s 
zoning advisory committee to make a rec-
ommendation. Martin has approved nearly 

all projects described as TODs and is ex-
pected to approve this one. If approved, 
construction could begin in June 2025 and 
wrap up by June 2026. 

On May 8, non-profit group Our Lady of 
Lourdes Preservation Society of Chicago 
had held a press conference during which 
the group announced it is attempting to 
save the historic sanctuary.

“Our vision is to preserve Our Lady of 
Lourdes Church as a historical landmark, 
reopen [it] and revive it as a Holy Shrine,” 
said Katarina Garcia, a longtime parishio-
ner and the group’s president. 

Among those who support the group’s 
effort are Preservation Chicago, a non-
profit architectural preservation group, and 
Ald. Martin. The group is also supported 
by Brody Hale, a canon lawyer in the Ro-
man Catholic Church and Julie Sawacki, a 
church advocate who has worked on simi-
lar preservation projects.

Garcia said her group is advocating for 
Our Lady of Lourdes Church to become a 
historical landmark and seeks to purchase 
the property from the Archdiocese of Chi-
cago.

According to a spokesperson for the 
Archdiocese of Chicago, their efforts may 
be premature as the merged St. Mary of the 
Lake Parish and Our Lady of Lourdes Par-
ish has not yet determined what the next 
step will be.

“The St. Mary of the Lake and Our Lady 
of Lourdes Parish has not finalized its plan 
for the former Our Lady of the Lourdes 
parish buildings. When the time is appro-
priate, the Archdiocese of Chicago and 
the St. Mary of the Lake and Our Lady of 
Lourdes Parish will establish a framework 
for conversations about the future of the re-
maining parish property, and we will have 
discussions with any parties that present 
an acceptable plan for the ongoing use of 
the buildings,” according to a written state-
ment by the Archdiocese of Chicago.

According to the spokesperson, the 
Archdiocese will not move forward with 
its plans without first consulting the city of 
Chicago and Ald. Martin.

“We always run a process that is open 
and involves the local Alderman’s office 
and a range of constituents, including the 
local community. However, we have not 
formally started that process and no pro-
posals have been received by the Archdio-
cese or the parish,” added the spokesper-
son.

Until 2021, Ravenswood’s Our Lady of 
Lourdes and Buena Park’s St. Mary of the 
Lake, 4220 N. Sheridan Rd., had functioned 
as two separate parishes. After the merger, 
church officials had assured parishioners 

of newly-created St. Mary of the Lake and 
Our Lady of Lourdes parish both buildings 
would remain open for services but would 
share a pastor. On Feb. 3, however, the par-
ish pastor announced his decision to close 
the 108-year-old shrine.

“This is a very difficult moment in 
the life of our parish. This decision will 
cause hurt, sadness, anger and confusion. 
I ask that we hold in prayer all the current 
and former parishioners of Our Lady of 
Lourdes Church who will be affected by 
the closure,” wrote Rev. Manuel Dorantes 
in his February bulletin.

Designed by the prominent Chicago ar-
chitectural firm of Worthmann and Stein-
bach, the Spanish-Renaissance style church 
was built in 1916. The firm designed doz-
ens of churches and homes throughout 
Chicago, many of which are now listed by 
the city of Chicago on its Architectural Re-
sources Survey. 

When it was originally built, the church 
faced west and was located across the 
street. Just 12 years later, the city of Chica-
go announced plans to widen Ashland Ave. 
and the church was in danger of losing 10 
feet from its front. The pastor at the time, 
Rev. James Scanlon, developed an engi-
neering solution which today seems almost 
impossible.

“Instead of letting them chop 10 feet off 
the front, [Scanlon] decided to move the 
10,000-ton church across the street and 
turn it [90-degrees] so it faced north on 
Leland. Scanlon then cut the 100-by-175-
foot building down the middle and inserted 
a 20-foot addition, increasing seating ca-
pacity from 800 to 1200,” wrote longtime 
Inside-Booster contributor Patrick Butler 
in his 2013 book Hidden History of Raven-
swood and Lakeview.

Astonishingly, the engineering feat was 
primarily accomplished by manual labor, 
not machine.

“Engineers and architects from around 
the world came to watch as a handpicked 
crew of 150 men slowly lifted the build-
ing off of its foundation on 2,500 jacks and 
then edged it across the street on 400 roll-
ers after using air drills to clear away sev-
eral inches of ice still coating the street that 
frosty March,” wrote Butler.

“To keep from pulling too hard on one 
part of the building, six heavy chains in 
front and six heavy chains in rear were 
hooked to 72 pulleys connected to four 
horse-powered capstans. On a signal from 
a whistle, the teams turned their capstans 
and the church began to move one foot a 
minute, stopping every four feet to check 
lines and replace rollers as needed.”

“Crowe Brothers, one of the Midwest’s

oldest building movers, had to post a 
$300,000 bond to cover any possible dam-
age. But, [their] calculations were so good 
that the building didn’t suffer a single 
crack as it was being hauled across the 
street and then split in the middle for the 
20-foot insert and attached to a new rec-
tory. By the time the move was completed 
in May, Scanlon had a collection of news-
paper clippings from around the world,” 
wrote Butler.

The church honors Our Lady of Lourdes, 
an honorific title bestowed upon the mother 
of Jesus Christ. Its stained-glass windows 
were meticulously restored about 20 years 
ago and depict the life of Mary.

Preservation Chicago, a nonprofit orga-
nization dedicated to architectural preser-
vation in the city, continues to list Our Lady 
of Lourdes on its list of highly-endangered 
buildings and the group advocates for re-
use if a building can no longer serve its 
original purpose.

“We want to encourage the Archdiocese 
of Chicago to consider inviting other re-
ligious orders to Chicago, when the arch-
diocese can no longer support them. If it 
is determined that a church can no longer 
function in such a capacity, plans should be 
considered to encourage cultural reuses for 
these sacred structures. Such reuse efforts 
may include reuse as concert venues, music 
centers, cultural centers for the community 
and other such respectful uses,” said Ward 
Miller, executive director of Preservation 
Chicago.

In 1858, Bernadette Soubirousa, a young 
teenager who lived near Lourdes, France, 
began seeing visions of a person who ap-
peared to be Mary. Despite initial skepti-
cism by local church officials, the young 
girl’s visions were eventually accepted as 
“worthy of belief” and the site of her vi-
sions has become a popular site for reli-
gious pilgrimages. 

Soubirousa’s story was the subject of a 
1941 best-selling historical novel Song of 
Bernadette. The book served as the source 
for a popular 1943 movie of the same 
name.

Chicago’s Our Lady of Lourdes has been 
the designated national shrine of the French 
pilgrimage site and includes a replica of 
the grotto in Lourdes. The official history 
of the Archdiocese of Chicago described 
the grotto as “a jewel-box of stained glass 
and statuary.”

Despite being listed as architecturally 
significant, a city ordinance exempts re-
ligious properties from having landmark 
status imposed on their property.
