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Coronavirus-related changes 
made by hotels are continuing to 
affect hotel workers, especially 
hotel housekeepers.

With most coronavirus pan-
demic regulations lifted in Chica-
go and hotels seeing a resurgence 
of visitors, many hotel employees 
have returned to work. But not all 
of them.

Hotels cut back on daily room 
cleanings during the pandemic, 
and now they’re hoping you will 
forget that it used to be a daily 
service for guests.

Housekeepers remain on call. 
The hotel industry was hit hard 

by the government-imposed pan-

demic lockdown, resulting in dev-
astating job losses to thousands of 
workers. According to data from 
the Illinois Dept. of Commerce 
and Economic Opportunity, at 
least 62 Chicago hotels laid off 
over 12,000 employees during the 
pandemic. 

According to a June 2021 re-
port from the National Women’s 
Law Center, women would need 
13 straight months of job gains at 
May’s level to recover the nearly 
4.2 million net jobs they have lost 
since February 2020. Because of 
this, a union that represents ho-
tel service workers is sounding 
an alarm and saying that nearly 

40% of hotel-housekeeping jobs 
— more than 180,000 nationwide 
— are in danger of being perma-
nently eliminated.

In Chicago, Unite Here Local 1 
members celebrated the passage 
in City Hall and immediate sign-
ing into law of the Hotel Worker 
Right to Return to Work Ordi-
nance, which ensures that hotel 
workers can return to the same or 
similar job they held before the 
pandemic. 

As business returns to Chicago 
hotels, this law may help thou-
sands of laid off and fired hotel 

Developer Newcastle Limited

long disturbance, according to a 
police statement. A source told 
this reporter that one officer had 
lost his hearing after a large fire-
work exploded near his head.

“The Chicago Police Dept. had 
sufficient resources deployed to 
manage the crowds and ensure 
public safety,” the agency said 
in a brief media statement over-
night.

Things started to go sideways 
shortly after 6:30 p.m. when 
someone detonated a large fire-

work near Millennium Park. It 
would be the first of many simi-
lar incidents that were reported 
throughout the downtown area 
Sunday night.

Police began pushing everyone 
out of the park a few minutes lat-
er, which served only to relocate 
the large groups into downtown 
streets. Videos circulated widely 
online of people dancing on po-
lice cars and running through the

Comfortable in differ-
ent environments with a built-in 
sense of purpose. Small towns. 
Big cities. Instead of restricting 
the following of rules, such expe-
riences expand an internal sense 
of actually following them. 

Being in charge. Seldom feeling 
off-put. Isolated. Constrained or 
imposed upon. I suppose I’m just 
describing the formula for being 
courteously aggressive, socially 
outgoing, artistically expressive, 
articulate, well-mannered and in 
the know.

Of all the many interesting and 
curious quirky endeavors of my 
family, the one I still find ridicu-
lously cherished was our custom 
of visiting state capitals.

Did Chicago really need to change the name 
of iconic Lake Shore Dr.?

Chicago’s red-hot spring hous-
ing market is continuing to roll 
into summer despite lingering ef-
fects of the COVID-19 pandemic.

There were 3,395 sales of at-
tached and detached homes in 
Chicago during May, the highest 
number for the month since 2006 
and a whopping 103.2% increase 
over the same month last year 
when the pandemic lockdown 
sharply depressed housing activ-
ity, according to Midwest Real 
Estate Data [MRED], the regional 
multiple listing service.

The median sales price for May 
was $350,000—11.8% higher than 
a year ago—and the highest ever 
recorded in May. The average 
time to sell a home listing in May 
was 72 days, 11 days less than in 
May 2020.

The total listing inventory of 
homes for sale in Chicago in-
creased 4.5% to 7,252 units. The 
inventory of attached homes—
condominiums, townhomes and 
co-operative unit—soared 22.5% 
to 5,756 units. However, inven-
tory of traditional detached sin-
gle-family homes plummeted by 
33.3% to only 1,496 units.

“That translates into a 1.47-
month’s supply of detached homes 
at the May sales pace,” noted 
Mary Jo Nathan of the Charese 
Team at Compass Roscoe Village, 
who analyzed the MRED housing 
market numbers. Nathan has spe-
cialized in North Side residential 
real estate since 2000.

“Even so, Chicago’s detached-
home market turned in solid re-
sults, with 1,015 sales closed in 
May, representing a 40.8% in-
crease over the same month a 
year ago and just a -4.1% dip from 
the total in May of 2019. May 
sales of attached homes were up 
150.5% from the year-earlier lev-
el to 2,380 units, accounting for a 
hefty 70.1% of all city sales.

“Last year, attached sales 
shrank substantially in May as a 
result of the pandemic lockdown, 

which in part explains the huge 
increase we saw this year,” said 
Nathan. “Sales of high-rise units 
were especially hard hit in 2020, 
but that segment is doing much 
better now.”

Competition for homes in good 
condition remains intense city-
wide, and many are selling for 
more than their list price, she not-
ed. Some sell through the private 
listing network even before they 
are officially listed in the MLS.

The trends seen in the city 
were also evident across the sev-
en-county Chicago metropolitan 
area. Metro sales in May were 
up 67% to 12,635 homes com-
pared with May 2020, and the 
median sales price rose 19.4% to 
$314,000. Average market time 
was 49 days.

Detached home sales were 
up 45.5%, and the median price 
gained a solid 25% to $350,000, 
while attached sales rose 112.7%, 
and the median price increased 
15.9% to $250,000. As was the 
case in the city, the detached-
home inventory contracted sharp-
ly from the year-earlier figure, 
shrinking -53.1% to 7,484 homes, 
Nathan said.

Mortgage rates inch lower
Affordable home-loan rates in 

recent months also buoyed the 
market. Freddie Mac’s Primary 
Mortgage Market Survey report-
ed on July 1 that benchmark 30-
year fixed home loans nationwide 
slipped to 2.98%, down from 
3.02% a week earlier. A year ago, 
the 30-year fixed-loan average 
was 3.07%.

Fifteen-year fixed mortgages 
averaged 2.26%, down from 
2.34% a week earlier. A year ago, 
the 15-year fixed loan average 
was 2.56%.

“Low and stable mortgage 
rates have kept the housing mar-
ket booming over recent months,” 
said Sam Khater, Freddie Mac’s 
chief economist.

The Freddie Mac survey is fo-
cused on conventional, conform-
ing, fully amortizing home pur-
chase loans for borrowers who 
put 20% down and have excellent 
credit.

In Chicago on July 1, Gate-
way Capital Mortgage was quot-
ing 2.778% on 30-year loans and 
2.125% on 15-year loans with a 
3% down payment, reported Rate

$595.

Rate Rabbit Home Loans was

A worker shortage is affecting 
many sectors of the Illinois econ-
omy, including child care provid-
ers, which is driving up costs, and 
forcing more grandparents back 
into childcare.

Parents who can afford to go 
back to the office may have a dif-
ficult time finding openings for 
child care.

According to research by the 
Project for Middle Class Renewal 
at the Univ. of Illinois and the 
Illinois Economic Policy Insti-
tute, on average, the annual cost 
of child care for infants is nearly 
$14,000 and about $10,400 for a 
4-year-old. That places Illinois as 
the 10th most expensive state for 
child care.

Working mothers with high 
child care costs were 10% less 
likely to remain employed.

Melissa Breeden, vice presi-
dent of education and curriculum 
with the YWCA in Bloomington, 
said they are doing the best they

can to keep things affordable for 
families.

“We are not getting an increase 
in reimbursement from the state 
of Illinois for the services that we 
offer, so we are having to look for 
different ways that we can bal-
ance the books,” Breeden said.

Breeden said they have slightly 
increased fees, but try to offset 
that by waving registration fees 
for some and offering scholar-
ships.

A study by the U.S. Chamber 
of Commerce found a lack of op-
tions for child care is preventing 
25% of unemployed workers from 
returning to a full-time job.

A worker shortage is affecting 
many sectors of the Illinois econ-
omy, and the child care industry 
is no exception.

Breeden said they too are ex-
periencing a worker shortage, an 
issue they will have to address 
when people go back to work.

“I think at some point some 
businesses are going to shift 
to more of an in-person work 
schedule, or least hybrid, so then 
the need there would change,” 
Breeden said.

Earlier this month the federal 
Office of Child Care released 
guidance on how states can use 
the cash bailouts provided by the 
American Rescue Plan to support 
children, families and child care 
providers.

The report said that one in six 
child care jobs have been lost dur-
ing the pandemic, and even before 
the pandemic, annual turnover 
rates for child care workers were 
high at about 30%.

Iconic Lane Tech

On the first day of a new month the Chi-
cago Police Dept. issues its monthly press 
release to declare “crime is down” in the 
city. The department usually issues its 
number-twisting missive within minutes of 
midnight on the first of the month. They 
delayed this month’s release until after 
8 a.m. — probably so they 
could cherry pick a few ex-
tra stats to achieve maximum 
“downness.”

Let’s walk through it to-
gether and examine some of 
the ways our police depart-
ment manipulates data to mis-
lead the general public. 

First up, when CPD re-
leased its “crime is down” 
email on July 1 of last year, 
it said there were 89 murders 
during June 2020, not the 98 
they’re claiming today. That’s 
because some shooting vic-
tims have the audacity to not 
die in the same month they 
are gravely wounded. Nine 
of last June’s murder victims 
perished after CPD fired off 
its monthly “crime is down” 
press release at — we’re not 
making this up — 12:02 a.m. 
on July 1, 2020.

The same thing will hap-
pen this year. June’s tally of 
78 murders will increase. For 
now, though, CPD enjoys the 
luxury of comparing maxi-
mized 2020 murder numbers 
to minimized 2021 stats.

The luxury of delayed 
deaths also allows the de-
partment to claim there have 
been six fewer murders so far 
this year, because many 2021 
shooting victims who will be 
dying from their injuries are still hanging 
on. Most of last year’s victims, now dead, 
are graciously inflating the 2020 compari-
son number.

It’s also important to know this: June 
2020 recorded more murders than any oth-
er June in the history of the modern Chi-
cago Police Dept. And, after victims who 
are still clinging to life succumb to their 
wounds, last month will likely rank among 
the five worst Junes in history.

In fact, we’ll share something with you. 
Several years ago, when then-CPD Supt. 

CPD boasts of exceptional performance 
in June, which was  

among the bloodiest in Chicago history
Garry McCarthy was bragging about hav-
ing murder rates lower than the 1950s, we 
asked the department for a copy of the 
monthly murder totals that he was using to 
make his claim.

Incredibly, they sent it to us. 
So, anyway. Even though last month 

will surely be among the five most mur-
derous Junes since before man walked on 

the Moon, the police leaders are apparently 
quite proud of their performance.

CPD opened the press release by com-
paring June 2020 murders to June 2021 
murders. For carjackings, though, CPD 
compared June to January. What’s up with 
that?

Easy, Jan. 2021 was quite possibly the 
worst month on record for carjackings in 
Chicago, with 215 cases. The police de-
partment is choosing to compare June to 
January so it can boast of a huge decline. 
But, in fact, the number of carjackings in 

Chicago is increasing, not decreasing.
Comparing June 2020 to June 2021, car-

jackings are actually up seven percent. In 
fact, carjacking cases have increased every 
month since March. 

Now, there are other tricks and manipu-
lations in CPD’s monthly press releases. 
Many of them are really boring to ana-
lyze. Hopefully, the few we outlined here 

will help some folks be careful 
consumers of the police de-
partment’s nonsense. We’d like 
to believe TV and newspaper 
reporters would even consider 
questioning the police depart-
ment about its manipulations 
rather than simply rewriting 
the press releases for publica-
tion and broadcast. 

It’s also worth mentioning 
that CPD’s monthly “crime 
is down” email is actually re-
viewed, edited, and approved 
by some of the highest-ranking 
people in the mayor’s office. 
You can see that review process 
in action in a recently-released 
hacked email that can be found 
at: www.documentcloud.org/
documents/20656890-re_-
monthly-crime-email-may-
2019_31-05-2019_9976pdf.

If the city’s police and po-
litical leaders ever stop to won-
der why people don’t believe 
them when they claim to be 
transparent, accountable, hon-
est, and reform-minded, they 
should look no further than 
the monthly “crime is down” 
press releases. If they can’t be 
straight up about statistics, of 
all things, why should people 
trust their versions of events in 
more opaque matters — like 
when an officer shoots some-
one?

The willingness of CPD and political 
leaders to mislead the public about simple 
things makes it very difficult to believe 
what they say about the difficult things.

Anyway, July of last year was the single 
worst July for murders in the modern histo-
ry of the CPD, too. It was a blow-out. Over 
100 dead. Unless the city’s murderous de-
mons manage to outpace that incredible 31-
day slaughter, the weeks ahead will surely 
be “down” in comparison. And, if not, the 
CPD will find a way to say they are.

For decades, Chicago residents have 
been drinking water tainted with lead. 
With over 400,000 lead service lines 
attached to Chicago homes, the city 
faces the worst documented lead line 
problem in the nation today. 

Now the City is offering two pro-
grams to help residents replace lead 
service lines. 

The Homeowner-Initiated Program 
will waive up to $3,100 in permit fees 
for standalone service line replacement 
projects not performed in conjunction 
with a larger renovation.

Those eligible for the City’s Equity 
Program will receive a completely free 
service line replacement all the way 
from the water main to the house. 

Additionally, a free water meter will 
be installed if there isn’t already one 
present. 

In early 2018, the Chicago Tribune 
analyzed Chicago’s drinking water and 
discovered that 30% of 2,797 homes 
where tap water was sampled had lead 
concentrations higher than five parts 
per billion [ppb], the highest level the 
US Food and Drug Admin. allows in 
bottled water. 

Nearly 70% of homes tested had 
some lead in their water. The limit 
set by the Environmental Protection 
Agency for lead in tap water is 15 ppb. 
There is no known “safe” level, and 
consuming even small amounts of lead 
poses dangerous health risks.

Chicago’s parks have a lead problem, 
too. Tests found dangerously high lead 
levels in many of Chicago’s 1,250 out-
door drinking fountains. Officials at 
the Chicago Park District tried running 
the fountains continuously to flush out 
lead, but later decided to turn off about 
half the fountains and marked them for 
removal.

In order to qualify for the Equity 
Program a resident must have live in a 
home they own, have a household in-
come below 80% of the area median 
income ($72,800 for a family of four), 
and have consistent results of at least 
15 parts per billion of lead in your wa-
ter in free testing done by the Dept. of 
Water Management [DWM].

The DWM is now taking applica-
tions for these two programs, vis-
it LeadSafeChicago.org.  

Anyone living in Chicago can get 
their water tested for free.

With the city and state’s lifting their 
lockdowns, reopening timelines for the 
festival season have gotten off to a delayed 
start.

Top headliners include 
Miley Cyrus, Foo Fighters, Tyler the Cre-
ator, Post Malone, Journey, Megan Thee 
Stallion, and Steve Aoki. That weekend 
will also see Jefferson Park’s Jeff Fest.
August:

Northalsted Market Days, taking place 
Aug. 6-8 on Halsted St. between Belmont 
and Addison, claims to be the largest street 
festival in the Midwest. It typically boasts 
five live music stages and over 250 vendors 
of all kinds. In the middle of that week-
end, take a detour over to the Old Irving 
Park Beer and BBQ Challenge on Satur-
day, Aug. 7, where you get to judge the best 
beer and barbecue pairings. Or head down 
to the Printer’s Row Art Fest Aug. 7-8.

Aug. 13-15 is another heavy-hitting 
weekend. The Wells Street Art Festival, 
which normally occurs in June along with 
the Old Town Art Fair, will have Old Town 
all to itself this time. Meanwhile you’ll 
have the Little Italy Festa on Taylor St, 
Edison Park Fest, and a rarity: Chicago’s 
only classical music festival, Thirsty Ears 
Festival in Ravenswood. Also, a “Gen X 

haven” in Roscoe Village, where you’ll 
find the Retro on Roscoe festival for those 
looking for a blast from the past. But who 
could forget the Bud Billiken Parade in 
Bronzeville, the largest African-American 
parade in the United States.

On Thursday, August 19, the USO of 
Illinois’ annual block party, Clark After 
Dark, will take over a River North block 
with food, drinks, and live music. The 
August 20-22 weekend will feature The 
Lyrical Lemonade Summer Smash at 
Douglass Park, which hosts a long list of 
up-and-comers in rap. The headliners for 
each day are A$AP Rocky, Lil Baby, and 
Lil Uzi Vert, respectively. In nearby Union 
Park will be Ruido Fest, a three-day Latin 
Alternative festival. Meanwhile, Rogers 
Park’s Glenwood Ave Arts Fest, Hum-
boldt Park’s Sangria Festival, and the 
Gold Coast Art Fair in Grant Park will 
take place this same weekend.

On the final weekend of the month on 
Aug. 27-29, make sure to check out the 
Taste of Greektown.
September/October:

On Labor Day weekend, head out to 
Roscoe Village on Sept. 4-5 to try at least 
a dozen burgers. It’s the Roscoe Village 

Burger Fest, with just a $10 suggestion 
donation to get in.

Pitchfork Music Festival at Union Park 
headlines the Sept. 10-12 weekend with its 
own headliners of Phoebe Bridgers (Fri-
day), St. Vincent (Saturday), and Erykah 
Badu (Sunday). Also taking place that 
weekend will be Lincoln Square Greek 
Fest and the Printer’s Row Lit Fest.

Riot Fest follows the next weekend, 
with headliners including The Smashing 
Pumpkins, Lupe Fiasco, Run the Jewels, 
Dropkick Murphys, Nine Inch Nails, and 
Machine Gun Kelly taking Douglass Park 
between Sept. 17-19. If looking for one last 
art fix before the end of festival season, 
head to Artfest Michigan Ave. happening 
that weekend as well.

Festival season will surely go out with 
a bang as the Chicago Pride Parade has 
been rescheduled for Oct. 3.

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A return to vibrancy at The Clare
After a year that completely changed

Performances 
by the Chen Quartet, which were 
presented virtually via Zoom 
throughout the pandemic, now 
take place in person. 

What’s more, The Clare resi-
dents are once again venturing 
around the city. Several groups 
have visited the Immersive van 
Gogh Exhibit at the Lighthouse 
ArtSpace at the Germania Club 
Building. Throughout the month of July, 
The Clare bus will transport residents to 
the Grant Park Music Festival each week, 
as well as to Rush Hour Concerts held ev-

ery Tuesday evening at St. James Cathe-
dral. This is in addition to monthly res-
taurant outings and trips to various other 
art exhibits, including the Frida Kahlo ex-
hibit at the Cleve Carney Museum of Art 
at the College of DuPage and the Art of 
Banksy exhibit at the Epiphany Center for 
the Arts.

“The Clare does a great job, 
and I know there is a lot of 
thought and effort put into each 
activity,” says resident Bobbi 
Stotland.

Of course, The Clare isn’t 
neglecting continued safety as 
the top priority. There hasn’t 
been a positive COVID-19 
case associated with The Clare 
in over four months, but the 
community remains proactive.

All non-residents must 
check in and be temperature 
screened upon arrival before 

gaining entry. COVID-19 testing occurs 
on a monthly basis, and rapid tests are 
readily available.

Overall, The Clare’s return to vibran-
cy has been welcomed with open arms 
by residents and employees alike, as the 
light at the end of the tunnel of a dark 
year.

Amidst the pandemic, the Pritzker 
administration announced increased 
rates of pay for eligible in-home care 
providers. This $54 million in tax payer 
money will be issued by the departments 
on Aging [IDOA] and Human Services 
[DHS] as bonus payments for services 
rendered by eligible providers between 
January 1 and March 31.

The money is to make up for the rate 
increase that was frozen until April 1. 

Providers will receive an additional 
rate increase on Jan. 1, 2022, paving the 
way for employees to receive a mini-
mum wage of $15 an hour. 

As of April 1, in-home service pro-
viders within IDOA’s Community Care 
Program [CCP], which provides care to 
nearly 70,000 older Illinoisans, received 
a rate increase to $23.40 an hour. The 
department will now make a one-time 
bonus payment to over 400 providers for 
services provided at that increased rate. 
The rate increase will assist with stabi-
lization of the CCP workforce, while the 
additional rate increase early next year 
will allow providers to pay individual 
workers a minimum wage of $15. The 
state hopes the increases will assist old-
er Illinoisans in need of critical services 
to remain in their own home to avoid 
premature institutionalization.

Established in 1979 by Public Act 81-
202, IDOA’s CCP Program is designed 
to meet the needs of Illinois residents 
age 60 and older who need help with the 
basic activities of daily living but wish 

State announces

for care providers
In-home care providers to receive retroactive pay

to continue living in their own homes with 
assistance. The program provides com-
munity-based services and cost-effective 
alternatives to nursing home placement for 
older Illinoisans, enabling them to remain 
independent and “age in place.” Services 
include comprehensive care coordination, 
adult day services, in-home service, emer-
gency home response services, and auto-
mated medication dispenser service. 

Additionally, IDHS Home Services Pro-
gram will also be issuing bonus payments 
to nearly 90 providers for homemaker ser-
vices rendered since the beginning of the 
year through March 31. Also, the one-time 
bonus payments and increased rate of pay 
will help retain current Home Services 
Program employee and attract new work-
ers to apply. 

Caregivers and in-home providers across 
the state continued to deliver vital services 
throughout COVID-19 - despite the in-
creased risks. These ongoing visits remain 
crucial in accessing and supporting the 
physical and mental well-being of older 
adults in communities across the state. 

The average monthly cost of care in a 
state paid nursing facility for Fiscal Year 
2019 was $3,362.39. For every month a 
Medicaid individual remains on CCP, the 
state saves $2,401.69.

Near North Side man charged 
with killing 81-year-old woman 
found dead in his car

A Near North Side man is charged 
with killing an 81-year-old woman 
after downstate police officers 
found her body inside his car on 
June 28, according to statements 
from police departments in Chi-
cago and Dwight, Illinois. Dwight is 
located about 85 miles southwest 
of the Loop along Interstate 55.

Neither department identified 
the woman or her relationship to 
Marc Holliman, 53, but this reporter 
discovered the victim is Holliman’s 
mother.

Dwight police said in a state-
ment that their officers met with 
Holliman briefly around 10:45 a.m. 
June 28 after receiving a report of 
a theft from a vehicle. But Holliman 
told them he did not want any more 
help and drove away, according to 
the statement.

About an hour later, Holliman 
was “bleeding from self-inflicted 
injuries” when he approached of-
ficers again on the same street, the 
statement said. Dwight police offi-
cers discovered the woman’s body 
in Holliman’s car while he was be-
ing treated at a nearby hospital, of-
ficials said.

The Dwight police department 
contacted Chicago police on Mon-
day afternoon. CPD detectives ex-
ecuted a search warrant at a home 
on the 100 block of W. Delaware 
Place a few hours later. CPD said 
Holliman also lived on the same 
block of Delaware Place.

Neither police department re-
vealed how the woman died, but 
downstate authorities initially told 
Chicago police that Holliman ad-
mitted to suffocating her. The Chi-
cago authorities’ statement said the 
homicide occurred June 28.

He is charged with first-degree 
murder and concealing a homi-
cidal death, according to CPD and 
Dwight police. He is due in bond 
court Wednesday.

Online records indicate that Hol-
liman’s mother would be 81-year-
old and had a long career as a nurse 
and nursing professor. His father, a 
retired attorney, died in December 
at the age of 80, records show.

Widespread fights,  
heavy pepper spray  
in moments before  
shots were fired in Boystown

Videos have emerged showing 
sporadic fights and the heavy use 
of pepper spray between some 
opponents June 28 in the heart of 
Boystown.

Shots were fired as people tried 
to escape the effects of pepper 
spray around 2:13 a.m., following 
a night of revelry on the day that 
would usually host the city’s Pride 
Parade. The parade is postponed 
until Oct. 3 this year due to COVID.

No one was struck by the gunfire, 
according to police. But these new 
videos show several people using 
large cans of pepper spray during 
altercations.

One man, blasted directly in the 
face by a heavy stream of irritant, 
staggers to the side, where he is 
beaten to the ground and stomped 
upon as he lies on a rainbow cross-
walk at Roscoe and Halsted. A per-
son goes airborne and slams to the 
pavement in another clip, thanks to 
a man’s two-handed shove.

Several ambulances were brought 

to the area to treat people for various 
minor injuries. But even the needs of 
medical workers weren’t enough to 
dissuade some people from fighting 
alongside an ambulance.

At least four battery victims walked 
into nearby Advocate Illinois Masonic 
Medical Center for treatment, too. No 
felony arrests were reported in con-
nection with the incidents.

A resident who lives on the 700 
block of W. Roscoe provided this re-
porter with surveillance camera foot-
age that clearly captured the sound of 
14 gunshots. The gunfire caused the 
crowd, many already fighting off pep-
per spray, to make hastier exits from 
the area.

Contrary to early reports that Chi-
cago police ordered local bars to 
close due to overcrowding, we have 
learned that CPD did not shutter any 
businesses. Some, however, chose to 
close early due to the circumstances 
outside.

Eight-year sentence  
for Wrigleyville home invasion,  
sex attack

An Uptown man has been sen-
tenced to eight years in prison for sex-
ually attacking a Wrigleyville woman 
during a home invasion nearly six 
years ago. 

Marcel Geanes, 31, pleaded guilty 
to home inva-
sion involving a 
sex offense and 
a g g r a v a t e d 
criminal sexual 
abuse while 
committing a 
felony. Judge 
James Obbish 
sentenced him 
to eight years 

on each count. The terms will be 
served concurrently and Geanes’ DNA 
will be added to a law enforcement 
database.

Around 4:30 a.m. on Aug. 30, 2015, 
a 25-year-old Wrigleyville woman 
awakened to find a shirtless man sex-
ually abusing her while lying on top of 
her in bed, prosecutors said. He fled 
the apartment on the 1100 block of W. 
Patterson with credit cards, identifica-
tion, and other property belonging to 
the victim and a second woman. The 
victim was treated at Advocate Illinois 
Masonic Medical Center.

About three weeks later, police of-
ficers who pulled Geanes over in Rog-
ers Park realized he looked like the 
man detectives were seeking in con-
nection with the Wrigleyville assault. 
They took him into custody.

Geanes’ parole date has not been 
set.

Man gets two years  
for breaking into Lakeview home 
during looting spree;  
partner isn’t so lucky

A convicted felon who broke into 
a Lakeview family’s home and hid in 
a 10-year-old’s bedroom as he tried 
to escape from cops during riots and 
looting last June has received a two-
year sentence. But after getting credit 
for the time he spent in jail before 

pleading, Jer-
emy Ben, 31, 
walked out of 
prison on the 
same day he ar-
rived.

Another man 
who allegedly 
trolled Lakev-
iew with Ben 
early on June 

1, 2020, has much bigger problems: 
He has been charged in federal court 
with having a gun that night.

Police were on their third night of 
handling widespread looting reports 
when a series of 911 calls reported 
suspicious activity near the three-way 
intersection of Belmont, Lincoln, and 
Ashland.

At 11:48 p.m. May 31, 2020, officers 
responded to a report of cars lined up 
with suspected looters outside the 
Target store at 3300 N. Ashland. Of-
ficers found three vehicles parked in 
an alley near the store’s rear loading 
doors, a police spokesperson said. The 
cars sped away as cops approached.

Police pursued the cars, and three 
men jumped out of one vehicle and 
fled on foot near the intersection of 
Lincoln and Wellington moments 
later, said Sally Bown, a CPD public in-
formation officer.

Cop busted 
for check-swiping scheme

A 26-year veteran Chicago police 
officer has been stripped of her police 
powers and now faces felony charges 
for allegedly stealing about $2,000 in 
a check scheme, according to state-
ments made during a bond court 
hearing June 29.

Elise Middleton, 53, has been a 
police officer in the Shakespeare 

(14th) District 
for her entire 
career, accord-
ing to defense 
attorney Tim 
Grace. Shake-
speare officers 
patrol neigh-
borhoods like 
Wicker Park, 
Bucktown, Lo-

gan Square, and Humboldt Park.
Authorities, including CPD’s Bu-

reau of Internal Affairs, launched an 
investigation after a Massachusetts 
resident fell victim to an email fraud 
scheme that resulted in her deposit-
ing $2,050 into Middleton’s personal 
bank account, prosecutors said.

The alleged victim believed the 
deposit was part of the process to 
become an “ambassador” for a com-
pany, prosecutors said. Last August, 
the woman received a check from the 
company for $2,735, which she depos-
ited. She then followed instructions to 
transfer $2,050 of it to Middleton’s ac-
count.

But the check was fake, and the 
company never authorized the pay-
ment or the search for “ambassadors,” 
according to the allegations. Before 
the fraud was discovered, Middleton 
withdrew the $2,050 from her bank in 
person on Aug. 6, prosecutors said.

She is charged with wire fraud and 
theft.

Grace, the defense attorney, said 
Middleton worked as a Cook County 
sheriff’s deputy for four years before 
joining CPD in July 1995. He said she 
had been reassigned to a unit that 
takes police reports over the phone.

When asked how much Middleton 
could afford for bail, Grace told Judge 
Charles Beach, “She’s kind of strapped 
right now.”

Beach decided to release Middle-
ton on her own recognizance and or-
dered her to surrender her passport.

City records show Middleton was 
paid $96,060 last year.

Man charged with killing  
girlfriend who was found dead  
in Lakeview car

A woman found dead inside a 
parked car in Lakeview in May was 
killed by her boyfriend after she con-
fronted him about infidelity, prosecu-
tors said.

Police found 41-year-old Kendra 
Gardner’s body inside a gold Cadillac 
on the 3000 block of N. Clifton after 
a passerby reported seeing an unre-
sponsive person inside around 4 p.m. 
on May 26. CPD issued a missing per-
son bulletin for Gardner earlier that 
day.

Emmanuel Thompson, Gardner’s 
boyfriend of about 10 years, owned 
the Cadillac, prosecutors said as they 
charged him with first-degree mur-
der and aggravated unlawful use of a 
weapon in front of Judge Arthur Wil-
lis.

The couple attended a party to-
gether in Markham on May 22 and 
were reportedly seen leaving togeth-
er on surveillance footage. According 
to prosecutors, Thompson would lat-
er admit to fatally shooting Gardner 
as he drove on the expressway that 
night because she was upset that he 
cheated on her.

Gardner suffered gunshot wounds 
to her neck, left cheek, and the top of 
her head. Police allegedly found four 
shell casings inside the car with her 
body.

Surveillance video shows Gard-
ner’s car arriving in the Lakeview area 
around 2:16 a.m. May 24, prosecu-
tors said. CTA camera footage shows 
Thompson at the nearby Wellington 
Brown Line CTA station where he 
called a friend and asked them to 
have a Lyft come pick him up, pros-
ecutors said.

The day after Gardner’s body was 
discovered, Thompson allegedly 
deleted his Facebook account and 
called a friend to say he had a new 
phone number and that he’d be leav-
ing town. He never reported his car or 
Gardner missing, prosecutors said.

Police arrested Thompson at his 
South Shore home July 2. Prosecutors 
said he had a gun in his pants pocket, 
but it was a different caliber than the 
murder weapon. Thompson’s defense 
attorney said he denies admitting to 
the crime and said he has been suffer-

ing from significant medical issues 
since 2013. Judge Willis ordered 
Thompson held without bail.

Man shot dead  
in the middle of Division St.

A man was shot dead in the 
middle of Division St. on the border 
of the Old Town and Near North 
neighborhoods July 4, police said. 
Detectives are looking for a sus-
pect. He is the fourth person to be 
murdered in the area since June 15, 
city data shows.

The victim, who has not been 
identified but appeared to be 20- 
to 30-years-old, was crossing the 
street when the gunman walked 
towards him and began shooting 
after they exchanged words around 
6:09 a.m., according to a police.

One bullet struck the victim in 
his torso and he collapsed in the 
middle of the street near 230 W. Di-
vision. He was pronounced dead at 
Northwestern Memorial Hospital a 
short time later.

Surveillance videos show the 
gunman walking westbound after 
the murder. He is a Black male who 
wore a black hat, white t-shirt, blue 
jeans that are bleached on the front, 
and white gym shoes, a police re-
port said.

Area Three detectives are inves-
tigating.

Sunday’s murder is the fourth 
killing in the area in less than three 
weeks: on June 15, 32-year-old Ger-
man Villalobos was shot and killed 
as he drove northbound on Lake 
Shore Dr. near Oak Street Beach. A 
passenger in his car was also shot, 
but survived.

On June 19, 27-year-old Kenneth 
Hammond was shot dead in a park-
ing lot adjacent to Stanton Park on 
the 700 block of W. Evergreen.

Three people each face a single 
misdemeanor charge after police al-
legedly found a “large amount of cell-
phones” on the floor of their car near 
Montrose Harbor on June 26.

Kayla Ferreira-Leita, 34, of Pilsen, 
Jairo Guanume-Ruiz, 33, of Berwyn, 
and Anderson Beltran, 28, are each 
charged with one count of theft of 
lost or mislaid property. Beltran, who 
allegedly refused to give his home ad-
dress to police, is also charged with 
operating an uninsured motor vehicle 
and driving without a license. They 
were all released from the police sta-
tion on recognizance bonds, accord-
ing to CPD records.

Police went to the 300 block of W. 
Montrose Harbor drive around 6:45 
a.m. June 26 after someone reported 
seeing people drinking in a car, ac-
cording to dispatch records.

Officers who approached the 
vehicle, a gray Mazda, saw its floor 
littered with cellphones, a police 
spokesperson said. One officer said 
62 phones were recovered from the 
vehicle. Many of the devices had their 
SIM cards removed and taped to their 
exteriors, the officer said.

Three charged  
after “large amount” of phones  
found in car at Montrose Harbor

A CPD spokesperson said the 
investigation into the recovered 
phones is ongoing, and police don’t 
yet know who owns the devices.

Social media chatter over the 
weekend was full of stories about 
people having phones stolen in 
Boystown bars and at the two-day 
“Pride in the Park” festival in Grant 
Park. One of the phones that police 
recovered was reported stolen less 
than three hours earlier at Charlie’s, 
a late-night bar in Boystown. 

Technically, none of the accused 
persons is charged with stealing 
anything. Rather, the state is al-
leging that they had possession of 
stolen property and did not try to 
return it to its rightful owner.

Ferreira-Leita has been arrested 
twice for shoplifting in Cook County 
since March 2019. In the first case, 
she was charged with stealing $400 
worth of merchandise from Whole 
Foods at 3201 N. Ashland in Lakev-
iew, records show. Police said she 
told them she took the food because 
she recently lost her job. The case 
was dropped when Whole Foods 
failed to show up in court.

Police find man unconscious  
and badly beaten  
inside Old Town apartment

Police are investigating after a man 
was found unconscious and badly 
beaten inside an Old Town apartment 
July 1. No arrests have been made, but 
a witness reported seeing a possible 
offender dripping blood as he walked 
through the building before the vic-
tim was discovered.

Officers responded to Cobbler 
Square, 1350 N. Wells, around 10:20 
p.m. to investigate the suspicious, 
blood-dripping man. Officers fol-
lowed blood trails throughout the 
building for nearly an hour before 
they honed in on the victim’s apart-
ment.

When police entered the unit, 
they found the 29-year-old victim 
unconscious and covered in blood, 
CPD spokesperson Karie James said. 
Officers reportedly found a signifi-
cant amount of blood in the man’s 
apartment. Evidence technicians also 
recovered teeth and blood samples 
from a stairwell.

Witnesses reported hearing noise 
come from the victim’s apartment 
around 10 p.m., James said. When one 
of them inquired about what was go-
ing on, a voice inside the apartment 
reportedly replied that they had been 
in a fight.

Fire department personnel took 
the victim to Northwestern Memorial 
Hospital in fair condition.

The suspicious man who sparked 
the initial police response was de-
scribed as an older White man who 
wore a white shirt.

Man shot  
near Sheridan Red Line CTA station 

A 34-year-old man was shot on a 
sidewalk about a block from the Sheri-
dan Red Line station on July 4, police 
said. He’s in good condition.

The man, who arrived at Weiss 
Hospital in a private car around 5:28 
p.m., reportedly told police he was on 
a sidewalk in the 900 block of W. Ir-
ving Park minutes earlier when some-
one walked up and shot him at close 
range. One bullet struck the victim in 
his right leg, police said.

Officers who met with the victim 
said he was not cooperative. Police 
also spoke with passersby near Sheri-
dan and Irving Park, but none recalled 
hearing any shots fired.

The victim initially described the 
shooter only as a Hispanic man.

Sunday’s shooting is the second in 

two weeks for the Lakeview neigh-
borhood. and the third of the year. 
But both of the earlier shootings re-
portedly involved people who knew 
each other.

Armed carjacking  
in River North garage

An armed carjacking inside a River 
North parking garage June 30 bears 
strong similarities to another hijack-
ing reported in a residential building’s 
parking garage that same day in the 
Fulton River District. Police have not 
publicly linked the two crimes, but 
the details are strikingly similar.

Around 11:15 p.m. June 30, a 35-
year-old woman had just parked 
her car in a garage on the 100 block 
of W. Hubbard when two offenders 
emerged and demanded her keys at 
gunpoint, CPD spokesperson Kellie 
Bartoli said. 

Managers from a nearby apartment 
complex told their residents via email 
Friday morning that the carjackers 
hid between parked cars before the 
hijacking. A report said the offenders 
pointed a gun at the woman’s head.

The victim complied and the hi-
jackers — one man and one woman 
— reportedly drove away with her 
white Audi A5.

A similar crime was committed by 
a man and a woman June 30 in the 
Fulton Market District, according to 
a CPD report. Around 6:30 p.m., the 
offenders approached a man outside 
the high-rise apartment building’s ga-
rage and took his 2011 BMW sedan at

The Chicago Police Dept. claimed 
in a press release on Thursday that 
carjackings “continued” to decline in 
June. That statement is false. In fact, 
carjacking reports have increased 
every month since March, with 122 
cases reported in June, according to 
city records.

Man gets 15 years  
for sharing child porn 

A Chicago man has been sentenced 
to more than 15 years in federal prison 
for sharing child pornography in an 
online chat room. Benny L. Butler, 36, 
possessed more than 2,800 videos 
and more than 7,600 images of child 
pornography on multiple electronic 
devices.  

Butler in 2017 shared several videos 
and images with users of Chatstep, an 
anonymous online chat room service.

Butler pleaded guilty earlier this 
year to one count of transportation 
of child pornography.   U.S. District 
Judge Andrea R. Wood on Tuesday 
sentenced Butler to 15 years and eight 
months in federal prison, to be fol-
lowed by 20 years of court-supervised 
release. Wood also ordered Butler 

to pay $47,000 in restitution to the 
known victims depicted in the child 
pornography he shared.

“It is impossible to overstate the se-
riousness of defendant’s conduct and 
the need for just punishment,” Assis-
tant U.S. Attorney Ashley A. Chung 
said. “Defendant not only possessed a 
staggering amount of child pornogra-
phy, but also distributed, download-
ed, and traded child pornography 
with others online.”

The union has established a hotline to 

address hotel worker questions and will 
hold a training session on Thursday to help 
anyone who was laid off or fired from a ho-
tel job because of the pandemic understand 
their rights under the law. 

“We are grateful to the mayor and mem-
bers of the Chicago City Council for their 
support of the ordinance,” said Karen Kent, 
President of Unite Here Local 1. “Now, we 
have to make sure that hotel workers know 
their rights under this new law and are able 
to successfully return to the workforce as 
business comes back.” 

Under the ordinance, hotel workers are 
qualified for a position if they previously 
held the same or similar position at their 
hotel or could be qualified for a position in 
the same department or division with the 
same training that would be provided to a 
newly hired worker. 

But if hotels continue to offer limited 
cleaning services, and customers don’t start 
demanding a return to daily room-cleaning 
policies, many will not be offered their old 
jobs back. 

Under the new ordinance, when more 
than one worker is entitled to preference 
for a position, the hotel must offer the posi-
tion to the worker with the greatest length 
of service. But if few are called back, that 
policy is meaningless.

streets as police moved in.
CPD’s downtown radio frequency was 

a near-constant stream of calls as officers 
reported people using fireworks as weap-
ons and physically assaulting officers, the 
public, and other members of the groups. 
At least one person was arrested for illegal 
gun possession in the Loop.

Other than the injured police officers, 
CPD did not release any information about 
how many people were injured during the 
incident or how many police vehicles were 
damaged by the groups.

By 8:30 p.m., a police supervisor said 
18 arrests had been made. Overnight, CPD 
Supt. David Brown said the number of ar-
rests had ballooned to more than 60. 

Police used loudspeakers to announce a 
10 p.m. curfew and arrested a significant 
number of juveniles who failed to leave the 

area on time. In fact, the 1st District police 
station had so many juveniles in custody, 
supervisors ordered cops to start taking 
detainees to another district because they 
ran out of room.

Chicago police have tried to manage so-
called “large group” situations in the same 
area several times this year, with signifi-
cant incidents reported on April 27, May 
1, 2, 8 and 22. But the phenomenon is not 
new. We have tracked 17 group incidents 
in the city since Jan. 2018. Prior to Sunday, 
and excluding civil uprisings, the most ar-
rests reported in a single incident was 38 
on May 17, 2019.

and roof that has their corporate ‘When It 
Rains It Pours’ logo on it. Multiple changes 
are coming to the salt shed building. The 
existing panel roof surface will be replaced 
with insulated roof panels with outward 
facing corrugations to mimic the corrugat-
ed steel. The painted logo will be replicat-
ed on the new roof system. Original wall 
openings will be infilled and new openings 
for windows will be made.

The converted salt shed will preserve 
the exposed steel structure, overall volume, 
and industrial character of the interior. The 
shed’s south end will hold the performance 
stage and two stories of backstage space. 
The northern end will be occupied with 
three stories of sloped seating, while the 
center will remain open.

These plans received approval from the 
Permit Review Committee in October 
2020, Chicago Plan Commission approval 
in January 2021, preliminary landmark 
At a recent meeting, the Commission on 
Chicago Landmarks approved a Class L 
tax incentive application by the developers 
that would reduce taxes on the property by 

up to $7 million over 12 years. Construc-
tion has yet to begin for the complex, but 
completion is expected by summer 2022.

N. Dearborn St. and 4 E. Elm St. The tower 
height steps up towards the intersection to 
celebrate the corner. Inset balconies have 
been introduced into the facade.

Along the base of the development the 
sidewalk areas have been increased, with 
bump-outs introduced at the corner of 
W. Elm St. and N. State St. to reduce the 
length of sidewalks. 

A drop-off and pick-up area will be lo-
cated in front of the residential entrance. 

The residential entrance will also front 
W. Elm St. with a canopy protecting the 
entry. Electrical wires will be buried un-

derground.
The building is expected to provide eight 

on-site affordable units. The developer will 
not be receiving Tax Incremental Financ-
ing funding and will pay approximately a 
combined $8.5 million of in-lieu of taxes 
for the remainder of its affordable housing 
liability, as well as into the Neighborhood 
Opportunity Fund for the 4.5 Floor Area 
Ratio bonus.

The proposal has been formally filed 
with the City and will require approvals 
from the alderman, Chicago Plan Com-
mission, zoning committee, and full City 
Council.
