Community opposition to Aldine Ave. leg
of 'Redefine the Drive’ proposal

The plan to “redefine” Lake
Shore Dr. [LSD] — with south-
bound on and off ramps at Aldine
Ave. in Lakeview East — is caus-
ing concern for some area resi-
dents.

“Those of us who live here
think this is a terrible idea for
many reasons,” resident Holly Re-
iter said in a letter to this newspa-
per0. “I have been working, with
many others in our neighborhood,
to stop the massive, unnecessary,
destructive and extremely
costly project from progressing.”

Belmont

City officials said the current
traffic configuration in the area
causes higher vehicle volumes
on Belmont Ave., leading to an
increase in delays and crashes
there.

“The singular southbound en-
trance ramp at this location can’t
adequately handle the demand,”
city staff said in a recorded pre-
sentation available at nlsdinput.
org.

To avoid the congestion on Bel-
mont, motorists tend to look for
different routes to LSD, often uti-
lizing the neighborhood’s nearby
one-way eastbound streets — like

Aldine Ave., according to the pre-
sentation.

“Currently, traffic filters
through the neighborhood to ac-
cess the outer drive due to lack of
access between Irving Park and
Belmont — which is undesirable,”
city staff said.

As part of its plan to “Redefine
the Drive,” state and city planners
say it will install a raised, con-
crete median at the intersection
of Aldine Ave. and inner LSD “to
prevent cut-through traffic on Al-

Shootout leaves man hospitalized
on Near North Side

A shootout ended with one man
hospitalized and police mopping
up a block-long crime scene on
the Near North Side July 31, ac-
cording to police and witnesses.

The shooting began around
2:28 a.m. on the 500 block of W.
Oak in the Cabrini-Green neigh-
borhood, police said. A 27-year-
old man who suffered gunshot
wounds at the scene reportedly
showed up at Northwestern Me-
morial Hospital a short time later

in a bullet-riddled car.

He was taken into surgery
with gunshot wounds to his face,
shoulder, foot, buttocks, and both
thighs, according to an officer at
the scene. Police said he is in fair
condition.

Investigators found at least 30
shell casings along Oak St. be-
tween Cambridge and Larrabee.
Officers said one set of casings
came from a rifle while others
were from a handgun. Several

parked cars were also hit.

Surveillance video shows one
of the gunmen was a Black male
wearing a white shirt, red pants,
a red baseball cap, and a black
shoulder bag.

Area Three detectives are han-
dling the case.

Saturday’s victim is the 2lst
person shot on the Near North
Side this year, which is down
from 28 at the same time last year
and 25 during the period in 2019.

Loop approaching
pre-pandemic levels of activity

The Loop is 5% back to nor-
mal, according to new data from
Chicago Loop Alliance [CLA].

The organization, tasked with
promoting the Loop and acceler-
ating its economic recovery, says
the increase in pedestrian activity
at the end of June was the highest
week-to-week increase since the
start of the pandemic.

State St. in particular, says
CLA, is on track to reach one
million pedestrian impressions
per week throughout July.

According to CLA, parking ga-
rage operations are now 59% of
normal levels and CTA ridership
is about 45% of normal. Hotel oc-
cupancy is up, as well, with some
hotels in the Loop telling CLA
they were at or near capacity over

the July 4 weekend.

“Not only are we seeing a rise
in all the usual metrics we track,
but we’re also seeing increased
vehicle traffic on State and Mich-
igan in the Loop, and O’Hare and
Midway airports are reporting
great improvements to their pas-
senger numbers,” said Chicago
Loop Alliance President/CEO
Michael Edwards.

Across the city, says the alli-
ance, employees are returning to
work faster than in New York and
San Francisco, and at rates simi-
lar to Los Angeles and Washing-
ton, D.C.

Edwards says CLA’s first “Sun-
days on State” event was “a great
success,” despite rainy weather.
State St. was closed to vehicles on
July 11, from Madison St. north

Farmers market produce has
been a Godsend.

Hoping to raise more than $10 million,
the city of Chicago is planning to sell four
parking lots it is describing as “underuti-
lized” in order to convince the public they
should be sold.

The $10 million target provides a bet-
ter idea of the true value of the parking lot
City Hall wants to gift to The Community
Builders [TCB] in Lincoln Square. The
city is offering to gift the lot at 4715 N.
Western Ave., giving it away to out-of-state
developer TCB for only $1.

Located in the Lake View, North Cen-
ter and Portage Park neighborhoods, these
parking lots range in size from 26 spaces
to 111 parking spaces. These lots include
two which serve the Lincoln, Belmont and
Ashland shopping district, once one of the
busiest neighborhood shopping districts in
the city, but which now has many vacant
store fronts.

These two parking lots are located
at 1530 W. Barry Ave. and at 1635 W.
Melrose St. The latter parking lot is built
on the site of Math Iglers, once a very
popular German restaurant known for
its staff of singing waiters. The site was
acquired by City Hall through eminent
domain to replace a city parking lot that
had been west of the restaurant. The
Lincoln Belmont Branch of the Chicago
Public Library replaced the older city lot.

After an apartment building for senior
citizens was built at the corner of Bel-

mont and Greenview avenues, the parking
lot at 1530 W. Barry Ave. has not been as
readily visible from Belmont Ave. as it
once had been. Some of the now-closed
stores on Lincoln Ave. had back doors
which enabled shoppers to easily access
the parking lot.

Also for sale is the city parking lot lo-
cated at 3840 N. Lincoln Ave. In addi-
tion to being important to nearby daytime
businesses, this parking lot is important to
Martyrs’, 3855 N. Lincoln Ave., a concert
venue which attracts national and interna-
tional recording artists. Months ago, Ald.
Matt Martin [47th] had been asked about
the possible sale of this lot but he had said
he had no knowledge of a possible sale.
Now some people in Lincoln Square are
wondering if the parking lot at 4511 N.
Lincoln Ave. may also soon be sold or giv-
en away for free? The city is also selling a

parking lot in the Portage Park neighbor-
hood at 4050 N. LaPorte Ave.

Cmsr. Maurice Cox, of the Chicago
Dept. of Planning and Development, used
statistics from 2019 and 2020 to make the
case for their sale. Due to the pandemic,
most shoppers were locked in their homes
and most businesses were forced shut by
government edict. Neither stores, restau-
rants nor consumers were able to operate
normally, since for a significant time pe-
riod, many were not even allowed to open.
Using parking numbers during the eco-
nomic lockdown as justification for selling
off commercial parking spaces seems at a
minimum plainly deceptive.

“These City-owned properties have very
limited demand for public parking any-
more so we're entertaining purchase offers
that maximize their value for taxpayers,’
Cmsr. Cox said. “Their sales will also

enable improvements that contribute to
local development patterns and overall
neighborhood livability.”

The North Center and Portage Park
properties are in the process of being
re-zoned to new district designations that
are commensurate with adjacent land
uses, Cox added.

Formal real estate appraisals are pending
for each site. The real estate brokerage firm
Cushman & Wakefield was retained by the
City of Chicago this summer to market and
solicit offers for each site. Each proposed
sale would require approval by City Coun-
cil, following a 30-day alternative proposal
period from other potential buyers. For

Lincoln Square parking lot update

Decision on fate of city parking lot
due this fall

Lincoln Square’s retailers, restaurants,
festivals and cultural organizations dodged
the first and second bullets fired by City
Hall over the gifting of their parking lot
to an out-of-state developer, but they now
know that there is yet a third bullet cham-
bered and ready to fire.

When the mayor’s office on July 21 re-
leased a list of housing developments that
will be receiving support from the city
of Chicago through tax incentives and
other financial mechanisms such as tax-
exempt housing revenue bonds, it seemed
as if Mayor Lori Lightfoot was sending a
message to developers that she wants her
administration to support new affordable

housing built on the city’s south and west
sides.

At the time of the announcement, some
believed this was an indication Lincoln
Square’s city-owned parking lot at 4715 N.
Western Ave. would not be given away for
free, or sold for $1, and spared from having
it turned into an apartment building.

However, that is not the case.

Boston-based developer, The Commu-
nity Builders [TCB], is currently awaiting
a decision from the city’s Dept. of Housing
[DOH] to see if their project will qualify
for coveted federally funded Low Income
Housing Tax Credits [LIHTCs]. That bul-
let may be fired at the community later this
fall.
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Supporters of the LIHTC program say it
enables private developers to build housing
for low-income tenants. After a developer
is awarded LIHTCs by a government en-
tity, they are monetized through a sale to
wealthy outside investors, including multi-
national banks and hedge funds.

TCB is awaiting a decision from the
DOH to see if the company will be award-
ed LIHTCs for their project to redevelop
the city-owned parking lot which serves as
critical commercial infrastructure for the
Lincoln Square Mall. A spokesperson for
the DOH has told this newspaper a deci-
sion will be announced in the fall as the de-
partment is still in the process of deciding
which projects will receive 2021 LIHTCs.
The DOH is currently in stage two of a
two-stage process.

According to information posted on
DOH’s website, the application process has
two stages. Information submitted in stage
one provides the DOH with information

necessary to compare a project’s respon-
siveness to the mayor’s policy priorities and
neighborhood goals; evaluate the capacity
of the development team; and to select proj-
ects to fund.

Applicants selected for funding in the
first round, or through other processes, will
be asked to submit a stage two application
for their project. Stage two requires more
in-depth information such as detailed archi-
tectural plans and environmental audits.

If TCB is awarded the LIHTCs for their
project, they will be given a city parking lot
for free. The tax credits are a way to have
taxpayers pay for the construction of TCB’s
planned multi-story mixed-use apartment
development. The property was never of-
fered for sale, and no Request for Proposal
was ever issued. For reasons unknown,
TCB is the only developer being consid-
ered on this insider deal. For two years

City Hall
is also seeking budget recom-
mendations on how to spend their
American Rescue Plan funding.

On the North Side, that forum
will be held 6 to 8 p.m. Thursday,
Aug, 12, at Truman College, 1145
W. Wilson Ave.

The discussions and feedback

received at these forums may aide
OBM as they draft the proposed
2022 budge and try to respond to
community initiatives. After the
meetings end, these suggestions
will be presented with OMB’s
2022 budget recommendations.
The meeting will begin with
presentations by Budget Direc-
tor Susie Park and other political
leaders, then provide an opportu-
nity for residents to work in small
group sessions. They’ll end with
time for public comment. The

budget forums will also be live-
streamed on the City’s social me-
dia channels.

“Each year, we plan a budget
reflecting the needs of Chicago
residents with the goal of improv-
ing citywide systems, services,
and communication,” said Park.
“Last year, community feedback
and engagement significantly en-
hanced our approach to what was
the most challenging and unprec-
edented budget in Chicago’s his-
tory.”

25 arrested
in Sheriff’s police “John” sting
targeting sex buyers

Officers from the Cook County
Sheriff’s Police Special Victims Unit
issued citations to 25 men and
towed 21 vehicles as part of an
undercover operation targeting in-
dividuals seeking to buy sex, Cook
County Sheriff Thomas J. Dart an-
nounced July 23.

On July 22, SVU officers set up
a sting operation in an area fre-
quented by individuals seeking to
purchase sex.

Over the course of the operation,
25 men approached members of
the team and solicited sex in ex-
change for money. Each man was
issued a $1,000 citation for violation
of the Cook County public morals
nuisance ordinance, and 21 vehicles
were towed under the ordinance,
requiring the vehicle owner to pay
$500 to reclaim possession.

Man charged
with shooting victim
outside downtown McDonald'’s

A man was charged with at-
tempted murder July 28 in con-
nection with a shooting near the W
Hotel City Center in the Loop earlier
this month. Jeaun Tapley, 30, was
ordered held without bail by Judge
Arthur Willis.

Hotel sur-
veillance vid-
eo showed
Tapley
dropping
someone off
outside the
hotel on the
100 block of
W.  Adams
and then driving away around 2 a.m.
on July 17, according to Assistant
State’s Attorney Brian Burkhardt.

The person who got out of
Tapley's car went to a nearby Mc-
Donald’s walk-up window where he
got involved in an argument with
several people and swung his fist a
someone who was in line for food,
Burkhardt said.

Before long, Tapley pulled back
up in front of the W, walked into
the McDonald’s, and walked a
woman out of the restaurant, said
Burkhardt. Tapley then pulled out a
gun and fired multiple shots toward
the people who were outside the
restaurant.

The victim, a 25-year-old man,
was shot twice in the arm and once
in the chest. Both bones in one of
his forearms were broken.

Tapley returned to his car and
drove away.

CPD said in an initial media
statement that the shooter was a
woman. But Burkhardt said McDon-
ald’s surveillance cameras recorded
the shooting and clearly showed
Tapley’s distinct hairstyle and a
physical handicap on his arm. Video
from the hotel clearly shows the

license plate of his car, according to
Burkhardt.

The victim and two witnesses iden-
tified Tapley as the shooter in photo
line-ups, Burkhardt said. Police ar-
rested Tapley on July 27. He is charged
with attempted murder and aggravat-
ed battery by discharging a firearm.

More carjackings
in West Rogers Park,
atleast9in a week

Police are investigating another
carjacking in West Rogers Park July 27.
The neighborhood and, to a lesser ex-
tent, Lincoln Square have been hit by
an intense series of carjackings that
began on July 19.

In the latest crime, a 47-year-old
man was sitting in a gray Toyota Si-
enna minivan on the 2900 block of
W. Jarvis when a man walked up and
pointed a gun at him around 2:39
a.m., said Karie James, a CPD spokes-
person.

The carjacker ordered the man
out of the vehicle, took the victim’s
valuables, and then drove away east-
bound with the minivan. According to
a CPD report, the victim was borrow-
ing the van from a local rabbi.

Officers at the scene described the
carjacker as a Black male in his early
to mid-20s who wore glasses, a black
hoodie, and black shorts with white
trim or stripes.

Those details align closely with the
description of a serial carjacker that
Chicago police warned about in a
recent community alert: a Black male
between 20- and 30-years-old who
stands 5-6" to 5-10” tall and weighs
140 to 180 Ibs who wears black-
rimmed glasses.

Police said the man walks up to
victims, displays a handgun, and de-
mands their keys, wallets, and phones.
He also orders victims to unlock their
phones, and, in two instances, he
forced victims to change their phone
passwords, according to the alert. The
man then drives away with the vic-
tim'’s car.

According to the alert, the pattern
involves hijackings in the 6200 block
of N. Whipple at 2:51 a.m. July 10; in
the 3000 block of W. Hood around
7:45 p.m. July 19. The hijacker stepped
out of a white Volkswagen, pushed a
woman, and took her Lexus RX350;
in the 5200 block of N. Washtenaw
at 10:30 p.m. July 19, a carjacker dis-
played a handgun and took a man’s
blue Hyundai Sonata on the 5200
block of N. Washtenaw; at 10:45 p.m.
July 19, a man got out of a white Volk-
swagen and took a woman'’s red Nis-
san Rogue at gunpoint on the 2500
block of W. Fitch; around 11:15 p.m.
July 19, two 19-year-old men were sit-

3000 block of W. North Shore when a
carjacker walked up and demanded
their property and the car’s keys at
gunpoint, and at 10:30 p.m. July 20, a
man displayed a gun and demanded
the victim’s money and phone on the
7000 block of N. Rockwell.

Three more possibly-related crimes
were reported just hours after police
released the warning on July 21.

On July 26, a woman was carjacked
at gunpoint on the 6700 block of N.
Rockwell around 11:10 p.m. She was
in front of her home when a man got
out of a black Lexus, robbed her of her
Apple Watch, keys, and phone, and
drove away with her black 2019 Ford
Fusion, according to a CPD report.

Also on the North Side, an off-duty
Chicago police officer fired three
shots at a man who pointed a gun at
him during a possible carjacking at-
tempt in Uptown on July 25.

The 37-year-old off-duty cop was
in the passenger seat of an Audi A3
when a man walked up, asked him
if he wanted some crack, and then
pointed a handgun at him on the 1200
block of W. Ainslie around 11:31 p.m.

The officer drew his own gun and
fired three shots through the car’s
window at the offender, who ran
away southbound on Magnolia, the
report said. Police searched the area
for the suspect, but they came up
empty-handed.

Woman carjacked at gunpoint
in Ravenswood,
carjacking reports climb

A carjacker took a woman's SUV at
gunpoint in Ravenswood July 27, po-
lice said. The details of the hijacking
are similar to at least nine other cases
that have been reported in the area in
recent days.

Officer Steve Rusanov, a CPD
spokesperson, said the 26-year-old
woman was sitting in her parked car
on the 1800 block of W. Winnemac
when the carjacker walked up around
5:35 a.m. The hijacker pulled a gun
and ordered the woman out. She
complied and was not injured, Ru-
sanov said.

Her white Infiniti EX37 was last seen
heading eastbound on Winnemac.
The carjacker was described as a Black
male who's about 20-years-old. He
wore a red hoodie and black pants.

Earlier Tuesday, a 47-year-old man
was carjacked at gunpoint as he sat
in a minivan on the 2900 block of W.
Jarvis.

Several other armed carjackings
that targeted people as they sat in
parked cars have been reported
across Lincoln Square and West Rog-
ers Park since early last week.

Typically, the hijacker walks up, dis-
plays a handgun, and demands the
victims’ keys, wallets, and phones.
He also orders victims to unlock their
phones, and, in two instances, he
forced victims to change their phone
passwords, according to the alert. The
man then drives away with the vic-
tim’s car.

Uptown man dies from injuries
suffered in drive-by last week

One of two men who were shot in
an Uptown drive-by shooting July 20
has died from his injuries. The death of
Jarid Jefferson Lindsey, 20, was ruled
a homicide, according to the Cook
County medical examiner’s office.

Lindsey and a 19-year-old man
were on the 4500 block of N. Sheri-
dan when someone fired shots at
them from a car around 5:38 p.m. The
younger man was shot in the leg, but
another bullet struck Lindsey in his
head, leaving him in critical condition,
police initially said.

He died the next evening, but the
medical examiner did not release in-
formation about his death until this
week.

No arrests have been made in the

shooting.

Lindsey, who lived on the 800 block
of W. Eastwood, seems to have gone
down a path that is all too common.
He was arrested in Uptown on a felo-
ny gun charge in November and left
a social media trail dotted with gang-
related content and a photo of him
posing with over $2,000 cash on the
Lakefront Trail.

Man sentenced to 18 months

in prison for illegally possessing
loaded gun

during downtown riots, looting

A man who illegally possessed a
loaded handgun during widespread
looting in downtown Chicago last
summer  was
sentenced
today to 18
months in fed-
eral prison.

Chicago
Police officers
attempted to
detain Javonte
Williams, 28, for
suspected looting near N. State St.t
and E. Lake St. in downtown Chicago
5a.m. Aug. 10, 2020.

As officers pursued and arrested
Williams, a semi-automatic 9-mm
handgun fell from his body to the
ground. The gun was loaded with
multiple rounds of ammunition in the
magazine and one in the chamber.

During the investigation, law en-
forcement uncovered multiple social
media postings by Williams in which
he boasted about looting in Chicago
in the summer of 2020.

Williams, 28, pleaded guilty earlier
this year to illegal possession of a fire-
arm by a convicted felon. He was pro-
hibited from possessing a gun after
previously being convicted of a felony
firearm offense in the Circuit Court of
Cook County, for which he was sen-
tenced to probation.

U.S. District Judge Virginia M. Ken-
dall imposed the 18-month federal
sentence after a hearing in U.S. Dis-
trict Court in Chicago.

Armed robbers strike 14 times
in under an hour
across River North, West Loop

A group of assailants committed
five armed robberies in under an hour
July 27 in River North, the West Loop,
and nearby neighborhoods, accord-
ing to police. No arrests have been
made.

The trouble began at 10:55 p.m on
the 300 block of W. Oak St. A 41-year-
old woman was walking when three
men stepped out of a green four-door
sedan and robbed her at gunpoint of
her purse and other items, said Karie
James, a CPD spokesperson.

Around 11:09 p.m., the same sce-
nario unfolded on the 300 block of
W. Superior. James said a 69-year-old
man was walking when three men ex-
ited a green sedan and robbed him of
his wallet and keys at gunpoint.

Six minutes later, a 31-year-old
woman was walking on the 700 block
of N. Halsted when a man robbed her
of a fanny pack at gunpoint. The gun-
man escaped in a sedan that another
person drove, James said.

At 11:20 p.m., two men got out of
a sedan and robbed another man of
his wallet on a parking lot in the 200
block of N. Halsted while displaying a
handgun.

Then, the robbery team returned to
River North. Around 11:40 p.m., three
men stepped out of a dark sedan and
robbed a man at gunpoint on the 100
block of W. Chestnut.

No injuries were reported in any of
the hold-ups, police said.

The suspects were described as
three young Black males wearing
hoodies and jeans who used a stolen
green Ford Fusion that bears a license
plate beginning with BL636. Victims
and witnesses said the offenders

wore masks.

Tuesday’s crime spree resembles
a similar one-night crime wave that
swept across the Loop and Street-
erville on June 26. On that night, an
armed robbery crew left one man
shot, a driver carjacked, and at least
five other people robbed.

Police later issued a community
alert that said the crew used a car-
jacked Land Rover to commit a se-
ries of late-night robberies across
the downtown area.

In each case, between two and
four men stepped out of the Land
Rover while wearing ski masks and
displaying firearms to demand the
victims’ property, according to po-
lice. At one point, the crew tried to
rob a man on the sidewalk at 222 S.
Wabash using the same technique.
But the victim refused to comply,
and one of the offenders shot him
in his right ankle, police said.

Incredibly, the crew struck again
to carjack a man one hour after they
shot the earlier victim, according
to a timeline developed by inves-
tigators. The carjacking victim was
smoking a cigarette on the fifth
floor of a parking garage at 217 W.
Washington when three offend-
ers approached, and one of them
implied they had a gun by holding
their hand under their hoodie. The
offenders took the man’s phone
and wallet, then drove away with
his black Dodge Journey.

Police never announced any ar-
rests in connection with the June
crimes.

16-year-old charged
with trying to carjack off-duty
cop at gunpoint in Uptown

Police have arrested a 16-year-
old boy in connection with the at-
tempted carjacking of an off-duty
Chicago police officer in Uptown
July 25. The off-duty cop fired three
shots at the would-be carjacker, but
the offender escaped without inju-
ry, police said after the incident.

The teen, who has not been iden-
tified by name because he is a ju-
venile, was arrested July 27 on the
2100 block of W. Howard in West
Rogers Park.

Around 11:31 p.m. July 25, a 23-
year-old man and the 37-year-old
off-duty cop were sitting in a car on
the 1200 block of W. Ainslie when
the boy walked up and tried to take
their Audi A3 at gunpoint, police
said.

The officer drew his own gun and
fired three shots through the car’s
window at the offender, who ran
away southbound on Magnolia, the
report said. Police searched the area
for the suspect, but they initially
came up empty-handed.

CPD says the teen is also respon-
sible for two earlier carjackings in
the Albany Park neighborhood:
Around 3 a.m. June 10, three men
tried to carjack a driver on the 3100
block of W. Ainslie, but they couldn’t
get away because they didn’t know
how to drive a stick shift, according
to a CPD report. So, they carjacked
another driver of his white Kia, the
report said.

At 12:41 a.m. July 4, a carjacker
took a man'’s red Ford Explorer at
gunpoint on the 3000 block of W.
Ainslie.

The 16-year-old is now charged
with two felony counts of aggra-
vated vehicular hijacking with a
firearm, one count of attempted
aggravated vehicular hijacking with
a firearm, and two misdemeanor
counts of aggravated assault with a
deadly weapon, police said.

Police have been handling a
surge in carjackings across the
North Side.

In fact, just 20 minutes before

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Home buyers
have a shot at 2% loans

The bargain-rate mortgage boat
is cruising down the Chicago Riv-
er again, giving would-be home
buyers and families seeking to re-
finance a chance to jump aboard
and lock in a loan in a historic low
2% range.

On July 22, the interest rate on
benchmark 30-year fixed home
loans fell to 2.78% nationwide,
reported Freddie Mac’s Primary
Mortgage Market Survey. That
lowers the gangplank for borrow-
ers hoping to lock in a record-low
mortgage rate in the mid-2%-
range.

A week ago, the benchmark 30-
year loan averaged 2.88%. Only
a few weeks ago, borrowers were
paying more than 3% for the same
loan. A year ago, lenders were
charging 3.01% for 30-year fixed
mortgages.

Fifteen-year fixed mortgages
averaged 2.12% on July 22, down
from 2.22% a week earlier. A year
ago, lenders were charging 2.54%
for 15-year fixed loans.

The average interest rate on
a 30-year fixed mortgage was
3.02% nationwide at the end of
June. It quietly slipped to 2.99%
on July 1 and has been inching
lower over the past few weeks.

“Concerns about the Delta vari-
ant, and the overall trajectory of
the Covid-19 pandemic, are un-
doubtedly affecting economic
growth,” noted Sam Khater, Fred-
die Mac’s Chief Economist.

“While the economy continues
to mend, 10-year Treasury yields
have decreased, and mortgage
rates have followed suit,” Khater
said. “These declining rates pro-
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vide yet another opportunity for
homeowners to save money on
their monthly mortgage payment
through a refinance.”

Analysts said long-term mort-
gage rates are creeping lower be-
cause of falling interest rates on
10-year Treasury notes, which
last week hit 1.28%. Earlier this
summer, the Treasury note yield
was 1.5%.

The Freddie Mac survey is
focused on conventional, con-
forming, fully amortizing home-
purchase loans for borrowers who
place a 20% down payment and
has excellent credit.

Record low is 2.66%
on 30-year loan

Thirty-year fixed-mortgage in-
terest rates ended 2020 at a rock-
bottom 2.66% —the lowest level
in the Freddie Mac survey his-
tory, which began in 1971. Home-
loan rates set new record lows for
an amazing 16 times in 2020, and
tens of thousands of homeowners
refinanced.

“If a home buyer has the best
of everything—a 25% down pay-
ment and a 740 FICO score, the
going rate is 2.75% on a 30-year
fixed loan and 2.125% on a 15-
year fixed loan,” said Huntington
Mortgage broker William Bren.
The rates apply to conforming
mortgages with a loan amount of
up to $548,250.

Under an aggressive loan
program involving a pledge of
$25,000 in money-market funds
at Huntington Bank, North Side
borrowers in many Chicago

on a 30-year loan and 2.1% on a
15-year loan with 20% down pay-
ment.

Mortgage-rate history

Archives of the now-defunct
Federal Housing Finance Board
show long-term mortgage rates in
the 1960s were not much higher
than the Great Depression, when
lenders were charging 5% on five-
year balloon loans.

Nearly six decades ago, be-
tween 1963 and 1965 you could
get a mortgage at 5.81% to 5.94%.
Between 1971 and 1977, the now-
defunct Illinois Usury Law held
rates in the 7.6%-t0-9% range.

In the early 1980s, run-away in-
flation caused home-loan rates to
skyrocket over the moon. Accord-
ing to Freddie Mac, benchmark
30-year mortgage rates peaked
at a jaw-dropping 18.45% in Oc-
tober of 1981 during that Great
Recession.

Rates finally fell below 10% in
April of 1986, and then bounced
in the 9%-t0-10% range during
the balance of the 1980s. In Aug.
1999—when some of today’s Mil-
lennial borrowers were in diapers,
lenders were quoting 8.15% on
a 30-year fixed mortgage. Back
then, that seemed like a good
deal.

Parolee knocked Roscoe Village man
unconscious during robbery

A four-time convicted felon who was released
early from prison on a gun charge just two
months ago knocked a 61-year-old unconscious
during a street robbery in Roscoe Village, pros-
ecutors said.

Elraheem Wilkins, 27, first went to prison after
he unwittingly targeted an off-duty cop during
a 2013 home invasion. He was released in 2016

then went back to prison for two narcotics cas-
es. He was released again in 2018. And he was
arrested the next year for being a felon in pos-
session of a firearm. State officials released him
on May 28 after he served half of the three-year
sentence he received in the gun case.

Around 11:10 p.m. Monday, a Roscoe Village
man was walking through the back gate of his
home on the 3400 block of N. Lincoln when
Wilkins and a woman approached him, and
Wilkins asked for a cigarette, Assistant State’s At-
torney Robert Cannatello said July 28.

As the victim handed over a cigarette, Wilkins
punched him in the head, knocking the man to
the ground and causing him to lose conscious-
ness temporarily, Cannatello said. The victim
noticed Wilkins going through his pockets and
eventually realized that about $200 cash and a
phone were missing from his pockets.

Police found Wilkins as he and the woman
walked into a CVS at 3630 N. Southport shortly
before midnight. The victim identified him as
the attacker, Cannatello said.

Two in custody after man’s punched
and robbed in Roscoe Village

A man and woman are in custody after a 61-
year-old man was punched and robbed in Ros-
coe Village July 26, according to a CPD report.
The couple may also face charges for an auto
burglary that was reported nearby earlier in the
evening.

Police said the robbery victim was on the
3400 block of N. Lincoln when the male offender
asked him for a cigarette around 11:10 p.m. As
the victim reached into his pocket, the robber
punched him in the face and took cash out of
his pocket, according to a CPD statement. The
couple then fled south on Lincoln.

The victim suffered swelling to his face and in-
juries to his right arm but police said he did not
want to be taken to a hospital.

Officers searched the area and found a man
and woman who matched the suspects’ descrip-
tions at CVS, 3630 N. Southport, around 11:50
p.m. The robbery victim identified them as the
offenders.

The couple was also identified as the people
who burglarized a man'’s car on the 4000 block
of N. Campbell around 9:40 p.m. Monday, ac-
cording to a police report.

Robbery spree is work of 3-person crew,
cops link cases in Lincoln Park, West Loop,
West Rogers Park

Police detectives have linked recent armed
robberies in Old Town, the West Loop, and West
Rogers Park to a group of armed offenders, ac-
cording to a CPD community alert.

The hold-up crew, which consists of two men
and a woman, targeted people alone on the
street four times on July 25 and 26, police said.
According to the alert, the robberies include one
on the 400 block of W. Wisconsin around 9 p.m.
July 25. A man hopped out from a black SUV’s
passenger seat with a handgun and confront-
ed a 30-year-old woman, taking her purse and
phone. He then returned to the SUV and fled the
scene.

On the 2000 block of N. Racine around 9:30
p.m. July 25, a 30-year-old man was robbed at
gunpoint of his phone by an offender who re-
portedly emerged from the passenger side of a
black SUV with a handgun.

On the 6700 block of N. Rockwell around 10:50
p.m. July 25, a woman was in front of her home
when a man got out of a black car, robbed her
of her Apple Watch, keys, and phone, and drove
away with her black 2019 Ford Fusion, according
to a CPD report. The Lexus followed him.

And on the first block of S. Desplaines around
12:40 a.m. July 26, a black SUV stopped in front
of a 68-year-old man who was driving and a
woman and a man who had a gun stepped out.
The man demanded the victim’s valuables and
fled with his wallet and phone, police said.

The suspects are described as a Black male
between 20- and 30-years-old who wore a black
sweatshirt with black pants; a Black male be-
tween 20- and 30-years-old who wore a green
sweatshirt and gray sweats, and a Black female
between 15-and 20-years-old.

Loop man shot in gang crossfire
dies from injuries

A man who police believe was shot when a
group of gang members opened fire on a group
of rival gang members who were trying to rob
him Monday night has died, according to the
Cook County medical examiner’s office.

Raymond Soni, 52, was pronounced dead
at 7:25 a.m. July 28, medical examiner records
showed. With Soni’s passing, Chicago recorded
its 100th homicide for July, according to statis-
tics maintained by HeyJackass, an independent
crime tracking site.

Soni was walking into the Presidential Towers
high-rise complex, 555 W. Madison, around 11:22
p.m. when three men walked up and tried to rob
him at gunpoint, according to a CPD report. Soni
lived in one of the residential towers.

As he gave the men his wallet, a four-door
sedan pulled up to the corner of Jefferson
and Madison, the report said. Three gunmen
emerged from the car and began shooting to-
ward the robbers and the victim. One of the rob-
bers returned fire, according to the report. The
robbers ran into a nearby parking garage while
the carload of assailants sped away. No one in
either group was apparently injured.

At least 20 rounds were fired during the me-
lee, the police report said. One bullet struck Soni
in his lower back. Police initially said he was in
serious condition.

The gunman was described as a light-skinned
Black or Hispanic man with a beard who stands
about 6-1” tall, weighs 250 to 260 Ibs, and car-
ried a crossbody bag. He wore a dark hat, white
t-shirt, and blue or tan shorts, according to wit-
nesses. Area Three detectives are investigating.

Two Lakeview women mugged in 30 minutes

Police are investigating two robberies of
women that unfolded in Lakeview East on July
29. One of the muggings took place just a block
from where a food delivery driver was carjacked
July 28, raising concerns that a hold-up crew may
be frequenting the area.

Around 3 p.m. July 29, police say a man
jumped out of a blue or black Infiniti sedan and
wrestled a woman’s purse away on the 900 block
of W. Barry.

About 15 minutes later, the same thing hap-
pened on the 500 block of W. Cornelia. The mug-
ger pushed that woman to the ground while tak-
ing her purse. He jumped into the passenger seat
of a four-door Infiniti that sped from the scene.

Witnesses and the victims said at least two
more people were in the getaway car. The prima-
ry suspect is a thin Black male in his late teens or
early 20's who stands about 5-10" tall. He wore
a hoodie covering his head in the Cornelia rob-
bery, but a witness saw twists in his hair during
the firstincident.

On July 28, a 60-year-old delivery person was
dropping off food in the 3600 block of N. Pine
Grove when a man walked up and took control
of his car at gunpoint, according to Karie James,
a CPD spokesperson. A total of four offenders
then got into the driver’s silver Toyota Camry
and headed south on Pine Grove around 7:15
p.m., she said.

According to the victim, the primary carjacker
was a skinny Black male who stands 5-10" to 6’
tall.

Witnesses reported seeing a group of men lin-
gering and approaching drivers on the 500 block
of W. Cornelia shortly before the carjacking took
place about a block away.

mixed-income community that’s connect-
ed to adjacent Near North Side neighbor-
hoods. A casual perusal of that area today
would suggest the TIF succeeded, and
should perhaps be left to expire.

At the time of its designation, private
investment in the area was non-existent
in the 340-acre district, due to the over-
abundance of publicly-owned properties
and because it was partially occupied by
the highly dangerous, gang-infested CHA
federal housing project known as Cabrini-
Green.

Back in the 1990s the North Branch of
the Chicago River was extremely polluted
and not considered desirable to be around.
That is not the case today. The area is now
very popular and could hardly be consid-
ered “blighted,” as state law requires for
the implementation of a TIF zone.

Through the TIF, property tax funds
are collected and used to support land as-
sembly and demolition efforts, rehabilita-
tion costs, public works improvements, job

dine.”

But Reiter said she and many other
neighbors think the median idea is “un-
workable,” as it will “make it impossible
for large vehicles coming down Aldine
— such as tow trucks moving stalled cars,
moving vans, some city trucks and possi-
bly even garbage trucks — to make either a
right or left turn at the inner drive.”

“There is no room for your median,” she
wrote in a letter to the planners.

Traffic

Plans also include a new traffic signal
at Aldine, planners said, citing feedback
gathered from area residents during a fall
2020 public input opportunity.

“What we heard is that Aldine is a neigh-
borhood street that can’t handle existing
— let alone any additional — traffic,” staff
said. “The project team took this feedback
and performed a deeper dive on the over-
all anticipated traffic changes, including
the adjacent neighborhood traffic volumes,
which confirmed resident concerns.”

Three hundred vehicles use Aldine Ave.
in this area every hour, staff said — twice
the preferred rate for residential streets in
Chicago.

Ramps

The city has developed several strategies
for minimizing or reducing neighborhood
cut-through traffic on Aldine and other
east-west neighborhood streets nearby, all
of which involve the installation of a new
southbound exit ramp at LSD in line with
the intersection of Aldine and inner North
LSD.

Staff noted that, because Aldine is a one-
way street, no traffic exiting LSD will be
able to utilize the neighborhood road. And
if a southbound LSD entrance ramp also
goes in at Aldine, staff said the concrete
median that will be installed at the inter-
section of Aldine and inner North LSD
will “disallow Aldine traffic from directly
accessing the southbound ramp.”

“Aldine traffic will only be able to turn
left or right onto inner (North LSD),” staff
said.

Instead, drivers already on inner North
LSD will use the ramp, easing traffic con-
gestion at Belmont and Sheridan.

Reiter countered that motorists who are
unfamiliar with the area will not be aware
that the median is in place and will attempt
to access LSD via Aldine Ave. anyway.
When they find they cannot access LSD,
drivers may turn right and head toward
Belmont, adding to traffic issues there.

“Just the presence of the on ramp ...
would attract much more traffic to Aldine,”

Reiter wrote. “Any ramps at Aldine would
be unsatisfactory.”

Larry Nutson, president of the 3300
NLSD Condominium Assoc., said his or-
ganization also opposes the ramps at Al-
dine Ave., but “in spite of overwhelming
community-wide opposition expressed in
previous public forums the project team
continues to pursue this proposal.”

“The project (seems) committed to ... on
and off ramps at Aldine, without taking into
consideration the wishes of the community
affected by it,” Reiter wrote, adding, “No
survey has been done to determine whether
people in this community want this.”

Addison

Instead of undertaking a major con-
struction project, Reiter said the city could
make “small tweaks” at the Belmont Ave.
intersection to address the congestion is-
sues there.

Both Reiter and Nutson also suggested
opening a southbound LSD ramp at Addi-
son Ave. — an idea that the city already has
incorporated into its “Redefine the Drive”
plan.

Staff said motorists from Cornelia Ave.
north will likely utilize the Addison ramps,
further easing traffic at Belmont, as well
as Aldine.

“From a design standpoint, a goal was
to put cars in the arterial network, not on
residential streets,” staff said.

As a result of the “Redefine the Drive”
project, staff said the rate of traffic will fall
on Aldine Ave. from one vehicle every 12
seconds to one vehicle every 20 seconds.

“There is a noticeable difference in the
gaps between vehicles,” staff said.

The “Redefine the Drive” initiative will
be “further refined” throughout the year,
with another public meeting planned for
the winter. Feedback will be accepted on
an ongoing basis, however, by visiting nls-
dinput.org/lakeview or emailing info@
nlsd.org.
