Unable to recruit new cops,
city using pandemic bail out cash
to hire private security
More private security for Loop, Mag Mile and Uptown

Chicago is having difficulty
recruiting new police officers to
work in the city, so they’re now
going to use some of their pan-
demic bailout funds to hire pri-
vate security forces to work in
neighborhoods that have suffered
from the recent rise in criminal
activity.

The Chicago Loop Alliance
[CLA] has announced an expan-
sion of their Ambassador Pro-
gram, which provides private se-
curity to patrol the central Loop
from Dearborn to Canal and Ida
B. Wells to Wacker on weekday
evenings through September.

The expanded program is con-
tracted by CLA through Street-
plus, a national business im-
provement security service, that
has been contracted to patrol the
downtown corridor from 2 p.m. to
11 p.m., six days a week.

The service was put in place by

Unable to recruit new police officers, Chicago has now turned to a
private contractor to provide police and security needs in 12 Chicago
communities.

CLA in response to the contin-
ued problems with quality of life
crimes, gangland activity, looting,
carjacking, armed robberies and
shootings going on downtown.

The program with Streetplus is
also being expanded into Uptown,
and on the Magnificent Mile. No
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Big week ahead for downtown pot

Next week is a big week for
downtown pot as three recre-
ational weed dispensaries go be-
fore the Zoning Board of Appeals
in City Hall [ZBA] starting at 9
a.m. Friday, Aug. 19.

The ZBA ultimately makes
decisions on Special Use applica-
tions based on the criteria in the
Chicago Zoning Code and is not
obligated to consider comments
from an areas’ alderman.

In Streeterville, Green & Brans-
ford, LLC, has filed a Special Use
application to operate an Adult
Use Cannabis Dispensary at 212

E. Ontario St. But they face op-
position from a local community
group, the Streeterville Organiza-
tion of Active Residents [SOAR].

In a April 20 letter to the ZBA
they say that “SOAR highlighted
the project in our newsletter, and
we have received well over 100
comments regarding the proj-
ect. The Board has determined,
based on input from the com-
munity, that the proposed adult
recreational cannabis dispensary
at 212 E. Ontario is not appropri-
ate for this location and therefore
SOAR cannot support the special

use permit. The community has
overwhelming commented that
this location is not appropriate for
this use.”

A bit west of the Ontario St.
proposal, a clout-heavy pot firm’s
bid to open a dispensary at the
site of the old Rainforest Cafe
may hinge on its partnership with
a startup led by the white chief
executive of a major moving com-
pany who scored a social equity
license based on a decades-old
weed arrest.
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Chicago cops warn of Grant Park robbery pattern

Chicago police are warning
about a series of robberies report-
ed in and near the south end of
Grant Park this summer. Detec-
tives have linked three cases since
June 22 to an offender who has
displayed a gun at least twice.

According to a CPD alert issued
Aug. 4, the robber confronts vic-
tims on sidewalks and announces
a robbery during the late-night
and early-morning hours. He
fled into Grant Park after each
hold-up.

Police said the first robbery
occurred in the 700 block of S.
Michigan Ave. at 10:30 p.m. June
22. The victim told police the
offender displayed a gun, took
his property, and fled toward the
Grant Park skate park, according
to a CPD report.

Another victim was robbed
at 12:10 a.m. July 12 in the 1100
block of S. Columbus.

On July 28, a man was robbed
at gunpoint in the 100 block of E.
Roosevelt at 12:43 a.m.

The CPD alert said the robber
is a Black male between 18- and

30-years-old who stands 5’-10” to
6’-1” tall. It said he wore a dark
hoodie and dark pants.

However, the most recent
victim said the offender wore a
white shirt with jeans, according
to a report. The first victim said
the man wore a belt with stones
embedded in it.

On parole less than three months,
man ditched a handgun
on Loop restaurant patio while
running from ‘shots fired’ incident

Prosecutors said a three-time
convicted felon on parole for
armed robbery dropped a gun on
a Loop restaurant’s patio while
fleeing the scene of a “shots
fired” incident in the heart of
downtown on July 31. No injuries
were reported.

Shaundell Milton, 28, has been
on parole for less than three
months, according to Illinois
Dept. of Corrections records. Of-
ficials are moving to revoke his
parole in light of the new allega-
tions.

Chicago police responded to
calls of shots fired at State and
Randolph streets around 9:46 p.m.
after witnesses heard gunfire and
saw men chasing each other, ac-
cording to CPD records.

Cops found shell casings near
25 W. Randolph, the north en-

trance to the Block 37 complex.
A witness flagged down officers
to report that a man who was
running from the area dumped a
gun on the patio of The Dearborn
restaurant, 145 North Dearborn,
prosecutors said.

Milton was discovered hid-
ing in the stairwell of the Block
37 parking garage, according to
Assistant State’s Attorney Steven
Haamid. As officers approached,
Haamid claimed he immediately
told them he didn’t have a gun.

Investigators found surveil-
lance video that showed Milton
running west on Randolph with
a black bag and a gun, Haamid
said. The footage also showed
him throwing an object “consis-
tent with a handgun” onto the res-
taurant’s patio, he continued.

Reportedly more than 113,000
people filled State St. from Lake
to Monroe on July 24 during the

were healing. Sometimes
you felt you might slip
out of bed, because you
were so oily. But look-
ing back, some of those
ointments may have con-
tained more healing than
we knew. They certainly
made us feel better fast.

I
never hear about infected cuts or
scrapes any more, but that was
pretty common in our youth.

Back then we were never cyni-
cal about such outdated primitive
first aid.

Wonders
passed on down from the Bronze
Age. Something sensitive folk
understood from the past. Not
always so far away. Closer than
many believed.

Looking back there seems to be
a peculiar grace that transcends
the ages for us.

It is wise to listen to the earth,
to what it has learned about man’s
evolution and growth.

Homeless encampment dangers force out kids’ summer camp

Heart of the ‘Hood

All hell could be breaking
loose soon in East Rogers Park,
a community divided over the
homeless encampment in Touhy
Park, 7348 N. Paulina St.

I’ll be very surprised if there’s
no public outcry over the fact
that on Aug. 1, children attending
the summer day camp at Touhy
Park had to be moved for safety
reasons from that day camp site
to the somewhat nearby Potta-
wattomie Park for the remainder
of the camp season, which ends
Friday.

I'm told that at Touhy Park,
park supervisor Misty Mitchell
had been coming in an hour early
each day before camp clean-
ing up dirty, used syringes and
bleaching the urine-drenched,
fieldhouse walls. But apparently,
after Mitchell witnessed a man
preparing to indecently expose
himself to the children, the deci-
sion was made to move the kids.

As a 46-year resident of this
neighborhood, I nearly flipped
when I heard that news. Someone
has to draw the line here some-
where, especially when some-
thing as simple and normal and
ordinary as a kids’ summer camp
starts becoming endangered, and
more importantly, dangerous.

People need to understand the
impact the encampment is having
on safety issues, said Jill Liska,
president of the Touhy Park Ad-
visory Council. There are empty
bottles of Narcan, a drug ad-
ministered for drug over-dosing,
strewn about the park. Used
syringes. Students on their way
to the Chicago Math and Science
Academy across the street be-
ing offered drugs on their way to
school (The scene is described as
“intense” by the school). The wa-
ter fountain where people drink
being used to wash dishes and
hands and stuff. An 8 a.m. July
8 shooting, where police were on
one side of the park while kids
arrived for camp at the other.
(There is some security in the
park --a special attention request
so a lot more traffic from secu-

rity and police and a park district
security car squad car comes
through about every hour-and-a-
half).

“I don’t use the park very of-
ten,” said Liska, advisory council
president for the last seven years.
“I get harassed.”

She said she was just starting to
give her two kids ages nine and 10
more freedom to go to the park,
or ride around its circle or walk
to the close-by Rogers Park Fruit
Market, “But now, I won’t send
them across the park,” said Liska.
“They don’t know how to handle
that. They’re not equipped.”

Liska realizes that not all
homeless people are bad. “But
you can’t ignore it when you find
needles on the ground,” she said.
“You have to take children into
account.”

“Everyone is pointing fingers
at everyone else,” said Liska. “No
one is doing their job.”

Ok, I will say that Ald. Maria
Hadden [49th] is pointing fingers
at the Chicago Park District, who
is not doing its job enforcing its
own rule: The parks close at 11
p-m. Hadden said she wasn’t in-
formed of the camp move nor
consulted on it.

I understand the parents are
concerned, said Hadden, who
also said she was meeting with
Liska on Monday night, after this
newspaper’s deadline.

“It’s upsetting that the camp
had to move,” Ald. Hadden said.
“It’s upsetting that the park super-
visor had to work extra hard.”

Last summer, Hadden said, the

situation at the park was similar.
Services were brought in and
through a city program, 64 peo-
ple were housed between Nov.
2021 and March 2022. The park
district is currently holding off
on enforcing guidance and rules,
Hadden said. “They’re in a hold-
ing pattern with the city,” Hadden
said.

In a recent conversation with
parks and the city, Hadden asked
when the park rules would be en-
forced again.

“I think we’re all going to be
standing by the Chicago Park Dis-
trict enforcing their rules again,”
Hadden said. “The park closes at
11. There are no new rules.”

I asked park district commu-
nications director Michele Lem-
ons when that might happen, you
know, the rules being enforced
just as they always have. There
was no response of course.

I get being sympathetic. Hon-
estly, I do. But we all do have
to understand the repercussions
of living with what’s happening,
like Liska said.

My question is, why weren’t the
tents moved instead of the kids?

“They’ve failed us,” said Liska.
“There should be a plan. When
the alderman wants something to
happen, she makes it happen.”

“It’s unfortunate to be home-
less, some don’t want to be at
shelters, some are not accepted
at shelters, they want to stay at
the encampment but I don’t think
they should be able to put up a
tent anywhere. It reduces the park
use from thousands, to 20.”
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How about rounding everyone
up and building a homeless camp
on the 22 acres at Michael Reese
Hospital site, on the Near South
Side? There is space to sprawl out
and all social and medical servic-
es, and showers and bathrooms
could be offered in one place.

Or would there be outcry there
too, because no one would really
want that in their back yard ei-
ther?

I used to be a sympathizer here.
I admit, I’ve brought untouched,
leftover food to the encampment
a few times. But now, after the
day camp fiasco, I've changed
my tune. And the fact that last I
looked, there were seven home-
less tents in my backyard, Loyola
Park.

They’re not seven clean nice
tents with your mentally-healthy,
happy campers in them. I took
pictures of one of the tents that
had a bat, a golf club, and heavy,
metal fireplace pokers next to it --
the kind with the curled hooks on
the ends. I don’t think the guy was
going golfing or playing baseball.
And he certainly doesn’t have
a fireplace. They were clearly
weapons.

Another tent has a loud motor
scooter parked outside of it. After
park hours, the owner, who lives
in a tent, goes joyriding around
the park. It’s a joke that no one
stops him.

So I'm now a NIMBY (Not In
My Back Yard). Another reason
is because I opened my back door
last Friday morning to a wad of

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nasty toilet paper on my walkway
after seeing a woman using the
bathroom right outside my door
on Ring video.

We know that the COVID virus
is easily spread via human waste,
and as there are two cancer sur-
vivors in the house, that puts me
and my family at risk.

And other neighbors living
near the park have found toilet
paper and feces in their outdoor
stairwells. One nearby resident
interrupted a tent occupant who
was vomiting in his bushes, which
also double as a latrine, he said.

I have a message for the park
district: Either enforce your long-
time rule that the parks close at 11
p-m. or change it.

This is not OK. This must be
dealt with.

And some friendly advice for
Ald. Hadden: This is the biggest
issue you’ve faced since taking
office. Make your decisions wise-
ly. You don’t want to be a one hit
wonder.

It has taken years to put this
neighborhood back together.
We’re going to start losing families
again, just when we were starting
to get families back again.

It used to be, that the cops drove
through Loyola Park on a regular
basis, whether via squad car or
bike. “Hey officer,” we’d smile
and wave as we moved our kids
and dogs out of the way.

Now, we rarely see a cop. Not
even sitting in their vehicles

Monkeypox continues to spread in Illinois

But officials say
no shutdowns
like those during COVID

While the spread of the mon-
keypox virus [MPV] continues
to spread throughout the Chi-
cago area and the rest of Illinois
(a childcare worker was recently
diagnosed in Rantoul), public
health officials warn the supply of
vaccines will remain in short sup-
ply and for now, efforts are being
aimed at high-risk individuals.

“Many—though not all—of
the reported monkeypox cases
have been among gay, bisexual,
and other men who have sex with
men. Because of this, the Centers
for Disease Control and Preven-
tion [CDC] has emphasized the
need to identify and use specific
channels to promote messages
that directly reach gay and bi-
sexual men (across racial, ethnic,
socioeconomic, and geographic
backgrounds),” according to fed-
eral officials at the CDC.

This past weekend, the Northal-
sted Business Alliance hosted its
40th annual Northalsted Mar-
ket Days street festival. It is one
of the largest city events aimed
at the LGBT+ community and

at this year’s event, monkeypox
vaccination was touted as being
available.

However, according to an at-
tendee interviewed by WBBM-
AM 780/1059 news radio, the
lines were excruciatingly long and
not everyone who had waited for
hours was able to get vaccinated.

Numerous health experts have
told this newspaper it is reason-
able to expect there will be an in-
crease in cases after Northalsted
Market Days, just as it was rea-
sonable to expect an increase in
cases after the International Male
Leather and Gay Pride Week cel-
ebrations.

While the events themselves
may not have been a super-
spreader, some of the participants
and out-of-town visitors may
have chosen to participate in un-
safe group sexual activities away
from the festival. Chicago’s MPV
outbreak has been tracked to the
city’s International Male Leather
event in late May and the current
pandemic spread itself started
with a couple of musical festivals
in Europe.

Spread most often by intimate
skin-to-skin contact, the most

common symptoms of MPV are
a rash or sores that appear to be
pimples or blisters that can ap-
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pear anywhere on the body.

Some people experience flu-
like symptoms such as fever,
chills, fatigue, and swollen lymph
nodes.

Currently, the virus is affecting
and spreading among men who
have sex with men, who have inti-
mate or sexual contact with other
men in social or sexual venues, or
who have multiple or anonymous
partners, according to a written
statement from Chicago’s depart-
ment of public health.

Public health officials around
the world have expressed con-
cerns about MPV being spread
by those who attend gay sex clubs
and bathhouses.

To stop the spread of COVID-
19, local officials had shut down
nearly the entire city in 2020.
This included a nearly complete
ban on church and temple ser-
vices, funerals, weddings and any
public gatherings, even one oc-
curring in parks and other open
spaces. Almost all schools and
public buildings were shut down,
and all businesses were forced to
close by the government, but for
those considered ‘essential.’

That is not happening now.

According to city’s public
health officials, there are no plans
to close any gay sex clubs, bath-
houses, bars, nightclubs or party
facilities. And there has been no
action by public officials to limit
the spread through gay prostitu-
tion.

“At this point, no decision has
been made to close certain fa-
cilities,” said an official with
the city’s department of public
health. “Remember, COVID-19 is
an airborne virus. You can get it
by sharing an indoor space with
someone who has it. You'd have

to have prolonged, direct, physi-
cal contact with someone who
has MPV lesions or sores to catch
it. What we can do is help people
cut the risk. We are able to reach
the people who’d be at the high-
est risk by partnering with some

of these establishments, to offer
MPYV testing and vaccination, as
well as education (by posters or
palm cards) at their sites.”

While there has been an in-
crease in vaccine shipments, a
vaccination event held Aug. 8 by
social services provider TPAN
(formerly known as Test Positive
Awareness Network) at its facil-
ity at 5737 N. Broadway demon-
strates how demand for the vac-
cine far outstrips supply.

“Numbers will be passed out to
the first 100 people—one number
per person; you must remain in
the line. Place holding is not al-
lowed. Expect that the wait time
will be long, and that the weather
will be warm,” posted TPAN of-
ficials before their vaccine distri-
bution.

These doses were supplied by
Univ. of Illinois-Chicago Health
and Rush Hospital. TPAN of-
ficials had warned those who
planned to attend they should ex-

pect a long line and there would
only be 100 doses available.

TPAN encouraged all of those
with a healthcare provider should
first seek MPV shots through
their healthcare provider.

“If you think you might qualify
to receive vaccine, first contact
your healthcare provider. Encour-
age your healthcare provider to
visit chicagohan.org/monkey-
pox if they are unfamiliar with
monkeypox. Second, please be
patient. There is not currently
enough vaccine for all those who
qualify to receive a dose, but we
will expand where vaccine is
available as we receive additional
doses. If you are not immuno-
compromised or exposed to mon-
keypox, please wait until more
folks who might be at greater risk
have had their first dose,” said the
TPAN spokesperson.

According to officials at the
CDC, MPV is caused by infection
with the monkeypox virus. MPV
belongs to the same family of vi-
ruses as variola virus, the virus
that causes smallpox. Symptoms
are like smallpox symptoms, but
milder, and MPV is rarely fatal.

The virus was discovered in
1958 when two outbreaks of a
pox-like disease occurred in colo-
nies of monkeys kept for research.
Despite being named “monkey-
pox,” the actual source of the dis-
ease remains unknown. However,
African rodents and non-human
primates (like monkeys) might
harbor the virus and infect peo-
ple. The first human case of MPV
was recorded in 1970. Prior to the
2022 outbreak, MPV had been re-
ported in people in several central
and western African countries, but
the current outbreak is not linked
to a current African outbreak.

checking out the lakefront and
munching donuts. Once upon a
time the police rode the park at
11 p.m., with megaphones an-
nouncing it was closed. These

sends service people out to try
and figure out housing needs as
well as mental and physical health
needs. But the goal is still to get
the people out of the park so it’s
open to kids and everybody.
“That’s still the goal,” Hadden
said. “They’re working on it,”
Hadden also last week ap-
proved a 72-bed men’s shelter on
the ward’s north end, not far from
the tent city at 7464 N. Clark St.
Fifty men currently living at the
Super 8 hotel on Sheridan Rd.
will be moved to the shelter and

there’ll be 22 additional beds.

I'm sure glad I don’t live over
there.

To the folks who are supportive
of the homeless living in the parks
where children are supposed to be
playing safely and families gather,
I say: Email me your address.

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Massive expansion of Red Line TIF seeks
to syphon off $1B in property taxes

Will North Side taxes
be ported to the
South Side Super TIF?

The Chicago Transit Authority
[CTA] is hoping to help finance a
$3.6 billion extension of the Red
Line by extending Chicago’s Red
Line Super TIF [Tax Increment
Financing District] from the Loop
south to Pershing Rd.

The new South Side Super TIF,
which still needs City Council ap-
proval, is similar to a TIF district
created in 2016 to help pay for a
rehab and modernization of the
Red and Purple Lines [RPM] on
the North Side. The RPM Super
TIF was proposed by former-may-
or Rahm Emanuel, and rushed
through City Council in late 2016.
That TIF syphons off property
tax funds in a mile-wide swath of
valuable North Side property ad-
jacent to the Red Line from Divi-
sion St. north to Devon Ave.

It’s referred to as a “Super TIF”
as the life of the TIF extends for
35 years, not the usual 23 years of
most TIF districts.

CTA officials say the new TIF
- that hopes to syphon off nearby
$1 billion in property taxes to
fund the expansion south - will
not increase property taxes.

But in expanding or creating
any new or existing TIF district,
the city will create new demands
on property tax payers. Syphon-
ing funds off for new spending
will indeed drive-up property tax-
es across the city. It’s part of the
‘there’s no such things as a free
lunch’ theory. When a govern-
ment body takes additional dol-
lars from private citizens through
property tax collections to fund
new projects, by definition that’s
a tax increase.

CTA officials say the proposed
new South Side Transit Super TIF
boundaries will be set so as to
take only enough money to sup-
port a share of the local funding.
That is also what the CTA and
city officials said about the North
Side RPM Super TIF. But that Su-
per TIF is now expected to throw
off hundreds of millions of dol-
lars in excess tax collections than
City Hall and the CTA predicted.

The North Side RPM Super
TIF, established in Nov. 2016,
will be collecting property taxes
through 2052, and was intended
to raise $957 million total over
its lifetime. But it is presently on
pace to take in much more money
than projected.

Through fiscal year 2021 it had
already taken in $176,721,978, ac-
cording to its annual filing. At the
current rate of collections, it will
raise over $1.237 billion during
its lifetime, nearly 30% more than
proposed. And due to real estate
appreciation and inflation, the to-
tal take by the RPM Super TIF is
likely going to be much higher.

The new South Side Red Line
Super TIF would freeze tax col-
lections of properties located
inside its boundaries at a set
level for 35 years, with the CTA
syphoning off the annual incre-
mental increases. The CTA says
they’ll take $950 million of future

property taxes to help finance the
Red Line’s southern extension.

In taking that $950 million - or
more - out of the future tax collec-
tions, those funds will then need
to be replaced from other tax-pay-
ing properties not located within
a TIF district to make up for the
shortfalls the regions various tax-
ing bodies will suffer. Those tax-
ing bodies will lose future income
when funds are syphoned off.

The growth in property taxes
each year are generally intended to
cover the natural growth of costs
of public services. Just because a
TIF district freezes incremental
tax increases in a set geographic
area does not mean those vari-
ous taxing bodies budgets (think
libraries, water districts and park
districts) also freeze over the de-
cades... they don’t. And those
taxing bodies must then take ad-

ditional property taxes from prop-
erties not located in TIF districts
to make up for the cash being sy-
phoned off by TIF districts.

Each new TIF district created
is, in essence, a property tax in-
crease on the whole of all those

properties not located with a TIF.

“A TIF is supposed to be for
development. The increment from
the development will pay for it-
self,” Ald. Anthony Beale [9th]
told the Sun-Times. “That way,
it’s not a burden on the taxpayers.
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This is going to hit the taxpayers
of Chicago. That’s the difference
in this TIF,” Beale said. “They’re
grabbing increment to pay for
something else someplace else.
They’re gonna try to capture the
increment of existing businesses
that have nothing to do with de-
velopment of the Red Line.” He
called creating a new transit Su-
per TIF on the South Side a “hor-
rible idea,” calling it “robbing
Peter to pay Paul.”

Meanwhile, Ald. Brian Hop-
kins [2nd] told the Sun-Times
that an under-the-radar change
in the state TIF statute approved
by the General Assembly in 2021
paved the way for a transit Super
TIF that would “import money
from one end and spend it in
the other” — and “that’s exactly

Shootout leaves one dead,
one injured
at downtown parking lot

A video has emerged that clearly
shows a double-shooting in the
Loop that left one man dead Aug.
6. And, we have learned that police
were working to determine if a stab-
bing at a nearby “L” station was re-
lated to the shooting.

Deontae Winfrey, 29, was killed,
and a 23-year-old man was injured
during the shooting in a parking lot
in the 400 block of S. Clark around
3:20 a.m., Chicago police said.

A surveillance video posted by
HeyJackass.com, a site that inde-
pendently compiles Chicago crime
statistics, shows the shooting un-
folding.

The video shows the gunshot vic-
tim who survived also fired a gun
during the shootout. Other shooters
dragged him away after unleashing
a hail of bullets on Winfrey as he lay
on the ground.

Shortly before 7 a.m., Chicago
police responded to calls of a per-
son stabbed at the Van Buren CTA
station. They found a man at 19 W.
Jackson who had a stab wound to
his back. The officers took a suspect
into custody, and the initial indica-
tions were that the stabbing oc-
curred during a fight related to the
earlier shooting.

No charges have been announced
in the shooting or stabbing cases.

So far this year, 24 people have
been shot in the Loop, up from 18
at this point last year, ten as of this
date in 2020, and four victims in all
of 2019.

Uptown man gets probation
for 2020 incident

An Uptown man was sentenced
to 15 months of probation this week
foraMay 2020 incident that prosecu-
tors initially charged as a hate crime.

The allegations stemmed from
an encounter on the 4900 and 4700
blocks of N. Sheridan shortly after
midnight on May 17, 2020.

Surovietz allegedly yelled at a 45-
year-old man of Egyptian descent
and a companion who went for a
short walk after breaking fast dur-
ing Ramadan. They both said they'd
never seen Surovietz before.

Surovietz allegedly told them
they were responsible for the 9/11
terrorist attacks, yelled slurs, ac-

cused them of being terrorists, told
the primary victim to go back to Saudi
Arabia, and accused the pair of be-
ing members of ISIS, prosecutors said
during an initial bail hearing.

A few minutes later, Suroviets ran
directly toward the victim and wit-
ness on the 4700 block of N. Sheridan,
called them Muslim terrorists, and
grabbed the victim by his shirt with
both hands, prosecutors said. Surovi-
etz allegedly pushed the victim into
a fence and tried to force him to the
ground as he continued to utter racist
and religious slurs.

The man gained control of Surovi-
etz and held him until police arrived.

Surovietz allegedly waived his right
to remain silent and told police that
he had been drinking and smoking
marijuana before the incident. He also
allegedly claimed to be the victim in
the incident, alleging that he called
the victim a “sand n*gger” after the
man struck him with his elbow, au-
thorities said during the bail hearing.

Surovietz has no other criminal
background.

Party bus out of control
in Boystown, multiple crashes

A hired party bus sideswiped more
than a dozen vehicles Aug. 6, before
the bus driver was arrested by Chi-
cago police in yet another example
of party bus-related incidents gone

e bad.  Luckily
there were no
reported inju-
ries.

At about
2:55 p.m., the
bus careened
southbound in
the 3500 block
of N. Broad-
- -  way. A video
posted online shows the bus traveling
erratically and slamming into parked
cars — at one point nearly running
head-on into the car from which the
witness was filming. The bus eventu-
ally was stopped by authorities in Lin-
coln Park near N. Recreation Dr.and N.
Lake Shore Dr., police said.

It wasn’t clear whether anyone else
was on the bus, and it wasn't known
whether the bus had been chartered
that day. Gregory Baldwin, 45, of Val-
paraiso, Indiana, is charged with crim-
inal damage to government property
less than $500, reckless driving, leav-
ing the scene of a crash, failure to re-
duce speed and disregarding traffic
signals.

The party bus belonged to Black

Fire department rescues teen
after he hides from Chicago cops on River North billboard

Chicago police had to call in the fire
dept. to help them arrest a 17-year-
old who hid on a River North billboard
as cops followed behind him on the
Brown Line tracks last week.

Police were investigating calls of a
person with a gun when, according
to witnesses, the teen jumped from
the back door of a Brown Line train
and started running down the tracks

above Franklin St. around 6 p.m.
Aug. 2.

Video from a nearby high-rise
shows the teen tripping and appar-
ently making contact with the third
rail, but the CTA had already turned
off the power at CPD’s request.

The video shows cops moving
in. Most of them chose to stay on
the tracks, but a couple took a deep

breath and scurried across a metal
beam to reach the billboard. A CFD
ladder truck arrived minutes later to
bring them all down.

Cops found a handgun on the
tracks, but the teen is not accused
of putting it there. Instead, he was
charged with misdemeanor reckless
conduct and held on an outstand-
ing warrant, according to police.

Sophia Ewing, 21, Brianna Tsidel,
30, Pressha Fountain, 32, and Laviv-
ian Harris, 30, are charged with mis-
demeanor theft and misdemeanor
battery, according to Chicago police.
Harris is also charged with felony pos-
session of a controlled substance.

A spokesperson for CPD declined
to say which agency employs the off-
duty officer. Officials said he suffered
a swollen lip during the incident.

Man robbed 79-year-old woman
on Red Line

A man has been charged with rob-
bing a 79-year-old woman on the CTA
Red Line last month and robbing a 78-
year-old man near an ATM a few days
earlier. Travoughntay Williams, 34, is
charged with
two counts of
felony robbery.

If his name
sounds famil-
iar, it may be
because we've
reported  on

Williams  be-

fore. He was
Travoughntay on bail in July
Williams

— > 2020 for twice
attacking a Lakeview senior citizen
when he was accused of punching a
Walgreens employee in Streeterville
and dragging her down an aisle by
her hair.

We reported last year that he re-
ceived probation for the Walgreens
attack. Williams is still on probation,
according to prosecutors.

At around 11:25 a.m. July 5, Wil-
liams grabbed a 78-year-old man
from behind in the 1700 block of W.
Morse after following the victim from
a nearby ATM, officials said. The vic-
tim felt something sharp in his back
as Williams told him to “hand it over,”
prosecutor Tilesha Jackson alleged.

Surveillance video showed Wil-
liams sitting on a bench outside the
bank as the victim made a withdrawal
and grabbing the victim from behind,
she said.

Four days later, on July 9, Williams
robbed a 79-year-old woman of her
purse at the Jarvis Red Line station,
according to Jackson.

Chicago police issued a community
alertabout the CTA robber, and some-
one who knows Williams identified
him from the bulletin, Jackson said.

Officers crossed paths with Wil-

liams on Aug. 3 and took him into
custody. Assistant Public Defender
Suzin Farber said Williams has mental
health concerns.

Judge Maryam Ahmad ordered
him to pay a $30,000 deposit toward
bail to get out of jail on electronic
monitoring for the robbery cases.
Separately, the judge held him with-
out bail for violating the terms of his
probation until the judge overseeing
that case could review the new devel-
opments.

Lakeview Man shot,
critically wounded

A man was found shot in the head
and critically wounded on a Lakeview
sidewalk Aug. 2, Chicago police said.
Police provided no motive for the
shooting.

At 1:50 a.m., police responded to
reports of a person shot in the 500
block of W. Briar Place. The 36-year-
old victim was discovered in front of a
former dry cleaner, which had a bullet
hole in a window. Witnesses report-
edly saw two men flee the scene to-
ward Broadway in a black SUV.

EMS took the victim to Advocate Il-
linois Masonic Medical Center.

So far this year, nine people have
been shot in Lakeview. One of them
died. Charges have been filed in just
one of this year's shootings.

The neighborhood had four shoot-
ing victims at this point last year.
There were eight victims for the entire
year of 2020 and five for all of 2019.

Serial burglar busted

after riding a stolen bike
past its owner’s house

while they talked with police

A man on parole for burglary is
now facing five new burglary charges
after allegedly riding one of his vic-
tims’ stolen bicycles past the owner’s
house while they were discussing the
break-in with Chicago police.

Angel Figueroa, 42, is being held
without bail while the lllinois Dept.
of Corrections reviews his parole
status. He was released from prison
in November after serving half of a
three-year sentence he received for
attempted burglary and attempted
possession of a stolen motor vehicle.

Prosecutors charged him on Aug.
1 with five more break-ins in Logan
Square, Humboldt Park, and Buck-
town since July 11. All of the crimes

were allegedly videotaped.

Officials said he broke into a ga-
rage in the 1800 block of N. Wilmot
onJuly 11 at 3:40 a.m. and stole bicy-
cles. On July 23, around 1:30 a.m., he
stole two more bikes from a garage
in the 1700 block of N. Francisco.

That vic-
tim also reported laptops missing
from her home.

Prosecutors said Figueroa identi-
fied himself in surveillance images
from all five break-ins.

In addition to the cases for which
he is on parole, Figueroa was con-
victed of felony theft in 2017 and
armed robberies in 2006 and 2002,
according to state records.

Judge Barbara Dawkins set bail in
the new burglary cases at $10,000,
which means he must pay a $1,000
deposit to be released from jail once
his parole situation is resolved.

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Three more charged with stealing phones
at Lollapalooza, busted w1th 18 phones

Prosecutors on Aug. 2 accused
three more people from other
states of working as a phone theft
crew at Lollapalooza. When un-
dercover Chicago cops appre-
hended the trio on Sunday, they
allegedly had 18 phones on them.

Four other out-of-state resi-
dents were previously charged
with organized phone theft at the
annual music festival.

The latest allegations stem from
an undercover Chicago police in-
vestigation that began after a Lol-
lapalooza attendee recorded vid-
eo of two people stealing phones
on Sunday, prosecutors said.

Edison Montana and Carmilla
Gallano, both 27, and Marilin
Sarmiento, 25, are each charged
with three counts of felony theft.

The witness who recorded
video of Sarmiento and Montana
allegedly stealing phones shared
the footage with police, prosecu-
tor Tilesha Jackson said. She said
the CPD began surveilling the
group via video cameras and un-
dercover officers on the ground.

Officers watched as the group
looked into people’s bags and
pockets while their targets were
distracted and dancing, Jackson
alleged.

At one point, a covert officer
saw the trio huddling as Montana
put a collection of phones into
Sarmiento’s fanny pack, she said.
The cops moved in at that point
and arrested the group.

Jackson said Montana was car-
rying a hydration pack that con-
tained three phones in airplane
mode. Three more phones, also
in airplane mode, were in Sarm-
iento’s fanny pack. And another
12 were found inside a Faraday
backpack carried by Gallano, ac-
cording to Jackson.

Faraday bags are designed to
keep cellphones from transmit-
ting or receiving signals.

Judge Maryam Ahmad or-

dered each defendant to pay a
$500 bail deposit in order to be
released from jail. However, the
judge refused to let them leave the
jurisdiction because she was not
convinced they had provided ac-
curate home address information.

Gallano and Sarmiento refused
to give their home addresses to
police, Ahmad said. Their public
defender said they live in New
York City.

Montana’s residence was given
alternatively as Miami, the Do-
minican Republic, and suburban
Cicero.

Lollapalooza guard made bogus
mass shooting threat to leave work early,
prompts emergency terrorism investigation
by FBI, Chlcago police

Janya Williams (inset) wanted to leave her Lollapalooza security job early,
so she sent out a fake mass shooting text.

A Lollapalooza security guard
circulated false plans for a mass
shooting at the music festival so
she could leave work early, pros-
ecutors said. Instead of being sent
home early, Janya Williams, 18,
found herself in the crosshairs of
an FBI and Chicago police terror-
ism investigation.

“Mass shooting at 4 p.m. Lo-
cation Lollapalooza. We have
150 targets,” read a message that
Williams allegedly sent to her
security supervisor at 2:48 p.m.
July 29, via TextNow.

Williams’ supervisor immedi-
ately notified their superiors and
reported to the Chicago police
command post in Grant Park.

Prosecutors said that Chicago
police and the FBI’s Joint Ter-
rorism Task Force acted quickly,
filing an emergency disclosure
request for information about the

TextNow account holder.

The supervisor returned to her
team and encountered Williams,
who told her that her sister saw a
threat of a mass shooting at Lol-
lapalooza on Facebook, prosecu-
tors said.

When the supervisor asked
Williams to send her a screenshot
of the threat, Williams allegedly
created a Facebook account with
the name “Ben Scott” and wrote
a post: “Massive shooting at Lol-
lapalooza Grant Park 6 p.m.”

Prosecutors said she took a
screenshot of the post without
posting it and sent the image to
her supervisor.

Meanwhile, the FBI and Chi-
cago police received the results
of their emergency disclosure re-
quest and discovered that the ini-
tial threat originated from a Text-
Now account linked to Williams’
iCloud and IP address, according
to prosecutors.

During questioning at the CPD
command post, Williams alleg-
edly admitted that she sent the
TexNow message and created the
Facebook post to get out of work
early.

Cook County prosecutors
charged her with making a false
terrorist threat, which is a felony.

Her public defender said she
has three children and “was em-
ployed as a security guard until
she was arrested.”

Judge Mary Marubio ordered
Williams to pay a $5,000 bail
deposit to go home on electronic
monitoring. She also ordered her
to pay a $500 bail deposit for
violating the bond conditions in
a pending misdemeanor retail
theft case.

As of Wednesday morning, she
still had not gone home. She’s in
jail, with her next court appear-
ance scheduled for Aug. 8.

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Former Vice Chancellor
of City Colleges sentenced
to more than five years for fraud

A former vice chancellor for
City Colleges of Chicago has been
sentenced to five and a half years
in federal prison for devising and
engaging in a procurement fraud
scheme.

Sharod Gordon was
employed by City Col-
leges of Chicago in a
variety of leadership
roles, most recently as
the Vice Chancellor of
Legislative and Com-
munity Affairs.

From 2013 to 2017,
Gordon obtained kick-
backs from vendor-companies in
exchange for steering to them City
Colleges contracts for community
canvassing and flyer distribution
services. Some of the companies
were formed by Gordon’s City
Colleges colleagues and other
friends for the sole purpose of ap-
plying for the contracts.

In some instances, the work was
never performed — even though

the companies submitted invoices
that caused City Colleges to pay
out nearly $350,000. Upon receipt
of the payments, Gordon directed
representatives of the companies
to give him a portion of the mon-

ey.

Gordon, 47, plead-
ed guilty last year to
a federal wire fraud
charge. U.S. District
Judge Robert M. Dow,
Jr., on Aug. 3 imposed
a 66-month prison sen-
tence.

“Sharod Gordon
abused the public trust
for personal profit,” As-
sistant U.S. Attorney Megan De-
Marco argued in the government’s
sentencing memorandum. “De-
fendant used his government po-
sition to deprive underserved col-
lege students of honest services in
order to line his own pocket.”

Seven other defendants were
charged with participating in the
fraud scheme.

This
may be the eventual use of those excess
tax funds thrown off by the North Side’s
RPM TIF. The CTA says they must raise
$1.4 billion from taxpayers to qualify for a
$2.2 billion federal grants for the new ex-
pansion south. The CTA is hoping to use
these funds through a federal grant pro-
gram called New Starts, which helps fund
rail extensions and new line projects across
the nation.

Ald. Hopkins said he was skeptical that
existing TIFs would lose no money, and
only new growth in property taxes would
go to the Red Line project. He also said the
city would be letting the federal govern-
ment off the hook, by making local prop-
erty tax payers pick up such a large portion
of the tab.

“A transit project like this — especially
one that is targeting an underserved com-
munity — should be at least 80% federally
funded.

other North Side communities are getting
the added private security.

Headquartered in Brooklyn, NY, Street-
plus, has been around for 30 years, and
works in over 80 districts in various cities.
They also work in New York City, which is
experiencing a similar rise in crime prob-
lems as Chicago.

Their website claims they offer training
programs for commercial districts con-
cerned about the increase in panhandling,
homeless people living on the streets in
need of services, and graffiti.

They also claim to have special training
for downtowns that have an active night-
life, like Chicago’s Loop.

Their staff are issued police depart-
ment two-way radios that allow for im-
mediate communication with police and
911 dispatchers. They claim to also share
work areas and office space with local law
enforcement, and social service agencies
when conducting social service outreach
and engaging criminals, the homeless or
panhandlers.

The program is being funded from the
Mayor’s Office, which has been spreading
around funds from the federal COVID-19
cash bailout though the Chicago’s Recov-
ery Plan. The city received a $1.2 billion
payout to help with economic recovery and
security.

The ambassadors’ goals are to make
the area they work in more secure, to help
stimulate an economic recovery, and en-
courage visitors and workers to come back
downtown.

The city is having trouble recruiting real
police to work in Chicago’s more violent
neighborhoods, so they are launching the
private security in 12 other Chicago neigh-
borhoods too, including Back of the Yards,

Auburn Gresham and Uptown to serve as
violence prevention and social service pro-
viders.

No funds for private security were allo-
cated for other North Side neighborhoods
that are also suffering from a lack of police
and corresponding rise in violent crimes,
like Old Town, Rogers Park, Lakeview and
Lincoln Park.

One of the most important aspects of
the Streetplus safety ambassador program
is related to “availability and visibility” of
the ambassadors’ patrol services. Street-
plus ambassadors provide patrol services
by walking, riding a police mountain bicy-

cle, using a Segway Personal Transporter,
and vehicles. Safety Ambassadors are as-
signed to a zone within a district and are
responsible for patrolling and serving as a
deterrent to illegal and unwanted activity.
Streetplus also uses an electronic moni-
toring and tracking system structured to
ensure all blocks within their district re-
ceive patrol services. Reports are available

to measure services and to track coverage.

Another goal of the ambassadors is to in-
teract with those committing quality of life
crimes, such as public intoxication, pan-
handling, public urination, noise infrac-
tions, and other non-emergency situations
that adversely affect the public.

CLA Ambassadors wear yellow and
black uniforms and will provide direc-
tions; greet and engage visitors, workers,
and residents; conduct business check-ins;
observe and report negative behavior; pro-
vide information on wayfinding for those
shopping, dining, and exploring; and assist
individuals in need of social services or
experiencing homelessness. The unarmed
ambassadors receive training in de-escala-
tion tactics and also serve as a deterrent to
unwanted behavior and illegal activity in
an effort of violence prevention throughout
the community.
