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Immersive theater space coming
to Crystal Gardens at Navy Pier

llluminarium to cost $30M

Most see virtual reality [VR]
as wearing goggles at home to be
transported to a different place
and time, but it’s about to go big
time on Navy Pier.

Last week City Council ap-
proved plans to add Illuminarium
as an attraction at Navy Pier.

The $30 million new attraction
will be placed inside the current
Crystal Gardens space with no
exterior addition or alterations
being made.

The new venture hopes to de-
liver on VR’s promise of virtu-
ally transporting you to another
time and place, only without the
headset, so you can have a shared,
communal  experience  with
friends, family and groups.

Designed by The Rockwell
Group, the new attractions will
be an immersive theater space
and will need no other areas of
the pier. The space will be turned
into an “edutainment” experience
for local residents and tourists in
a cinematic system that can take
you anywhere. A sophisticated
sound system helps you hear, hap-
tic systems in the floor allow you
to feel, scent systems can replicate
smells, all creating an immersive
effect that also incorporates Light
Detection and Ranging [Lidar]
systems. A typical Lidar sensor
emits pulsed light waves into the
surrounding environment. These
pulses bounce off surrounding
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objects and return to the sensor.
The sensor uses the time it took
for each pulse to return to the
sensor to calculate the distance it
traveled.

Visitor are promised to come
face-to-face with the world’s most
exotic animals in their natural
habitats in the “Wild” safari spec-
tacle. The staff will use custom
camera arrays that provide a 240-
degree native field of view, shot
on location to showcase animals
in their native habitats across
South Africa, Botswana, Kenya
and Tanzania.

A second show will be “Space-
walk,” billed by the company as
“a mind-blowing journey through
our Solar System,” letting visitors
stroll across Moon and Mars. A
third experience the partners are
contemplating would take visi-
tors into the depths of the world’s
oceans.

Run by Illuminarium Expe-
riences, a global experiential
edutainment company, the goal
is to “democratize experiences”
with technology that can flip a
switch and change the entire ex-
perience.

Visitors will enter the future
Illuminarium area through the
lobby and ticketing space, which
will span the interior frontage of
the building. Visitors will queue

Lightfoot administration
once again promises
“all hands on deck” to fight violence

On June 11, 2019, Mayor Lori
Lightfoot called a press confer-
ence to announce that she would
take an “all hands on deck ap-
proach” to fighting violence in
Chicago.

“This has to be an all hands
on deck approach to making sure
that we’re strengthening our com-
munities, but also addressing the
issue of violence,” she said.

Later that summer, Lightfoot
built on the all-hands theme:
“We’re bringing everyone to the
table to build on our ‘all hands on

deck effort’ to create real, wide-
spread and lasting public safety
by addressing these issues head-
on in a coordinated and collective
effort.”

Over the next year, Chicago’s
shooting and murder tallies in-
creased by more than 50%. This
year is outpacing last. And July,
the month that just ended, will go
down as the third-worst month for
murders in Chicago since the po-
lice department’s modern record-
keeping system began in 1957.

On Monday police charged
Eric Morgan, 22, and Emonte
Morgan, 21, in the fatal shooting

of one Chicago police officer and
wounding a second officer at 9:08
p-m. Aug. 7, in the 2200 block of
W. 63rd St. All hands were on
deck, but it still wasn’t enough.

So, of course, the mayor’s of-
fice on Thursday called a press
conference to rally “all hands on
deck” to fight the violence. Light-
foot’s new press secretary, Cesar
Rodriguez, announced the latest
“all hands on deck” approach on
Twitter Aug. 5.

“The press conference starts in
15 minutes,” Rodriguez tweeted.

Sheriff offers free assistance to tenants,
housing providers as Eviction Moratorium expires

As the moratorium on filing
eviction cases is slowly being lift-
ed, Cook County Sheriff Thomas
J. Dart is reminding landlords,
housing providers and tenants
grappling with eviction that they
can access the Office’s Commu-
nity Resource Center [CRC] for
assistance in accessing services
and financial help.

Presently there is a short grace
period until Sept. 1, when judges
can order evictions and the Cook
County Sheriff’s Office can en-
force them.

The federal government has
extended the eviction moratorium
through Sunday, Oct. 3. But this
applies to Illinois counties with
a “substantial” or “high” amount
of COVID-19 spread. Most of
the Chicago area falls within the
“substantial” range.

Chicago saw an average of
more than 22,500 eviction filings

per year between 2010 and 2019.
But relying on eviction court re-
cords alone substantially underre-
ports the numbers, court records
only provide information on for-
mal evictions.

Since the moratorium was put
in place in March of 2020 there
have been none.

“The pandemic was one of the
major drivers behind my creation
of a CRC last year when we began
to see how the economic pres-
sures created by COVID would
create a ripple effect of devastat-
ing consequences,” Sheriff Dart
said. “The CRC expands access to
the social services my office has
long provided to households fac-
ing eviction with complex family
or health needs.”

Launched late last year, CRC
team members work directly with
the public to help individuals
navigate social services, housing,

employment, medical and mental
health services, among others.
The CRC also can help individu-
als locate existing government
rental assistance. The CRC is
currently operating virtually and
can be reached via phone at 773-
405-5116, or via email at ccso.
resourcecenter@ccsheriff.org or
online at www.cookcountysher-
iff.org/crc/home.

The availability of the CRC
is just one of several efforts the
Office is taking to address the
resumption of evictions after a
moratorium that began in March
2020. With significant govern-
ment rental assistance available,
the Office has instituted a policy
requiring property owners to con-
firm there is no forthcoming as-
sistance before an eviction will
be enforced. Social workers are

Crew carjacks Uber driver on Mag Mile

Area Three detectives publicly
linked the two crimes in a com-
munity alert. Around 3 a.m., an
Uber driver and his passenger
were on the 1000 block of N. Her-

mitage when a white sedan pulled
alongside them, and three men
got out with guns, according to a
CPD report.

The report said that the hijack-
ers forced the driver and passen-
ger from the Uber and fled north
on Hermitage in the 2014 BMW,
which had Iowa plates. The white
car followed them.

Then, at 4:48 a.m., three men
approached an Uber driver as he
waited in his car for another as-
signment on the corner of Michi-
gan and Ontario on the Mag Mile.
One of the men displayed a gun,

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and the group took control of
the victim’s black Lexus, which
headed west on Ontario.

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Picasso taught the world that art is life and love

It’s a very hot summer morning
and I need to take myself some-
where to write, eat and bathe in
fresh summer iced tea.

So I flee the studio, indulging
myself at Greek Islands in Greek-
town. Time for thoughts and re-
flections on my pal Pablo Picasso
1881-1973. He’s always a respon-
sible summer’s day business for
me. I am his avid student. He was
a Chicago kind of guy. That’s
why he gave us “Tete du Femme,”
Head of a Woman, the sculpture
in Daley Plaza. He’d fit right in
here, today.

Picasso is always just a great
art museum away. While any city
becomes an opportunity to view
his work, our own Art Institute
has some of his best. “The Old
Guitarist,” 1903. “The Red Arm-
chair,” 1931. “Mother and Child,”
1921. “Weeping Woman,” 1937.
“Nude Under A Pine Tree,” 1959.
All true Chicago treasures.

Some ten years ago, I visited his
great biographer, the late Sir John
Richardson, with painter Adam
Umbach, in the biographer’s
fabulously huge apartment down
on the lower end of Broadway.
Vast rooms encrusted in great art.
Filled with rare Picassos, War-
hols and Freuds. The afternoon
was spent at Union Square Cafe,
lunching and talking about Pica-
sso and all the intricacies of an
artist’s life.

For as long as I can remember,
Picasso has been a filter through
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which all art passes. An eternal
teacher about color, texture, form
and shadow. Surface depth and
composition. His hand shapes my
brain, like a great gazpacho. Seri-
ous and spicy. But too often, Pica-
sso is misunderstood. The victim
of the public’s misinformation
artistic ignorance and lack of ap-
propriate experience of his work.
He’s frequently trivialized. A
painter’s worst nightmare.

Picasso was a burly, he-man
painter. Filled with Spanish bra-
vado, crude humor and love for
strong, shapely females. Women
like his wife, the Yugoslavian
ballet dancer, Olga Khokhlove,
whom he would never divorce.
Or his devoted mistresses Ma-
rie-Therese Walter, Dora Marr,
Francoise Gillot (still living at
100) and second wife, Jacqueline
Roque, who put a bullet in her
brain shortly after his death.

Devoted to bullfights, he had a
pension for good food, bold wine
and chit chat among the peasants.
He saw the world through Span-
ish eyes, but painted in France his
whole long life. Paris was where
the money was. Clients with re-
fined tastes. A love for the radi-
cal. A tempting aesthetic for the
grotesque. The asymmetrical.
The human form reinvented be-
yond his cubism to new shapes
of the physical. The re-invention
of style in almost every decade.
Painting the interior disposition
of his sitters. Subjects contorted
by his brush. The edgy works
that dangled his most modern
of canvasses before the refining
seasoned tastes his collectors’
embraced.

He created vast rooms of paint-
ings. Worked everyday. Painted
all day. More than any painter I
know.

The canvas was romance for
Picasso, revealing all of himself
and his subjects. Round and bul-

bous women. Voluptuous. Tangy.
The mis-shaped beauties who
unleashed his sexual demons.
Equine. Truly Spanish and not
French. What his nemesis, the
ex-patriot American busy-body
Gertrude Stein never quite under-
stood. Though her brother, Leo,
became an early collector in their
Paris residence. Picasso’s 1906
portrait of Miss Stein is curiously
grotesque. Burly and brutal, it
suits Miss Stein and became the
centerpiece of her cocktail soirees
at 27 rue de Fleurus. There Zelda
and F. Scott Fitzgerald sipped
their drinks, while Cole Porter
played her piano. And Alice B.
Toklas answered the front door
for the likes of Sinclair Lewis,
James Joyce, Ezra Pound, Thorn-
ton Wilder, Juan Gris, Sherwood
Anderson and much of intellec-
tual Paris. Though Picasso never
seemed to take to Stein’s “center
of attention” brand of American-
ism.

Picasso was a true successful
painter as The Great War arrived
in 1914. By then, his fellow art-
ists from France, Italy, and as-
sorted European nations were
drafted into military service. But
as a Spaniard, Pablo never had to
serve. Because he could not pre-
dict how severe the war might
be, he withdrew 100,000 French
francs from his bank to meet any
eventuality. A vast sum of money,
especially for a young painter.
Few contemporaries could have
done that.

He went to the South of France
to escape the harsh changes in Pa-
risian urban life and paint. What-
ever he created, enhanced his
artistic reputation. He was sought
after. Celebrated. Most impor-
tantly, when the war ended, he
was alive. Some of Europe’s best
poets, painters, playwrights and
musicians did not return from the
carnage of the front. Many more
perished in the great Pandemic of
the Spanish Flu. Picasso escaped
that too.

His post-war life was filled with
opportunity and design challeng-
es, like Sergei Diaghilev’s ballet
sets. His studio relocated from
the Marais to Paris’ Left Bank at

7 Rue de Grand-Agustin. Not far
from the Louvre.

That’s where the Spanish dele-
gation came to ask him to execute
a large painting, the center piece
for an international art exhibition
at Chaillot near the Eiffel Tower
in 1937. He was not open to the
idea.

But then Hitler sent his Luft-
waffe to aid Generalissimo Fran-
co during the Spanish Civil War,
ultimately wiping out the Basque
city of Guernica. Obliterating all
life.

Picasso rose to the occasion.

When the delegation returned
to plead their case, they found
Picasso already working on the
massive painting “Guernica.”And
the surrealist-photographer Dora
Marr catalogued its completion.

The painting became a symbol
of anti-Fascist resistance. It was
the most controversial Spanish
painting at the World Exhibition.
And anywhere in Europe. Ironi-
cally Spain’s pavilion was next
door to Hitler’s.

Later Picasso secretly shipped
it to the Museum of Modern Art
(MOMA) in New York. Along
with hundreds of other works he
hoped to save from the impend-
ing doom of World War II.

MOMA staged an important Pi-
casso exhibition on November 15,
1939 that remained on view until
January 7, 1940, in collaboration
with the Art Institute of Chicago.
Three-hundred and forty-four
works, including “Guernica” and
its studies, as well as “Les Dem-
oiselles d’Avignon.” During the
post-war era, “Guernica” came
twice to the Art Institute of Chi-
cago. There Chicagoans balked at
its style and importance. Exhibit-
ing a rural unsophistication that
appears comic today.

When the Germans invaded
Paris, the Gestapo set out to find
“Guernica,” to destroy it. They
frequently barged into Picasso’s
studio to frighten him. They’d
show him photos of the work.
“Did you do this?” they would
ask. Picasso would go silent. Then
say, “No. You did. Actually,” set-
tling where blame should rest for
the Spanish massacre.

Picasso gathered his wife, mis-
tresses and their assorted chil-
dren and relocated to the South
of France. He bought a large villa
that would suit them. And payed
the seller one painting for the vast
estate, so successful had he be-
come.

Picasso’s last will instructed
that “Guernica” and those hun-
dreds of other works must stay at
MOMA until there was a demo-
cratically elected government in
Spain.

Franco’s death in 1976 was fol-
lowed by democratic elections,
but MOMA dragged their heels
on returning their most important
in-house treasure. They could not
let go. They were challenged with
a stern warning from the oldest
and youngest members of the U.S
Senate, Strom Thurmond and Jo-
seph Biden.

“Guernica” finally returned
to Spain in 1981. People were
unaware of its arrival. But word
spread quickly as the painting
made its way from the airport in
Madrid. As the truck carrying
the treasure moved closer to the
city, it is said millions of people
rushed out of offices, shops and
schools and lined the streets as it
made its way to the Prado Muse-
um. People openly weeped at the
return of the Picasso treasure.
That moment lifted the painter’s
career to its highest ebb more
than a century after his birth.

Picasso taught the world that
art is life and love. Politics and
poetry. Lyrical in its collision
with us and true in its ability to
consume and reflect the form and
spirit of the age. True at the sa-
cred space of MOMA. And in a

After a year-and-a half-long
year battle against the effects of
the COVID-19 virus on Chicago’s
vacation-home and shared-hous-
ing industry, travel volume and
bookings for units are rapidly re-
turning, analysts say.

Nearly half of Chicago Airbnb
hosts delisted their property as
COVID-19 lockdowns surged in
2020, and inventory of available
rentals fell to about 5,400 units
from about 10,600 listings.

However, demand for vacation-
home units apparently is sky-
rocketing back to 2019 levels this
summer, according to industry
sources.

“Many Chicago vacationers
are choosing private homes and
well-appointed apartments over
downtown hotels as the travel
industry rebounds,” noted Real-
tor Sara E. Benson, president of
Chicago-based Benson Stanley
Realty, who works with owners of
income properties.

In Old Town and Lincoln Park,
some Airbnb rental rates for up-
scale two-bedroom units with pri-
vate outdoor space and an in-unit
washer/dryer are running more
than $300 per night, Benson said.

In the summer of 2020, the
Chicago City Council approved
regulatory measures to combat

use of short-term rentals as “party
houses” or hubs of prohibited ac-
tivities.

New amendments to Chicago’s
policy on vacation-rental homes
and short-term rentals include a
ban on single-night stays. There
also are tougher rules on exces-
sive loud noise and/or vibrations
generated from within the rental
unit, in any private open space

adjoining the rental, or on the ad-
jacent public way.

Property owners who list homes
as vacation rentals on popular
booking sites such as Airbnb and
VRBO must submit their registra-
tion information with the city and
not only with the home-sharing
platforms. Changes also increase
the annual owner license fee to
$125 per unit from $60.

This change should help the
Dept. of Business Affairs and
Consumer Protection track viola-
tions. Owners who violate the law
will face fines of between $5,000
and $10,000.

An industry survey of Chicago
vacation-home and shared prop-
erties shows the following trends
in the marketplace:

e Summer bookings are cur-
rently running 40% or more over
2019 levels.

e Larger home and apartment
properties offering three or more
bedrooms are seeing the most sig-
nificant increases in demand.

* Many properties are being
booked at record-high average-
daily rates for the months of Au-
gust through November of 2021.

* Average length of stay contin-
ues to trend upward and signifi-
cantly exceeds pre-2020 levels.

If you are a property owner
thinking about joining the boom-
ing shared-housing and vacation-
home industry, it is important to re-
member there are some drawbacks
even for well-managed units.

“We had a long-term vacation-
home visitor from New York who
apparently did not read our rules
on garbage-can use,” said one
irate owner.

What kind of wildlife
animals invade
your attic in Chicago?

You may not yet be ready to
rekindle your pre-pandemic wild
life, but the local wildlife is. In
fact, they never stopped.

Attics are perhaps a wild ani-
mal’s favorite hiding spot, in the
entirety of your home. Why is
that? Well, it’s fairly simple. While
wild animals may come across as
pushy in the fact that they’re barg-
ing into your house unannounced,
they’re actually fairly reclusive
creatures.

Most wild animals don’t really
want to risk running into you by
accident, so they’re most likely
to inhabit the parts of your home
that are least inhabited. And that’s
your attic. Since nobody goes up
there much, and there’s usually a
lot of clutter, attics can be an ideal
hiding spot for a wide range of
different animals.
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Who's still living the wild life?

Most wild animals don’t really want to risk running into you by accident, so they’re most likely to inhabit the parts
of your home that are least inhabited.

And which animals are those,
exactly, in the Chicago area?

Squirrels

It can be tricky to remove
squirrels in the attic, largely be-
cause they’re small and sneaky,
so you’ll probably need to call a
professional wildlife removal ser-
vice to help you with your squir-
rel problem.

Squirrels usually get into the
house by scaling trees, and find-
ing a gap in the roof or the wall
structure. Once inside the attic,
they can cause serious damage
to the structure, not to mention
spread serious diseases, such as
rabies or Lyme’s disease. This is
why you need to pay attention to
the noises coming from your attic.
Most likely, if there are scratch-
ing noises at night, you’ve got one
or two squirrels living it up inside
your attic.

Raccoons

Raccoons are another big house
guest, particularly when it comes
to attics. Like any other wild ani-

mal, raccoons (known for their
non-picky nature when it comes
to feeding) are coming to your
property to find a readily avail-
able source of food. And like
squirrels, they may look cute and
cuddly on the outside, but trust us,
raccoons can be rather vicious if
they want to be, which is why it’s
best to keep a safe distance and
arrange for the speedy removal of
the raccoon in question.

Of course, it’s always a good
idea to call a wildlife removal
professional, as they generally
have a lot more experience doing
this, but if you’re attempting to do
it yourself, you can learn how to
properly remove a raccoon in an
attic at raccoonsattic.com.

Rodents

Another common house guest
in the Chicago area is, of course,
the ever-popular rodent. By this,
we could mean either rats or mice,
as both are hugely common in
most urban areas, unfortunately.

One year ago this month, my then 30-
year-old daughter, Andie, contracted
COVID. Thankfully, she came out of it
OK.

By April, she was fully vaccinated.

Two weeks ago, Andie started feeling
really sick. Her throat was raw, she had a
runny nose, a horrible headache, and she
was nauseas and light-headed. She went to
Walgreens and had a rapid COVID test --
the result was negative. Knowing how she
felt and having had COVID before, Andie
then went and got tested two more times --
another rapid test and also a test that took
a couple of days for results. She wanted to
be especially careful, because if she had
COVID she needed to stay away from her
dad and me. Each of her three tests came up
negative. We figured she had a bad cold.

Because of that we didn’t really stay away
from Andie but she did mask up around us.
We live in the same house, and life went on
as usual due to the negative test results. We
watched TV and ate dinner together, actu-
ally hanging out more than usual because
her dad and I were leaving for Wisconsin
in a few days.

We had been in the car a couple of hours,
on our way to Door County, when we got
the call. Andie had woken up feeling worse,
could barely move and was heading to the
Emergency Room.

The next call came not too long after
that: Andie had the Delta variant. She was
one of the breakthrough cases. Around
10,262 COVID vaccine breakthrough
infections have been reported to CDC as
of April 30,2021. (Beginning May 1, 2021,
CDC transitioned from monitoring all
reported COVID-19 vaccine breakthrough
infections to reporting only those among
patients who are hospitalized or die.)

“I feel like it’s different than last time I
had it,” said Andie. “My head... I'm just
dizzy. I can’t walk straight. I can’t do any-
thing.”

At the ER, Andie was told that they’ve
been seeing a lot of positive testing of vac-
cinated people. But I still urge the unvac-
cinated to get vaccinated, and here’s why:
Both Andie and I honestly feel that if she
hadn’t been vaccinated, she may have got-
ten a lot sicker or worse. She was so ill as
it was, that we can only imagine the ‘what
ifs.

I get it about not wanting to get vacci-
nated. Even though my doctor has advised
me to do so, I have never gotten a flu shot,
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even after I got the flu in Jan. 2019 and in
Dec. 2019, twice that year.

And when my good friend Debbie, who’d
had a terrible case of shingles, suggested
that I get the shingles vaccine I laughed at
her and said, I'm not going to get shingles!
I felt that because I'd had a very mild case
of them when I was in my 20s that I was
safe.

About four months later, I came down
with the most painful illness ever. Worse
than any broken bone. The shingles. They
attacked my left breast, where I had been
radiated for breast cancer and the pain went
around to my back along the radiated nerve
and it was the most horrible pain.

That was at the end of 2017. Being a non-
vaccine kind of person, I still have not had
the shingle’s vaccine. (I just may get it next
time it’s offered to me.)

But I did get a COVID vaccine. Pfizer.
Since mid-March I've been fully vacci-
nated. But just to be safe, my hubby and I
stayed up north much longer than expected
so we would not be around Andie.

As I write this, it has been almost two
weeks since we were exposed to her. Nei-
ther one of us, thus far, has shown any signs
of the virus. So I assume if we don’t get
sick that for us, the vaccine has worked.

One thing Andie mentioned was that
she couldn’t believe Mayor Lori Lightfoot
let Lollapalooza go on. (Did you hear the
New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Fest has
now been cancelled?). “With cases going
up, why would Lolla be allowed?” Andie
asked. “If only people knew how sick they
really could get...”.

I agree. I just got back into town and
have not heard anything about Lolla be-
ing a super-spreader event, so that’s a good
thing. But some 385,000 folks attended.
That’s a lot of germs. (Cases usually don’t
start to pop up until 10 to 15 days after an
event.)

We did get a call at this newspa-
per though from Rogers Parker David
Johnson, who was very concerned about
the recent “super-spreader” festivities
occurring for the final Mass at St. Ignatius
Church, 6559 N. Glenwood Ave. John-
son’s best friend attended and he is now
worried about her health.

Apparently 1,000 or so of the church’s
parishioners were packed in for the final
weekend, which really was “disturbing”
to Johnson. He said that the church shared
its plans with no one, not the alderman’s
office, the Chicago Police Dept. or the
Dept. of Public Health. Neither Ald.
Maria Hadden [49th] nor her office
staffers knew about the event until Johnson
called and informed them.

“She was totally in the dark, which was
also disturbing to me,” he said. “By design
or by defeat it flew under the radar, when
the variant is up-ticking.” It was reckless

and possibly criminal behavior on the
church’s part, he said.

“I think that was a very foolish move,”
said Johnson. “Foolish and Ill-advised.”

If the event becomes a super-spreader in
the near future, contact tracing
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Each and every afternoon during the
height of COVID, we watched public of-
ficials and Illinois Dept. of Public Health
director Dr. Ngozi Ezike provide updates
on the numbers -- both cases and deaths --
and told us what was going on.

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On Oct. 8, 1871, the city of Chi-
cago caught fire.

The rest is history.

Now, 150 years later, that histo-
ry will now be reviewed in a new
exhibit coming to the Chicago
History Museum [CHM], 1601 N.
Clark St.

City on Fire: Chicago 1871
will open on the 150th anniver-
sary of that fatal day and will
guide visitors through the crucial
events and conditions before, dur-
ing, and after the fire.

This family-friendly exhibition
will feature over 100 artifacts
from the CHM’s collection, inter-
active and multimedia elements,
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Chicago Fire at 150

and personal stories from survi-
vors of the fire.

On that day in 1871, Chicago’s
busy streets were taken over
by flames for three days, over-
whelming a city built of wood
and causing severe destruction,
that ran north, west, south and
north, burning out on the North
Side just south of Webster St. in
Lincoln Park.

After the fire died, recovery
efforts exposed deep social and
economic inequalities when more
than 100,000 people became
homeless, and society placed
blame upon the Irish immigrant
O’Leary family. It destroyed ap-

Just missed...

Located at 2121 N. Hudson St.,
this is the home that Chicago po-
liceman Richard Bellinger saved
from destruction while virtually all
other buildings in the path of the
fire area burned down.

It is generally considered the
point where the fire ceased it's trav-
els north.

Although the late-1860s structure
has been much renovated, it retains
the charm of the original Italianate
design by W. W. Boyington, who
was also the architect of the Court
House, the Water Tower, and many
other pre-fire buildings.

According to the popular story,
Officer Bellinger first used water
to wet down the house, and, when
that ran out, turned to his store of

cider. Assisted by his brother-in-law,
Bellinger also cleared the dry leaves
that were on the property, tore up
the nearby wooden sidewalk and
fence, and snuffed what sparks he
could as soon as they landed.

proximately 1,700 structures and
buildings, killed an estimated 300
people and caused an estimated
$200 million in damages.

The disaster prompted an out-
break of looting and lawlessness.
Companies of soldiers were sum-
moned to Chicago and martial law
was declared on Oct. 11, ending
three days of chaos. Martial law

was lifted several weeks later.

The devastation also sparked
change and regrowth in Chicago
by introducing new fire safety
guidelines and rebuilding as the
resilient city known today.

Motorcycles overtake
Wrigley Field plaza

In lawless Chicago, swarms of
motorcyclists and dirt bikers, some-
times hundreds at a time, zoom
across the streets and sidewalks in
Chicago now.

Downtown, the bikers were seen
riding down sidewalks, too. They've
been seen racing up and down Lake
Shore Dr., crossing over lakefront
parks on the pedestrian bridges
and now at Wrigley Field.

Perhaps the most obnoxious mo-
ment came around 1:45 a.m. July 31
when a couple dozen motorbikers
overtook the plaza in front of Wrig-
ley Field.

A couple of minutes before the
bikers arrived, a woman fell and
hit her head on the pavers in front
of the stadium marquee. An ambu-
lance was on the way, and people
were tending to the woman.

That's when a motorcyclist
rolled on the plaza and burned a
loud wheelie right next to them.
Then, more bikes came along, sur-
rounding the fallen woman and her
friends with revving engines until
the police arrived.

Uber driver carjacked
at gunpoint on Mag Mile

Aride-hail driver was carjacked at
gunpoint Aug. 6 as he waited for his
next passenger on the Magnificent
Mile, police said. It's the second
armed carjacking since Sunday in
the immediate area.

The driver was parked on the
corner of Michigan and Ontario
as he waited for another assign-
ment when three men walked up
to his car and displayed a handgun
around 4:41 a.m., said Karie James, a
CPD spokesperson.

They took control of the man’s
black Lexus, which was last seen
heading west on Ontario, James
said. The victim was not injured. Po-
lice did not release descriptions of
the carjackers.

Another driver approached po-
lice officers as they talked with the
victim and reported that the same
group tried to carjack him in the
area, too, but he managed to get
away.

On Sunday, armed hijackers
physically pulled two people from
their Audi A6 near the Magnificent
Mile and sped away with the vic-
tims' car, police said.

One offender walked up to the
vehicle on Ontario between State
and Michigan around 6:20 a.m. and
ordered a 20-year-old man to get
out at gunpoint, Officer Steve Ru-
sanov said. Then, another hijacker
pulled a 54-year-old man and a 22-
year-old man out of the car. The car-
jackers were last seen heading west
on Ontario with the Audi, which
bears Indiana plates that begin with
BOM.

Two shot
outside Diversey River Bowl

Two people were shot in the park-
ing lot of Diversey River Bowl, 2211 W.
Diversey, Aug. 6, according to police.
It's the second shooting in the bowl-
ing alley’s parking lot since June 1.

Police said a 28-year-old woman
and a 26-year-old man were standing
in the parking lot around 12:51 a.m.
when they heard gunfire and realized
they'd been shot. They were taken to
Rush Hospital in separate cars.

Meanwhile, police who responded
to calls of shots fired found more than
two dozen shell casings at the scene
and at least one car with a bullet
hole. Officers also reportedly found a
handgun sticking out from under the
driver’s seat of an SUV that appeared
to be part of the shooting scene.

The woman was listed in good
condition with a gunshot wound to
her left leg, according to a CPD state-
ment. The man was transferred to
Stroger Hospital in fair condition with
gunshot wounds to his left leg and
left arm, the statement said.

Felony charges filed against cop
who shot unarmed man at Grand
Red Line CTA station

A Chicago police officer who shot
an unarmed man twice at the Grand
Red Line station last year was charged
with official misconduct and aggra-
vated battery by discharging a firearm
Aug. 5. Judge Susana Ortiz released
Melvina Bogard on her own recogni-
zance after a bond hearing.

Assistant State’s Attorney Ken Goff
told Ortiz a mostly-familiar story of
how Bogard and her partner, Ber-

nard Butler,
confronted
Ariel Roman,
33, because

he passed be-
tweentraincars
in violation of
city ordinance
around 4:10
p.m.on Feb. 28,
2020.

Roman told
the officers that
TETePYITT  someoneinthe
other car was bothering him, that he
had anxiety issues, and he wanted to
be alone, Goff said. Bogard, 32, and
Butler, 31, escorted him from the train
when it arrived at Grand.

Goff said a scuffle broke out when
Roman opened his backpack and
turned away from officers on the plat-
form. Roman and Butler eventually
wound up wrestling on the floor near
an escalator for four or five minutes as
Bogard repeatedly radioed for help
and ordered Roman to stop resisting,
Goff said. But the CTA tunnel prevent-
ed Bogard'’s radio transmissions from
being received, Goff and Bogard's de-
fense attorney said.

Both officers deployed their Tazers
twice without any effect, and Roman
took control of Butler’s Tazer and cuffs
at one point, Goff said. Bogard point-
ed her pepper spray at Roman and
Butler encouraged her to “shoot him,”
according to Goff. Bogard deployed
the spray, which affected both Roman
and her partner.

As Roman got to his feet, Bogard
stepped back and said she would
shoot him, Goff said.

“Shoot him,” the partner allegedly
replied.

Bogard put her handcuffs away,
drew her gun, and pointed it at Ro-
man while ordering him to show his
hands, Goff continued. Instead, Ro-
man wiped his eyes and took a step
forward. Bogard then shot him once
in the “chest-abdomen,” Goff said.

Roman took off running up the es-
calator, and Bogard, still holding her
gun in her right hand, shot him again,
striking him in the rear buttock. He fell
to the floor at the top of the escalator
and was taken into custody.

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CTA passengers recorded parts of
the incident on their phones, and the
transit agency’s surveillance system
also recorded what happened, Goff
said.

Defense attorney Tim Grace said
Bogard’s father died when she was
three months old, and she was raised
by a single mom who worked as a Chi-
cago police officer for 25 years until
she recently reached the mandatory
retirement age.

“She’s a cop and comes from a cop
family,” Grace said.

Roman ignored 25 commands to
stop resisting, bent one of the officer’s
metal cuffs, and had “enough cocaine
in his system, that could tranquilize
a moderately-sized horse,” Grace ar-
gued.

The Chicago Police Dept. has taken
steps to fire Bogard and Butler. Their
cases remain in front of the Chicago
Police Board. A federal criminal inves-
tigation was also launched after the
shooting.

No charges filed in brawl
that sent men through
hotel window near Lollapalooza

No charges have been filed in con-
nection with an incident that sent
three men to hospitals after they
crashed through a hotel window dur-
ing a brawl over fake Lollapalooza
passes on Aug. 1, according to Chi-
cago police.

Itall began when a 26-year-old man
sold the counterfeit tickets to a group
of four adults on Aug. 1, police said.
Around 5:45 p.m., two of the adults —
a 38-year-old man and a 29-year-old
man — confronted the seller about
the allegedly fake passes on the 500
block of S. Michigan.

A fight broke out, and the men
crashed through a plate glass window
on the front of the Congress Hotel.

Police said the older victim suf-
fered cuts to his head and both legs.
The other victim’s left leg was cut. The
alleged offender sustained cuts to his
back, head, and both legs, according
to police. CPD officers applied tourni-
quets to stem blood loss from two ar-
teries that were severed in one of the
victims’ legs, according to a source. All
of the men were taken to Northwest-
ern Memorial Hospital for treatment.

But the alleged offender was re-
leased from custody without being
charged, police said.

It’s prison for man
who kicked 4-year-old in the face
at Lakeview CTA station

A 24-year-old man has been sen-
tenced to prison for kicking a four-
year-old boy in the face at the Bel-
mont CTA station in Lakeview earlier
this year.

Calvin Williams pleaded guilty to
one count of aggravated battery of
a child under 13-years-old causing
bodily  harm.
Prosecutors
dropped three
additional
felonies in ex-
change for the
four-year sen-
tence.

The boy and
SV WPAT>  his 20-year-old
mother were on a Brown Line train
that pulled into the station around
1:15 a.m. on Feb. 12. When the doors
opened, the woman noticed two men
fighting on the platform, and she
looked out the train doors to see what
was going on, prosecutors said.

One of the men, Williams, walked
onto the train and kicked her young
son in the face, according to prosecu-
tors.

The mother hit Williams on his
shoulder and then continued strik-
ing him on the platform until police
arrived to break them up, authorities
said. Officers took Williams into cus-
tody.

Cops reportedly bust
CTA pistol-whipper at Roosevelt station

Chicago police on Aug. 6 arrested
a suspect in a series of pistol-whip-
pings and “person with a gun” sight-
ings along the CTA's train system this
week. Officers allegedly found an air
pistol in his backpack.

CPD’s Mass Transit Unit tweeted a
picture of the man being led by police
through the Roosevelt CTA station at
10:42 Friday morning. The detained
man is wearing clothing that appears
identical to the clothes worn by a man
who was seen brandishing a gun Aug.
5 at the same train station and at the
Fullerton and Belmont Red Line sta-
tions. A police department spokes-
person said they had no information
available about the arrest.

Earlier this week, police issued a
community alert after a man pistol-
whipped passengers on the Blue

Line in Bucktown and the West
Loop.

Around 6:54 a.m.Aug. 2, a 21-
year-old man was sitting on the
Clinton Blue Line CTA platform
when the offender walked up and
struck him in the head with a hand-
gun, Officer Steve Rusanov said.
The attacker then allegedly board-
ed a train toward Forest Park. An
EMS crew treated the victim at the
scene for an injury to his right ear.

On Aug. 4, a 39-year-old woman
was riding a northbound Blue Line
train when a man struck her in the
head and arm with a handgun
around 9:03 a.m., police said. He
reportedly exited at the Western
station. The victim was taken to St.
Mary'’s Hospital in good condition.

An ambulance took the boy to Ad-
vocate lllinois Masonic Medical Center,
where he was given pain medication,
but he did not appear to have severe
injuries, according to prosecutors. A
CPD spokesperson said he had a cut
to his chin and facial bruising.

“This individual was four years old?”
Judge Arthur Willis asked after hear-
ing the allegations during Williams’
bond hearing in February. When
prosecutors confirmed the boy’s age,
Willis said he found that “extremely
aggravating.”

Williams has four felony convic-
tions, including two for burglary, one
for robbery, and one for a 2015 hate
crime, according to state records.

He will receive a 50% sentence re-
duction for good behavior and credit
for 161 days he spent in custody be-
fore he pleaded guilty.

Two hospitalized after
40 shots fired on Near North Side

Two men were shot multiple times
as more than 40 rounds were fired
Aug. 8 on the Near North Side. The
shootings happened just a few blocks
from where at least 90 rounds were
fired in a shootout that left a man
with six gunshot wounds earlier in the
week.

Police said two men with gunshot
wounds, one age 23 and the other
36, walked into Northwestern Memo-
rial Hospital around 3:25 a.m. Sunday
with gunshot wounds that they said
they received at Stanton Park on the
600 block of W. Scott, according to a
CPD report.

The men told police they were out-
side when someone shot at them. Po-
lice said the younger man was in criti-
cal condition with gunshot wounds
to his torso and each arm. The other
man, whose condition was stabilized,
was reportedly shot once in each leg.

Investigators found blood, dozens
of shell casings, and two cars with
bullet holes between Skinner North
Classical School and a Target Store on
Scott St.

Court records show the 23-year-old
was charged in June with multiple
counts of being a felon in possession
of a firearm.

On Aug. 2, a man was shot six times

after at least four guns were fired
during a shootout on the 500 block
of W. Oak. Detectives classified the
shooting as “gang-related” because
the victim, a 27-year-old Midlothian
man, is a member of the Gangster
Disciples, according to a CPD re-
port.

The shooting began around 2:28
a.m. The man was shot in his right
shoulder, both thighs, left foot, and
twice in his right buttock, a CPD
report said. He told police he was
getting into his car when he heard
shots fired and realized he'd been
shot. But that’s all he has said. A
woman who was nearby drove him
to Northwestern Memorial Hospital
in her car. Other than her name, she
refused to provide any other de-
tails.

Security guard
accidentally shoots himself
in Mag Mile Saks

A security guard accidentally
shot himself at a Magnificent Mile
department store on Aug. 8, accord-
ing to a CPD report. His injuries are
reportedly not life-threatening.

Police responded to a store on
the 700 block of N. Michigan Ave.
after the 63-year-old male security
guard accidentally fired a handgun
that was inside his pocket, Officer
Steve Rusanov said. CPD dispatch
records identify the store as Saks
Fifth Avenue.

The guard, who reportedly lost
part of a pinkie finger in the shoot-
ing, was taken to Northwestern Me-
morial Hospital where his condition
stabilized.

Armed security at a department
store may sound unnecessary but
there have been sporadic incidents
at the Mag Mile Saks.

Two men are currently charged
with multiple felony counts after
they allegedly ran into the store
following a large brawl inside the
neighboring Neiman Marcus store
in Dec.2020.CPD said officers seized
three guns during that incident.

In April 2018, a group of thieves
stole two diamond necklaces worth

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Alleged cop killer got probation
for 2019 robbery in Old Town

A Chicago man accused of kill-
ing Chicago Police Officer Ella
French and shooting her part-
ner during a traffic stop over the
weekend received two years pro-
bation after he pleaded guilty to
robbing a man on the North Side
in Aug. 2019. This newspaper
reported on Monty Morgan, for-
mally known as Emonte Morgan,
shortly after that victim beat Mor-
gan in self-defense following the
Aug. 8, 2019, robbery attempt.

Two years ago, prosecutors
said Morgan arranged to meet a
36-year-old Bridgeport man in
the 1200 block of N. Larrabee so
Morgan could purchase the other
guy’s $900 iPhone. But, when the
two got together around 8:30 p.m.
on Aug. 8, Morgan took the phone
and ran away, the victim alleged.

The victim tackled Morgan in
a nearby parking lot, and a fight
broke out. Police said Morgan
punched the man repeatedly,

prompting the alleged victim to
“defend himself.” A passerby also
jumped into the fray to help de-
tain Morgan until police arrived.

Morgan’s face was visibly bat-
tered and scratched when cops
took his mugshot a few hours
later.

Prosecutors initially charged
Morgan, who listed an Old Town
address at the time of his arrest,
with felony theft and misde-
meanor battery. He pleaded guilty
to one count of robbery on Nov.
25, 2020, in exchange for a sen-
tence of two years probation from
Judge William O’Brien, accord-
ing to court records. That proba-
tion is still in effect and prosecu-
tors filed a motion for violation
of probation on May 18, records
show. The reason for the violation
filing is not included in available
court records.

On  Monday, prosecutors
charged Morgan with first-degree
murder of a peace officer, two
counts of attempted first-degree

murder of a peace officer, aggra-
vated unlawful use of a weapon
by a felony, and aggravated un-
lawful use of a weapon in con-
nection with the death of French,
the shooting of her partner, and
the attempted shooting of another
cop over the weekend. He was
shot by officers who returned fire,
police said, and was listed in seri-
ous condition.

Morgan’s brother, Eric, was
driving the car that French and
other officers pulled over for ex-
pired plates, according to CPD.
Eric Morgan is charged with two
felony gun counts and obstruction
of justice in connection with this
weekend’s events.

But Eric Morgan also has a his-
tory of robbery.

In June 2018, Eric Morgan and
another man were charged with
robbing four people of $180 in
Madison, WI. He later pleaded
guilty to felony theft.

Off-road motorcycle riding, street racing
a daily problem for North Side

One of the unexpected conse-
quences of not allowing police to
pursuit law-breakers in the Chi-
cago is a growing problem with
motorcyclists who use social me-
dia to organize road rallies, drag
racing and off-road riding.

Off-road  includes  riding
through red lights, onto sidewalks
and bike lanes, using pedestrian
lakefront bridges to get their mo-
torcycles onto bike paths and into
lakefront parks, or even the plaza
at Wrigley Field.

Packs of motorcycles, some
with hundreds of riders, have be-
come an increasingly common
sight and sound on the North
Side, especially late at night.

In 2020 the city received about
4,000 complaint 911 calls about
motorcycles. On July 31, a rogue
stunt biking gang caused a fiery
crash on the Stevenson Expy. that
was caught on video.

In 2014, Chicago aldermen se-
cured City Council approval for
an Altered Motorcycle Muffler
Ordinance, which amended Mu-
nicipal Code to allow the Chi-
cago Police Dept. [CPD] to issue
citations for altered mufflers. In
addition to improving the CPD’s
ability to enforce Municipal
Code, the amendment increased
the fines for operating a motorcy-
cle without a muffler from $100
to $1,000 per incident.

But now seven years later, that
enforcement effort - like enforce-
ment of a lot of criminal activity
- is almost nil.

Police are over-worked, under-
staffed and can hardly keep up
with incoming 911 calls. Many
veteran officers have retired, and
City Hall is having trouble entic-
ing new recruits to accept jobs as
police in Chicago.

Some North Side aldermen
are now openly expressing their
frustration with the city’s inabil-
ity to deal with the large groups
of motorcyclists and drag racers

who disrupt the quality-of-life for
area residents. Aldermen Michele
Smith [43rd], Brendan Reilly
[42nd] and Brian Hopkins [2nd]
have all issued statements lately
on their weekly newsletters criti-
cal of the lack of enforcement of
Municipal Code and State of Illi-
nois Vehicle Code Statutes.

But perhaps the recent down-
ward spiral of enforcement of laws
and ordinances started with the
U.S. Justice Dept. [DOJ] Consent
Decree. That is when City Hall
turned CPD over to the Feds.

For the first time in Chicago’s
history, there is now a court order
mandating broad police reform.
The goal of that decree is to put in
place reforms that govern police
training and policies and provide
officers the support they need

to implement safe and constitu-
tional policing practices. Federal,
state and city political leadership
thought this was an effective path
toward lasting reforms, and the
only way to begin to build trust
between local residents and po-
lice. But some of Chicago’s crimi-
nal element may just have seen it
as a free pass to misbehave.

In 2017, the DOJ concluded a
yearlong civil rights investiga-
tion of the CPD, concluding that
CPD has a history of serious
problems endangering the lives
of both residents and police offi-
cers. That history has had terrible
consequences for both police and
residents. African American and
Latino communities in particular
have felt targeted by racially dis-

These large groups of riders almost nev-
er stop for the police when they attempt
to make a traffic stop. In fact, in many
instances, police report that they encircle
police cars and attempt to get the officers
to chase them. “We can’t chase them. We
can’t create a reckless, dangerous situation,
and they’re not stopping for us. When we
do eventually get a handful of them, the
ordinances aren’t an effective deterrent,’
Ist District Cmdr. Jake Aldernan told the
Sun Times. He said it’s an almost every-
day occurrence to have a drag race ranging
from 20 to over 800 rampaging through the
downtown and along the lakefront.

hibited plate covers or other coverings that
obstruct the visibility of the plate.

The city is also installing speed humps,
curb extension, jersey barriers, and police
cameras to try to manage the dangerous
drag racing and drifting that is going on
now. Yet the bikers flaunt their stunts now
with covered license plates (or no plates at
all) which make video ID’s suddenly less
valuable. City Hall has also established a
“No Cruising Zone” and late-night “No

a combined $39,000 from the store. No arrests
were ever made in the case.

Interstate teenage “fugitive from justice”
charged with carjacking

A 17-year-old boy who carjacked a woman at
gunpoint in Avondale this week had two out-
standing warrants and was wanted as a fugitive
by another state, police said.

The teen displayed a handgun and took a 31-
year-old woman's car on the 2900 block of W.
George St. around 11:31 a.m. Aug. 4, according
to a CPD statement. The victim quickly called
the police from her nearby home.

Officers tracked the hijacked Hyundai Sonata
to the 3200 block of W. Walnut and took the boy
into custody after a foot chase. Cops also recov-
ered a handgun.

Prosecutors charged him with aggravated ve-
hicular hijacking with a firearm and aggravated
unlawful use of a weapon. Police did not release
any details about the teen’s warrants or fugitive
status.

Only misdemeanor charges filed
after man’s stabbed
at Belmont Red Line CTA station

A single misdemeanor charge is all that has
been filed in connection with last week’s stab-
bing on the Belmont Red Line CTA platform, ac-
cording to Chicago police. It's the second time
in a week that a stabbing on the train system
resulted in a misdemeanor charge even though
signs throughout the transit system warn that
anyone who batters a transit passenger or em-
ployee will be prosecuted to the fullest extent
of the law.

Police said that the Aug. 2 incident began
around 12:21 a.m. as two men argued on a
southbound Red Line train on the North Side.
One of those men and a 27-year-old man who
was riding the train but was not involved in the
dispute exited onto the Belmont platform.

When the 27-year-old raised his hands as he
passed the other man, the other man pulled
out a knife and stabbed him in the hand, police
said. The offender ran from the train station, but
police stopped a man nearby and took him into
custody after multiple witnesses identified him
as the assailant, police said Monday. Officers al-
legedly found a knife on the southbound plat-
form.

The victim was taken to Advocate lllinois Ma-
sonic Medical Center for treatment.

On Aug. 5 Chicago police said that only one
count of misdemeanor battery had been filed
in the case. Maurice Holmes, 49, was released

on his own recognizance and is due in court on
Sept. 22.
Earlier case

Last week, a woman was charged only
with misdemeanor battery after she allegedly
stabbed a CTA employee in his neck on a Loop
train platform. Police said the 49-year-old transit
worker accidentally sprayed water on a woman
as he washed the State-Lake train platform
around 10:44 p.m. July 28. The woman became
upset and stabbed him in the neck with a knife,
police said.

Doctors at Northwestern Memorial Hospital
stitched the stab wound closed, according to
police and prosecutors.

On July 31, prosecutors charged Quinton Join-
er, 37, with misdemeanor battery.

During Joiner’s bond hearing, prosecutors
said the CTA worker pushed Joiner back when
she confronted him about spraying water to-
ward her. According to prosecutors, Joiner then
pulled out a knife and stabbed the worker in the
right side of the neck.

CPD records show Joiner was originally ar-
rested for felony aggravated battery of a transit
worker, but that charge was reduced to a misde-
meanor.

Joiner’s public defender argued that Joiner
was not the “initial aggressor” because the tran-
sit worker allegedly sprayed her with water and
pushed her.

Judge David Navarro set bail at $5,000. Joiner
will need to post $500 to get out of jail on the
charge. Navarro also ordered her held in lieu of
$7,500 on warrants from Kankakee County and a
local violation of probation warrant. She'll need
$750 to get out on those cases.

Overdose caused death of man
found in Red Line ventilation shaft

The man who was found dead in a ventilation
shaft at the Chicago Red Line CTA station this
spring died from a combination of drugs and
alcohol, according to the Cook County medical
examiner’s office.

Authorities halted Red Line service for almost
two hours on the afternoon of April 5 after the
man was found inside a vent in a restricted area
of the station at 800 N. State St.

Police launched a death investigation, and
the medical examiner's office conducted an
autopsy. According to the medical examiner’s
office, tests revealed the 34-year-old died from
a combination of heroin, cocaine, fentanyl, and
alcohol intake. His death was ruled an accident.

Children invited to share pandemic stories
for all-new Once Upon Our Time Capsule project

A coalition of Chicago organizations has
teamed up to debut Once Upon Our Time
Capsule, an all-new, citywide, participa-
tory art and storytelling project meant to
empower children to share their stories of
resilience.

Throughout the summer, the project
will engage as many as 20,000 children
in grades K-8 from across all 77 Chicago
neighborhoods.

The kids will capture their thoughts
and experiences from 2020-2021 through
a range of mediums, including writing,
drawing and video.

This fall, their submissions will be ag-
gregated into as many as 20 giant time cap-
sules to create a public art installation that
tells the story of life in Chicago during the
pandemic through children’s eyes.

The capsules will be sealed at public
celebrations and then kept for the next five
years at locations such as Adler Planetar-
ium, the Chicago Academy of Sciences/
Peggy Notebaert Nature Museum, the Chi-
cago Children’s Theatre, the Chicago His-
tory Museum and the DuSable Museum of
African American History.

In 2026, the time capsules will be un-
sealed for a new generation of elementary-
school age children and families to dis-
cover.

Stacey Gillett and Stephanie Hodges,
two professionals with backgrounds in
urban innovation and community devel-
opment, dreamt up Once Upon Our Time
Capsule in the midst of the pandemic.
They were introduced to Jacqueline Rus-
sell, co-founder and artistic director for the
Chicago Children’s Theatre, who saw great
promise in the idea, and from there a larger
partnership was born with organizations
across the city.

To create a digital time capsule at home,
visit ourtimecapsule.org and follow the
five-step process.

Free time capsule kits with simple “how
to” directions are available for pick-up at
select Chicago Public Libraries and other
partner locations across the city. The pick-
up locations will double as drop-off spots
for completed projects.

“It will be an all hands on deck approach
to reducing violence.”

Then, he backed it up with a selfie vid-
eo from outside the soon-to-happen press
conference.

“Mayor Lori Lightfoot is making a big
announcement,” Rodriguez told the cam-
era. “It starts with all hands on deck ap-
proach.”

In June, Lightfoot tweeted that her Di-
rector of Violence Reduction, Norman Liv-
ingston Kerr, “leads our all hands on deck
approach to public safety and violence pre-
vention.”

“ALL hands on deck!” Kerr said on
Twitter a few weeks later with photos of
Lightfoot at a community rally.

Heading into the Fourth of July weekend,
Lightfoot again vowed to have all hands
on deck. But her deputy mayor for public
safety and her chief of staff both took days
off in the week before the holiday, the Chi-
cago Tribune reported: “Leading up to the
summer months when Chicago historically
sees its highest levels of violence, Mayor
Lori Lightfoot vowed to take an “all hands
on deck” approach to stopping the city’s
shootings.

But even as the city canceled days off
for Chicago cops and forced them to work
12 hour days, two of the mayor’s top aides
took time off leading up to the Fourth of
July holiday, where at least 108 people
were shot, 17 fatally.”

After looters ripped through the city on
Aug. 10, 2020, Lightfoot rolled out an “all
hands on deck safety plan.” She did that
just six weeks after deciding to “double
down on our all hands on deck public safe-
ty efforts.”

In fact, we found over 100 references to
the city putting “all hands on deck” to fight
violence over the past 26 months on city
websites and various city officials’ social
media accounts. Some of those officials
have since decided to abandon ship for
other opportunities.

On Facebook last month, Lightfoot
hatched a new safety strategy that “dif-
fers from past years in that it is truly an
all hands on deck effort.” So, apparently,
the previous year wasn’t truly all hands on
deck.

There’s an obvious question to be asked
here — did the city stop putting “all hands
on deck” at some point and she’s now put-
ting all hands on deck again? Or is Light-
foot’s plan sinking?

also on staff to make outreach to tenants
in vulnerable situations to offer assistance
during the eviction enforcement process.

While it is unclear how many evictions
will be filed in the coming weeks, it is un-
deniable that the pandemic has been finan-
cially devastating not only to many rent-
ers, but also to housing providers, many of
whom have a small number of rental prop-
erties and rely on the rental income to pay
their bills.

“Gov. Pritzker is making a sensible deci-
sion in phasing out the eviction moratori-
um as restrictions are lifted. Landlords and
tenants have both faced unprecedented fi-
nancial pressures since the spring of 2020
when the pandemic and stay-at-home order
began,” said Michael Mini, executive vice

president of the Chicagoland Apartment
Assoc. “Property owners and managers
have been working collaboratively with ten-
ants to set-up specialized payments plans,
waive late fees, and extend grace periods to
help those who were financially impacted
by COVID-19, finding workable solutions
to keep people in their homes. Rent relief
and additional protections adopted by the
courts and state and local governments
will help housing providers and residents
alike.”

Rental assistance could theoretically go
a long way toward solving the immediate
upcoming eviction crisis. And, while many
programs got off to a slow start, the U.S.
has started to see uneven but significant
progress in getting this money to the peo-
ple desperately in need of relief.

at the entrance with timed entry and flow
through the Illuminarium spaces, which
are made up of two rooms housing 22’-tall
projection walls with stitched images.

To allow for the new attraction, the cur-
rent Planned Development for Navy Pier
had to be altered to allow for commercial

uses in the Crystal Gardens space. The Chi-
cago Plan Commission and zoning com-
mittee approved of the plan earlier in July,
with the Chicago City Council finalizing
the approval process. The project is expect-
ed to cost approximately $30 million, with
the development of new spectacle content
expected to be $15-20 million per year.
