Sarah’s Circle expands
with third supportive housing unit

Sarah’s Circle, an Uptown-
based nonprofit organization that
provides a continuum of pro-
grams and supportive housing
to help women permanently end
their homelessness, is expanding
again, this time into a proposed
new building at 4747 N. Sheridan
Rd.

The Ecumenical Institute (EI),
ICA’s sister organization that
owns and operates ICA Green-
Rise, has signed a sales agree-
ment to sell 40% of their parking

to Sarah’s Circle, who plans to
develop a third property that will
add an additional 28 units of per-
manent, affordable housing with
supporting services. That means
that each woman in the building
will have an on-site case man-
ager.

“We’re currently building the
project on Leland and Sheridan,
and were able to secure financing
for a third property. So [we were]
actively looking for a potential
site when this came up, and we

thought—wow this is fabulous!”
said Kathy Ragnar. Sarah’s Circle
Executive Director. “You can’t
beat it. It’s right smack in the
middle of 4838 N. Sheridan and
[the new building at] Leland. It’s
a wonderful location because it
will be easy for program staff
and case management staff to get
there and support the women who
are in the housing, and the women
can utilize the services of all the
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Chicago property owners bracing
for hefty tax hikes

Chicago property owners are
financially battered from years
of being slapped with higher real
estate taxes and municipal fees,
so it’s not surprising that they
are shuddering about what tax
increases are on the horizon for
2021.

Mayor Lori Lightfoot’s dark
vision of the city’s 2021 budget
deficit skyrocketing to $1.2 bil-
lion is frightening to the average
homeowner who likely will have
to dig deeper in 2021 to pay ever-
increasing real estate tax bills.

Earlier in 2020 the COVID-19
virus spiked the budget shortfall
to nearly $800 million, and the
mayor said the deficit would be
filled using relief funds, federal
dollars, debt refinancing and bor-
rowing.

This bad news comes after ho-
meowners scratched to pay the
final installment of the largest
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Mayor Lori Lightfoot’s dark vision of the city’s 2021 budget deficit skyrock-

eting to $1.2 billion is frightening to the average homeowner who will likely
see their property taxes used to cover that deficit.

property tax hike in Chicago’s
history—$589 million phased in
over the past four years to pay for
pensions for the city’s police of-
ficers and firefighters.

Analysts say Mayor Lightfoot
now is considering a plan to save
$200 million in 2021 by reducing
the city’s work force of 31,000
full-time and 1,800 part-time
employees through furloughs and

layoffs.

Since many city workers are
members of municipal unions,
the mayor is asking Chicago labor
unions to suggest alternatives and
measures to help protect workers.
Other cost-cutting could come
from tapping surplus Tax Incre-
ment Financing (TIF) funds.

Food truck spaces coming
to Lincoln Square

Arts plaza gets city funds

A new arts plaza would be
developed in Lincoln Square
through a financial proposal in-
troduced to City Council Sept. 7.
It will include permanent spaces
for food trucks.

Partly financed by $57,000 in
Open Space Impact Taxes, the
Ainslie Arts Plaza would replace
an underutilized, half block-
stretch of Lincoln Ave. between
Gunnison and Ainslie streets.
The plaza would include planters,
a festival tent, storage shed, fenc-

ing, picnic tables, murals, movable
seating, hammocks, food truck
parking, landscaping, signage and
lighting.

The balance of the $87,000
project would be funded by the
Lincoln Square Ravenswood
Chamber of Commerce, which
would maintain the site for use by
local residents. Work is expected
to be completed later this Fall.

Open Space Impact Taxes are
collected by taking funds from
new residential developments and
earmarking them to improve and
expand public spaces.

When someone is abducted
and over time winds up bonding
with their abductor, they are said
to be experiencing Stockholm
Syndrome. So called because of
the four employees taken hos-
tage during a bank robbery in the
Swedish capitol some years ago.
After six days they could only
express loyalty to their captors.
It was a psychological response
to the drama of their being held
hostage, like what Patty Hearst
experienced.

Now I think I have caught the
Stockholm Syndrome.

Pass the Lingonberries, please.

After almost nine months of
very cautious quarantine, I have
gone over to the other side. It
sneaks up on you, like a mug
of hot Glogg, then bam! You’re
hooked.

Frantic at the weakened condi-
tion of my cardiac immune sys-

tem, I have only left my house
four times since early March,
and two of those were to the doc-
tor’s office. I am desperate to stay
healthy and largely interact with
no one.

Taking my dinner with my
upstairs neighbor. No visitors.
No fellow painters, old friends
or even family. A lot of social
media, though. An abundance
of non-stop phoning, messaging
and emailing. But very little di-
rect or in-person appearances.

Slowly over time everyone
starts to look like a Corona
spreader. And then, there’s my
craving for smorgasbord. And
King Karl Gustav.

My symptoms have their ori-
gins in that isolation and in the
more solitary activities of paint-
ing, writing and cooking.

Don’t get me wrong. These are
all healthy activities, the kind
people build careers out of, but
when put up against a deadly in-
ternational killer, like a pandem-
ic, they have all the ingredients of
witness protection or solitary
confinement.

How about you? I know I'm
not alone in this. What has the
quarantine done to you? What’s
changed for you?

It’s vital to be able to catalogue
what’s altered for you in your ev-
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eryday life. The big things, sure.
Maybe way less eating in restau-
rants, or infrequent attendance at
church. Less frequent presence
at Wrigley Field. The Saddle and
Cycle. Fewer thirst quenchings at
Butch McGuire’s, pizzas at Pe-
quod’s or juicy BBQ ribs at Twin
Anchors.

Perhaps this sounds like the
recipe for monastery life to
you. But maybe it reveals the hid-
den, more isolated you. The more
spiritual you. A different person
from the one you’re comfortable
with. Maybe the person you're be-
coming in lockdown needs some
more time to get used to things.
Perhaps there’s a side to life for
you that actually has gotten used
to the slower pace and more quiet
isolation.

Perhaps more settled meals at
home is starting to become ap-
pealing, despite the dirty dishes.

Just maybe breaking up your
routine is starting to be healthy.
More interesting and calming
than you would have thought, de-
spite the worry of catching the vi-
rus before a cure can be found.

I’'ve become very good at or-
dering groceries with Instacart.
My pantry is well-stocked. The
fridge is full. I even remember to
order tin foil, toothpaste and con-
tact lens solution. I look forward
to my short chat with the delivery
people who are so pleasant and
accommodating.

It feels good to be organized
and disciplined. When was the
last time before the pandemic that
we took such methodical control
over our lives?

Perhaps this is the real hope to
be found in the quarantine. May-
be all is not lost. Maybe some of
the change is for the better. If you
had told me in March that I would
not be eating out in restaurants
until September, I would not have
believed you. If you told me that
I would be at home thinking up
exciting home cooked meals for
dinner every day, I would have
thought you crazed. And I never
would believe that I would paint
more than 35 new works since

Easter. Nor would I believe that
I'm way ahead in the research
and writing for this weekly col-
umn. With a major portion of my
cookery book already written and
tested. I'd say all that output of
energy and accomplishment is re-
ally positive. And artistically af-
firming and very Chicago.

Stay connected. I am taking
much more care to keep in touch
friends and family. My sister,
who’s keeping well-quarantined.
My pals across the city. My bud-
dies on Facebook. Readers who
keep me up to date on what
they’re doing or what is causing
them distress. Mayor Lightfoot,
who keeps me on my toes with
Chicago’s urban mismanagement,
and who has, so far, decided to
not haul me in for questioning in
my severe critique of her execu-
tive decisions.

My only regret is the level of
quality and civility in the current
political discourse. I am grieved at
the impoverished thought it pres-
ently contains. At the low level of
intellect and reason so many dis-
play. So much of it is sophomoric.
Self-serving adolescent annoy-
ance with little grasp of the true
realities of contemporary politics.
Just re-warmed cheesy sentiment
directed personally at individuals.
It’s the shame of our nation.

Where is the reasoned thinking
that permits disagreement? Why
are Americans so paralyzed by
emotional disparity that offers no
real alternatives to present dilem-
mas? Do you really think these
cultural conundrums are the worst
to confront our nation? We go to
the voting booths very soon after
having experienced great change
and unprecedented isolation in
our current pandemic.

I wish we could rally our fel-
low citizens to greater patriotic
expressions of civility and reason,
which is the legacy of our Ameri-
can Revolution and the legacy of
our international interventions
and triumphs over the centuries
rescuing others from the tyranny
of despots.

Maybe our common Stock-
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holm Syndrome has led us to the
threshold of a more balanced po-
litical realism. Perhaps the pan-
demic has made us more human,
more humane. Maybe we can
vote in a newer American vision.
One that all across the world peo-
ple less challenged and less free
would delight in having available
to them.

We have it better than we might
think. America is still the noble
dream of statesmen and shop-
keepers. Fashioned of everyday
patriotism and everyday hope.
From sea to shining sea.

Cops seek driver
who plowed through
Buckingham Fountain fence

Police are looking for a motorist
who crashed through a fence sur-
rounding Buckingham Fountain on
Sept. 26.

The fountain itself was not dam-
aged during the 4:48 a.m. incident,
but repairs to the southern por-
tion of the fence will cost about
$100,000, police said.

The offender then fled the scene
in their black or dark gray General
Motors SUV that may be a Chevy
Traverse, police said. It sustained
damage to its front and sides, in-
cluding the bumper and lights, ac-
cording to a bulletin from CPD’s Ma-
jor Accident Investigation Unit.

Investigators did not release any
images of the actual vehicle.

Two arrested in post-protest
incident outside Wrigley Field

It started with Silly String. It end-
ed with two arrests and a felony
charge of aggravated battery of po-
lice. And the incident was captured
start-to-finish on a trusty Wrigley
webcam.

A group of about 25 protesters
gathered outside the stadium’s
main entrance Oct. 7 to march
around the neighborhood. It was
billed as a Black Lives Matter and
“abolish the police” rally, but the
protest was widely promoted by so-
cial media accounts with antifa and
anarchist leanings.

After about an hour of marching
with a CPD bike team following their
every move, the group disbanded
on a Wrigleyville side street. And
that's where the webcam picks up
the story.

Around 8:35 p.m., a small group
of people is seen walking south
on Sheffield Ave. toward Addison.
One of them, a man wearing a
white sweatshirt, walks over to an
SUV that’s waiting for a red light to
change and appears to spray some-
thing into the vehicle.

A witness who spoke with this
newspaper thought it was pepper
spray. But it was actually “streamer
string spray” — Silly String — CPD
spokesperson Kellie Bartoli said.
And it allegedly struck the driver
in his face. According to Bartoli,
the man and the driver, age 40, had
been engaged in an argument.

The driver gets out of his car and
is heard yelling, “yeah, go run you
little f*ggot” as the alleged Silly
String attacker runs across the sta-
dium plaza. He doesn't get far. A
bike cop has him in cuffs before can
get out of the camera’s frame.

Then, it gets uglier. As a second
officer pedals across the plaza, a
man with the protest group drags
his own bicycle into the cop’s path,
causing the cop to crash.

But the cop isn't down for long.
He springs to his feet and charges
forward, sending the bicyclist and
his bike sailing into the side of a
nearby planter. Back-up officers
place the second man into custody.
The officer received an abrasion to
his elbow when he fell, Bartoli said.

Prosecutors charged Matthew
Sugai, 26, of Avondale with one
felony count of aggravated battery
of police.

Michael Parks, 25, of McKinley

Park, is charged with misdemeanor
battery for allegedly spraying the
driver with Silly String. Police said
the driver declined to pursue felony
charges.

Parks’ mugshot was not imme-
diately available because he is only
charged with a misdemeanor.

Suspect sought
in violent CTA robbery

Chicago police are asking for the
public’s help as they try to track down
a violent robbery offender who at-
tacked a passenger on a Loop subway
platform last week.

Detectives
released CTA
surveillance
images of the
attacker and
the  robbery
with the hopes
that someone
will recognize
him.

The victim
was standing on the Jackson Blue
Line platform when the offender
kicked and beat him and then took his
black backpack at 2:17 a.m. Oct. 6. An
ambulance transported the victim to
Northwestern Memorial Hospital for
treatment.

The robber escaped by boarding
a train toward O’Hare, according to a
witness.

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Disabled man hospitalized
by hit-and-run driver
in Lincoln Park

A disabled man is hospitalized with
serious injuries after a hit-and-run
driver struck him in Lincoln Park Oct.

The victim, a 25-year-old man who
uses a motorized wheelchair, and his
dog were in a crosswalk at Stockton
Dr. and Fullerton Ave. when the ve-
hicle struck him around 8:30 p.m., ac-
cording to a bulletin from CPD’s Major
Accident Investigation Unit.

Police said the man’s wheelchair
was struck by a red four-door Toyota
sedan that was traveling southbound.
According to the bulletin, the driver
did not stop after striking the man,
and the Toyota continued speeding
down Stockton.

CPD did not indicate if the dog was
injured in the crash.

Two shot when gunman opens fire
on partiers in Lincoln Park

Two men were injured in a drive-by
shooting that unfolded in the middle
of Lincoln Park steps from Diversey
Harbor Oct. 7, police said. No arrests
have been made.

The victims, who both have records
of contact with Chicago police, were
hanging out and drinking with a large
group in the 2600 block of N. Cannon
Dr. when someone opened fire on
them from a passing car at 10:38 p.m.,
according to CPD and witnesses.

Both men were driven to nearby St.
Joseph Hospital in private cars. Police
said a 29-year-old man was shot twice
in his upper left leg, and a 21-year-old
man was shot once in his right calf.
Both were listed in good condition.

At the shooting scene, partly-con-
sumed bottles of Modelo were lined
up under ribbons of crime scene tape
as detectives searched the nearby
parkland for evidence. Several shell
casings were lying on the ground,
and a bullet hole could be seen in a
parked car.

Witnesses said the shooter is a His-
panic man who opened fire from a
black Nissan Maxima that fled north-

bound on Cannon Dr.

In July 2019, Chicago police tempo-
rarily banned overnight parking along
Cannon Dr. after seven people were
shot on the nearby lakefront. Town
Hall police district leaders and Lincoln
Park alderman Michele Smith linked
that shooting and other violent crime
to car parties along the leafy stretch
of road that runs parallel to Diversey
Harbor.

Three weeks later, Smith declared
the parking ban an overwhelming
success — even though this report-
er found there was no measurable
change in crime along Cannon Dr.
during the parking ban.

Nonetheless, the city subsequently
banned overnight parking on the
roadway — but only on Fridays and
Saturdays between May and Novem-
ber.

Man pulled out a gun
when Wrigleyville bar
cut off service

A Wrigleyville bar manager dis-
armed an Indiana man who pulled
out a handgun when the tavern re-
fused to serve him, prosecutors said.
It's the second time in four days that
someone from Indiana has been
smacked with felony gun charges fol-
lowing disputes at North Side estab-
lishments.

Around 11:30 p.m. Oct. 6, staff
members at Output bar, 3720 N. Clark,
told Dragan Tzanetakos that they
were going to
stop  serving
him, according
to prosecutors.
Tzanetakos,
of Dyer, Indi-
ana, allegedly
responded by
pulling out a

handgun.
Upon see-
ing the gun, Dragan Tzanetakos

the bar’s man-

ager “created a distraction” by yell-
ing loudly, battered Tzanetakos, and
wrestled away the firearm, according
to CPD records. Tzanetakos ran out of
the bar with the manager hot on his
heels, prosecutors said.

The manager flagged down a pass-
ing police unit, told them what hap-
pened, and pointed them in Tzan-
etakos’ direction. The cops arrested
Tzanetakos nearby.

He allegedly told police that he is
“allowed” to carry a gun back in In-
diana, but authorities could not con-
firm that claim. Tzanetakos, 33, is not
licensed to carry a weapon in lllinois,
prosecutors said.

An ambulance transported Tzan-
etakos to Thorek Hospital for injuries
he suffered during the altercation
with Output’s manager.

Prosecutors charged him with
felony aggravated unlawful use of
a weapon and misdemeanor aggra-
vated assault with a deadly weapon.
His defense attorney said Tzanetakos,
who earned a master’s degree from
Purdue University, has no criminal
background.

Judge Arthur Willis said the state’s
allegations were “very concerning” as
he ordered Tzanetakos held on $5,000
bail. Tzanetakos will need to post a
$500 deposit bond to get out of jail
before trial. Judge Willis on Saturday
set bail at $5,000.

Four armed robberies, carjacking
in Lincoln Park, Lakeview

At least four armed robberies and
a carjacking were reported in about
three hours Sept. 6 across Lincoln
Park and Lakeview. Two offenders
armed with at least one handgun
were involved in all of the incidents.
No arrests have been made.

Most recently, two men with hand-
guns approached a man in a parking
area on the 3200 block of N. Seminary
around 11:10 p.m., CPD spokesperson

Karie James said. The offenders de-
manded the 36-year-old’s keys and
drove away with his silver Acura SUV.

Three earlier incidents unfolded
similarly: The first at 10:24 p.m., two
men displayed a handgun and de-
manded keys from a 55-year-old man
as he walked on the 600 block of W.
Schubert in Lincoln Park. When the
victim told them that he didn’t have
anything with him, they punched him
repeatedly until he fell to the ground,
James said. The victim declined medi-
cal attention. Around 9:45 p.m., a
woman reported that two men point-
ed a gun at her and demanded the
keys to her Jeep Compass near the
intersection of Lincoln and Sheffield.
The woman did not cooperate with
the robbers, and they fled in a dark-
colored SUV. The victim declined to
file a formal report with CPD. And at
8:45 p.m., two men displayed a hand-
gun and took a man's keys on the
2400 block of N. Racine. But the of-
fenders apparently dropped the keys
before getting into the victim’s car.
They ran to an SUV that was waiting
nearby and fled the area, according to
initial information.

The victims generally described
the offenders as two slender Black
males in their late teens to mid-20's
who stand 5-8" to 5-10” tall. One of
them reportedly wore a black hoodie
with the word “GAP” on the front.

Shots fired in the heart of the Loop
Shots were fired during an argu-
ment between two men in the Loop
Oct. 6, but no one was injured, police
said. There have been no arrests.

The men were arguing on the cor-
ner of State and Madison around 2:05
p.m. when one of them pulled out a
handgun and shot at the other, ac-
cording to CPD. Police said the bul-
let flew through the front window
of a nearby business. A passerby said
the business is the Body Shop at 3 N.
State.

The shooter hopped into a dark-
colored vehicle that fled westbound
on Madison after firing his gun, police
said. CPD did not offer any descrip-
tions of the gunman or provide any
more details about his car.

Area Three detectives are investi-

gating.

Concealed carry holder
shoots German Shepherd
at Loop dog park

No arrests were made after a con-
cealed carry holder shot another
man’s German Shepherd at a dog
park in the Loop Oct. 9. Fortunately,
the pooch survived.

The two men were at D’Angelo
Dog Park, 438 S. Franklin, when they
began arguing shortly before 3 a.m.
Friday. One of them released his Ger-
man Shepherd, which prompted the
other — a concealed carry holder
— to shoot the animal, according to
Officer Hector Alfaro, a CPD spokes-
person.

An officer who pulled up a police
camerafeed of the dog park moments
after the incident said the animal ap-
peared to be moving around without
any noticeable problems. The CPD
camera was pointed in a different
direction at the time of the shooting,
however.

Police transported the dog and its
owner to a 24-hour veterinary hos-

pital for treatment. The concealed
carry holder, who lives near the
dog park, was released. A simple as-
sault report is being completed this
morning.

Man charged
with pepper-spraying third
CTA bus driver of the year

A Chicago man is being held in
lieu of $100,000 bail after he alleg-
edly pepper-sprayed his third CTA
bus of the year. Cook County Judge
John Lyke also ordered Erick Robie,
46, to stay away from CTA property
if he can post a 10% deposit bond.

“You gotta walk, or get a car, or
Uber or something,” Lyke said.

The first attack was reported
back on March 31. In that case, a CTA
bus driver reported being pepper-
sprayed by a passenger as she drove
a #22 Clark bus near Devon Ave. in
Edgewater. Robie was arrested near-

by after the
driver identi-
fied him as
the assailant,
according to
CPD records.

Prosecu-
tors charged
him with sim-
ple Dbattery,
and he was

released from the police station on

arecognizance bond, police records
show.

Then, early on Sept. 2, a CTA bus
driver was pepper-sprayed by a pas-
senger at the Jefferson Blue Line
station. Robie was arrested when he
returned to the station a few hours
later and an employee recognized
him as the assailant, prosecutors
said.

Prosecutors charged him with
simple battery again, and he was
released from the police station on
another recognizance bond.

Twelve days later, around 1:45
a.m. Sept. 14, a CTA bus driver was
pepper-sprayed as they drove a #22
Clark bus near Lawrence Ave. in Up-
town. The driver later identified Ro-
bie as the attacker in a photo lineup,
prosecutors said.

The state charged him with an-
other count of felony aggravated
battery of a transit employee, and
police caught up with him Saturday
to face the allegations.

Unlike the previous two cases
that saw him being released from
police stations, Robie was taken to
face a judge for a bond hearing this
time. Unfortunately for him, his date
was with Lyke, who has a reputation
for being the least-lenient of the
county'’s six bond court judges.

In addition to the six-figure bail
amount Lyke handed down for the
latest allegations, Robie will need to
settle a $5,000 bail for a separate ar-
rest warrant before he walks free.

programs.”

“Years from now we will still have these
great buildings that provide housing for the
most vulnerable women in the city. It’s not
only an asset for Sarah’s Circle, but for the
city as well. This is an asset we’re build-
ing for all of us, and it just continues to in-
crease the viability of Sarah’s Circle’s mis-
sion of ending homelessness for women in
the city,” Ragnar said.

Sarah’s Circle has been supporting
women in crisis since 1979, when founders
Maxine Florell, Jeanette Hupp, and Janet
Sullivan began operating a women’s center
centered on accepting each woman as she
was. To accommodate the growing need
to address homelessness among women,
Sarah’s Circle moved in early 1997 to the

Ecumenical Institute building that would
come to be known at ICA GreenRise.

In 2013, the organization completed con-
struction of a new building comprising 10
units of permanent supportive housing at
4838 N. Sheridan Rd. A second, 35,000
square foot development currently under
construction at Sheridan Rd. and Leland
Ave. will add 38 units of permanent sup-
portive housing for women when complet-
ed this November.

The decision to sell the parking lot began
with knowledge of how the space could be
redeveloped. EI and ICA board and staff
members worked together to create “mis-
sion-match” criteria that included afford-
able housing, environmental sustainability,
and anchoring social services. EI explored
proposals from several groups before ul-
timately choosing to move forward with

Sarah’s Circle.

“I'm excited that the space is going to
Sarah’s Circle, who have thrived within
ICA GreenRise for the past 20 years,” said
Lesley Showers, COO of EI. “This area is
the kind of prime lakefront property that is
so often developed for luxury housing, so
it’s been incredible watching them expand
and demonstrate how supportive housing
can be integrated into the community. In
just these few blocks there are so many
great, affordable options for women, se-
niors, and families.”

The parking lot has served as a space for
many community events over the years, in-
cluding Lakeside Area Neighbors Assoc.
block club events, back-to-school gather-
ings hosted by Christian Fellowship for All
Nations, and GreenRise tenant apprecia-
tion days.

a generous partner to Care for Real for more
than 15 years,” said Care for Real’s new
Executive Director Gregory Gross. “We
pick up donated food, including fresh pro-
duce, baked goods, pre-packaged prepared
foods and more, from area stores several
times a week. This food really makes a dif-
ference to the more than 6,000 people we
help each month.”

WENC program helps kick-off Hunger
Action Month. It was created in order to
expand capacity and capability for com-
munity-based food rescue organizations
to move food from where it’s available to
where it’s needed most. The company be-
lieves that hyper-local food organizations
like Care For Real are needed to ensure
that food gets to the consumer, especially
those who need it the most.

According to Care For Real, they al-
ready have hunger vans that rescue food
from area wholesalers and retailers. The
new van will allow them to provide signifi-
cantly more food to the community.

Chicago property owners will receive
the first installment of the 2020 real estate
tax bill due on March 1, 2021. Typically,
the amount of the first installment is 55%
of the last year’s total bill.

Hefty 2020 property tax bill increases
could come due in Aug. 2021, when the
second installment of the bill arrives.

Along with paying for the skyrocketing
city budget, much of the predicted property
tax increase also could depend on the work
of Cook County Assessor Fritz Kaegi, who
said he has dramatically revamped the as-
sessment process, especially how commer-
cial properties are valued.

Kaegi said he started from the ground
up, reworking the assessment formula and
drawing on Multiple Listing Service infor-
mation about sales prices. For 2020, the
assessor is re-assessing the south and west-
ern suburbs.

Crystal-ball gazing into the outlook for
the expected 2020 property tax hike, pay-
able in 2021 is cloudy, tax experts say.

“The property tax bill is determined by
four factors: the assessment, the equaliza-
tion factor, or ‘multiplier, the tax rate and
the exemptions,” said Michael Griffin, a
Chicago real estate tax appeal attorney.

Homeowners also should review their
exemptions because they can reduce their
tax bill if they have the proper exemptions
applied to their tax bill, Griffin noted. The
three main exemptions are the Homeown-
er’s, Senior Citizen, and Senior Freeze.

The Homeowner’s exemption recently
was increased to $10,000 from $7,000, and
the Senior Exemption was hiked to $8,000
from $5,000. Those amounts are deducted
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Chicago property owners are financially battered from years of being slapped with higher real

estate taxes and municipal fees

from equalized assessed value of a home
to which tax rates are applied to determine
individual tax bills.

Also, more seniors can qualify for the
Senior Freeze because the Illinois Leg-
islature increased the maximum annual
income to receive the freeze to less than
$65,000 from less than $55,000.

“Every homeowner should review their
last tax bill to see if they received the
proper exemptions and contact the asses-
sor if the exemptions are wrong,” Griffin
advised.

Predicting a hefty property tax in-
crease next year really centers on two wild
cards—the tax rate and the state equaliza-
tion factor, which can’t be challenged by
taxpayers.

The equalization factor, or “multiplier,”
is established each year for Cook County
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to bring property tax assessments in line
with other parts of Illinois. The value is de-
termined by the Illinois Dept. of Revenue.

However, the main engine that drives up
property tax bills is the amount of money
spent by local government.

Property owners who think they are
over-assessed should file an appeal. The as-
sessor and Board of Review have expanded
the online filing process so a homeowner
can file their appeal without having to visit
either office.

Visit the assessor’s website: www.cook-
countyassessor.com, or call 312-443-7550
to find comparable properties or start the
appeal process.

If the deadline for filing an appeal for
your township has already passed at the as-
sessor’s office, you still can file an appeal
with the Cook County Board of Review
(312-603-5542) or www.cookcountyboard-
ofreview.com and the Illinois Property Tax
Appeals Board (217-785-6076), or www.
ptab.illinois.gov. Or, call Michael Griffin,
an expert tax-assessment lawyer, at 312-
943-1789.
