Chicago is far from a wilder-
ness where in the still of the night 
all that can be heard is the sound 
of crickets.

But apparently the sound of si-
lence is all that can be heard in 
much of the city’s early autumn 
home-buying market. Veteran 
residential brokers call it a “crick-
et’s market.”

An informal survey by The 
Home Front column of several 
top city real estate brokers in the 
downtown and North Side neigh-
borhoods revealed that late Sep-
tember and early October open 
houses vastly went unattended by 
buyers.

Complimentary cookies went 
uneaten and coffee turned cold 
in the pot. Colorful helium-filled 
balloons decorating the front 
porches of for sale homes gradu-
ally went flat, just like the autumn 
market, brokers said. 

“It’s crickets out there,” said 
one prominent Gold Coast and 
Lincoln Park broker. “We have

There’s “radio silence” through-
out the city and suburbs—from 
downtown Chicago to Lake Forest 
and from Oak Park to St. Charles. 
The only properties that are mov-
ing are priced under $500,000, 
observed three city and suburban 
brokers. 

Apparently, demand is strong 
for mid-priced homes and 2-flats 
to 4-flats, and a few ultra-expen-
sive downtown condos continue 
to sell, analysts say. However, the 
existing inventory time for prop-
erties with less than 3,000 square 
feet of space is only three or four 
months, while the inventory pe-
riod is eight months for homes 
and condos with more than 3,000 
square feet of living area. 

“While the wealthy have an 
abundance of world-class choices, 
they are also facing a fiscal crisis, 
a cap on tax deductions, exces-
sive property taxes, ballooning 
assessments, and a higher transfer 
tax on luxury sales,” noted Phil

For many in the Disney School 
community, the big bad witch is 
dead.

The Disney Magnet School 
principal resigned recently after 
over 1,000 parents, teachers and 
others in the school commu-
nity signed a petition to get her 
removed from the school. The 
school is located at 4140 N. Ma-
rine Dr. in Uptown.

The petition stated that Disney 
faculty and parents have been 
“victims of discrimination, retal-
iation, bullying and unfair labor 
practices” under Principal Kath-
leen Hagstrom.

“There was an atmosphere of 
fear everywhere,” one former 
teacher told this paper. “She 
would show up like out of the 
movies hidden behind a corner. 
‘Your class is too loud.’ I remem-
ber getting caught.”

Many teachers commented on 
a Chicago public school teachers 
facebook page about the suffer-
ing she caused.

“I’ve met teachers who came 
from that school absolutely trau-
matized because of her,” one 
commented. “They had night-
mares years later.”

“I interviewed with her last 
year,” Jennifer Ramirez wrote on 
facebook. “She reminded me of 
Meryl Streep in The Devil Wears

Prada.”
In other words, an overbearing 

boss who bullied her workers. 
But she got results, and that 

made her a darling of the Chicago 
Public Schools (CPS) brass. Dis-
ney is a magnet school with top 
test scores and received many ac-
colades. 

One person who identified 
himself as a parent defended her 
on social media. 

“Dr. Hagstrom is a strong prin-
cipal and perhaps abrupt and 
definitely opinionated about what 
makes good studenting, parenting, 
and teaching. She demands a lot 

from her teachers and many don’t 
make it past a couple of years. 
Compared to other schools it is 
quite demanding and you do have 
to drink the Kool Aid a little.”

Dictators certainly can sway 
the public around them, while 
they rule with an iron fist.

Vietnamese American parish-
ioners at St. Henry Roman Catho-
lic Church, 6335 N. Hoyne Ave., 
have raised concerns their parish 
church will be among those tar-
geted for closing as part of the 
Archdiocese of Chicago’s ongo-
ing “Renew My Church” reorga-
nization process. 

Parishioners report that they’ve 
been told the congregation will 
be moved to the nearby Blessed 
Aloysius Stepinac Croatian Mis-
sion at the corner of Ridge Ave. 
and Clark St.

As part of the reorganization 
process, parishioners have been 
participating in a series of meet-
ings with the archdiocese and 

Parishioners at West Ridge  
Roman Catholic Church  
concerned about closing

neighboring parishes. The city’s 
shrinking population, including 
many Roman Catholics, and the 
declining number of active priests 
has forced the archdiocese to re-
consider the future of local par-
ishes. 

According to Anne Maselli, 
spokesperson for the Archdiocese 
of Chicago, despite the concerns 
of the parishioners of St. Henry, 
the status of the parish remains 
under discussion. 

“No final decisions regarding 
St. Henry Parish nor its “Renew 
My Church” grouping have been 
made. The parish is currently 
involved in a discernment pro-
cess with the other parishes in its 
grouping,” Maselli said. 

St. Henry is included within a 

grouping with St. Margaret Mary, 
2324 W. Chase Ave., St. Timothy, 
6336 N. Washtenaw Ave., and 
Blessed Aloysius Stepinac Croa-
tian Mission, 6346 N. Ridge Ave., 
(a church which was once the lo-
cation of the St. Henry parish).

“The process includes leaders 
and parishioners discerning how 
potential structural and organi-
zational change may better sup-
port the long-term future of the 
grouping. Potential changes may 
include uniting multiple current 
parishes at one location and sell-
ing some property. Proceeds from 
such property sales accrue to the 
parish for investment in the par-
ish,” Maselli added. 

While many parishioners of St. 
Henry have expressed their belief 
that their parish has continued to

Bipartisan support appears to 

be building in the Illinois General 
Assembly for a statewide ban on 
red-light cameras.

Those are devices that some 
municipalities install at intersec-
tions to detect drivers running 
through red lights or turning 
without coming to a full stop.

Critics of those devices, howev-
er, argue they serve only to gen-
erate revenue and are a potential 
source of political corruption.

Chicago’s own introduction - 
with it’s corruption, rigged yellow 
light timing, city hall bribery and 
jail terms - has now become the 
world-wide case study on what 
not to do when introducing red 
light cameras to your town.

In another Midwestern city 
where citizens are actually al-
lowed to vote on such things, 
Cleveland has stopped employing 
traffic cameras to enforce speed 
and red light violations after vot-
ers in 2014 overwhelmingly ap-
proved a measure that effectively 
banned their use. More than 77% 
of voters there approved a ballot 
initiative that said the city could 
enforce traffic camera violations 
only if a police officer writes the 
ticket. So no mailing it in as is the 
practice today in Chicago.

In 2017, Chicago approved a 
settlement of nearly $40 mil-
lion after a class-action lawsuit 
alleged that the city’s red light 
program had violated 1.2 million 
motorists’ due process rights by 
using illegal tactics.

Chicago’s red-light and speed 
camera program has proven quite 
lucrative for city government, 
generating over $57.6 million in 
revenue in 2018 alone, with total 
revenues over the last decade of 
$670 million, according to re-
cords obtained through a Free-
dom of Information Act request. 

And Chicago is no safer due to 
the cameras either.

“Studies have shown that it does 
not improve safety. In fact, that it 
increases rear-end collisions,” 
State Rep. David McSweeney, 
said. “So this is really a revenue 
grab by local governments. And, 
as we’ve seen recently, this is ob-
viously tied up, but likely with 
corruption.”

McSweeney was referring 
to recent news reports indicat-
ing that one private company, 
SafeSpeed LLC, which supplies 
red-light cameras to several Chi-
cago suburbs, is the focus of a 
federal probe that led to raids on 
the offices and home of state Sen. 
Martin Sandoval, chairman of the 
powerful Senate Transportation 
Committee.

In 2017, the Chicago Tribune re-
ported that Sandoval had person-
ally interceded, on SafeSpeed’s 
behalf, with Illinois Dept. of 
Transportation officials to get ap-

proval for a red-light camera in 
Oakbrook Terrace while accept-
ing tens of thousands of dollars 
in campaign donations from the 
company.

McSweeney has introduced 
several bills in recent years to 
ban the use of red-light cameras. 
One of those passed the House in 
2015 but died in the Senate. An-
other one, HB 323, introduced 
in January, is still pending in the 
House, and last week it picked up 
two new Democratic co-sponsors, 
State Reps. Rita Mayfield and 
Sam Yingling.

And on Oct. 7, State Rep. Grant 
Wehrli introduced a virtually 
identical bill, HB 3909. 

In a news release, Wehrli also 

claimed the devices are a source 
of political corruption.

“As the FBI’s federal investiga-
tion into Sen. Sandoval’s shady 
dealings intensifies, it’s time to 
re-examine the use of red-light 
cameras in Illinois and consider 
the type of ban he has repeatedly 
blocked,” Wehrli said.

Sandoval, who has not yet been 
charged with any wrongdoing, 
did not respond to a request for 
comment.

McSweeney, meanwhile, said 
that even without the alleged cor-
ruption, he would still oppose the 
use of red-light cameras.

“My issue is that I think the red-

Surveillance images released 
from Lincoln Park home invasion

Police released images Oct. 9 of 
three suspects who allegedly tied 
up, beat, and robbed a woman dur-
ing an armed home invasion on 
Tuesday evening in Lincoln Park.

The offenders forced their way 
into the 32-year-old woman’s apart-
ment at 420 W. Fullerton around 9 
p.m. while armed with handguns, 
according to police. She said the 
home invaders restrained her and 
held her at gunpoint while de-
manding “the money.”

Police said they collected cash 
and electronics before leaving. The 
woman freed herself and sought 
help from a neighbor who called 
911.

An ambulance crew transported 
the woman to Advocate Illinois Ma-
sonic Medical Center for treatment. 
She was reportedly discharged on 
Wednesday.

Wednesday’s release of surveil-
lance images came with updated 
descriptions of the alleged offend-
ers:

The vehicle’s driver, Johan Jean, 19, 
of West Ridge, was held for driving on 
a suspended license.

Prosecutors charged Jean with ag-
gravated unlawful use of a weapon 
and possession of ammunition with-
out a FOID on June 8, police records 
show. A judge released him on a re-
cognizance bond, according to the 
Chicago Police Department’s gun of-
fender database.

One month later, prosecutors 
charged Jean with the manufacture-
delivery of cannabis in Uptown. An-
other judge released him again.

The status of those cases were not 
immediately available.

Gang member who shot  
two men in 2001,  
busted with gun in Uptown

Police arrested six people in an 
Uptown crime “hot spot” after a CPD 
surveillance camera team spotted a 
group of alleged gang members on 
CHA property. Among the men arrest-
ed: an admitted Black P Stone gang 
member who recently finished doing 
time for attempted murder. Police say 
he had a gun when they tried to stop 
him last week.

“Hot spots” are specially-designat-
ed high crime areas that receive spe-
cial police attention.

Around 5:45 
p.m. Oct. 6, of-
ficers watching 
s u r v e i l l a n c e 
cameras in the 
20th District 
told patrol offi-
cers that a group 
of men were 
trespassing on 
CHA property in 

the 5000 block of N. Winthrop.
As police approached the group, 

Keith Barnes, 36, looked in their direc-
tion, grabbed his waistband, and ran 
into the front door of the CHA com-
plex, according to court records.

Cops chased him to the third floor 
where they heard a woman scream, 
“Get out of my house!” 

“He don’t live here,” she report-
edly told police. “He ran out the back 
door.”

Officers took Barnes into custody 
outside the building.

The woman gave police permission 
to search her apartment, according to 
police records. They found a gun un-
derneath the mattress in a bedroom 
that Barnes allegedly ran through.

Police said in an arrest report that 
their body cameras recorded Barnes 
as he admitted to being a Black P 
Stone gang member for his entire life. 
He also told them he bought the gun 
for $350 in the Austin neighborhood.

Prosecutors charged Barnes with 
being a felon in possession of a weap-
on and criminal trespass to state-
supported land. Judge David Navarro 
ordered him held without bail.

CPD records show four other adults 
are facing criminal trespass to state-
supported land charges in connec-
tion with Sunday’s incident. One of 
them is also charged with possession 
of 8.7 grams of crack. 

Barnes was found guilty in 2003 
of firing a gun into a group of men 
outside an apartment building on 

the 1500 block of W. Pratt two years 
earlier. 

One of the shooting victims said 
at trial that Barnes approached the 
group, got within five feet, and said, 
“What’s up, folks?”

Then, Barnes began shooting. One 
man was shot in the chest. Another 
was shot in both legs and a shoulder.

Barnes was sentenced to 25 years 
for attempted murder plus additional 
time for weapons and aggravated 
battery charges, but a judge later 
reduced the attempted murder sen-
tence to 17 years.

Businesses burglarized  
in Lakeview, Roscoe Village

Detectives said the flower 
shop was targeted sometime be-
tween 6:30 p.m. Wednesday and 2:15 
a.m. Thursday.

Police did not describe the offend-
er in the bulletin.

And residents should pay close 
attention to suspicious people in the 
area, the alert said.

How do you get accused  
of stealing 4 bikes in 3 months?

Most people go through life with-
out ever being accused of stealing a 
bicycle. Paul Martin has been arrested 
three times in three months to face 
charges for four separate bike thefts.

How’d that happen? Well, it goes a 
little something like this:

On July 9, Martin was detained by 
an off-duty police officer who said he 
saw Martin try to cut the lock off of a 
bike with bolt cutters in the 300 block 
of N. Financial Plaza downtown. Mar-
tin was charged with attempted theft 
and criminal damage to property.

But prosecutors dropped that case 
on Aug. 30, according to court re-

cords. No rea-
son was given 
in the publicly 
available docu-
ments.

One week 
later, Martin 
was arrested at 
his home after 
police accused 
him of being 

responsible for two more bike thefts: 
On June 27, Martin stole a woman’s 
bike from the 2400 block of W. Addi-
son, police said. And on Aug. 15, he 
allegedly cut the lock from a bike out-
side the Addison Red Line station and 
rode away with it.

Police tracked him down using CTA 
surveillance footage and records of a 
pawn shop transaction, they said.

Prosecutors charged Martin with 
two more counts of felony theft and 
he was released to await trial.

Police arrested Martin again on 
Sept. 26 to face more charges for al-
legedly stealing a bike from a home in 
the 3800 block of N. Oakley on Sept. 
6. Judge David Navarro released him 
on a recognizance bond and ordered 
him to go on electronic monitoring.

Barring new investigative discover-
ies, Martin is due back in court Thurs-
day.

Three robberies  
reported in Lincoln Park

Police responded to at least three 
robberies in the Lincoln Park neigh-
borhood Oct. 11. The victims include a 
DePaul Univ. student and a man who 
was robbed at gunpoint outside the 
North-Clybourn Red Line station. Po-
lice do not believe the crimes are con-
nected. Here are the details:

•  Just before 8 p.m., a man report-
ed that two offenders robbed him at 
gunpoint outside the North-Clybourn 
Red Line CTA station. The men report-
edly took $400 from the victim and 
ran from the scene.

Cops assigned to monitor the 18th 
Police District’s camera system sent 
officers to the station’s southbound 
platform after spotting two men who 
matched the offenders’ descriptions.

Police said on Oct. 13th that no 
charges had been filed in the case an 
no one is in custody.

• A Friday evening coffee shop ren-
dezvous ended with a 19-year-old 
man being robbed at knifepoint near 
DePaul Univ. at 7:30 p.m. The victim is 
a student at the school, according to a 
university source.

Police said the victim and the of-
fender met earlier in the week at a 
local coffee shop and they decided 
to meet again at the same spot yes-
terday evening. The two men left the 
coffee shop and were walking on the 
2300 block of N. Sheffield when the 
offender pulled a knife and robbed 
the student of his cash, police said. 
The victim was not injured.

• The robber fled to an older dark-
colored sedan and drove away. Police 
said he is a Hispanic man with a me-
dium complexion who’s between 18 
and 21 years old, 5’-8” tall, 150 lbs with 
short black hair.

Most recently, a three-person theft 
crew took “expensive cigarettes” dur-
ing a late-night convenience store 
robbery on the 2100 block of N. Cly-
bourn, according to CPD records.

A 31-year-old clerk said he tried to 
stop two men and a woman as they 
walked out with the smokes around 
10:30 p.m. The three got away after 
having a “tussle” with the clerk, ac-
cording to a police spokesperson.

The three offenders, last seen head-
ing northbound on Clybourn, were 
described as male, Hispanic, short police beat see p. 11

Prosecutors charged Wheeler 
with one misdemeanor count of 
videotaping through clothes. He 
was released on a recognizance 
bond per court rules and is due 
back in court on Oct. 25.

Earlier this year, a Lakeview at-
torney received 18 months of court 
supervision after pleading guilty 
to recording under the dress of a 
woman who was in front of him on 
a Loop department store escalator.

A convicted felon who was 
found carrying a gun in the River 
North nightclub district in June 
2018 has reached a plea deal with 
prosecutors. Police stopped Geof-
frey Miller, 30, following reports 
of a man with a gun on the 400 
block of N. Orleans.

Officers recovered a loaded 
handgun, a bag of suspected her-
oin, and 51 suspected Xanax pills 
from Miller, according to initial 
allegations. 

Now, Miller has pleaded guilty 
to being a felon in possession of 
a weapon. Prosecutors dropped 
a Class X felony armed violence 
charge along with eight other 
felonies in their deal with Miller. 
Judge William Hooks sentenced 
Miller to 42 months in prison with 
credit for 260 days time served 
while awaiting trial.

In 2013, Miller received two 
concurrent 16-month prison sen-

wondering about justice in Cook County

tences for reckless discharge of a 
firearm and filing a false police 
report.

More decisions follow:
• Cook County Judge Ericka 

Orr threw out charges against an 
Alabama man who was facing 
charges of having two handguns 
in his room at a River North ho-
tel. Police said they saw two pis-
tols in Gerald Rutherford’s room 
when they went inside to handle a 
reported domestic incident.

But the other party refused to 
file complaints against Ruther-
ford and Orr determined that the 
gun case should not move for-
ward.

• Not guilty. That is the verdict 
from Cook County Judge Carol 
Howard in the bench trial of a 
man who police said was carrying 
a handgun while on bail awaiting 
trial for a Wrigleyville robbery.

Prosecutors said in a court fil-
ing that Jeff Sarfo was in the pas-
senger seat of a car that police 

pulled over for allegedly having 
expired plates in Rogers Park on 
May 8, 2018. Officers saw a hand-
gun lying on the floorboard at 
Sarfo’s feet, prosecutors alleged.

Arresting officers said they 
heard the sound of metal striking 
metal in the back seat of their car 
as they drove Sarfo to the district 
station. They said they pulled over 
and found bullets lying in the back 
seat where Sarfo was sitting.

Their in-car camera allegedly 
captured footage of Sarfo remov-
ing a white envelope containing 
four bullets from his pocket, but 
the cops failed to preserve the 
video. Nonetheless, prosecutors 
said they still had video from the 
officers’ body cameras showing 
the cops opening their squad’s 
rear door and shining a flashlight 
on ammunition in its back seat.

Prosecutors dropped a felony 
possession of ammunition charge 
before trial after learning about 
the video loss.

On Oct. 9, Judge Howard found 
Banks not guilty on all remaining 
felony counts.

Prosecutors previously dropped 
all charges against the man who 
was driving the car that police 
stopped for having expired plates 
— Ralph Banks, 21.

At the time of the traffic stop, 
Banks was on parole for his role 
in a 2015 shoot-out near Wrigley 
Field. A North Side rapper was 
shot during the exchange of gun-
fire that left dozens of shell cas-
ings lying on a residential street.

While awaiting trial on the gun 
allegations, Sarfo pleaded guilty 
to robbing a couple outside their 
Wrigleyville home in the 1200 
block of W. Waveland on Sept. 10, 
2017.

A judge sentenced him to three 
years. After receiving credit for 
time served awaiting trial and a 
50% sentence reduction for good 
behavior, Sarfo left prison three 
days after arriving. He’s on parole 
in that case until March 18, 2021. 
He previously served time for ag-
gravated fleeing from police, rob-
bery, and possessing a firearm in 
public.

• The man accused of threaten-
ing another man with a handgun 
in Uptown on Sept. 16 is off the 
hook. Judge Donald Panarese 
struck all charges against Mau-
rice Burt, 30, following a motion 
by prosecutors during a hearing 

on Tuesday. Court records do not 
indicate the specific reason for 
the state’s decision.

A 31-year-old man told police 
that he got into a disagreement 
with Burt on the 1000 block of W. 
Wilson and that Burt retrieved a 
handgun from the center console 
of his vehicle and pointed it at the 
victim.

Police said in an arrest report 
that Burt admitted to pointing the 
gun at the man. Burt possesses an 
Illinois Firearm Owner ID card, 
but he does not have a concealed 
carry permit, according to the re-
port.

•  Rap star Herbert “G Herbo” 
Wright reached a plea deal with 
prosecutors who accused him of 
having a handgun in a limo near 
State and Roosevelt in February 
2018. Two other men in the vehi-
cle were also charged with having 
guns.

Wright and prosecutors struck a 
deal in which the rapper pleaded 
guilty to one count of misde-
meanor carrying a firearm while 
prosecutors dropped four felony 
gun charges. Judge Matthew No-cost flu shots are available

“The flu vaccine reduces the 
burden of illness and prevents 
hospitalizations, and we remain 
committed to ensuring it is af-
fordable and universally available 
throughout the entire flu season,” 
said CDPH Acting Cmsr. Allison 
Arwady, MD.

People 65 years and older are at 
greater risk of serious  complica-
tions from the flu, and most sea-
sonal flu-related deaths and hos-
pitalizations occur among people 
in that age group. Other people 
at high risk from the flu include 
children younger than 5 years old, 
especially those younger than 6 
months  old who cannot be vac-
cinated, pregnant women, Ameri-
can Indians and Alaska Natives, 
people who live in nursing homes 
and other long-term care facilities, 
people with a weakened immune 
system due to disease or medica-
tions, and people with asthma, 
diabetes and other chronic heart 
and lung conditions.

In addition to vaccination, 
good health habits can help stop 
the spread of germs and prevent 
respiratory illnesses like the flu:

• Try to avoid close contact 
with people who are sick. Stay 
home when you are sick.

•  Cover your mouth and nose 

Free flu shots on the North Side

with a tissue when coughing or 
sneezing.

• Clean your hands. If soap and 
water are not available, use an 
alcohol-based hand rub.

• Avoid touching your eyes, 
nose and mouth. Germs spread 
this way.

• Clean and disinfect frequently 
touched surfaces at home, work 
or school, especially when some-

one is ill.
• Get plenty of sleep, be physi-

cally active, manage your stress, 
drink plenty of fluids and eat nu-
tritious food.

Additionally, CDPH offers no-
cost vaccines to uninsured chil-
dren and adults at CDPH  walk-
in immunization clinics and via a 
mobile immunization clinics.

light cameras, again, are designed 
for a specific purpose of raising 
revenue,” he said.

• A 20-year-old man accused of 
firing a handgun inside a Street-
erville parking garage while hav-
ing three other pending criminal 
cases has reached a plea deal. 
The judge sentenced him to only 
one year on the gun charge, but 
he had worse luck with the other 
matters.

Prosecutors said surveillance 
video captured images of Ricardo 
Ortiz pulling out a handgun in 
the garage at 240 E. Illinois St. in 
August 2018. He allegedly fired 
the weapon at a security camera 
and then into the garage, striking 
a 20-year-old man in the abdo-
men, according to court records. 
The victim recovered from his in-
juries and identified Ortiz as the 

shooter, police said.
Ortiz was on second chance 

probation for burglary at the time 
of the incident. He also had pend-
ing cases for theft, narcotics, and 
probation violation. He repeatedly 
failed to appear in court and had 
been put on and taken off elec-
tronic monitoring in the months 
before the Streeterville incident.

In a deal with prosecutors, 
Ortiz received a sentence of one 
year with 499 days credit for time 
served in the gun case. Judge Tim-
othy Chambers also sentenced 
him to concurrent terms of two 
years for manufacture-delivery of 
cannabis, two years for a burglary 
in Justice, IL, and three years for 
possession of fentanyl.

With time served and an antici-
pated 50% credit for good behav-
ior, his parole date is set for Feb. 
2, 2021.

•  Prosecutors accused Gerald 
Hunley, 22, of shooting at people 
in the 800 block of N. Cambridge 
on June 9, 2018. He was a regis-
tered gun offender at the time due 
to a previous gun violation.

Hunley reached a deal with 
prosecutors in which he pleaded 
guilty to aggravated unlawful 
use of a weapon while the state 
dropped two counts of aggravated 
discharge of a firearm, two counts 
of being a felon in possession of a 
weapon, and three other felonies.

Judge Catherine Haberkorn 
sentenced him to six years in 
prison with 443 days credit for 
time served.

• A homeless man who was ar-
rested after he took a gun out of 
his pocket to “adjust himself” in 
River North has been sentenced 
to 30 months probation.

Police said a motorist told them 
he saw Wakili Boyd walking hear 
LaSalle St. and Chicago Ave., 
holding a gun in his hand and 
pushing a shopping cart on Aug. 
8, 2018. But Boyd did not point 
the gun at him, the man said.

Officers stopped Boyd and 
found an unloaded handgun in 
his left pants pocket.

Two years after our exposé,  
Center on Halsted looks for new security firm

One of the nation’s largest LGBTQ com-
munity centers is looking for candidates 
to replace its long-time security company, 
which is owned by a veteran police officer 
assigned to the 19th District in Lakeview.

The Center on Halsted’s 
[COH] request for propos-
als comes two years after this 
newspaper first reported on al-
legations of a race-fueled inci-
dent involving Officer Thomas 
Walsh at a Boystown bar in 
2013.

Our report was part of a 
multi-installment series that 
investigated the bar incident as 
well as other aspects of Walsh 
Security operations.

In a 16-page “Security Re-
quest for Proposal” dated Sept. 
26, the Center seeks “trauma-informed se-
curity guards.”

“The ideal security guard would have 
experience in working with patrons of 

diverse mental capacity and those expe-
riencing homelessness,” according to the 
request.

As recently as this summer, COH CEO 
Modesto “Tico” Valle stood firmly behind 
keeping Walsh Security at the COH.

In response to recent online reports 
about the bar incident, Valle 
wrote, that Walsh “was disci-
plined in 2017” for the alleged 
racist battery at Lucky Horse-
shoe Lounge, 3169 N. Halsted. 
In fact, the police department 
has not confirmed that Walsh 
has been disciplined for the 
incident.

“The senior leadership of 
Center on Halsted and its 
board of directors are aware of 
this matter,” he wrote.

Valle said Walsh was asked 
to “explain his actions [and] 

undergo racial sensitivity training” among 
other things.

Valle declined to comment for our 2017 
report because someone told him the case 

was still under investigation.
“There is nothing to comment on,” he 

said. Valle did not respond when we in-
formed him that the Independent Police 
Review Authority concluded its investiga-
tion two years earlier.

The COH security contract has yielded 
Walsh Security more than $120,000 annu-
ally, according to the Center’s tax records.

James Matthews, the doorman who said 
Walsh knocked him to the ground and re-
peatedly used racist words at the Horse-
shoe, sued Walsh, the bar, and the city of 
Chicago. He received a $300,000 settle-
ment from Walsh’s security company last 
year, according to court records. Matthews 
received a separate $2,000 worker’s com-
pensation payment from the Lucky Horse-
shoe.

In June 2015, IPRA recommended a 20-
day suspension for Walsh in connection 
with the incident. Then-Chicago Police 
Supt. Garry McCarthy reviewed the mat-
ter and extended the suspension to 60 days, 
according to investigative files secured by 
this newspaper.

Walsh immediately exercised his con-
tractual right to file a grievance in the mat-
ter.

The police department has failed to 
respond to a two-month-old request for 
documents detailing the current status of 
Walsh’s grievance. Last week, the Illinois 
Attorney General’s Office intervened in 
the matter and formally notified the police 
department that they were reviewing CPD’s 
failure to respond.

A new light has been directed on this 
newspaper’s reporting by a months-long 
effort to make the Boystown neighborhood 
more accepting of blacks and other mar-
ginalized people.

In an email this summer, Rev. Jamie Fra-
zier of the Lighthouse Foundation said his 
organization would be “focusing our latest 
anti-racism community organizing efforts” 
on the Center and its employment of Walsh 
Security.

Frazier was not reachable for comment 
on Sunday.

timately prevailed. In exchange, St. Hen-
ry was awarded $100,000 and property 
bounded by Devon, Rosemont, Hoyne, and 
Seeley avenues,” according to information 
posted at https://sainthenrychicago.org, the 
parish website. 

In the 1970s, its former building on 
Ridge Ave. became a mission church serv-
ing Chicago’s local Roman Catholic Croa-
tian community. 

St. Henry honors the Holy Roman Em-
peror Henry II, who reigned as emperor 
from 972-1024. Considered a pious ruler, 
he was recognized as a Roman Catholic 
saint in 1147.

Parishioners of St. Henry Roman Catholic 
Church, 6335 N. Hoyne Ave., are concerned 
their parish church will be among those tar-
geted for closing.
