Ten days of heightened
police presence downtown underway

Chicago police have taken po-
sitions along Michigan Ave. and
State St. and will remain there
through Election Day on Nov. 3.

“Everything is fluid,” says Ser-
geant Linda Aguilera, CPD’s 18th
District Business Liaison. She
says it is not known exactly how
many days after the election the
extra personnel will be needed,
but for now CPD is prepared to
be on alert all of this week.

Patrols have been increased.
Days off have been cancelled.

Aguilera says teams have been
assigned to “a few” protests they
expect on Election Day. In case of
a major disruption, she says there
is a plan.

“If we need to deploy more re-
sources, we will,” she said. “We

do have resources available.”
Expect to see city vehicles such
as salt trucks and garbage trucks,
says Aguilera, ready in the event
police need to “close anything or
shut anything down.”

ably a few days after, according to
Aguilera.

Lighting, traffic, park improvements
planned for Streeterville

Pedestrian and traffic improve-
ments are coming to Streeterville
according to 2nd Ward Ald. Brian
Hopkins’ newsletter.

Work will include new street-
lights, new playgrounds, and a
new intersection.

The new street lighting is be-
ing installed on E. Pearson Street,
between Michigan Ave. and Lake
Shore Dr., Hopkins said, resulting
in “greater luminosity and im-
proved safety at night.”

He noted that planners chose
the “attractive ‘acorn’ design”

to better illuminate the sidewalk
along the park, and new black
poles bearing LED lighting will
be located along the remainder of
the street.

“(Lighting) is important dur-
ing the summer months, due to
the tree canopy on Pearson that
can shield the sidewalk,” Hopkins
said. “It also helps during the
colder months when more people
are walking home in the early
evening darkness.”

Seneca Park

Another improvement sched-
uled for completion by year’s end
is located at Seneca Park: the Eli
Schulman playground.

“The unique and creative de-
sign is already the source of much
excitement and anticipation,’
Hopkins said.

The new play space was the
result of a “lengthy and robust
community process, with sev-
eral public meetings where ideas

New Special Service Area proposal
for Boul Mich to be debated Nov. 13

Property owners and lease
holders along the Magnificent
Mile are being asked to contrib-
ute to a proposed new $1 million
Special Service Area [SSA] tax
before a public hearing, to be held
in City Council 10 a.m. Nov. 13.
The hearing is before the Com-
mittee on Economic, Capital and
Technological Development.

Titled SSA Number 76, the
general boundaries would include
Michigan Ave., and parts east and
west of the Mag Mile, from Oak
St. south to Randolph St. The
general western boundary would
reach parts of Dearborn and Rush
streets, while the eastern bound-

ary is a zigging line following
some streets and alleys for about
a block east of Michigan Ave.
SSA’s are geographic districts
that fund expanded programs and
services within a designated area
through self-imposed property
tax levies. These services are pro-
vided in addition to those already
provided by the City. SSA proj-
ects typically include - but are
not limited to: public way mainte-
nance and beautification, district
marketing and advertising, busi-
ness retention/attraction, special
events and promotional activities,
auto and bike transit, security,
facade improvements and other
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commercial and economic devel-
opment initiatives.

In a legal notice published Oct.
28, those supporting the effort are
calling for an added property tax
of 0.05% of the equalized assessed
value. The notice stated that the
special taxes will be levied “in the
years 2020 through and including
2022.” The proposed 2020 budget
is $1 million.

A petition of at least 51% of the
taxpayers and land-owners in the
designated area are required to
move the effort through City Hall;
or to kill the proposal if they’re in
opposition.

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Say a prayer for a Yale grad, and rediscover human worth and achievement

One of Chicago’s great mo-
ments from back in 1979 is the
visit of Pope John Paul II.

I was working for ABC as a
commentator for the million plus
Mass held in Grant Park, pre-
Millennium Park, pre-Maggie
Daley Park.

Actually, pre-Mayor Richard
M. Daley.

My instructions for that Au-
tumnal October papal visit was to
be at the ABC platform site very
early on the day. I still can remem-
ber the crunchy leafy smell of the
park and that cold Lake Michigan
fragrance that the lake gets as the
water temperature lowers.

A Chicago hustle-bustle grind-
ing was working overtime along
the balmy lakefront then, and a
nervous, 1970s excitement settled
over Grant Park long in advance
of the Polish pope’s arrival.

He was bunking with Cardi-
nal Cody at the Cardinal’s man-
sion at the south end of Lincoln
Park. Tens of thousands filled the
streets around the Gold Coast’s
N. State Pkwy. Cody was chest-
thumping proud of his most fa-
bled houseguest. I recall the pope
sang a tune from the roof of the
house’s portico.

Excitement on a grand scale
was in the air, literally, it was
like the whole city stayed up all
night.

I got to the ABC news plat-
form while it was still dark and
had to climb up a ladder to reach
the platform with the cameras.
It was a big climb. After a stun-
ning papal-worthy sunrise, es-
sential workers were arriving at
their posts. It was chilly but there
was a promise that warm air was
scheduled to arrive in advance of
the pope.

That may have been Mayor
Jane Byrne’s most extraordinary

accomplishment for that Octo-
ber. A warm day of Chicago sun-
shine. An ironic accomplishment
for someone who, even she would
admit, wasn’t much of a sunshine
girl.

I got to the news platform first.
Alone, I sat quiet in a lakefront
solitude trying to imagine what
was about to unfold.

I sat still in a folding chair and
waited for others to arrive. I had
scant information about whom
we awaited. It was hard for me to
get my head around the spectacu-
lar birds-eye-view that the news
platform permitted. Even before
any multitude arrived.

The first newsman to arrive
was veteran ABC political report-
er Hugh Hill. He had a superb,
old-fashioned Chicago reputa-
tion. Right out of central casting.
To this day I cannot recall how he
scaled the ladder of the platform.
Hill was a two-fisted reporter who
loved to stick his nose under the
tent. Surely he’d grappled his way
through many a tough assignment
so this was a cakewalk for him.

He was glib and full of a
swashbuckling reporter’s 2¢ on
every issue you could imagine.
Right or wrong. And just the right
politically tested bluster for the
occasion. His curiosity was dem-
onstrated with hundreds of little
human points of information and
clarification about what the pope
does, what the pope eats, or how
the pope finds living outside of
Poland.

But the man of the hour, as far
as I was concerned, arrived on our
platform with little ceremony, but
plenty of authority: ABC news-
man Joel Daly.

Of course, Hill reminded me
right away that Daly was also a
lawyer. As if that somehow made
him less trustworthy or believ-
able. Such was the educational
divide among reporters.

Daly arrived ready to work and
poetically describing the dawn
surrounding the lakefront. I fig-
ured dawn must be when Hill
would usually be just arriving
back home after researching a
story. But for the more sensitive
Daly, it was a display of rare elan.
One that set him apart as a think-
ing man’s reporter.

What else could you expect
from a graduate of Yale?

I told him he was an old friend
at our family home, that my Irish
grandmother, Nora O’Connor,
looked upon him as an old ac-
quaintance. I told him a few sto-
ries to reinforce her discerning
tastes, and her suspicions of most
newsies. But, I said, he and Fahey

to receive Communion from John
Paul 11, himself.

One nod from her wild Irish
head and the Chicago Police per-
mitted her freedom of the realm,
or at least Grant Park.

As police held back some of
the pre-selected worshippers, the
Mayor glided up to the papal al-
tar. Devout. Humble. But, most

Flynn, the longtime
ABC Chicago an-
chor, held a special
place of honor in
my grandmother’s
prayers.

He kind of lit up,
saying he could use
all the added help
he could get with
heaven.

I say that because
that tells you really
how the long day of
ancient prayers and
hymns went with
the pope. A million

certainly, in charge.
It was a delightful
Chicago  moment
of muscle to wit-
ness. And not lost
on the political per-
ceptions of Daly or
Hill. T was glad the
pope got a real taste
of Chicago. As well

f as a street renamed
for him.
- That moment

is what seized my
~ | head and my heart
when I heard the
sad news that Daly

and a half people spread out be-
fore us, reaching to the ends of
Grant Park.

Since Daly and Hill were
frequently the running-on-the-
ground reporters at the scene, they
appreciated my stories of going to
the Catholic Univ. in Poland, and
all the opportunities we had, then,
of meeting the pope-to-be when
he was in Krakow.

Both of these reporters were
charmers and well placed within
Chicago’s pantheon of local ce-
lebs. Daly of course would go
on to several more decades of
anchoring on ABC thanks to his
achievement as a well-trusted and
well-liked personality.

It was a pretty calm day 40
years ago in Grant Park. That
is, until Communion time when
the Catholic Mayor of Chicago
decided that she would put her-
self in the papal line and go up

had died this past week at 86.
He and I always spoke and had
a kind word for each other after
our papal bonding in the park. I
always appreciated his work and
his achievements. Especially the
pride he took in being a member
of the Chicago Bar Assoc. A re-
porter’s lawyer. He took a small
delight in my work at City Hall
and the opportunity it provided
me with scoops and inside sto-
ries.

Joel Daly will be missed. As a
reporter, an anchor and as a savvy
Chicagoan. The ultimate achieve-
ment of his career.

The pandemic is the devil’s
work. Lately, it has kept us from
the proper presence and appropri-
ate expressions of mourning and
grief. We are, too often, prevented
from having the right opportunity
and ability to salute those whose
humanity helped us to find a little
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more of our own. Ultimately, af-
ter the election, it is that which
will make our nation great again.
And will make our representa-
tives respected again and our
offers of friendship, nation to na-
tion, trusted again.

It’s only when we help others
discover more richly their own
human worth and human achieve-
ment that we find the real trea-
sure of our own worth. Whether
that’s in a classroom, a pulpit or
a kitchen.

Or on television.

Say a prayer for Joel Daly. And
John Paul II. And Jane Byrne.
And Hugh Hill. There’s more
than enough grace to go around.
And say a prayer that we won’t
forget too much. Remembering is
half the fun.

You gotta hand it to Ernesto
Luthje, who in the midst of the
pandemic recently opened an
adorable and mighty-tasty new
bakery, Brick and Cake, at 2009
W. Roscoe St. in Roscoe Village.

And in Lincoln Park, Mai-
son Parisienne hosted the grand
opening of its second location
Oct. 10, at 2564 N. Clark St. This
is the same cuisine francaise that
many locals have come to love in
Lakeview, at 3307 N. Clark St.,
made by the same team, and led
by Eris Erkoca.

While thousands of other busi-
nesses, sadly, have had to close
their doors, it took an incredible
amount of guts for Luthje to open
his. Once you taste his goodies
though, you’ll surely be back for
more. So hopefully, Brick and
Cake will not only survive, but
thrive.

My daughter works nearby, and
one day she brought home the
most mouth-watering, light and
fluffy cupcakes, chocolate and
peanut butter flavors. Where did
you get these, I asked. When she
said at a new bakery, I knew I had
to stop in and not only see what
else it had to offer, but also meet
the person who had the courage
to open shop during these crazy
and unpredictable times.

There, I met Luthje, who is
originally from the Dominican
Republic. Eight years ago, he
transplanted to Miami and spent
six years there before heading to
Nashville for a year. He then came
to Chicago a year ago -- with the
dream of a sweet life.

Here, Luthje landed jobs as a
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Ernesto Luthje of Brick and Cake, 2009 W. Roscoe St., baking up heirloom recipes and savory Pastelitos.

food and beverage manager for
Marriott and then as an assis-
tant banquets manager for Loews
Hotel. “There were no banquets
though,” said Luthje. “I lost my
job.”

Luthje is a man of faith, so
when he found himself with no
job and no money, he prayed.
Luckily, he was not a man with-
out a skill, thanks to his maternal
grandmother, Germania.

Germania was a baker, and
she loved to cook. In her younger
days, she had created the most
beautiful wedding cakes. She and
her grandson had bonded over
baking the cakes and desserts he
loved. In her house in the Domin-
ican Republic, the pair had even
started a little home business.

“I used to bake my grandma’s
recipes,” said Luthje. “She let us
use her living room in the Do-
minican Republic and said, ‘Put
your display there in front of the
street.” I built up a business for
five years.”

When Germania died, Luthje
headed to the United States. It
was while here that, “I had a
dream her Dominican Republic
house burned and she told me to
go to the house and, ‘Grab what
I leave you from the house.” The
only thing left in the dream was
her cookbook.”

Luthje remembered how he
used to watch Germania read-
ing her vintage cookbook, filled
with 65 years of her hand-written
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recipes. It included, among many
other things, the amazing, chock-
full-of-goodness carrot cake that
Brick and Cake sells. After his
dream, Luthje had his mother
UPS the cookbook to the U.S.

Luthje’s grandmother’s cookbook
from the Dominican Republic.

He used his grandmother’s rec-
ipes during this pandemic time
and had been working from home
baking, which helped open Brick
and Cake. The name, he said, is
symbolic of what it took for him
to get the bakery up and running.

“Everything in my life was
step-by-step,” said Luthje. “T have
to put one brick and then another.
You have to start from some-
thing.”

So thanks to the fact that his
landlord, Larry Walter, is renting
him the place for half price (even
though Walter apparently had

a better $ offer), Luthje is now
truly living the American Dream.
Today, he is serving his grand-
mother’s hearty recipes that have
withstood the test of time but he
also bakes the most delish Pas-
telitos, which are like round em-
panadas with a Latin flavor. The
feta and spinach was fabulous but
also offered are chicken, ham and
cheese, beef, and pizza and pep-
peroni.

“I feel it in my heart this is go-
ing to need a bigger space in the
future,” said Luthje, who gets to
the bakery by 5 a.m. and doesn’t
leave until around 6:30, 7 p.m. “I
think God brought me here for a
reason and I'm gonna show the
people...”.

What he’ll definitely show us
is not only that he has wonder-
ful baked goods, but he can also
show off his great decorating job.
Luthje has created a cheery, col-
orful, feel-good spot. It’s a fun
and welcome addition during
these dark and dreary days, one
that neighbors already seem to be
appreciating.

“Everybody is so nice, so
friendly,” Luthje said. “It’s like
they know me -- from I don’t
know where.”

He said he hopes to spread
some goodwill in the community
soon and have little ones in to
decorate cupcakes.

“I love kids,” said Luthje.
“There’s a space for everybody.
Everybody can come.”
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I admire Luthje for having the
gumption to do what he has done
and wish him all the best. Thus
far, his new job is bringing him
lots of happiness, he said.

“Everything in your life doesn’t
have to be money,” said Luthje.
“It has to be joy.”

Meanwhile down on Clark
St., Erkoca’s customers are now
treated to fresh-baked pastries,
creamy quiches and scrumptious
sandwiches paired with a full
espresso bar.

legal issues for gig-workers, freelancers

Independent contractors in Chicago
could be facing big challenges because of
California’s ABS law — a law that forced
thousands of freelancers out of part time
gig work, and which has now spurred simi-
lar legislative action in other states and in
Congress, in the form of the Federal PRO
Act (Protecting the Right to Organize Act
of 2019/HR2474).

The PRO Act passed in the House in
February and awaits Senate ruling. Should
it become law, it can affect “right to work”
laws and freelancers of all stripes nation-
wide.

The Independent Writers of Chicago is
hosting a virtual meeting 6 p.m. Tuesday,
Nov. 10 with a presentation by Lawyers for

the Creative Arts, who will discuss such
legislation and its potential consequences.

Issues to be covered will include how
will such laws affect individuals to freely
make a living, and the flexibility to work
for private clients?

How will people
legally establish themselves as independent
contractors and if forming a business
entity, such as a corporation or LLC, how
can accomplish that?

More paintball attacks reported
in Loop, Streeterville

A series of paintball gun attacks
in the Loop and Streeterville left
one man with bruises and swelling
but no serious injuries. The inci-
dents are part of a citywide pattern
of similar drive-by paintball shoot-
ings that began in October.

We reported earlier this month
that paintball shootings are rising
as the attacks appear in viral videos.
A similar wave of incidents was re-
ported around this time last year.

The Oct. 28 shootings downtown
were reported in quick succession
beginning around 10:20 p.m. when
a 33-year-old man was targeted as
he walked on lllinois St. near Mc-
Clurg Ct., according to Chicago po-
lice.

The man said he suddenly real-
ized he was being “struck all over
[his] body by paintballs,” police said.
He reported bruising and swelling
to his left hand but refused medical
attention. He did not see who fired
the paintballs.

Within the next 20 minutes, two
more paintball shootings were re-
ported in the Loop. Workers said
four men fired paintballs at them
from a black Nissan near Monroe
and State streets. Around the same
time, another person reported be-
ing shot by paintballs fired from a
passing car near the Chicago The-
atre, 175 N. State.

Inrecent days, dozens of paintball
attacks have been reported across
the city. At least two CTA drivers
have been struck while driving bus-
es, according to police reports.

Most of the victims report no
injuries or minor injuries. But a 29-
year-old man was not so lucky in
the Loop last month. He was struck
in the right eye by paintballs fired at
him from a car on the 700 block of
S. Michigan around 12:30 a.m. Sept.
10. The shooters also struck another
man who was with him, but that
victim was hit in the chest and did
not have any injuries, police said at
the time.

Man shot, friend arrested
in Edgewater

A suspect is in custody after he
allegedly shot his own friend in
Edgewater Oct. 30. The victim is ex-
pected to be OK.

According to court records, the
victim and the shooter have twice
been arrested together for separate
alleged crimes in the Edgewater
area since summertime. In Septem-
ber, they were arrested after police
allegedly caughtthem breaking into
an Edgewater apartment building
together — for the second time.

The shooting victim, age 49,
walked into Weiss Hospital around
1 a.m. for treatment of a gunshot
wound to his right foot. He told
police the shooting took place on
the 1000 block of W. Argyle around
12:30 a.m.

According to the victim, he got
into an altercation with the offend-
er who then pulled out a handgun
and fired three shots, striking him
once in the right foot.

Police searched the area for the
gunman and took him into custody
a short time later. Officers recov-
ered a handgun from the suspect,
police said. Two shell casings were
found at the shooting scene.

The two men are free on bail af-
ter being charged with burglary,
theft, and other charges for a pair of

residential burglaries they allegedly
committed together in Edgewater
earlier this year.

Bogus parking attendants eyed
in series of Loop auto thefts

Police are warning about a series
of auto thefts from Loop parking lots
over the past month — including at
least one in which the offender posed
as a lot attendant. All of the thefts
have taken place on parking lots in
the 800 and 900 blocks of S. Wabash.

Last week we reported an auto
thief wore a reflective safety vest and
posed as a parking lot attendant to
steal a 42-year-old woman'’s car from
a lot in the 900 block of S. Wabash
around 8 a.m. on Oct. 21.

The man told the woman where to
park, instructed her to leave her keys
in the car, and then apparently stole
the 2008 silver Nissan Armada while
she attended to business nearby, a
police spokesperson said.

Now, police say six other cars have
been stolen or damaged while parked
on that lot or another one that’s near-
by. Sometimes, the vehicles remain
on the lot, but items are missing from
inside, police said.

Cases were reported on lots in the
800 block of S. Wabash on Sept. 25,
between Sept. 30 and Oct. 1, twice
between Oct. 6 and Oct. 7, and once
on October 8. In addition to the pre-
viously-mentioned case, another inci-
dent was reported on the 900 block of
S. Wabash between Oct. 8 and 9.

The phony lot attendant was a
Black male in his early- to mid-30s
who wore black dress pants, black
dress shoes, a black and white winter
cap, and a neon yellow-green safety
vest, police said.

So-called roving “attendants” are
more likely to be scammers, police
said. Genuine lot employees are more
likely to stay in a parking booth than
walk around the property.

Policeencourageddrivers to closely
examine parking lot signs that explain
payment arrangements and fees.

Oak Park man shot
while sitting in car in Uptown

A 46-year-old Oak Park man is in
fair condition after someone shot him
in the Uptown neighborhood Oct. 27.

According to Chicago police and a
witness, the victim was sitting in his
BMW on the 4600 block of N. Win-
throp when a gunman opened fire on
him from a nearby sidewalk. An am-
bulance transported him to Advocate
Illinois Masonic Medical Center with a
gunshot wound to his right thigh.

A witness reported seeing the gun-
man run southbound on Winthrop af-
ter the shooting. They said the shoot-
erisaBlack male in a gray hoodie who
stands 5'-9” to 6"-1" tall.

Online records show the victim is
an amateur photographer who works
in corporate information technology.
He is the 15th person to be shot in
Uptown this year. The neighborhood
had 14 shooting victims in all of 2019.

Girlfriends pulled off string
of bank heists across Chicago

Two women who are in a romantic
relationship also worked together as
partners to rob six banks around Chi-
cago — but a heist in North Center
last week would be their last, accord-
ing to a federal criminal complaint.

Violet Greco, 20, and 29-year-old
Glenesha Currie were arrested in
Elkhart County, IN, about four hours
after their last robbery. A Chicago Po-
lice Dept. helicopter shadowed them
by following pings from a GPS track-
ing device that investigators placed
on the couple’s car one day earlier.

In a federal complaint, Chicago Po-
lice Detective Robert Bridges said the
robbery of PNC Bank at 4201 N. Lin-
coln on Oct. 20 was similar to five oth-
ers reported in the city and suburbs
since mid-August.

Each robbery was carried out by a
Black female of Currie’s size who filled
out a deposit slip before approaching
tellers with a hold-up note, Bridges
said. The robber’s note said she had a
gun, but no weapon was seen in any
of the hold-ups. According to Bridges,
the same vehicle was also used in
each crime, and another person drove
the car on four occasions.

Police tried to pull the vehicle over
after last week’s robbery in North
Center, but the driver sped away and
crossed into Indiana, where the car
finally stopped at a service station
in Elkhart. Greco was allegedly driv-
ing the car, which is registered in her
name. She and Currie were taken into
custody.

The women started their crime
spree on August 13 when Currie
donned a construction vest as she
collected $647 from a bank teller in
suburban Summit after handing over
a note that said, “Hi. Smile. | have a
gun. Give me all the money,” Bridges
said. Surveillance video showed the
robber get out of a car that appears
to be Greco'’s, according to the com-
plaint.

Other bank robberies were under-
taken on Aug. 28, Sept. 11 and on
Sept. 17.

According to Bridges, CPD surveil-
lance cameras tracked the robbers’
getaway car for a distance. They cap-
tured footage of someone who looks
a lot like Greco getting out of the car
to manipulate its license plate after
the hold-up.

But cops’ big break came on Oct. 7
after the pair allegedly robbed a TCF
Bank in Brighton Park. Chicago cops
tracked the getaway car on CPD’s sur-
veillance camera network and even-
tually captured the vehicle’s license
plate number. It came back to Greco,
Bridges said.

That night, police saw Greco and
Currie getting out of the car near the
Englewood apartment they shared. A
few days later, police planted a secret
video camera near the couple’s home
to record their comings-and-goings.
A few days after that, a federal judge
authorized installing a tracking device
on Greco’s car. Police planted it on the
morning of Oct. 19, Bridges said.

The next day, the couple drove to
North Center, and Currie walked into
the PNC bank.

“Do not press alarm. | have a gun.
| need $30,000,” said a note that she
allegedly passed to a teller.

CPD cameras again tracked the get-
away car, and an FBI task force began
monitoring the GPS tracker hidden on
the vehicle. Cops tried to pull the car
over in the New City neighborhood,
but the driver sped away, and some-
one threw a green jacket out of the
car, Bridges said. Police terminated
the ground pursuit due to safety con-
cerns.

But the tracker was still working,
and investigators used its information
and the CPD helicopter to follow the
car to Elkhart, where the couple was
taken into custody. Greco was arrest-
ed at the service station. Investigators
found Currie at a nearby motel.

Bridges said Greco admitted to be-
ing the getaway driver, and she said
Currie was the one who went into the
banks to carry out the robberies. She
also admitted that the green jacket
she threw out of the car was the same
one Currie wore during the North
Center hold-up.

At the Elkhart police station, Greco
saw Currie in the hallway and told in-

vestigators they were in a romantic
relationship.

Two more robberies reported
in Lakeview,
area muggings up 143%

Two more people have been
mugged in Lakeview as the local po-
lice district reports a triple-digit rob-
bery increase during October com-
pared to last year.

Most recently, a woman told po-
lice that a man that she thought was
a jogger grabbed her purse and ran
away in the 300 block of W. Wellington
around 7:45 p.m. Oct. 28. The offend-
er, described only as a tall man wear-
ing a face mask, fled southbound.

On Oct. 27, a man reported that
an offender robbed him in the 3800
block of N. Pine Grove around 10:45
p.m. and then used his debit card at a
nearby bank and businesses. He said
the robber was a stocky Black male
who stood about 5’-10” tall and wore
a black puffy coat with dark blue Air
Jordans.

The Town Hall 19th Police District
reported seeing a 250% increase in
robberies in the week beginning Oc-
tober 19 compared to the same week
last year. There were 14 muggings
compared to four in 2019. Robbery
reports are up 143% in October com-
pared to the same time last year.

Motor vehicle thefts are also spik-
ing in the district this month, up 112%
with 36 cases compared to 17 during
the same period last year. Theft re-
ports are also climbing in October but
at a lesser pace.

“Knuckleheads” charged
with 10-day robbery spree
in Lakeview, Uptown

Alexus Crutcher  Davon McCoy

A man and woman are charged
with carrying out a 10-day robbery
spree that stretched from Uptown to
Lakeview to Hyde Park before cops
caught up with them last week.

Prosecutors on Sunday said Alexus
Crutcher, 21, Davon McCoy, 20, and
unknown co-offenders used McCoy'’s
car to ride around the city and were
recorded on multiple gas stations’
surveillance cameras as they used vic-
tims' credit cards after the hold-ups.

The string of robberies began with
two incidents in Lakeview on Oct. 19.

Around 8:50 p.m. that night, a
woman was walking home with some
bags when McCoy and unknown ac-
complices knocked her to the ground
and stole her purse in the 800 block of
W. Cornelia, prosecutors said. Crutch-
er and McCoy are allegedly seen us-
ing one of the victims’ credit cards at
a nearby gas station a short time later.
The camera system reportedly cap-
tured clearimages of McCoy'’s car and
its license plate.

About an hour later, two men
pushed a 40-year-old Wrigleyville
resident to the ground and tried to
rob him in the 1100 block of W. Grace.
The man fought back as the robbers
tried to take his earbuds and remove
things from his pockets. All of the of-
fenders fled empty-handed.

Prosecutors said a CPD surveillance
camera captured images of McCoy’s
car parking near the robbery scene
moments before he and two other
men emerged and attacked the vic-
tim. The offenders allegedly ran back
to the car after failing to get anything
from the man. Crutcher admitted to
driving the car and dropping the men
off, but she denied knowing that they
were going to try to rob someone, ac-
cording to prosecutors.

Then, around 5:40 p.m. Oct. 26, two

men knocked a man to the ground
as they walked in an alley behind
the 1200 block of W. Winnemac.
The offenders demanded the vic-
tim’s property and went through
his pockets to take his wallet and
phone. Part of the attack was cap-
tured on cellphone video by a wit-
ness.

Less than 15 minutes later,
Crutcher is seen using one of the
victim’s credit cards at a gas sta-
tion while McCoy walks around the
store, prosecutors said.

Finally, around 1:45 p.m. on Oct.
29, a group of offenders knocked
a woman to the ground as she
stopped to take pictures of a flow-
er on the 5100 block of Kimbark in
Hyde Park.

Once again, a gas station surveil-
lance system recorded Crutcher
using the victim’s credit cards at
a nearby gas station while McCoy
wandered around the store, pros-
ecutors said.

Police pulled McCoy's car over
a short time later and allegedly
found the last victim’s ID and wal-
let inside the vehicle. Crutcher’s
purse contained Chinese currency
that had been inside the woman's
wallet, prosecutors said.

Crutcher and McCoy both ad-
mitted to their involvement in the
crimes, according to prosecutors.

“The state tells me [Crutcher] as
well as two other knuckleheads
went on a crime spree,” Judge
John Lyke said after hearing the al-
legations. “Terrorizing at least four
people [who were] just minding
their own business, taking pictures,
walking down the street.”

“She needs to make better
choices of which men she hangs
out with,” Lyke advised.

Prosecutors charged McCoy
with four felony counts of rob-
bery and one count of attempted
robbery. Crutcher is charged with
three counts of robbery one count
of attempted robbery.

Lyke ordered Crutcher held in
lieu of $200,000 bail. Bail for McCoy
was set at $400,000. Lyke said they
would need to go onto electronic
monitoring if they can post 10%
deposit bonds.

The judge also ordered McCoy
held without bail for violating the
terms of “second chance proba-
tion” that he received after being
convicted of felony possession of a
stolen motor vehicle and burglary.

Armed carjacking, robbery
reported minutes apart
in Lincoln Park

Police are investigating an
armed carjacking and an attempt-
ed robbery that unfolded 20 min-
utes apartin Lincoln Park on Nov. 1.
No one is in custody.

Around 11:15 p.m. a 38-year-
old woman and a 27-year-old man
were sitting in a car on the 400
block of W. Wrightwood when two
men emerged from a passing black
SUV. One of the offenders tried to
rob the man of his bag, police said.
The woman sped away before the
robbery succeeded, and the of-
fenders fled, said Officer Hector
Alfaro, a CPD spokesperson.

The victims said both robbers
were Black males. One of the men
wore a puffy red and white jacket.

About 20 minutes later, two
men got out of a black SUV and
forced a woman from her car in
the 600 block of W. Kemper, Alfaro
said. The woman gave the men
her valuables, and one of the men
drove away in her car. She was not
injured.

She said the robbers were two
Black men, one of whom is skinny,
6’ tall, and wore a gray ski mask
with a dark hoodie.

and suggestions were developed.
The end result is a beautiful new
neighborhood attraction with ar-
tistic play elements, encompass-
ing a footprint that is 30% larger
than the old playground area,” he
said.

The second phase of the Sen-
eca Park project involves the
renovation of the open space and
landscaped area east of the alley
that bisects the park, with a new
re-design that is yet to be deter-
mined. Beginning next year, Hop-
kins said he plans to duplicate the
“open community process” used
to develop the Schulman play-
ground in order to devise a plan
for the eastern half of the park.
There are two caveats however:

Hopkins said the existing fence
will be included in the final de-
sign and will be locked after
hours, and “Ben,” the horse sculp-
ture by artist Debra Butterfield,
will remain, “contentedly grazing
in the field he has called home for
the past 30 years.”

“Everything else is open for
discussion,” Hopkins said.

Mies van der Rohe Dr.

A long-requested plan to add a
left turn lane to southbound Mies
van der Rohe Dr. at Chicago Ave.
will move forward as part of the
Seneca Park project, Hopkins
said.

He noted that the turn arrow
cycle will allow for a re-timed
pedestrian countdown and will
increase predictability for pedes-
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Under the present single-lane
design, Hopkins said pedestrians
often cannot tell if a southbound
vehicle is turning right or left.

Mies van der Rohe Dr. will
have to be widened by 3 feet to
allow for the changes at the in-
tersection, Hopkins said, explain-
ing that, “while southbound Mies
sometimes appears to contain
two lanes of traffic, it is not wide
enough to be striped by proper
pavement markings indicating of-
ficial lane barriers.”

The extra space will be ob-
tained by shifting the existing
curb, sidewalk, and fence line to
the west, Hopkins said. To par-
tially compensate for the adjust-
ment, the western boundary of
Seneca Park also will be shifted
by 4 feet, expanding the western
border of the park into a previ-
ously unused area.

Having “two true lanes” on
southbound Mies will provide
space for vehicles to properly
queue while waiting at a red sig-
nal, relieving congestion that can
occur on Pearson St., where Hop-
kins said eastbound and west-
bound drivers typically “jam up”
while waiting to turn south on
Mies during peak hours.

Hopkins said more visible
signage also will be installed at
Pearson and Mies along with bet-
ter pavement markings and cross-
walk lines, and the sinkhole at the
intersection will be repaired.

Mies van der Rohe Way will
remain open during construction
for the most part, though Hopkins

said there will be occasional lane
restrictions and regular closures.
The project should be completed
by the end of the year.

Playground ordinance

The new playground at Lake
Shore Park is now complete, Hop-
kins said, and once COVID-19
pandemic restrictions are lifted,
children and families should be
able to enjoy the new equipment.

“At present, all (Chicago) Park
District playgrounds remain of-
ficially closed by executive order,
due to the large number of high-
touch surfaces that are in constant
contact with little hands and feet
as kids climb and play,” Hopkins
said.

He acknowledged that play-
ground use poses a “risk of viral
transmission among children,” but
Hopkins thinks the risk is “low
enough (to) re-open outdoor play
areas, with special instructions to
parents and caregivers that en-
list them in a volunteer effort to
regularly wipe down equipment
as they continue diligent hand hy-
giene.”

Hopkins is co-sponsoring an
ordinance to allow for such an
effort, which he said is “gaining
support — even as other pandemic
restrictions necessarily remain in
place during this time of increas-
ing viral spread.”

“Outdoors remains the safest
place for any activity,” Hopkins
said. “Open space in parks has
been officially open for months,
(and) it seems inconsistent to
keep playgrounds off limits while
